Dear Faith Family,
	 I am excited to write to you about another one of our Lord’s precious 
promises. Over the past few weeks, I have been blessed to write to you about 
some of these, and I hope you have been blessed in reading about them. The 
promise that we consider today is especially helpful in our struggles and hard 
times.  

	 When Paul was battling with a “thorn” in his flesh, he prayed fervently 
for the Lord to remove it. We do not know the exact nature of that thorn. Some 
speculate that it was related to the sever eye problems that Paul may have 
had which greatly impaired his sight. Whatever it was, Paul begged God to 
take it.  In response, the Lord spoke to Paul. In 2 Corinthians 12:9, it says, 
“And He said to me, ‘My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is 
made perfect in weakness.’” These words may take us back a bit when we 
think about them. Paul had asked for his thorn to be removed, and the Lord 
did not do it. Jesus denied Paul’s request, but He gave him something better. 

	 The Lord promised Paul that He would give sufficient grace for whatever 
Paul was going through. In other words, the thorn was not going anywhere, 
but the Lord would give Paul the grace to deal with the thorn.  This promise 
is so good. 

	 There are things we may want the Lord to take from us, and He says 
no. Then, He tells us that He will give us enough grace to handle what we 
are battling. Wherever you are today and whatever you are facing, I cannot 
promise you that God will take away everything that makes you struggle. I can 
boldly tell you that He promises to give His children enough grace to handle 
their thorns, no matter what your specific thorn may be. 

   	 So, walk in the sufficient, timely grace of God. He promises to give 
it, and I hope you will take Him at His Word. Yes! The thorn hurts, but God is 
using it, and He is supplying you with His grace. His grace is enough. I pray 
that you will walk in that grace each day of your life. His grace is sufficient; it 
is promised; and His grace is essential to GROWING IN FAITH.
