Sermon Title: New Life: From Fear to Faith 
Sermon Text: Exodus 14:10-31; John 20:19–31 
Preacher: Pastor James Chan 
 
 
Big Idea: 

God brings us into new life through His saving power, calling us to trust Him in faith instead of being 

ruled by fear. 

 

Introduction 

Fear is a common human response when we face uncertainty, danger, or situations beyond our 

control. The Israelites stood trapped between Pharaoh’s army and the Red Sea, overwhelmed by fear 

and doubt. The disciples hid behind locked doors, afraid for their lives after Jesus’ crucifixion. In both 

situations, fear clouded their faith and distorted their understanding of God's presence. Yet in both 

stories, God revealed His power and brought His people into new life. From the Red Sea to the empty 

tomb, we see that God turns fear into faith and despair into hope. And through these two passages, 

we will see three ways God leads us into that new life: 

 

1. Remember God's Past Miracles (Exodus 14:11–12; John 20:19) 

Israel forgot God's deliverance and panicked at the Red Sea, while the disciples struggled to believe 

Jesus' promises and hid in fear behind locked doors. When we forget God's past faithfulness, fear 

becomes louder than faith. But remembering God's mighty works — the parted sea and the risen 

Christ — strengthens our trust and renews our hope. 

 

2. Receive God's Present Peace (Exodus 14:14; John 20:19–21) 

God fought for Israel while they stood still (Exodus 14:14), and Jesus came to His fearful disciples and 

spoke peace into their lives (John 20:19). God is not only the God of past miracles — He is the God 

who gives peace in the present. Through Christ and the Holy Spirit, fear is replaced with peace and 

new life. 

 

3. Respond with Bold Faith (Exodus 14:31; John 20:28–29) 

Israel responded in faith after seeing God's salvation, and Thomas moved from doubt to belief and 

confessed Jesus as Lord. New life in Christ calls us to trust and obey Him even when we cannot see 

what lies ahead, walking by faith and not by fear.

Conclusion 

From the Red Sea to the empty tomb, God shows His power to save and give new life. He delivers His 

people, brings peace to fearful hearts, and calls us to walk in faith. As we remember His past 

faithfulness, receive His present peace, and respond with bold faith, we learn to live in the new life 

that Christ gives. Fear does not have the final word — God does. 

 

“Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed.” (John 20:29) 

 

Reflection Questions: 

 

1. How can recalling God's past faithfulness help you face present fears? Share a testimony of 

how God has worked in your life. (Exodus 14:11–12) 

 

2. When facing fear or uncertainty, do you tend to withdraw or seek Christ’s peace through 

prayer and community? How can you support someone who is struggling with fear? (John 

20:19) 

 

3. What does “The Lord will fight for you; you need only to be still” mean in your current life 

situation, and how can you learn to trust God more deeply? (Exodus 14:14) 

 

4. How can you grow in trusting God even when you cannot see immediate answers, and how 

can you encourage another person to walk in faith this week? (John 20:29)
