The Time has Come

Gal 4:4-5

During the season of Advent, we remember the first coming of Jesus at His birth, we once again tell the old stories. We are designed for repetition.

Amidst all the moving parts of Christmas, it really is about one thing.
Christmas is about the Incarnation!
· Isaiah 7:14; Matt 1:20-21, 23

In Christian theology, Incarnation is the belief that God the Son became human in the person of Jesus Christ.

Notice the passages that affirm our understanding that Jesus was sent by the Father:
John 3:16-17; 1 Jn 4:9-10, 14; 1 Tim 1:15; John 1:14; 17:3; 6:38; 10:36; 20:21

The hypostatic union is a Christian theological term describing how Jesus can be both fully God and fully human at the same time. 

This doctrine teaches that Jesus is completely God and completely human, each nature remaining distinct yet perfectly united in one person. 
Jn 1:14; 1 Tim 3:16; Rom 1:3-4; Phil 2:6-11

Why did the Father send the Son?
Romans 8:3–4, back to Gal 4
· Do Gentiles need to be like Jews to be saved?
· Do Jews need to hold onto the laws to not disappoint the Jews?
· Sometimes you want to get along with everyone so as not to offend, then you confuse the Gospel
· Perhaps you don’t yet know God, so you’re looking for ways to be ‘religious’ and “do” the things that get you in the right place with God.

Understanding Galatians: Overview – 1:6-7 ; 1:11-12; 2:15-16, 20-21; 3:2-6, 22-24, 26
Mark the words “faith” and “believe” throughout the text. 

What does this incarnation look like for us today in sharing the Gospel?
· Know your theology. Jesus came from God, as God. 
· Christ came so we could know the Father.
· We bring Jesus into our relationships. Changes everything!

Remember, religion looks for what to do, a relationship with God through Jesus looks for what Christ as done.

3. As the Father sent Jesus, Jesus now sends us. Go and Tell!
