1. Jesus is our Savior
Matt 1:21; Lk 1:31
The Name of Jesus: God Saves!

2. Jesus is the Son of God
Luke 1:32
A title for God the Father, used throughout the text. There is no higher! 
As the Son of the Most High, God gives Jesus the very throne of David. 

3. Jesus is King
· Promised in Gen 49:10; esp 2 Sam 7:12-16

· Anointed by Samuel 1 Sam 16:12

· Preached by Peter in Acts 2:29-36

· Jesus proclaims: Matt 28:18; John 18:36-37; Rev 19:16

Application of Jesus as King
Jesus as King means Christians live under His good and absolute authority.
· “Practically, this calls believers to obey Him in personal holiness, relationships, work, money, and justice—trusting that His commands are for their good and for the blessing of others.
· It also gives courage and hope amid suffering, injustice, and cultural instability, because Christ rules now and will finally set everything right, so obedience and faithfulness are never wasted even when they are costly.”
