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Jesus is calling His disciples to trust Him. He is laying out what life in the Kingdom reign of Jesus can and one day will look like. For today, what drives us?

Context: Kingdom living is viewed as eternal living, living for something greater than today. Don’t get lost in the cares of the day. Don’t store up treasures and don’t split loyalties. Matt 6:19-21, 24

The Pressure of the Pursuit – Anxious living 24-32

“Don’t be anxious” x3
Each follows a “therefore” meaning that the reason is given just prior. 
· v25 Therefore, don’t be anxious about life
	follows v24: You can’t serve God and money
· v31 Therefore, don’t be anxious about food or drink or clothes
follows v27-30 you can’t add growth or time, God even cares for flowers and grass 
· v34 Therefore, don’t be anxious about tomorrow
He will take care of you as you seek Him/Kingdom 

God feeds the birds, so don’t be anxious. He clothes the grass, so don’t be anxious. He’ll take care of you, so don’t be anxious.

Little Faith: describes disciples who do believe but whose trust collapses under pressure or anxiety. Matt 8:26; 14:31; 16:8

· His righteousness (2 Cor 5:21; Phil 3:9)
Justification
Sanctification
