Jesus’ Healing Ministry

Need leads to faith
Faith leads to action
Action leads to result
Result shows purpose

Faith of the Jewish Leper 1-4
Need: Isolated with leprosy
Faith: The unclean believed
Action: Jesus touched him
Result: Healed; go to the priest (Lev 14)
Purpose: For the Jews to know


Faith of the Roman Commander 5-13
Need: His servant is sick
Faith: “Say the word” 
Action: “Because you believe, go”
Result: Servant healed immediately
Purpose: The Gentiles will believe


Faithful Act of Jesus 14-15
Need: Peter’s MnL sick
Faith: Jesus initiates
Action: Jesus touches her
Result: She serves Jesus
Purpose: Jesus’ love for the family



Faith of the Friends 16-17
Need: Oppressed by demons
Faith: Friends advocate by bringing
Action: They brought then Jesus casts out
Result: Cast out and healed sick
Purpose: Jesus fulfills Isaiah 53:4 Great chapter on the atonement of the Suffering Servant


Our need: Sometimes physical. Always spiritual 
Faith: Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ
Action: Receive His gift of grace
Result: New birth. Redeemed, forgiven. Healed
Purpose: To know God, bring Him glory and to make Him known.
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1. Bring your need to Jesus, in faith
2. Trust Him for what He wants to do. Pro 3:5
3. Whether we see results or understand purpose: praise Him for His faithfulness
