Studio Access

on bank holidays, GSA rest days and mid-term holidays.

Additional Study Costs 

In undertaking your studies you may incur additional costs over and above your 
tuition fees. Additional costs will vary depending on your programme of study. 
Examples of additional costs include:

	→ Ongoing—materials to develop work in response to coursework
	→ Incidental—attending project site visits and field trips
	→ One-off—graduation gown hire and photography
	→ Personal choice—attending optional study trips, participating in  
study abroad exchange and purchasing personal equipment

it is possible to work on a budget lower than this. The costs are indicative 
only and do not take into account decisions you might make related to 
selecting materials, production of work, or purchase of personal and specialist 
equipment for exclusive use. You will be provided with support through tutorials 
to consider costs, methods, materials and sustainable approaches to develop 
work and achieve intended learning outcomes.

This covers unlimited chemistry use in all photographic 
processes and ink for our small specialist inkjet printers. Large format printing 
and paper is charged at cost price.

Sustainable Making
 
We are committed to fostering creativity while promoting environmentally 
conscious practices. We encourage students to consider the ecological impact of 
their material choices and processes. This includes reusing materials whenever 
possible and being mindful of the origin and provenance of your supplies.
  
Our campus features several re-use hubs where you can source and donate 
pre-used materials. We also urge you to remember to switch off machinery and 
equipment when not in use.

Technical Services Department

GSA’s Technical Services Department (TSD) provides access to equipment, 
materials, workshops and services to enable projects to be completed in  
safe, sustainable and alternative ways. 

TSD staff also support students through consultations where scale, materials 
and cost are discussed in detail. A wide range of materials are available to 
support various approaches to making work. Where materials are supplied, 
they are at cost price (+ wastage). Materials used during workshop inductions 
will be supplied at no cost. We may refer you to an external provider if  
a process isn’t available at GSA. You will have to meet the costs of this  
service.

A range of handtools and making equipment is available to borrow from 
the TSD Bureau, as well as a wide range of AV production and presentation 
equipment from the Media Studio, the AV Equipment Library and Photography 
Store, making it possible to successfully develop your work without making an 
additional significant personal investment in equipment.
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Library Services

Library Services provide a physical, virtual library and learning technology 
service for GSA students. This is delivered through the development of rich 
and diverse physical and online collections, focusing on contemporary practice 
and making. We provide comprehensive library and technology user support, 
training, and system support for the platforms we use to deliver our services 
to students and staff. You will have access to all your course information via 
the GSA Learning management system CANVAS, and induction, training and 
support will be provided to ensure this is an engaging learning environment.
We also provide access to over 75 pcs & macs, flatbed scanners, and a 
variety of study spaces for group and individual study. We offer a wide range 
of training and support for software and have support 7 days per week on 
campus. Printing is available and charged at cost.

Information Technology (IT)

The Information Technology (IT) department provides advice and support for 
all issues regarding the infrastructure, hardware and access to software. There 
is an online IT helpdesk for printing system errors, wi-fi problems and software 
licencing issues. We provide the printing system and wi-fi facilities located 
around the School and have printers spread across our entire campus, meaning 
a printer is never too far away and charged at cost.

Digital Inclusion Scheme

The Glasgow School of Art’s Digital Inclusion Scheme offers the long-term
loan of GSA laptops to students to enable them to study online/ off
campus, where they may be unable to access this equipment otherwise
due to financial hardship, digital exclusion, or other relevant circumstances
and can evidence that requirement.

There is a limited budget for the supply of laptops, so eligibility does not
guarantee that students will receive a laptop although every effort will be
made to support students in some capacity. Priority is given to those on
the lowest household income.

If you are a new entrant to GSA and have been given a Conditional or 
Unconditional offer of study, you are eligible to apply to our scholarship 
programme. Some of our scholarships offer a contribution towards your tuition 
fees and others provide a maintenance grant to assist with your living costs 
while you study at the GSA. Most cover one academic year of study, unless 
otherwise stated. You can read more about scholarships here.

Discretionary Fund

The Discretionary Fund is a fund allocated by the Scottish Government via the 
Student Awards Agency for Scotland (SAAS) and administered by The Glasgow 
School of Art (GSA). The fund is intended to help home (UK) students in 
financial difficulties enable them to access and/or continue in Higher Education. 
These funds may be awarded in addition to other forms of financial support to 
contribute towards essential living costs such as food, rent and utility bills and 
cannot be awarded to pay for tuition fees, studio fees or material costs.

Short Term Assistance Grant

Short-Term Assistance Grant (STAG) funds are administered through our 
Student Support Services. They are available to provide a small one-off funding 
grant to students in financial hardship who are not eligible to apply to the GSA 
Discretionary Fund. A STAG award is not intended to cover all of a student’s 
shortfall in living costs, meet all additional costs or to pay student debt, but is 
there to assist students facing financial hardship during study.

Support is Available

Here at The Glasgow School of Art our programmes are designed to support 
the creative development of students in their chosen subject. Learning and 
the change this implies cannot happen without support. Student support is 
therefore integral to the activities of every academic department.
The School also has an excellent record of providing specialist support services 
that complement and underpin the core provision available through the 
academic departments.

At the GSA, to help you navigate your way through the various services, 
student welfare can offer a single point of contact to support you from before 
you arrive, until after you graduate.
