The school’s Sports Day is fast approaching.

Any inhalers that may be required by children are to be given to your child’s class teacher,
clearly labelled.

Parents and carers are warmly invited to attend, encouraging children and their team at the side lines of each
event. During class running races, please stay on the spectators’ side and do not come onto the track as the excited
crowds of parents can be overwhelming for some children. The PTA have kindly offered to sell drinks for the adult
spectators which will go towards school funds. They will also be selling tokens for use at the school fair, which is
taking place on Friday, 19 June. If you think you might be able to help at the School Fair, the PTA woud love to
hear from you.

If the weather is inclement, we will send a message via Arbor to notify you of the cancellation no later than 8.30am
on that day. The back-up date is Wednesday 1 July.
