4. Sunday Moors Circular Tour
Helmsley, Rievaulx Abbey, Bilsdale,
Chop Gate, Stokesley, Great Ayton,
Guisborough, Danby, and back to
Kirkbymoorside

09:01 depart from Kirkbymoorside Market Place,
outside Waind’s Butchers, on service 28 arriving at
Helmsley at 09.21.

You have a good hour in Helmsley before the next stage.
(Cafes, toilets, shops, Helmsley Castle, Walled Garden, and a
lovely place to have a wander.)

10:27 catch Moorshus M4 from Helmsley Market Place
(Monument) for the run up lovely Bilsdale.
The bus passes Rievaulx Abbey, the historic Spout House and

the village of Chop Gate, before climbing to the crest of the
Cleveland Hills and the Cleveland Way at Clay Bank.

Alight at Stokesley High Street (11.14), or Great Ayton,
High Green (11.27), or Guisborough Market Place,
Stand D (11.41), where you have a further hour’s break.
(Toilets, shops and cafes at each location.)

Resume your journey (in the same direction, from the
same stop), catching the next Moorsbus M4 at
Stokesley (12.17), Great Ayton (12.27), or Moorsbhus
M3 at Guisborough (12.44), to Danby Lodge National
Park Centre, arriving at 13.10. (The M4 changes to M3 at
Guisborough).

Danby Lodge National Park Centre features exhibitions,

displays, art gallery, shop, tea rooms, trails, play areas and
toilets. Free admission.

You then have a choice of returning to Kirkbymoorside:

(a) by the 13:43 Moorshus M6 via Rosedale to Pickering
(arr 14:37), followed by bus 28 from Pickering Ropery
(Library) at 15:40 to Kirkbymoorside (arrive 16:01).

(b) You can have more time at Danby Lodge, catching
the 15:43 Moorsbus M3, travelling over the moors and
via Hutton le Hole getting back to Kirkbymoorside at
16:25.

1. Saturday afternoon High
Moors trip to Hutton le Hole,
Blakey, Castleton or Danby

12:00 depart Kirkbymoorside Market Place, outside
Chemist, on Moorsbus M3 to Danby Lodge National
Park Centre.

You have options to get off at:

Hutton-le-Hole Folk Museum (arrive 12.08, return
Moorsbus M3 to Kirkbymoorside at 13.15 or 16.15),

Blakey Lion Inn (arr 12.20, return Moorsbus M3 at
13.03 or 16.03),

Castleton Downe Arms (arr 12.31, return Moorsbus
M3 at 12.52 or 15.52) or

Danby Lodge National Park Centre (arr 12.40).

Danby Lodge National Park Centre (where the bus
terminates) includes exhibitions and displays, an art gallery,
children’s play areas, the Crow Wood Trail, tea rooms, shop
and toilets. This year the National Park Centre celebrates 50
years. Admission is free.

If you’ve come all the way to Danby just for the ride,
return almost immediately on Moorsbus M3 at 12.43
(arrives in Kirkbymoorside at 13:25).

Or spend a leisurely 3 hours at Danby Lodge and catch
Moorsbus M3 at 15.43 (getting back to Kirkbymoorside
at 16:25).

The return bus leaves from just outside the Danby
Lodge gate, near the toilets).

2. Saturday visit to Helmsley and

Castle Howard
(or a shorter alternative to Nunnington)

09:57 depart Kirkbymoorside (outside Waind’s
butchers) on Service 28 to Helmsley, arriving 10.16.

10:42 depart Helmsley Market Place (Monument) on
Moorsbus M8 to Castle Howard (arrive 11:22)

This part of the journey takes you via the thatched cottages of
Harome, Nunnington Hall and the villages of Hovingham and
Slingsby before arriving at Castle Howard.

The iconic Castle Howard dates back to the early 1700s when
John Vanbrugh designed the magnificent stately home.
Brideshead Revisited and a number of other films have used
Castle Howard as their centrepiece. In the Courtyard (free
admission), you’ll find a café, farm shop and garden centre.

If you want to visit the Yorkshire Arboretum it’s best to get off
the bus at the huge obelisk on the approach to Castle Howard.

The Arboretum is signposted from there andisa 10to 15
minute walk. Here you’ll find more than 7,000 trees from
around the world across a site of 128 acres. There’s a café and
toilets. Allow 2 — 3 hours. The bus will pick you up either at
Castle Howard bus stop or at the Obelisk.

15:25 catch Moorsbus M8 from where you got off and
arrive in Helmsley at 16:09.

Return to Kirkbymoorside on Service 28 at 16.30 from
Helmsley, arriving Kirkbymoorside at 16.47.

For a short Saturday morning version of this trip, take the
09.57 Service 28 from Kirkbymoorside to Helmsley (arr
10.16), and the 10.42 Moorsbus M8, (both as above),
but get off at Nunnington Hall at 10.57.

You have almost an hour in Nunnington (Old Yard Coffee Shop,
5 minutes’ walk) before catching Moorsbus M8 at 11.54 back
to Helmsley, arr 12.09. Return to Kirkbymoorside by the 12.30
Service 28, arriving Kirkbymoorside at 12.49.

3. Sunday afternoon trip to
Rosedale Abbey

11:50 depart Kirkbymoorside (outside the Chemists)
on Service 28 to Pickering Ropery (Co-op car park and
toilets), arriving at 12.11.

12:45 depart Pickering Ropery (outside Library) on
Moorsbus M6 for Rosedale Abbey (Church), arriving
at 13.09 for an hour’s stop.

There are tea rooms and toilets in the village of Rosedale

Abbey, as well as the award-winning studios of Gillies-
Jones glassmakers.

Return by the same route:

14:13 M6 from Rosedale Abbey (Church — the same
bus stop) to Pickering, arriving 14.37.

14:45 depart from Pickering (outside the library) on
Moorsbus M3 to Kirkbymoorside (arrive at 15:00)

You could choose to spend an hour in Pickering, in
which case depart 15.40 Pickering Ropery (outside
Library) on Service 28 to Kirkbymoorside, arriving at
16.01.

NOTE: this trip involves one change of bus in each direction.

The all-day Moors Rover Ticket at £10 would represent a £2
saving. There are further concessionary fares, and the
English National Concessionary Pass is accepted.
