TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The participant fee will be $4,100 per person/double occupancy; cost of single supplement is $775.00. 
Reservation and Payments:

A $500 non-refundable deposit and signed application form is required by Friday, January 30, 2026. Full payment is due no later than Friday, May 1, 2026, unless a special arrangement has been made. Make checks payable to The Jewish Foundation for the Righteous. Credit cards are not accepted for the European Study Program.
Study Program Participant Fee Includes:

Hotel accommodations listed in the itinerary or comparable based on two persons sharing a twin room, all meals with the exception of one dinner, all land travel including airport transfers to and from hotel at starting and ending points, entrance fees to sights, local guides and special activities as quoted in the itinerary. Every attempt will be made to adhere to the itinerary. However, The Jewish Foundation for the Righteous will not be responsible if circumstances necessitate changes. Gratuities to the primary guide, local guides, drivers, and waiters are included. Educational information including a reading list will be provided. 
Study Program Participant Fee Does Not Include: 
Charges for air travel and related fees to Warsaw, Poland and home from Krakow, Poland. Departure taxes, passport and all visa fees, any other travel documentation, immunizations and medications, travel insurance, excess luggage charges, alcoholic beverages with meals, laundry charges, telephone and room service bills, gratuities to chambermaids, individual hotel transfers for individual arrivals and departures at transfer points, items of a purely personal nature, and other items not specifically mentioned as included. If not arriving / departing on the day the group is expected to arrive in Warsaw, Poland or leaving on the day the group is leaving Krakow, Poland, airport transfers upon arrival/departure are not included. Transportation to and from your home residence to your home airport are not included. Any other items not specifically mentioned as included.
Cancellations:

The Jewish Foundation for the Righteous reserves the right to cancel the Study Program prior to departure for any reason, including insufficient numbers of participants, inability to operate the Study Program or due to concerns about the safety, health or welfare of participants. 
Should this happen, refunds of remaining monies not spent will be made without obligation and the JFR cannot be held responsible for any additional costs incurred by participants. Except as outlined above if The Jewish Foundation for the Righteous cancels the Study Program, The Jewish Foundation for the Righteous has no responsibility for any expenses, including any non-refundable expenses, incurred by you in preparing for a cancelled trip or for any additional arrangements should you embark prior to the scheduled group departure date. The Jewish Foundation for the Righteous will not be liable for any air carrier's cancellation penalty incurred by the purchase of a nonrefundable ticket to or from the participant's departure city.
If a participant cancels, the following refunds will be available upon written notice of cancellation to The Jewish Foundation for the Righteous: Before May 1, 2026, a full refund less $250. Between May 2 – May 15, 2026, a full refund less 50%. Between May 16, 2026 – July 5, 2026, no refund. No shows - 100% non-refundable. No refunds will be issued after the Study Program has commenced nor for any missed meals or Study Program activities. Following confirmation of participation, a participant’s withdrawal from the Study Program for any reason, including, but not limited to, illness, injury, family engagements, work-related issues, or geopolitical concerns, etc., will be deemed a cancellation. Please understand that there will be no exceptions to our cancellation policy.
Documentation:  Participants are responsible for obtaining any documents required for their participation in the Study Program such as a valid passport, all visas, vaccination certificates, and any other documents. Failure to obtain documents does not negate the terms and conditions, and any extra costs incurred for rerouting due to travel without the necessary documents will be the participant’s responsibility. Your U.S. passport must be valid for at least six months after the end date of the Study Program with at least six blank pages. 
Health Requirements:  Participants must be in good physical and mental health. Any physical condition, diet, or treatment requiring special attention must be reported in writing when the application is submitted. The Jewish Foundation for the Righteous encourages participants to consult a doctor for specific medical advice about any activities or destinations. Please be aware that healthcare standards, facilities, and services abroad may vary depending on the country.
