Pronunciation Guide

The Pronunciation Guide utilizes a schema adapted from the YIVO guideline for transliteration.
Most of the transliterations are hopefully self-explanatory, but some require explanation. Some

of the transliterations from German are approximations as the word contains a sound which has
no exact English equivalent.

In the following table,

KH is a guttural H sound not found in English but common in Germanic and other languages, a
harsh sound made in the back of the throat, and sometimes written as “ch.”

AY is pronounced as in the English word “bay”
EY is pronounced as in the English word “height”

TS is pronounced as in the English word “rats”

Accented syllables are uppercase. Doubling of a vowel indicates that it takes a “long” sound.
