· Improve supply chains or business operations 
· Create opportunities that help more than one business 
· Are owned or led by women, young people, or people with disabilities 
· Create jobs or ways to earn income for these groups 
· Expand opportunities for people to earn an income and participate in business
Business owners returning from the Australian Government’s Pacific Australia Labour Mobility (PALM) scheme are encouraged to apply.


What we offer
· Co-investment support to improve product quality and value, increase production, and reach new markets.
· Co-investment support for market research, branding, packaging, marketing, and addressing transport or supply challenges.
