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Celia Rowlson-Hal l  is  a mult idiscipl inary art ist  who blends narrat ive storytel l ing, modern 

dance, and f i lm –  creating a genre al l  her own .  Her most recent work, the f i lm instal lat ion 

First  Snow, was selected by T imes Square Arts for their  December 2022 Midnight Moment, 

the largest digital art  instal lat ion in  the world. The Baryshnikov Arts Center has s ince 

commissioned Celia to create a new evening -length dance piece, to be presented dur ing 

their  2023/2024 season. Other recent credits include playing opposite Paul Mescal as 

Adult  Sophie in award-season favor i te Aftersun (A24) ,  in which she also choreographed 

the f inal scene. 

A Bessie Award Winning performer, Cel ia began her career as a professional dancer, but 

quickly t ransit ioned to choreographing for f i lm and televis ion. After an early col laborat ion 

with Gaspar Noé, and three seasons of GIRLS with Lena Dunham, Vogue Magazine  

dubbed Celia “choreographer of the moment.” When not creating her own f i lms, Cel ia is 

a prol i f ic and widely sought after choreographer, creating the acclaimed and much 

talked about opening scene for After Yang  (A24), the movement for Mia Goth’s Pearl  in X 

(A24), Birds of Paradise (Amazon), Chapter One of Vox Lux (Neon), and movement for The 

Fits (Osci l loscope). Her recent TV work includes HBO’s The Staircase ,  two seasons of Ziwe 

(Showtime),  John Mulaney’s Sack Lunch Bunch (Netf l ix) ,  and The Other Two (HBO Max). 

She has also choreographed music videos for art ists Al icia Keys, Coldplay, Bleachers,  

MGMT, and many others.  

Celia’s debut feature, MA ,  which she wrote, directed, choreographed, and starred in, 

premiered at the Venice Fi lm Fest ival in 2015. Var iety M agazine heralded it  “one of the 

year’s most or iginal debuts” and Indiewire called it  “a spel lbinding and f iercely or iginal 

cinematic experience.” It  went on to play at over 40 fest ivals worldwide, winning 

numerous awards, including the Breakthrough Audienc e Award at the AFI Fi lm Fest ival.  

That same year, Cel ia was named one of the 25 New Faces to watch by Fi lmmaker 

Magazine.
