Rules and Regulations of Study System

The bylaws of study and tests for the university College (FCMS)
stage — which is amended by the resolution of the high resolution
of the higher education council number “3/6/1417" taken during
the six session of the educational council held on 26/8/1417H" -
stated the following:



1.12 Attendance and Withdrawal

Students are required to attend approved credit hours. If a
student’s attendance does not meet the requirement set by
the College Council (75% of all contact hours assigned for each
course), the student will not be allowed to continue the course
and will be denied entrance to the final examination. A student
who is denied entrance to the final examination because of
absences is considered to have failed the course and receives the
grade “Denied” (DN) for the course.

The College Council may exempt a denied student from the
attendance requirement and allow the student to take the final
examination, provided that the student presents an acceptable
excuse to the College Council. In that case, the College Council

determines the acceptable percentage of attendance, which — _;_

must not be less than 50% of the required hours/sessions 1--.‘:_'--___-."“
specified for the course. —
A student who is absent for a final examination will be given a —

zero grade for the final examination. The student’s grade for the
course will be calculated on the basis of the scores obtained for
completed class work during the semester.

If a student fails to attend a final examination in any course but
offers a compelling excuse, the College Council may choose
to accept the excuse and allow the student to take a make-up

atllliI
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examination. The make-up examination must be taken prior to
the end of the following semester. In such cases, a course grade
will be given to the student after the make-up examination.

A student may withdraw from the College for a semester, without
being considered to have failed the courses, if the student
presents an acceptable excuse to the body specified by the
College Council at least 5 weeks prior to the beginning of the
final examinations. Under exceptional circumstances, the College
Council may extend the deadline for withdrawal and assign a (W)
grade to the student. The semester will be included in the period
allowed for completion of the program degree.

- Astudent may withdraw the semester if:

He/she applied for the withdrawal before the final exams.

- Agreement of the Postgraduate Studies Unit and the Dean.
The semester will be included in the period required for the
degree completion.

1.13 Postponement

A student may postpone study for reasons determined acceptable
by the Postgraduate Studies Unit and the College Council. The
postponement duration cannot be more than two semesters.
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Rules of Postponement

The students must pass one semester (or more) or complete an
appropriate section from the thesis

The total postponing periods should not exceed four semesters
(two academic year)

To submit postponement application before the beginning of
the semester by not less than two weeks

The postponed period is not included in the period required for
completion of the program degree.

1.14 Re-enrolment

A student whose enrolment is cancelled may apply for re-enrolment
using the same College ID number and academic record that he/
she had before cancellation of enrolment, according to the following
regulations:

The student must apply for re-enrolment within six regular
semesters of the date of dismissal.

The Postgraduate Studies Unit and College Council and the
authorities concerned must approve the re-enrolment

If more than six semesters have lapsed since the interruption of
studies, the student may apply to the College for admission as a
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new student without consideration of his/her previous academic
record at the College if the student fulfils all of the admission
requirements announced at the time of application.

« A student may be granted re-enrolment only once; the College
Council may make exceptions if it deems them necessary.

« A student may not be re-enrolled if he/she has been dismissed
for academic reasons

1.15 Dismissal

A student will be dismissed from the College in the following

situations:

1. If the student got accepted in the program and he/she did not
complete the registration on the assigned time.

2. Ifthe student did not fulfil the prerequisite/ required courses.

3. If the student interrupts his/her studies without submitting a
postponement application.

4. If the student proved that he/she is not serious in studying or
failing to fulfil any of the academic requirements.

5. If the student cumulative GPA is lower than very good in two
consecutive semesters.

6. If the student exceeds the postponement period.

7. If the student fails to follow the academic honesty rules during
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courses or thesis preparation, or he breaks the college rules or
bylaws.

8. If the student fails to pass any required tests (if any) after giving
him/her one chance to pass it.

9. If the thesis evaluation committee decides that the thesis is not
suitable for discussion or the committee does not accept it after
the discussion.

10. If the student fails to complete the graduation requirements
within the maximum additional period.

A student who has been dismissed from the college for academic
or disciplinary reasons, or who has been dismissed from another
university/college for disciplinary reasons, will not be granted
readmission. If it becomes evident after readmission that the student
was previously dismissed for such reasons, his/her readmission is
cancelled from the date of readmission.

Time required for obtaining the degree:

Not less than four semesters and not more than eight semesters. The
summer courses do not consider from these period




1.16 Regulations for Student

Assessment

Master student must attempt all assessment methods.

Faculty evaluates master students fairly for their academic
performance.

