The prayers are prepared locally for each
occasion. The following examples may be
adapted or used as appropriate.

Trusting in the power of Christ’s resur-
rection to heal and redeem our broken
world, let us pray for the needs of all
creation.

Faithful God, we thank you for the liv-
ing hope you give us through Christ’s
resurrection. Bless this community,
that we may boldly proclaim Christ’s
victory over death in word and deed.
Merciful God,

receive our prayer.

Here other intercessions may be offered.

Eternal One, we give thanks for all who
have died and now share in the joy of
your resurrection. Bring us, with them,
to the unending feast of your victory.
Merciful God,

receive our prayer.

Make us
die every day to sin, that we may live with him forever in the joy of the resurrection,
through your Son, Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the
Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen.

“Do not be afraid, for I know that you
are looking for Jesus who was crucified.
SHe is not here, for he has been raised,

as he said. Come, see the place where
he lay. "Then go quickly and tell his
disciples, ‘He has been raised from the
dead, and indeed he is going ahead of
you to Galilee; there you will see him.’
This is my message for you.” *So they left
the tomb quickly with fear and great joy
and ran to tell his disciples. *Suddenly
Jesus met them and said, “Greetings!”
And they came to him, took hold of his
feet, and worshiped him. *Then Jesus
said to them, “Do not be afraid; go and
tell my brothers and sisters to go to
Galilee; there they will see me.”
