Known for its 
bracingly high acidity and resplendent with flavours of apple, peach and 

honeydew with lime, almond and light herbal or grassy aromas.

(nero’davola) [Full Body]

The most important red wine grape in Sicily and is named after Avola in the far 
South of Sicily and its wines are compared to New World Shirazes, with sweet 
tannins and plum or peppery flavours. It also contributes to Marsala blends.
