ACCEPT SECOND
HAND PJS:

Throughout the year, we are involved
with the distribution of quality
second-hand goods to communities in
need. During the PJ Project, however,
we choose to only provide brand-new
PJs to children.

Receiving a pair of brand-new PJs, still
with their packaging and swing tags,
is a special experience for children
who may often go without. Providing
brand-new PJs also cares for children
in our hospital communities who have
high health needs.
