Make
sure to read each question carefully,
and if necessary, re-read it before
answering.

Use process of elimination. In
multiple-choice questions, eliminate the
wrong answers first to improve your
chances of selecting the correct one.

If you get stuck, move on and use the
Flag for review feature to return to
difficult questions later.
