Getting around our village

The WOWZULU Marketplace is the starting point for bike rides or
walks inte Khula Village. There are three optional routes: 5, 7 or
10km long. Estimated time is between 2 and 3 hours.

Each route takes you past the places where daily life happens;

homes, schools, creches, churches, sangomas (traditional
healers), the traditional court, tuck shops and restaurants;
and gives you opportunities to meet friendly locals or

participate in village life.

The first stop, right next to the
WOWZULU Marketplace, is the
Veyane Cultural Village, which gives o
visitors a vibrant experience of k—
traditional Zulu culture. Veyane

also offers comfortable backpacker
accommodation in its beautiful rural
setting, and a boat cruise on

Lake St Lucia.
