Introduction to the Synod Development Fund.
Individuals, church groups and congregations are eligible to apply to this Fund. The emphasis is on being church. Any potential application to the fund must clearly demonstrate that the proposed work represents development of the Church’s life and mission in the Synod of Scotland as articulated in the Synod aspirations agreed in 2009
We seek to: 
• Celebrate, in our worship and in our living, God’s unconditional love as revealed in Christ; 
• respond to God’s love through inclusive worship; 
• show that the love of God is radical; 
• continue our journey towards church unity; 
• understand, and work with, people of other faiths and none; 
• work for peace and justice; 
• act on our concern for all God’s creation; 
• be committed to developing our faith both personally and corporately. 

 Three underlying questions also require addressing: What do we mean by Church? What is the life that the Church is demonstrating? How does the work, which is the subject of the application, further develop that life?
(NB The letter ‘c’ in church was capitalised to reflect the church universal)
Applications for funding will be considered by the Mission Committee.
It is also important to stress that this fund is not available for Ministers of Word and Sacraments or CRCW’s  as there are other funds available to them. Lay Preachers may apply for funding for the General Assembly Accredited Lay Preaching Course only as there are also other funds to support their ongoing development and learning.
There is also opportunity to contribute to the fund as well as receive from it.

Frequently Asked Questions concerning applications.
Who can apply? Individuals, church groups and congregations noting the restrictions above.
Who should fill in the form? Someone with knowledge of the reason for applying. The form requires a countersignature from the local church confirming the application has the support of the church meeting of the individual, or group proposing the idea.
How much can be applied for? There are no limits to the level of funding given, however the maximum given will normally be no more than 50% of the total funding for the project. 
When must we apply? Applications may be submitted at any time and will be considered by the Mission Committee as quickly as possible. 
Who makes the decision? The Synod Mission Committee.
Will we be given the whole amount? You will normally be expected to fund at least 50% of the money locally and/or obtain grants from other sources. You are eligible to apply to other funds from the United Reformed Church is
What happens afterwards? A report on the use of the funds given will be requested by Synod Mission Committee, for inclusion in their reports to Synod Meetings and may be shared through e-news and other Synod communications
