v31 “lifted her up” resurrection term
Sequence: touch > Healing > restoration > service. If Jesus has touched your
life, you should want to serve. 
“Door” - Are you…?
v34: “the demons new him” do we?
v35: Jesus went out during “go time” to pray so that he was ready for what He
needed to do. Do we?
v37-38 - Jesus said we need to go on to the next town to preach the gospel, not
stay to heal.
In what ways can you relate to the leper?
v45: You can be healed and not obey Jesus.
