a continuous experience between
education and leisure.

Towards the riverside, the Hatch Dome
emerges as a symbolic structure
inspired by the “dinosaur egg,” repre-
senting the origin of life. The dome’s
oval form is articulated through a
tessellation of hexagonal modules—
some solid, some translucent—creating
a rhythmic play of light and shadow
across its surface. The composition of
white shell-like panels juxtaposed with

natural wood tones accentuates both
purity and warmth. Inside, the Egg Yolk
/one accommodates an Immersive
Exhibition, a sustainability learning
space, and a curated retail area. Sur-
rounding the dome, the Fossil Park and
stepped seating pods frame panoramic
views of the Chao Phraya River, com-
plemented by a second-floor commer-
cial deck seamlessly connected to the
main exhibition building.

rience,” the project positions architec-
ture as a medium of storytelling—bridg-
ing nature, culture, and imagination
within Bangkaok’s contemporary urban
landscape.
