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Designing an office building that har-
moniously sits alongside the Bhumibol
Bridge while creating a high-guality en-
vironment that enhances work efficien-
cy and truly makes people ‘happy to be
here’. KINGBRIDGE TOWER is designed
to be the new Head Quarter office for
Saha Group, along with rental space for
other offices. The site is located oppo-
site the Chaophraya River and offers
one of the best river views in Bangkak.
Reminiscent of the Bhumibol Bridge,
the tower’s iconic architectural form
was designed to complement one of

the most important bridges in Thailand.

The tower’s stunning unique form is

a result of detailed analysis to create
the most energy efficient structure
and reduces the wind load impact on
higher floors. Harizontal shading on
the facade reduces heat absorption in
the building structure, and its pattern
enhances the aesthetic outlines of the
Bhumibol Bridge. In addition, the de-
signers also focused on sustainability,
using solar energy devices to minimize
energy consumption. Not only is the
building striking in terms of form, but

careful consideration has also been
made with regard to the well-being
both of people in the building and
residents in neighborhood. With that

in mind, public facilities reintroduce
nature to the area through spaces such
as the public plaza and the sky garden.

The project aims to reflect the spirit

of Thailand as the local context while
staying true to the brand’s core val-
ues—simplicity, guality, and thoughtful
design—along with MUJI's signature
product-display language that forms

the foundation of its retail architecture.

The design concept draws from the
shared concept of Thai and Japanese
architecture: the use of woad, the

gradation of natural light from bright
to soft light and to shadow, spatial
divisions that help customers promptly
understand each products’ zoning—
main circulation paths, key display
points, and the cashier area are all
carefully considered.

Materials are selected to reduce
fatigue along major circulation routes.
Reclaimed teakwood is milled thinner,

refinished, and expressed through
simple slatted wall details as in ‘wilgled
GLNA®’, with beam-and-rafter joinery
that subtly echoes the gentle curves of
traditional Thai roofs. Materials made
from industrial by-products—for exam-
ple, clay tiles composed of recycled
ceramic, glass, and fly-ash fragments
were arranged in a custom pattern for
the store’s main walls. Product-testing

sink countertops from solid surface
material with recycled coffee grounds.
