
CODE OF CONDUCT
TO CREATE A RESPECTFUL AND SAFER SPACE

Our club is meant to be a space where people can dance freely,
express themselves, and feel safe. To make this possible, the
following rules apply to everyone – guests, artists, crew, and

partners.

CONSENT
Everyone has personal boundaries. Please respect them - both
physical and emotional. Consent must be clear and freely given

and can be withdrawn at any time.

NO SHIRT - NO PARTY
To maintain a respectful and comfortable environment for

everyone, shirts or tops must be worn at all times.

NO PHOTO POLICY

RESPONSIBLE BEHAVIOUR

To protect the privacy of all guests, photo and video recordings
inside the club are not allowed. Phone cameras will be covered

with a sticker at the entrance. The sticker must remain on the
camera for the entire duration of your stay in the club.

Please consume alcohol responsibly. Severely impaired behavior
may lead to removal from the event. In serious cases, entry may be

denied for six months.

RESPECT
We treat each other as equals. There is no space for racism,

sexism, queerphobia, ableism, body shaming, aggressive
behavior, or discrimination of any kind.



PROHIBITED ITEMS
Bringing prohibited items (e.g. weapons or drugs) will result in

refusal of entry. Illegal substances are not permitted.

AWARENESS
If you or someone else needs support, please contact our bar and

door staff or security at any time. We listen to affected persons,
support them, and take reports seriously.

DOOR POLICY
No entry for individuals displaying aggressive behavior, severe

intoxication, disrespectful conduct, or discriminatory symbols or
clothing.

NO SMOKING
Smoking is not permitted inside the club.

Please use the designated outdoor smoking areas.

VIOLATIONS OF THESE RULES MAY RESULT IN REMOVAL
FROM THE EVENT OR A PERMANENT BAN FROM THE VENUE.
