Serving as a Christian Duty

Mark 10:45

Main idea: To inspire the audience to embrace serving others as a fundamental
aspect of their Christian faith, following the example set by Jesus.

Topic: Serve

Suggestions for moving forward with your sermon on the topic of serving:

1. Expand on the concept of Jesus as our example of a servant:
- Explore other instances in the Gospels where Jesus demonstrated servanthood,
such as washing the disciples' feet (John 13:1-17).

- Highlight the transformative power of serving, both for the individuals being

served and for those who serve (Matthew 25:35-40).

Additional Scripture passages that support the theme of serving:

- Luke 22:27: "For who is greater, the one who is at the table or the one who serves? Is
it not the one who is at the table? But | am among you as one who serves."

- Romans 12:11: "Never be lacking in zeal, but keep your spiritual fervor, serving the
Lord."

- Ephesians 6:7: "Serve wholeheartedly, as if you were serving the Lord, not people."
