As historians we will be learning about the Viking in time and the trading, raiding and invading of the Vikings. We will be learning about the military and about the famous Alfred the Great and the Norse gods.

Science Our first Science unit ‘Animal Life’ which will explore animals including humans. We will learn about the functions of teeth, the digestive system and also learn about food chains! This will be underpinned by the 5 enquiry types and developing our working scientifically skills.

Online Safety
As our world becomes linked to technology more and more, it is of upmost importance our children are kept safe online.The children will be learning… 
· To understand how children can protect themselves from online identity theft. 
·  To understand that information put online leaves a digital footprint or trail and that this can aid identity theft.
· To identify the risks and benefits of installing software including apps.
· To identify appropriate behaviour when participating or contributing to collaborative online projects for learning.
· To identify the positive and negative influences of technology on health and the environment.
· To understand the importance of balancing game and screen time with other parts of their lives



As Mathematicians we will be learning to…
We will initially look at the place value of numbers to 4 digits, how to find 1,10,100 or 1000 more or less than a given number, how to round to the nearest 10, 100 and 1000 and how to read Roman numerals to 100. Then we will move onto addition and subtraction strategies using up to 4 digit numbers using concrete, pictorial and formal methods.
As Writers we will be learning to…
We will kick the year off with a persuasive advert, in which the children will write their own persuasive advert encouraging their audience to buy their own invented food item. We will also be learning a wishing tale, using Talk For Writing techniques, we will learn a story map using pictures and actions then innovate the ideas to write our own independent wishing tale.
As Readers we will be learning to…
 We will be reading the novel The Secret Lake by Karen Inglis. We will focus on  consolidating and developing our reading skills using VIPERS.
