Should you be hiring a marquee, all furniture (including tables and chairs) and decorations will need to be hired in and set up by
your nominated supplier - these must be cleared from the venue by 9:00am the following day.
Should The Stable Room require a turnaround for any other use than what is provided by The Old Mill, an additional fee will be
incurred. The cost of this fee will be determined based on the extent of work required.
Should your caterer not provide linen, crockery or cutlery in their services, linen can be hired from The Old Mill at an additional
cost. We do not have crockery or cutlery available for hire - this must hired externally.
Cake cutting must be provided by your caterer, The Old Mill are not able to provide access to our kitchen for alternative
arrangements, though a price upon request for cutting may be considered.
An £850.00 charge will apply for the use of our kitchen and facilities if needed by your choice of catering company. There is no
charge if you use Keeley’s Kitchen; Fingers & Forks; Total Hospitality; The Little Kitchen Company; The Grazing Board Company
and The Gentleman Smoker.
A £250.00 charge will apply to any external catering companies that do not need use of the kitchen facilities. There is no charge if
you use our partnered catering companies as above or partnered food vans - Greeklicious; Ronnie’s Black Cab; E8 Fish; Waffle
Wagon & Chippy Wagon; Reggae Feast or Cosmos Kitchen.
Note: All food must be provided by a licensed caterer/catering company. You cannot supply your own food or buffet as a main
meal or evening reception. 
It is the responsibility of your caterer to clear all plates, disposables and food related waste from all areas of the venue, including
outside. Failure to do so may result in additional charges being applied to the couple.
Should you choose to have an external catering company for your event, terms and conditions are required to be acknowledged
and signed by yourselves prior to the event and shared with your chosen caterer in advance. 
Should your chosen catering company be unable to attend due to illness or for any other circumstantial reason on the day, The
Old Mill does not take liability for their absence.
The Old Mill reserves the right to undertake maintenance, renovations or refurbishments to the venue and grounds prior to your
wedding. Please be aware that there may be enhancements and changes to the appearance of the facilities from the date of
confirmation.
All entertainment must be conducted in full compliance with The Old Mill’s current noise policy.
The bar will be open following your ceremony and close at 11:30pm.

Prices & Payment
A provisional booking will be held for 7 days, after which an initial deposit of £800.00 towards your total venue hire cost is
required as confirmation. A 7-day cooling off period will apply once your deposit has been paid. 
A second venue hire deposit of 60% of the balance will be required 9 months prior to your booking.
The remaining venue hire balance is then required in full 6 months prior to booking.
Note: There is an additional £350.00 supplement charge for ceremonies taking place on-site at The Old Mill. This will be required
alongside your final venue hire balance, 6 months before your wedding.
A £250.00 refundable deposit will be required 12 weeks prior to your wedding, which will be returned to you after your wedding
should all terms have been adhered to. Please note, any banking fees for international accounts will need to be covered by the
couple when your refund is being processed back to you.
The final number of guests attending should be with us 12 weeks prior to your wedding date. At this point, we will issue you with
an invoice and all monies owing on final numbers given will need to be settled in full 6 weeks prior to your wedding date. No
deductions to your drinks order can be made after this point. If beverage quantities increase after this time, immediate payment
will be required.
Bank Holiday Friday’s and Sunday’s will be charged at Saturday rates and Bank Holiday Monday’s are charged at Sunday rates.
Independent wedding insurance cover is recommended.
All soft and alcoholic beverages must be supplied by The Old Mill, we are only licensed for consumption of alcohol purchased on
our premises. Please note, drinks prices are reviewed every 12 months.
Should you wish to add any additional drinks to the complimentary bottle of prosecco for your morning preparation, these can
be purchased from the bar on the day.
Anyone bringing or consuming their own alcohol/drinks without prior agreement with the management will be asked to leave and
you will be liable for corkage charges, this includes wedding favours/miniatures.

T E R M S  A N D  C O N D I T I O N S
The Old Mill Aldermaston takes great pride in offering excellent service to its guests. We have therefore tried to make

the following guidelines as straightforward as possible just in case something exceptional should occur.
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All prices are current at the time of going to print. The Old Mill reserves the right to amend prices should costs increase substantially due to seasonal
fluctuations, changes in VAT or other Government taxes and currency fluctuations, for which prior notice will be given.
Prices include VAT at 20% and are valid at the time of booking.

Cancellation Policy
Should you need to change your wedding to an alternative date, an administration fee of £200.00 will be charged and revised acceptance of our updated
and most recent terms and conditions will also be required. This cannot be done within 6 months of the original wedding date. Changes within this time
will require full cancellation and a new booking. Dates cannot be moved in excess of 2 years from the date of request. Anything beyond this window
requires full cancellation and a new booking. Dates can only be moved once and are subject to any prices increases (if applicable). 
In the event of cancellation by yourselves, all monies paid are forfeited. All deposits are non-refundable.
Should government legislation prevent your day going ahead, The Old Mill will offer the option to move to another date, subject to any prices increases
(if applicable).
The Old Mill do not accept any liability and shall not be liable for non-completion of the wedding or for any delays arising as a result of: exceptional
adverse weather conditions, loss or damage by fire or floods, Government Acts or any other cause beyond its reasonable control.

