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THE ISLAMIC CALENDAR

The Islamic calendar (or Hijri calendar) is a purely lunar
calendar. It contains |2 months that are based on the motion
of the moon, and because |2 synodic months is only

12 x 29.53=354.36 days, the Islamic calendar is consistently
shorter than a tropical year, and therefore it shifts with re-
spect to the Christian calendar.

The calendar is based on the Qur'an (Sura IX, 36-37) and its
proper observance is a sacred duty for Muslims.
The Islamic calendar is the official calendar in countries

around the Gulf, especially Saudi Arabia. But other Muslim
countries use the Gregorian calendar for civil purposes and

only turn to the Islamic calendar for religious purposes.

The names of the 12 months that comprise the Islamic year

are:
. Muharram 7. Rajab

2. Safar 8. Sha'ban

3. Rabi' al-awwal (Rabi' I) 9. Ramadan

4. Rabi' al-thani (Rabi' Il) 0. Shawwal

5. Jumada al-awwal (Jumadal) |l. Dhu al-Qi'dah

6. Jumada al-thani (Jumada ll) 2. Dhu al-Hijjah

(Due to different transliterations of the Arabic alphabet,
other spellings of the months are possible.) Each month starts
when the lunar crescent is first seen (by a human observer's

eye) after a new moon.

Although new moons may be calculated quite precisely, the
actual visibility of the crescent is much more difficult to pre-
dict. It depends on factors such as weather, the optical prop-
erties of the atmosphere, and the location of the observer. It
is therefore very difficult to give accurate information in ad-

vance about when a new month will start.

Furthermore, some Muslims depend on a local sighting of the
moon, whereas others depend on a sighting by authorities
somewhere in the Muslim world. Both are valid Islamic prac-
tices, but they may lead to different starting days for the

months.

So you can't print an Islamic calendar in advance?

Not a reliable one. However, calendars are printed for plan-
ning purposes, but such calendars are based on estimates of
the visibility of the lunar crescent, and the actual month may
start a day earlier or later than predicted in the printed calen-

dar.

Different methods for estimating the calendars are used.

Some sources mention a crude system in which all odd num-
bered months have 30 days and all even numbered months
have 29 days with an extra day added to the last month in

'leap years' (a concept otherwise unknown in the calendar).

Leap years could then be years in which the number year
mod 30 is one of the following: 2, 5, 7, 10, 13, 16, 18, 21, 24,
26, or 29. (This is the algorithm used in the calendar pro-

gram of the Gnu Emacs editor.)

Such a calendar would give an average month length of
29.53056 days, which is quite close to the synodic month of
29.53059 days, so on the average it would be quite accurate,

but in any given month it is still just a rough estimate.

Better algorithms for estimating the visibility of the new
moon have been devised.

How does one count years?

Years are counted since the Hijra, that is, Mohammed's emi-
gration to Medina in AD 622. On 6 July (Julian calendar) of
that year, AH | started (AH = Anno Hegirae = year of the

Hijra).
In the year AD 2003 we have witnessed the start of Islamic
year AH 1424.

Note that although only
2003-622=1381 years have
passed in the Christian
calendar, 1423 years have
passed in the Islamic calen-
dar, because its year is con-
sistently shorter (by about
I'l days) than the tropical
year used by the Christian

calendar.

When will the Islamic calendar overtake the Gregor-
ian calendar?

As the year in the Islamic calendar is about | | days shorter
than the year in the Christian calendar, the Islamic years are
slowly gaining in on the Christian years. But it will be many
years before the two coincide. The Ist day of the 5th month
of C.E. 20874 in the Gregorian calendar will also be
(approximately) the |st day of the 5th month of AH 20874

of the Islamic calendar.

Doesn't Saudi Arabia have special rules?

Saudi Arabia doesn't rely on a visual sighting of the crescent
moon to fix the start of a new month. Instead they base

their calendar on a calculated astronomical moon.

Since 1999 (1420 AH) the rule has been as follows: On the
29th day of an Islamic month, the times when the sun and
the moon set are compared. If the sun sets before the
moon, the next day will be the first of a new month; but if
the moon sets before the sun, the next day will be the last
(30th) of the current month.

