· Updated SEND register

· Provide simple guides for adaptations

3.1 Expanded Deep Dive Scripts (SEND-Focused)

Deep Dive Script: SENCO
Inspector: How do you identify pupils with SEND?
SENCO: We use a combination of teacher referral, assessment data, observations, and parental input. Earwig helps us gather evidence and track emerging patterns. We follow the APDR cycle, with each stage recorded and reviewed termly.
Inspector: How do you monitor progress for SEND pupils?

Example APDR Cycle: Year 3 Pupil with Speech & Language Needs

· Struggles with expressive language; SALT report confirms difficulty forming complex sentences
· Teacher observation: avoids speaking in whole-class situations
· Baseline evidence uploaded to Earwig
Plan:
· Outcome: Pupil will use 3-part sentences in structured small-group activities 3 times per week
· Strategies: visual sentence starters, pre-teaching vocabulary, small-group speech sessions
· Responsible: teacher + TA
· Timescale: 6 weeks
Do:
· Daily in-class scaffolding
· Weekly small-group speech sessions
· Evidence collected and tagged to outcome
Review:
· Progress seen in small-group sessions; pupil used 3-part sentences with prompts
· Evidence confirms improved confidence
· New target: extend to whole-class contributions once weekly

Example APDR Cycle: Secondary Pupil with Dyslexia
Assess:
· Reading age significantly below chronological age
· Avoids extended writing; teacher notes poor stamina
· Samples uploaded to Earwig
Plan:
· Outcome: Produce extended writing of at least 100 words using assistive technology
· Strategies: laptop use, speech-to-text support, chunked writing tasks
· Responsible: English teacher
· Timescale: 8 weeks
Do:
· Laptop used in all writing lessons
· Weekly writing stamina intervention
· Evidence tagged to outcomes
Review:
· Student achieved 120-word piece using assistive tech
· Increased independence noted
· Next outcome: improve spelling accuracy in high‑frequency words
