THE STORY 

The Coach Insignia honors our family’s tradition of craftsmanship, first represented in fine automobiles of the 20th century 

with Body by Fisher and now in Fisher Vineyards’ wines of the 21st century.   The Coach Insignia is comprised of 

the finest selected lots of Bordeaux varietals from our Calistoga Estate.  Nestled at the foot of The Palisades mountain 

range, these vines grow on an alluvial fan that slopes gently west, following Simmons Creek to the Napa River. The 

Estate’s well drained soils are remarkably consistent, comprised primarily of cobble stones and loam. 

 

THE WINE 

• 92% Cabernet Sauvignon, 4% Cabernet Franc, 3% Petit Verdot, 1% Malbec 

• De-stemmed, double sorted  

• Whole-berry fermented in small open-top concrete, oak and steel fermenters 

• Native malolactic fermentation completed in barrel 

• Aged 22 months in 100% French Oak (85% new) 

• Alcohol by volume 14.5% 

• Bottled: August 2021 

• 1309 cases produced 

 

REVIEW 

The 2019 Coach Insignia is classically styled with rich aromatics of dark ripe cherry and espresso bean. On the palate the 

wine evolves with flavors of plum skin, cocoa nibs, hints of cassis, sweet tobacco and subtle notes of toasted French oak. 

This combination creates a beautifully focused yet supple expression of our beloved flagship wines.
