THE FIRST LESSON JEREMIAH 4:11-12,22-28

At that time it will be said to this people and to Jerusalem: A hot wind comes from me out of
the bare heights in the desert toward my poor people, not to winnow or cleanse— a wind too
strong for that. Now it is I who speak in judgment against them. “For my people are foolish,
they do not know me; they are stupid children, they have no understanding. They are skilled
in doing evil, but do not know how to do good.” I looked on the earth, and lo, it was waste
and void; and to the heavens, and they had no light. I looked on the mountains, and lo, they
were quaking, and all the hills moved to and fro. I looked, and lo, there was no one at all,
and all the birds of the air had fled. I looked, and lo, the fruitful land was a desert, and all its
cities were laid in ruins before the Lord, before his fierce anger. For thus says the Lord: The
whole land shall be a desolation; yet I will not make a full end. Because of this the earth shall
mourn, and the heavens above grow black; for I have spoken, I have purposed; I have not
relented nor will I turn back.

THE SECOND LESSON 1 TIMOTHY 1:12-17

I am grateful to Christ Jesus our Lord, who has strengthened me, because he judged me
faithful and appointed me to his service, even though I was formerly a blasphemer, a
persecutor, and a man of violence. But I received mercy because I had acted ignorantly in
unbelief, and the grace of our Lord overflowed for me with the faith and love that are in
Christ Jesus.

THE NICENE CREED

was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third day
he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated
at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the
dead, and his kingdom will have no end. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the
giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son. With the Father and the Son he
is worshiped and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in one holy
catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.
We look for the X resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.
