32 And what more shall I say? For time will fail 
me if I tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, 
of David and Samuel and the prophets, 33 who 
by faith conquered kingdoms, performed acts 
of righteousness, obtained promises, shut the 
mouths of lions, 34 quenched the power of fire, 
escaped the edge of the sword, from weakness 
were made strong, became mighty in war, put 
foreign armies to flight.

MATTHEW 13:56-58 NKJV

56 And His sisters, are they not all with us? 
Where then did this Man get all these 
things?” 57 So they were offended at Him. 
But Jesus said to them, “A prophet is not 
without honor except in his own country 
and in his own house.” 58 Now He did not do 
many mighty works there because of their 
unbelief.

MATTHEW 8:5-13 NASB

5 And when Jesus entered Capernaum, a 
centurion came to Him, begging Him, 6 and 
saying, “Lord, my servant is lying paralyzed at 
home, terribly tormented.” 7 Jesus said to him, 
“I will come and heal him.” 8 But the centurion 
replied, “Lord, I am not worthy for You to come 
under my roof, but just say the word, and my 
servant will be healed. 9 For I also am a man 
under authority, with soldiers under me; and 
I say to this one, ‘Go!’ and he goes, and to 
another, ‘Come!’ and he comes, and to my 
slave, ‘Do this!’ and he does it.” 10 Now when 
Jesus heard this, He was amazed and said to 
those who were following, “Truly I say to you, 
I have not found such great faith with anyone
 in Israel. 11 And I say to you that many will come 

from east and west, and recline at 
the table with Abraham, Isaac, 

and Jacob in the kingdom of 
heaven; 12 but the sons of 
the kingdom will be thrown 
out into the outer darkness; 

in that place there will be 
weeping and gnashing of teeth.” 

13 And Jesus said to thecenturion, “Go; it shall be 
done for you as you have believed.” And 
the servant was healed at that very moment.

MARK 5:30-34 NASB

30 And immediately Jesus, perceiving in 
Himself that power from Him had gone out, 
turned around in the crowd and said, “Who 
touched My garments?” 31 And His disciples 
said to Him, “You see the crowd pressing in 
on You, and You say, ‘Who touched Me?’” 
32 And He looked around to see the woman 
who had done this. 33 But the woman, fearing 
and trembling, aware of what had happened 
to her, came and fell down before Him and 
told Him the whole truth. 34 And He said to 
her, “Daughter, your faith has made you 
well; go in peace and be cured of your 
disease.”

MARK 5:25-29 NASB

25 A woman who had had a hemorrhage for 
twelve years, 26 and had endured much at the 
hands of many physicians, and had spent all 
that she had and was not helped at all, but 
instead had become worse 27 after hearing 
about Jesus, she came up in the crowd 
behind Him and touched His 
cloak. 28 For she had been 
saying to herself, “If I just 
touch His garments, I will 
get well.” 29 And immediately
 the flow of her blood was 
dried up; and she felt in her 
body that she was healed of her disease.

A sign or signal; in the biblical context, it is 
used to describe the miracles of Jesus as 

signs of His divinity and authority.
