TEAM NOTES

The Toronto Raptors will complete their back-to-back set (Nov. 29-30) on Sunday with a
visit to Madison Square Garden to take on the New York Knicks for the first game of a five-
game season series that includes a Emirates NBA Cup 2025 quarterfinal game on Dec. 9
in Toronto. The Raptors won East Group A with a perfect 4-0 record and enter the knockout
rounds of the tournament as the second seed in the Eastern Conference.

Toronto’s nine-game (Nov. 11-26) winning streak came to an end on Saturday night fall-
ing 118-111 to the Charlotte Hornets in overtime. The nine straight wins is tied for the
fourth-longest streak in Raptors history. Toronto falls to 14-6 overall and 10-2 in November.

Through the first 20 games of the season, the 14-6 start is tied for the fourth-best start all-
time for the Raptors. The 2,375 total points and 597 assists is the most-ever in this span.
Toronto currently ranks top-10 in the NBA in both of those categories this season.

Also through 20 games, Brandon Ingram has scored 437 points which ranks second in
most points scored by a player through their first 20 games as a Raptor behind Kawhi
Leonard (522) while teammate RJ Barrett is ranked fourth on that list (402). Ingram has
scored 20-or-more points in 14 of the 20 games played so far this season.

Scottie Barnes finished with a team-high 30 points, game-high 12 rebounds while adding
five assists, two steals and one block on Saturday. He has recorded a double-double in
three consecutive games for the second time this season and 10 times in 20 games.

Immanuel Quickley finished with 22 points and a season-high 10 assists against Char-
lotte for his second double-double of the season and fourth game of 20-or-more points.

DARKO RAJAKOVIC
HEAD COACH

The passion Darko Rajakovi¢ (rye-AHK-oe-vich) has for the game
of basketball has led him around the world. From Madrid, Spain
to Tulsa, Oklahoma, each of these experiences have added to
Rajakovi¢’s beliefs and philosophies, shaping him into the coach,
father, and leader he is today.

Raised in Serbia during a civil war, Rajakovi¢ fell in love with
basketball during a time of unrest in his homeland. The basketball
court became his safe haven, a place where he and his friends could
gather and play until the wee hours of the morning.

It was fitting Rajakovi¢ started his coaching career in his hometown
of Cacak, Serbia. At just 16 years of age, he embarked on a life-
long journey of teaching others a game that brought him such joy.
This started with the local Borac Cacak Youth Team in 1996. After
three seasons with the club, he was named the head coach of the
U20 and U18 teams of Red Star Belgrade, leading Red Star to two
Serbian Youth championships during his eight-year tenure (1999-
2007)

Rajakovi¢ then ventured to Spain where he coached Espacio
Torrelodones for three successful seasons (2009-12). In his first
year with the franchise, he led the team to the championship of the
Primera Division de Baloncesto in Madrid

From 2004-11, Rajakovi¢ held his first formal job with an NBA team,
serving as a European scouting consultant and NBA Summer
League assistant coach for the San Antonio Spurs.

His time in Serbia, Spain and San Antonio ultimately led Rajakovi¢ to
the Oklahoma City Thunder, where he spent seven seasons (2012-
19). Rajakovi¢ joined the organization in 2012 as the head coach

of the Tulsa 66ers — the franchise’s then NBA G League affiliate

and became the first head coach born outside of North America

in league history. Under his guidance, the team went 51-49 (.510)
over two seasons and reached the 2013 G League semifinals. In
2014, Rajakovi¢ was honoured as one of Oklahoma City’s assistant
coaches at the NBA All-Star game in New Orleans.

Rajakovi¢ transitioned from the G League to the NBA at the start
of the 2014-15 campaign, in what would be his first of five seasons
as an assistant coach with the Thunder (2014-19). Oklahoma City
averaged 49 wins during his time on the coaching staff and earned
four playoff appearances - including a trip to the 2016 Western
Conference Finals.

Rajakovi¢ also spent time in the NBA as an assistant coach with the
Phoenix Suns (2019-20) and Memphis Grizzlies (2020-23), before
being named the 10th head coach in Toronto Raptors history in June
of 2023.

On the international stage, Rajakovi¢ was as an assistant coach for
Serbia at the 2019 FIBA World Cup in China, helping his country to
a fifth place finish at the tournament, which included a win over the
United States in the classification round.

Rajakovi¢ prides himself on being a life-long learner. He earned a
basketball coaching degree from the Belgrade Basketball Academy
in 2004 and a degree in sports management from Alfa BK University
in Belgrade in 2006.

He and his wife, Gaga, reside in Toronto with their son, Luka.
