What are fake pills?

— The Sinaloa Cartel and Cartel de Jalisco Nueva Generacion are making fentanyl and pressing
it into fake pills. Fake pills are made to look like OxyContin®, Xanax®, Adderall®, and other
pharmaceuticals. These fake pills contain no legitimate medicine.

— Fentanyl is also made in a rainbow of colors so it looks like candy.

Why is fentanyl so dangerous?

— DEA lab testing reveals that five out of
every ten fake pills with fentanyl contain a
potentially lethal dose. It only takes a very

small dose of fentanyl — 2
milligrams — to be lethal, such as

Tips for Parents and Caregivers

— Encourage open and honest communication

— Explain what fentanyl is and why it is so dangerous

— Stress not to take any pills that were not prescribed to you from a doctor

— No pill purchased on social media is safe

— Make sure they know fentanyl has been found in most illegal drugs

— Create an “exit plan” to help your child know what to do if they’re pressured to take a pill or use drugs

WHAT WE KNOW

With the growth of social media and the proliferation of smartphones, a dangerous and deadly new
drug threat has emerged: criminal drug networks are abusing social media to expand their reach,
create new markets, and target new clientele. This includes by selling deadly fake fentanyl and
methamphetamine pills, often to unsuspecting teenagers, young adults, and older Americans, who
think they are buying the real thing.

No longer confined to street corners and the dark web, criminal drug networks are now in every home
and school in America because of the internet apps on our smartphones.

HOW IT WORKS

ONE-STOP SHOP A!\

Drug traffickers have turned smartphones into a one-stop shop to

market, sell, buy, and deliver deadly, fake prescription pills and other
dangerous drugs. In just three steps, deadly drugs can be purchased One-Stop Shop
and delivered to your home just like any other good or service. . -

1. Advertise

Drug traffickers advertise on social media platforms like Facebook,
Instagram, Snapchat, TikTok, Twitter and YouTube. These
advertisements are in disappearing, 24-hour stories and in posts,
which are promptly posted and removed. Posts and stories are often
accompanied by known code words and emojis that are used to
market and sell illicit and deadly drugs on social media. These code
words and emojis are designed to evade detection by law enforcement
and by the preset algorithms used by social media platforms.

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Prospective buyers contact drug traffickers on social media apps
in response to their advertisements - either using direct
messaging or by commenting on a post. Once contact is made, _
drug traffickers and potential buyers often move to an encrypted o | B
communications app like WhatsApp, Signal, and Telegram. Drug
traffickers typically switch to these encrypted communications
apps to arrange drug deals with prospective buyers.

Fentanyl

WHAT IS FENTANYL?

Fentanyl is a potent synthetic opioid drug approved
by the FDA for use as an analgesic (pain relief)
and anesthetic. It is approximately 100 times more
potent than morphine and 50 times more potent
than heroin as an analgesic.

WHAT IS ITS ORIGIN?

Fentanyl was first developed in 1959 and introduced
in the 1960s as an intravenous anesthetic. It is
legally manufactured and distributed in the United
States. Licit fentanyl pharmaceutical products are
diverted via theft, fraudulent prescriptions, and

illicit distribution by patients, physicians, nurses,
physician assistants, nurse practitioners, and
pharmacists.

From 2011 through 2021, both fatal overdoses
associated with use of clandestinely produced
fentanyl and fentanyl analogs, and law enforcement
encounters increased markedly.

According to CDC, overdose deaths involving
synthetic opioids, excluding methadone were
involved in roughly 2,600 drug overdose deaths
each year in 2011 and 2012, but from 2013 through
2021, the number of drug overdose deaths involving
synthetic opioids, excluding methadone increased
dramatically each year, to more than 71,000 in
2021. The total number of overdose deaths for
this category was greater than 260,000 for 2013
through 2021. These overdose deaths involving
synthetic opioids is primarily driven by illicitly
manufactured fentanyl, including fentanyl analogs.
Consistent with overdose death data, the trafficking,
distribution, and use of illicitly produced fentanyl
and fentanyl analogs positively correlates with the
associated dramatic increase in overdose fatalities.

A lethal dose of fentany!

What are common street names?

Common street names include:

» Apache, China Girl, China Town, Dance Fever,
Friend, Goodfellas, Great Bear, He-Man,
Jackpot, King Ivory, Murder 8, and Tango &
Cash.

What does it look like?

Clandestinely produced fentanyl is encountered
either as a powder or in fake tablets and is sold
alone or in combination with other drugs such as
heroin or cocaine.

Fentanyl pharmaceutical products are currently
available in the following dosage forms: oral
transmucosal lozenges commonly referred to as
fentanyl “lollipops” (Actig®), effervescent buccal
tablets (Fentora®), sublingual tablets (Abstral®),
sublingual sprays (Subsys®), nasal sprays
(Lazanda®), transdermal patches (Duragesic®), and
injectable formulations.

How is it used?