Master Students are assessed through different methods for each
course (Midterm and Final exams), quizzes, oral presentation or
assignments or any assessment methods relevant to learning
outcomes mentioned and graded in the course specification. The
total marks for each course must be 100% divided into midterm
exams, semester activities and final exams.

A minimum / pass mark in each course is 70%, and GPA is 80%.
Examinations schedule is discussed with master students
and approved by postgraduate studies department then by
examination committee.

1.17 Verifications of Standards

Blind samples of all types of assessment are available for each course
portfolio within the Master program. Group marking, or grading is
conducted in courses where the exam papers are graded by more than



one instructor. Faculty of other departments are invited to review
the grading policy and the standards achieved. Poor performance
on midterm exams and assignments is reported to the Program
Director. Final grade statistics are discussed in the Assessment Centre
in coordination with the nursing department and Vice Dean and are
submitted to the College Council for approval.

1.18 Student Administration and
Support

1.18.1 Student Academic Counselling

Students are able to access support through guidance, mentoring,
instruction, and comprehensive services to meet their educational,
psychological, and social needs. Those services are provided within
FCMS. Each student is assigned a faculty member that provides
individual support throughout the student’s time in the Master
program.The faculty advisor provides advice relevant to the student’s
academic performance.

Faculty members are required to schedule time to advise and
mentor all students. The Director of Postgraduate Studies and
all staff members will provide further assistance to students on
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course scheduling, academic appeals, student employment issues,
extracurricular activities, and student group activities.

Each student has the responsibility to:

- Recognise that advising is a shared responsibility and accept
responsibility for all decisions

- Share personal values, abilities, and goals
Prepare for advising sessions and bring relevant material
Meet with the academic advisor when asked or when in need of
assistance

1.18.2 Student Appeals

Student appeals are usually submitted in writing to the Head of
Department, the VDAA, or the Vice Dean for Clinical Affairs (VDCA). The
administrator will then investigate the case, meet the student if need be,
and eventually resolve the matter. Some cases are taken to the Dean or
to a higher authority if resolution of the case requires higher authority.

The following academic decisions may be appealed:

- Afinal gradein a course

- Agrade within a course (e.g. written exam, oral presentation, written
assignment, skills lab, or practical exam)

An academic dishonesty charge (e.g. plagiarism or cheating)

- Student denial of entry test
- Termination of studies
- Otherissues related to academic decisions

- Students take the following steps in making an academic appeal:

«  The student first attempts to discuss the academic issue with
the instructor of the relevant course within five working days of
receiving a grade or an academic decision

. If the issue remains unresolved, the student discusses the
problem with the Head of Department

- If the issue is not resolved and the student remains dissatisfied
with the academic decision, then the student may commence
a formal appeal in accordance with the academic appeal policy
and procedures of FCMS (Policy Number: LAT-17)

The FCMS leadership is serious about creating an honest and ethical
learning environment. FCMS will not tolerate dishonest actions,
such as cheating or plagiarism, or disruptive behaviour that violates
its rules and conduct expectations. Offenders will be subject to
discipline in accordance with the student disciplinary regulations
issued by the College Council. FCMS reserves the right to use various
means to detect and document dishonest conduct.

2.1 Introduction

The Master of Psychiatric & Mental Health Nursing program at Fakeeh
College for Medical Sciences (FCMS) was established on 2015. It
was accredited by the Saudi Commission for Health Specialties
(Accreditation# 16005651). The program intended for registered nurses
wishing to undertake a specialist qualification in Psychiatric & Mental
Health Nursing. It is designed for students who are seeking advanced
practice roles in this field of nursing. .

The program also provides opportunities to students to learn issues and
topics of particularinterest such as psychological and psycho-educational -
interventions, mental health care for illness management, recovery and
mental health in primary care. It also prepares nurse practitioner to enter
workplace with knowledge, skills and abilities essential to implement
the full scope of nursing practice.

The Master curriculum includes a two-year annual postgraduate degree
program. The learning environment is organized to provide appropriate
facilities with flexibility in time, place, and style of learning according to
international standards. &

A valid professional Licensure from Saudi Commission for Health

Three satisfactory academic and professional recommendation Iettersh;
A Letter from current employer.
Priority for the candidates who have experience in mental health nursing
The candidate must pass the personal interview conducted by the
college council.

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2.5 Master Program Study Plan

The master degree requires successful completion of 40 credit hours.
- One credit hour for Theory = one hour
- One credit hour for Practicum = three hours
The master degree requires two years of study. This should be achieved
through four semesters; each semester is fifteen weeks. Three semester for
the courses and one semester for thesis preparation.
- The language used in the program is the English language.
The minimum / passing percentage in each course is 70%, and the GPA is
0%. The study plan for the Master degree is presented in Table 1