Loss or Damage
Please note that any damage or theft caused to our property by any member of your party will be invoiced to yourselves and shall be payable within 7
days of the completion of the event.
In the event of guests vomiting in areas across the venue, please note that an additional cleaning fee may be charged due to  extensive cleaning. This fee
will be determined based on the severity of the incident and the costs incurred to restore the affected areas to their original condition.
Those that wish to take photos in our fields with livestock do so at their own risk. We cannot be held liable for any damage to clothing or personal items
that may occur during these interactions. We also kindly request that you are respectful and considerate of the animal’s space and behaviour. Your
safety and the welfare of the animal are our top priorities.
Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) is used throughout our venue for the prevention of crime and for the protection of our staff. All data is handled in line
with legislation and copies of our CCTV policy are available upon request. 

Outside Ceremonies
Whilst we hope everyone’s wedding goes according to plan, should the weather prevent your ceremony from taking place outside, the conservatory shall
be used as the alternative. 
A decision will be made by The Old Mill if an outdoor wedding is possible should it be your first choice. This decision will be made based upon the
weather forecasts and weather conditions available and shall be confirmed no later than 9:00am on the day of the wedding. 
Note: Our furniture cannot be used outside if the risk of rain or other bad weather is deemed too significant and the decision made by The Old Mill is
final. 
Outdoor ceremonies can only take place on the patio area in front of the main conservatory. Should you wish to use another area of the grounds,
suitable furniture, tables and speakers/music system will need to be hired externally at your own cost. It is also your responsibility to ensure the area is
set up and taken down. You may also need to check approval from West Berkshire Registry Office prior to this should your ceremony be legally binding.

Decorations and Third Party contractors
Table confetti is not permitted on tables inside the venue - failure to comply will result in an additional cleaning charge of £250.00. 
Bubbles and bio-degradable confetti are allowed outside only - failure to comply will result in an additional cleaning charge of £250.00. 
We do not allow Chinese paper sky lanterns. However, we do permit fireworks by a licensed/insured pyrotechnic only.
We do not allow hot or cold indoor sparklers or anything deemed similar to this under any circumstances inside the venue.
Outside power sockets are available from our outside patio area and can be used for suppliers requiring electricity for entertainment purposes (such as,
lighting, bouncy castles, live musicians). However, should these outlets not provide enough power for the intended entertainment, The Old Mill cannot be
left liable. Suppliers may make use of what is available, however, we cannot take responsibility for the incompletion of such services. We recommend site
visits from suppliers wishing to utilise these spaces.
The Old Mill will grant access to the venue from 9:00am on the day of your wedding.
The Old Mill does have a decorations drop-off and pick-up point available on site for your convenience. Decorations belonging to you will need to be set
up by yourselves or a nominated supplier from 9:00am. The Old Mill will assist where possible during these preparations. Smaller items, up to the size of
a trolley, can be stored overnight using the service. If you would like to use this, please let your wedding specialist know in advance. Drop-off should be
made by 11:00am the day before your wedding and collection no later than 11:00am the day after. At the end of your wedding night, The Old Mill will
help load items into your designated event trolley. Please note, larger items may need to be moved by yourselves and any items left uncollected after
two weeks will be disposed of.
All belongings and gifts can be stored using the on-site service or in cars overnight, if not taken with you. Cars can be collected the following day by
11:00am.
All DJs providing evening entertainment are required to complete a Music Supplier Agreement Form. Please note, that any DJ who fails to comply with the
terms of this agreement may be prohibited from performing on the premises for future bookings.

Preparation & Dressing Room Area
If you choose to make use of our preparation area in the upstairs part of The Old Mill, we kindly ask to adhere to the below.
Those making use of the preparation area at The Old Mill are responsible for maintaining its cleanliness and tidiness for the duration of their usage.
All belongings, food and contents brought with your party must be condensed into the main dressing room and in a tidy state before your ceremony.
These belongings can remain in this location for the duration of the day until midnight.
The Old Mill will not be liable to any personal belongings left unattended in the dressing room. It is the responsibility of the individuals using the space to
ensure the security of their belongings.
Following the finish time of your evening reception, the dressing room must then be returned to its original state and cleared of all personal belongings
before 1:00am.