The times for the setting of the sun and the moon are calcu-

lated for the coordinates of Mecca.
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MUSLIM FAMILY HONORED FOR SAVING JEWS DURING WWII

The Anti-Defamation League, a Jewish advo-
cacy group, posthumously honored an Alba-
nian Muslim family that saved 26 Jews from the
Nazis during World War Il.

The U.S.-based league gave its Courage to Care
Award to three relatives of the late Mefail Bicaku
and his son Njazi, who hid six Jewish families in the

mountains of central Albania from the Nazis.

For months, the Bicakus shared their home and food

with the Jewish families, the league said.

The Bicakus were also recognized by Israel and Jeru-
salem’s Yad Vashem Holocaust memorial, which
awarded them its highest honor, the Righteous
Among the Nations Award.

“In the moral void that engulfed the world in those
nightmare days when the cruelty of the Nazis ran
rampant, the Bicaku family was among those few shin-
ing stars,” Michael Salberg, the ADL’s director of in-
ternational affairs, said on Thursday at the awarding
ceremony, which was also attended by the Albanian

ambassador to the United Nations and the president

of the Albanian American Women’s Organization.

Although records from that period are incomplete, Sal-
berg estimated that several thousand Jews fled to Alba-

nia from surrounding countries in Eastern Europe.

He praised Albania as the only occupied country where
no Jews died at the hands of the Nazis, thanks to the

country's Muslims and Christians.

"All of them were saved," Salberg said. "Albania is the
only country occupied by the Nazis that had more Jews
at the end of the war than at the beginning of the war,
which is a reflection of Jews having sought refuge in Al-

bania and survived."

Muhamet Bicaku thanked the Anti-Defamation
League, saying that he was greatly honored to accept
the award on his father's behalf. His father was jailed in
1961 for "collaborating with Jews" and died in 1969, he

said.

"I'm very proud of what he has done," Bicaku said.

A recent book by Robert Satloff, executive director of
The Washington Institute for Near East Policy, uncov-
ered stories of many Arabs who risked their lives to
save Jews during the Holocaust in Europe and North

Africa.

Historians of the Third Reich, basing their figures on
original Nazi documents, believe that around six million
Jews were killed in the Holocaust, although some esti-

mates are slightly lower.

The victims of the Holocaust also included non-Jews.

However, "revisionist" Western historians have down-
played the scale of the Holocaust, saying that it’s being
used by the Israelis as a justification for perpetrating

unjust acts against the Palestinians.

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HATRED IN A HEAD COUNT

RWANDAN Muslims were once held in low esteem. They
were traders in a land where farmers held prestige. More-
over they were socially and politically negligible, constituting
roughly 5 per cent of the population, and largely confined to
the unspectacular neighbourhood of Kigali. Then came the
genocide of 1994 in which tribal violence between Hutus

and Tutsis claimed 800,000 lives.

Churches became slaughterhouses. Some brave priests and
nuns lost their lives trying to resist the genocide. Many oth-
ers were complicit. Hutu Catholic pastors offered refuge to
Tutsis, only to surrender them to Hutu death squads who

massacred them in the pews, and even at the altar.

Meanwhile, Kigali was a sanctuary. Muslims, both Hutu and
Tutsi, resolved that they would stand against the genocide.
When Hutu militias surrounded the neighbourhood, Hutu
Muslims refused to co-operate. They hid Tutsis — Muslim
and Christian — in their homes and in their mosques. Now,
Islam in Rwanda is booming. Masses of Christians, incapable
of returning to the churches in which their families were
slaughtered, sickened at the thought of praying next to
those who massacred them and listening to priests who
sanctioned it, have converted to Islam. Today, Muslims con-

stitute around |5 per cent of the population.

If we are to listen to visiting Israeli professor Raphael Israeli,
Rwanda must now be heading for disaster. "When the Mus-
lim population gets to a critical mass you have problems,"
he contributed last week. For this, we are told the arche-
typal exhibit is France, where, thanks to a 10 per cent Mus-
lim minority, "French people say they are strangers in their
own country". Violence flows from sizeable Muslim minori-
ties as surely as breathing, apparently. But "if there is only |
or 2 per cent they don't dare to do it ... they are drowned
in the environment of non-Muslims and are better be-

haved".