Fentanyl can be injected, snorted/sniffed, smoked,
taken orally by pill or tablet, and spiked onto blotter
paper. lllicitly produced fentanyl is sold alone or

in combination with heroin and other substances
and has been identified in fake pills, mimicking



pharmaceutical drugs such as oxycodone. Fentanyl
patches are misused by removing its gel contents
and then injecting or ingesting these contents.
Patches have also been frozen, cut into pieces,
and placed under the tongue or in the cheek cavity.
According to the National Forensic Laboratory
Information System - National Estimates Based

on All Reports estimates, reports on fentanyl

(both pharmaceutical and clandestinely produced)
increased from 4,697 in 2014 to over 163,201

in 2022, as reported by federal, state, and local
forensic laboratories in the United States.

What is the effect on the body?

Fentanyl, similar to other commonly used opioid
analgesics (e.g., morphine), produces effects

such as relaxation, euphoria, pain relief, sedation,
confusion, drowsiness, dizziness, nausea, vomiting,
urinary retention, pupillary constriction, and
respiratory depression.

What are the overdose effects?

Overdose may result in stupor, changes in pupillary
size, cold and clammy skin, cyanosis, coma, and
respiratory failure leading to death. The presence
of triad of symptoms such as coma, pinpoint pupils,
and respiratory depression are strongly suggestive
of opioid poisoning. Fake rainbow oxycodone M30 tablets containing fentany!
Which drugs cause similar effects?

Drugs that cause similar effects include other

opioids such as morphine, hydrocodone, oxycodone,

hydromorphone, methadone, and heroin.

What is the legal status in the Federal Control
Substances Act?

Fentanyl is a Schedule Il narcotic under the United
States Controlled Substances Act of 1970.

¢(CUAL ES SU ORIGEN?

Desde 2011 hasta 2018, tanto las sobredosis
fatales asociadas con el abuso de fentanilo y los
analogos del fentanilo producidos clandestinamente,
como los hallazgos policiales aumentaron
notablemente.

Segun los CDC, los opioides sintéticos,
exceptuando la metadona, causaron
aproximadamente 2600 muertes por sobredosis
de drogas cada afo en 2011 y 2012, pero desde
2013 hasta 2021, el nUmero de muertes por
sobredosis de drogas relacionadas con opioides
sintéticos, exceptuando la metadona, aumenté
dramaticamente cada afo, hasta superar las 71
000 en 2021. El numero total de muertes por
sobredosis para esta categoria fue superior a
260.000 entre 2013 y 2021. Estas muertes por
sobredosis que involucran opioides sintéticos
estan impulsadas principalmente por el fentanilo
fabricado ilicitamente, incluyendo los analogos del
fentanilo. De acuerdo con los datos de muertes
por sobredosis, el trafico, la distribucién y el uso

Los productos farmacéuticos de fentanilo
estan actualmente disponibles en las siguientes
formas de dosificacion: pastillas transmucosas
orales comunmente conocidas como "paletas" de
fentanilo (Actig®), tabletas efervescentes bucales
(Fentora®), tabletas sublinguales (Abstral®),
aerosoles sublinguales (Subsys®), aerosoles
nasales (Lazanda®), parches transdérmicos
(Duragesic®), y formulaciones inyectables.

¢Como se consumen?
El fentanilo se puede inyectar, inhalar/esnifar, fumar,
tomar por via oral como pastillas o comprimidos



y afiadido a papel secante. El fentanilo producido
ilicitamente se vende solo o en combinacion con
heroina y otras sustancias y se ha identificado

en pastillas falsificadas, imitando medicamentos
farmacéuticos como la oxicodona. Los parches

de fentanilo se usan indebidamente quitando el
contenido de gel y después, inyectando o ingiriendo
el contenido. Los parches también se congelan, se
cortan en pedazos y se colocan debajo de la lengua
0 en la cavidad de la mejilla. Segun el Sistema
Nacional de Informacién de Laboratorios Forenses,
los reportes de fentanilo (tanto farmacéutico como
clandestino) aumentaron de casi 5400 en 2014 a
més de 56.500 en 2017, segun lo informado por los
laboratorios forenses federales, estatales y locales
en los Estados Unidos.

¢ Cual es su efecto en el cuerpo?

El fentanilo, similar a otros analgésicos opioides de
uso comun (p. €j., la morfina), produce efectos tales
como relajacion, euforia, alivio del dolor, sedacion,
confusién, somnolencia, mareos, nauseas, vomitos,
retencidn urinaria, constricciéon de las pupilas, e
hipoventilacion.

¢Cuales son los efectos de una sobredosis?

La sobredosis puede provocar estupor, cambios
en el tamafo de las pupilas, piel fria y pegajosa,
cianosis, coma e insuficiencia respiratoria que
provoque la muerte. La presencia de una triada
de sintomas como el coma, la contraccion de las
pupilas y depresion respiratoria son indicadores
fuertes de envenenamiento por opioides.

¢Qué drogas provocan efectos similares?
Las sustancias que causan efectos similares
incluyen otros opioides como la morfina, la
hidrocodona, la oxicodona, la hidromorfona, la
metadona y la heroina.

¢ Cual es su estatus legal en la Ley de Sustancias
Controladas?

El fentanilo es un narcotico de la Clasificacion Il bajo
la Ley de Sustancias Controladas de los Estados
Unidos de 1970.