	TERMS AND CONDITIONS
	The Old Mill Aldermaston takes great pride in offering excellent service to its guests. We have therefore tried to make the following guidelines as straightforward as possible just in case something exceptional should occur.
	Exclusions and Clarifications
	The Old Mill will ensure the room is set up according to the pre-agreed table plan with the required tables, chairs and glassware.
	It is the responsibility of you or your chosen catering provider/nominated supplier to lay up the tables with the required cutlery, crockery, tablecloths, napkins and any additional decorations.
	Should you be hiring a marquee, all furniture (including tables and chairs) and decorations will need to be hired in and set up by your nominated supplier - these must be cleared from the venue by 9:00am the following day.
	Should The Stable Room require a turnaround for any other use than what is provided by The Old Mill, an additional fee will be incurred. The cost of this fee will be determined based on the extent of work required.
	Should your caterer not provide linen, crockery or cutlery in their services, linen can be hired from The Old Mill at an additional cost. We do not have crockery or cutlery available for hire - this must hired externally.
	Cake cutting must be provided by your caterer, The Old Mill are not able to provide access to our kitchen for alternative arrangements, though a price upon request for cutting may be considered.
	An £850.00 charge will apply for the use of our kitchen and facilities if needed by your choice of catering company. There is no charge if you use Keeley’s Kitchen; Fingers & Forks; Total Hospitality; The Little Kitchen Company; The Grazing Board Company and The Gentleman Smoker.
	A £250.00 charge will apply to any external catering companies that do not need use of the kitchen facilities. There is no charge if you use our partnered catering companies as above or partnered food vans - Greeklicious; Ronnie’s Black Cab; E8 Fish; Waffle Wagon & Chippy Wagon; Reggae Feast or Cosmos Kitchen.
	Note: All food must be provided by a licensed caterer/catering company. You cannot supply your own food or buffet as a main meal or evening reception.
	It is the responsibility of your caterer to clear all plates, disposables and food related waste from all areas of the venue, including outside. Failure to do so may result in additional charges being applied to the couple.
	Should you choose to have an external catering company for your event, terms and conditions are required to be acknowledged and signed by yourselves prior to the event and shared with your chosen caterer in advance.
	Should your chosen catering company be unable to attend due to illness or for any other circumstantial reason on the day, The Old Mill does not take liability for their absence.
	The Old Mill reserves the right to undertake maintenance, renovations or refurbishments to the venue and grounds prior to your wedding. Please be aware that there may be enhancements and changes to the appearance of the facilities from the date of confirmation.
	All entertainment must be conducted in full compliance with The Old Mill’s current noise policy.
	The bar will be open following your ceremony and close at 11:30pm.
	Prices & Payment
	A provisional booking will be held for 7 days, after which an initial deposit of £800.00 towards your total venue hire cost is required as confirmation. A 7-day cooling off period will apply once your deposit has been paid.
	A second venue hire deposit of 60% of the balance will be required 9 months prior to your booking.
	The remaining venue hire balance is then required in full 6 months prior to booking.
	Note: There is an additional £350.00 supplement charge for ceremonies taking place on-site at The Old Mill. This will be required alongside your final venue hire balance, 6 months before your wedding.
	A £250.00 refundable deposit will be required 12 weeks prior to your wedding, which will be returned to you after your wedding should all terms have been adhered to. Please note, any banking fees for international accounts will need to be covered by the couple when your refund is being processed back to you.
	The final number of guests attending should be with us 12 weeks prior to your wedding date. At this point, we will issue you with an invoice and all monies owing on final numbers given will need to be settled in full 6 weeks prior to your wedding date. No deductions to your drinks order can be made after this point. If beverage quantities increase after this time, immediate payment will be required.
	Bank Holiday Friday’s and Sunday’s will be charged at Saturday rates and Bank Holiday Monday’s are charged at Sunday rates.
	Independent wedding insurance cover is recommended.
	All soft and alcoholic beverages must be supplied by The Old Mill, we are only licensed for consumption of alcohol purchased on our premises. Please note, drinks prices are reviewed every 12 months.
	Should you wish to add any additional drinks to the complimentary bottle of prosecco for your morning preparation, these can be purchased from the bar on the day.
	Anyone bringing or consuming their own alcohol/drinks without prior agreement with the management will be asked to leave and you will be liable for corkage charges, this includes wedding favours/miniatures.
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	All prices are current at the time of going to print. The Old Mill reserves the right to amend prices should costs increase substantially due to seasonal fluctuations, changes in VAT or other Government taxes and currency fluctuations, for which prior notice will be given.
	Prices include VAT at 20% and are valid at the time of booking.
	Cancellation Policy
	Should you need to change your wedding to an alternative date, an administration fee of £200.00 will be charged and revised acceptance of our updated and most recent terms and conditions will also be required. This cannot be done within 6 months of the original wedding date. Changes within this time will require full cancellation and a new booking. Dates cannot be moved in excess of 2 years from the date of request. Anything beyond this window requires full cancellation and a new booking. Dates can only be moved once and are subject to any prices increases (if applicable).