Sometimes a statement is so manifestly boneheaded it is
difficult to know whether or not it is worthy of a response.
So it is with Israeli's unsolicited social commentary. "Greeks
or ltalians or Jews don't use violence," he blundered, as
though the Mafia had never existed, and Revolutionary
Struggle, an active Greek terrorist group, had not claimed
responsibility for bombing the US embassy in Athens last
month. Israeli either forgets or omits Dr Robert |. Gold-
stein, the American Jew convicted for plotting to blow up a
Muslim educational centre with the stated aim being to "Kill
all 'rags’' — ZERO residual presence — maximum effect".

The capitals are Goldstein's.

But stupidity can sometimes be dangerous, and one sus-
pects Israeli's comments are a case in point. Federal Liberal
MP Bruce Baird was moved to issue a strong press release,
denouncing them as "racist" and "obscene". The Australia/
Israel Jewish Affairs Council saw fit to repudiate them and

cancel planned events featuring Israeli. The NSW Jewish

Board of Deputies was more equivocal. It denounced the re-
marks on Friday, but the next day defended them in a letter to
The Sydney Morning Herald, claiming Israeli had been misun-

derstood, Hilali-style.

Israeli's comments matter because they are not as marginal as
they are mad. His latest book, The Third Islamic Invasion of
Europe, argues that an increasing Muslim demographic in
Europe threatens that continent's political and cultural integ-
rity. "Every European with a right mind has every reason to be
frightened," he told The Jerusalem Post in January. This is an
unoriginal appropriation of the "Eurabia" conspiracy thesis of
Jewish writer Bat Ye'or: that Europe is evolving into a post-
Judeo-Christian civilisation increasingly subjugated to the jihadi

ideology of Muslim migrants.

In Europe, prominent intellectuals such as the historian Martin
Gilbert have given this theory enthusiastic endorsement. In
the US, it enjoys the ardent advocacy of public figures like
Daniel Pipes, who has argued that the US should consider the
internment of American Muslims as an option in the war on
terror. Pipes is regularly consulted as an "expert" on Islam and
Muslims, and was recently hosted in Australia by the Australia/

Israel and Jewish Affairs Council.

The fundamental danger at the heart of this discourse is that it
is incapable of understanding Muslims as human beings. Every
nuance of human psychology to which we refer when under-
standing criminal or antisocial behaviour is suddenly deemed

irrelevant.

Thus, the children of North African migrants who rioted in
Paris in 2005 are understood solely as expressing their reli-
gious bigotry. Forget that the religiosity of these communities
is almost non-existent. Forget that their ghettoes have formed
over generations of unemployment and assimilationist exclu-
sion from French society. The Muslim identity of the culprit
explains all. They are equated with the London bombers, al-
though their story has more in common with that of the Mac-

quarie Fields riots that erupted in Sydney in 2005.

Such dehumanisation can be deadly. Bruce Baird asserted that
Israeli exhibits "the same ideology that has underpinned the
thousands of years of hatred targeted at Professor Israeli's
people, culminating in the Holocaust just 65 years ago". That
is not as far-fetched as it sounds. When you deprive people of
their humanity, anything is possible. Today, we have Efraim
Eitam, an MP in Israel's National Union-National Religious
Party bloc, demanding the "ethnic cleansing" of Palestinians in
the West Bank. We have Rabbi Yousef Falay, who last year
recommended that Israeli troops kill all Palestinian males over
the age of 13 to ensure "no Palestinian individual remains un-

der our occupation”.

Israeli would probably repudiate such views. What may not
occur to him and his supporters is that he gives them their

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PROMISING ATHLETES GIVEN A SPORTING CHANCE

QAMIL Balla started training to fight a decade ago,

when he was just seven.

He had his first bout at | | and has since dedicated his
out-of-school hours to boxing, winning four Austra-

lian and six Victorian titles.

Although modest and quietly spoken, he doesn't lack
ambition. "I'll hopefully be one of Australia's best box-

ers, one of the best worldwide," he said.

Starting yesterday, his entire education is geared to-
wards this goal. With his brothers, Ibrahim and Nasuf,
Qamil turned up for the first day of classes at
Maribyrnong College specialist sports school, part of a
State Government push to give promising athletes
training while they work towards a year 12 qualifica-

tion.

The first intake is 54 students, with 60 turned away.

A former Hoppers Crossing High student, Qamil said
he knew he wanted to enrol after reading about the
Maribyrnong plan. "I thought 'great, a new sports

school, like they have in America'," he said.