	In the event of cancellation by yourselves, all monies paid are forfeited. All deposits are non-refundable.
	Should government legislation prevent your day going ahead, The Old Mill will offer the option to move to another date, subject to any prices increases (if applicable).
	The Old Mill do not accept any liability and shall not be liable for non-completion of the wedding or for any delays arising as a result of: exceptional adverse weather conditions, loss or damage by fire or floods, Government Acts or any other cause beyond its reasonable control.
	Loss or Damage
	Please note that any damage or theft caused to our property by any member of your party will be invoiced to yourselves and shall be payable within 7 days of the completion of the event.
	In the event of guests vomiting in areas across the venue, please note that an additional cleaning fee may be charged due to  extensive cleaning. This fee will be determined based on the severity of the incident and the costs incurred to restore the affected areas to their original condition.
	Those that wish to take photos in our fields with livestock do so at their own risk. We cannot be held liable for any damage to clothing or personal items that may occur during these interactions. We also kindly request that you are respectful and considerate of the animal’s space and behaviour. Your safety and the welfare of the animal are our top priorities.
	Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) is used throughout our venue for the prevention of crime and for the protection of our staff. All data is handled in line with legislation and copies of our CCTV policy are available upon request.
	Outside Ceremonies
	Whilst we hope everyone’s wedding goes according to plan, should the weather prevent your ceremony from taking place outside, the conservatory shall be used as the alternative.
	A decision will be made by The Old Mill if an outdoor wedding is possible should it be your first choice. This decision will be made based upon the weather forecasts and weather conditions available and shall be confirmed no later than 9:00am on the day of the wedding.
	Note: Our furniture cannot be used outside if the risk of rain or other bad weather is deemed too significant and the decision made by The Old Mill is final.
	Outdoor ceremonies can only take place on the patio area in front of the main conservatory. Should you wish to use another area of the grounds, suitable furniture, tables and speakers/music system will need to be hired externally at your own cost. It is also your responsibility to ensure the area is set up and taken down. You may also need to check approval from West Berkshire Registry Office prior to this should your ceremony be legally binding.
	Decorations and Third Party contractors
	Table confetti is not permitted on tables inside the venue - failure to comply will result in an additional cleaning charge of £250.00.
	Bubbles and bio-degradable confetti are allowed outside only - failure to comply will result in an additional cleaning charge of £250.00.
	We do not allow Chinese paper sky lanterns. However, we do permit fireworks by a licensed/insured pyrotechnic only.
	We do not allow hot or cold indoor sparklers or anything deemed similar to this under any circumstances inside the venue.
	Outside power sockets are available from our outside patio area and can be used for suppliers requiring electricity for entertainment purposes (such as, lighting, bouncy castles, live musicians). However, should these outlets not provide enough power for the intended entertainment, The Old Mill cannot be left liable. Suppliers may make use of what is available, however, we cannot take responsibility for the incompletion of such services. We recommend site visits from suppliers wishing to utilise these spaces.
	The Old Mill will grant access to the venue from 9:00am on the day of your wedding.
	The Old Mill does have a decorations drop-off and pick-up point available on site for your convenience. Decorations belonging to you will need to be set up by yourselves or a nominated supplier from 9:00am. The Old Mill will assist where possible during these preparations. Smaller items, up to the size of a trolley, can be stored overnight using the service. If you would like to use this, please let your wedding specialist know in advance. Drop-off should be made by 11:00am the day before your wedding and collection no later than 11:00am the day after. At the end of your wedding night, The Old Mill will help load items into your designated event trolley. Please note, larger items may need to be moved by yourselves and any items left uncollected after two weeks will be disposed of.
	All belongings and gifts can be stored using the on-site service or in cars overnight, if not taken with you. Cars can be collected the following day by 11:00am.
	All DJs providing evening entertainment are required to complete a Music Supplier Agreement Form. Please note, that any DJ who fails to comply with the terms of this agreement may be prohibited from performing on the premises for future bookings.
	Preparation & Dressing Room Area
	If you choose to make use of our preparation area in the upstairs part of The Old Mill, we kindly ask to adhere to the below.
	Those making use of the preparation area at The Old Mill are responsible for maintaining its cleanliness and tidiness for the duration of their usage.
	All belongings, food and contents brought with your party must be condensed into the main dressing room and in a tidy state before your ceremony. These belongings can remain in this location for the duration of the day until midnight.
	The Old Mill will not be liable to any personal belongings left unattended in the dressing room. It is the responsibility of the individuals using the space to ensure the security of their belongings.
	Following the finish time of your evening reception, the dressing room must then be returned to its original state and cleared of all personal belongings before 1:00am.
	All the above apply when booking The Old Mill. Your confirmation of booking will signify acceptance of these terms and conditions.