The Balla brothers were born into boxing. They are
trained by their father, former Victorian amateur
champion Nuri Balla, and uncle, Victorian professional

and Australian champion Mitat Balla.

At 16, Ibrahim has three Australian titles under his
belt. Nasuf, 15, is yet to have his first bout. All three
hope to represent Australia at the Olympics and later

turn professional.

Qamil says boxing is character building. "It's a glory
sport — it's all on you, so you've got no one else to

blame if you don't succeed," he said.

The trio train two hours each day and go for a long
run on Sundays.

Now sports training — conditioning, strength work,
sports science and nutrition — will be incorporated into

their school day.

Maribyrnong College sports director Rob Carroll said
five sports — Australian rules, basketball, soccer, swim-
ming and tennis — would have full-time coaches in the
first year. Students specialising in other disciplines, in-
cluding boxing, trampolining and lacrosse, will keep their
personal coaches but have generalised sports training at
school. This year, the Balla brothers are the school's only

boxing students.

Training demands mean sports students have flexible
timetables. Sometimes they start at 7am and finish early,
at others they arrive later and train after normal school

hours.

"As it goes it won't be just that you come to school from
9am to 3pm. There's even the possibility of night classes,"

Mr Carroll said.

Many ethnic Albanians are unhappy that the UN plan
for Kosova falls short of granting full independence to

the breakaway Serbian province.

Kosova has been administered by the UN since the
1999 conflict, in which a violent Serbian crackdown on
ethnic Albanians triggered a Nato bombing campaign

and Serbian withdrawal.

The proposals, unveiled on 2 February by Mr Ahtisaari,
recommend a form of supervised self-rule - which is

itself strongly opposed by Serbia.

The UN has agreed to delay talks on its proposals until
21 February, at the request of Serbia's President Tadic.

CHICKEN, MUSHROOM AND AVOCADO FETTUCINE
INGREDIENTS

® 2 tablespoons olive oil

® 2 small red onions, thinly sliced

® 400g mushrooms, thinly sliced

®  300ml pouring cream

® | cup Chicken Stock

® | tablespoon wholegrain mustard

® 625g fresh fettuccine pasta

® | barbecued chicken, skin and bones removed, meat shredded
® | avocado, peeled, stone removed, thinly sliced
METHOD

Heat oil in a large frying pan over medium-high heat. Add onions and mushrooms and cook, stirring often, for 8 to

10 minutes or until soft. Add cream, stock and mustard and bring to the boil. Reduce heat to medium-low and simmer, un-
covered, for 5 to 7 minutes or until sauce reduces and thickens slightly.

Meanwhile, cook pasta in a large saucepan of boiling, salted water for 2 minutes or until tender (see note). Drain and return
to pan.

Add mushroom sauce and chicken to pasta. Toss over low heat until heated through. Remove from heat. Gently fold in avo-
cado. Divide pasta between bowls. Season with salt and pepper. Serve.

Notes & tips
Fresh pasta requires twice as much water as dried pasta to prevent it from sticking together while cooking. Add salt to boiling

water, then pasta, and stir. Cover pan until water returns to the boil, then uncover and cook.

CHOCOLATE MOUSSE IN MINUTES
INGREDIENTS

e 300g good-quality dark chocolate, roughly chopped

e 3eggs

e |/4 cup (55g) caster sugar

e | tbs good-quality cocoa powder, sifted

e 300ml thickened cream, plus extra whipped cream to serve

e Grated chocolate, to serve
METHOD

Place the chocolate in a heatproof bowl over a pan of gently simmering water (don't let the bowl touch the wa-

ter). Stir until melted. Remove bowl from heat and set aside to cool slightly.
Place eggs and sugar in a large bowl and beat with electric beaters for 5 minutes, or until mixture is pale, thick and
doubled in volume. Fold in cooled chocolate and cocoa powder until combined.

In a separate bowl, whip cream until thickened (be careful not to over-beat). Use a large metal spoon to carefully
fold the cream into the chocolate mixture, trying to keep the mixture as light as possible. Spoon into 6 serving
glasses and chill in fridge for at least | hour. Remove from fridge 15 minutes before serving, then top with extra
whipped cream and grated chocolate to serve.
