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OFFICIAL RULES & TERMS OF 
PARTICIPATION 

ONE POINT SLAM by MELLOW

Organized by TMS SolarWeb Limited, a company duly incorporated under the laws of the 
Republic of Cyprus, reg. no. HE 329931, registered at Theklas Lysioti, 17, Pissas building, 
5&6th floor, 3030, Limassol, Cyprus (the “Organizer”), operating under the brand Mellow. 

Venue: Famagusta Tennis Club, 3 Mesaorias Street, 3071 Limassol, Cyprus 

These Official Rules and Terms of Participation (the “Rules”) govern participation in the ONE 
POINT SLAM tournament (the “Tournament”). The Tournament is an amateur tennis competition 
played on a clay tennis court under a single-point knockout format. 

By registering online and/or participating in the Tournament, each participant agrees to be 
legally bound by these Rules. 

1. Eligibility 
1.1. Participants must be at least 18 years old to register and compete independently. 
Participants under the age of 18 are not permitted to register or compete. 

1.2. Participation is free of charge and no purchase or payment is required to enter or compete. 
Registration does not guarantee participation. Participation slots are limited and subject to 
written confirmation by the Organizer. 

1.3. Employees, contractors, or representatives of the Organizer may participate unless 
otherwise restricted by internal policy; however, the Organizer reserves the right to exclude any 
person to ensure fairness. 

1.4. The Tournament is a skill-based competition. The Tournament does not constitute 
gambling, lottery, or any form of betting activity under the laws of the Republic of Cyprus. 

1.5. The Tournament shall be played in accordance with the basic rules of tennis as generally 
recognized, except as modified by these Official Rules (including the single-point format and 
serve limitations). 
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2. Registration 
2.1. All participants must register in advance via the official event webpage:

2.2. Registration requires accurate submission of:

●​ Self-declared NTRP level (1.0 1.5 2.0 2.5 3.0 3.5 4.0 4.5 5.0 5.5 6-7) 
 

●​ Choice of Division  
-​ Open Division (NTRP 3.5 and above) 
-​ Challenger Division (NTRP up to 3.5) 

 

2.3. Providing false or misleading information may result in disqualification. 

2.4. Registration is not complete until confirmed by the Organizer via email which will also 
indicate the Participant’s Division. 

2.5. The Organizer reserves the right to reassign a Participant to a different Division or refuse 
participation if the declared NTRP level appears inconsistent with the Participant’s actual playing 
ability, in order to ensure fair competition. 

3. Tournament Format 
3.1. The Tournament is a single-elimination knockout competition. 

3.2. Each match consists of one single rally (one point only). 

3.3. The winner of the rally advances to the next round. The loser is immediately eliminated. 

3.4. The Organizer will determine match pairings separately within each Division. 

3.5. The server shall be determined by Rock–Paper–Scissors. 

3.6. Service rules:

●​ Challenger division: 2 serves 

3.7. The decision of the appointed referee or Organizer representative is final and binding. 

4. Prizes 
4.1. The final 4 (Four) remaining players will compete for the top prizes. 

4.2. The prizes are: 

●​ €1,000 — Winner in Open Division 
●​ €1,000 — Winner in Challenger Division 

Prizes are awarded separately within each Division. 

4.3. Prizes shall be paid within thirty (30) calendar days following the Tournament via bank 
transfer or another method determined by the Organizer. 

4.4. Prizes shall be paid in full without any withholding or deduction for taxes under the laws of 
the Republic of Cyprus. Each Participant shall be solely responsible for any tax liabilities, 
reporting obligations, or other fiscal requirements arising in their country of residence. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Organizer reserves the right to withhold or deduct any 
amounts from the Prize to the extent required by applicable law. 

4.5. The Organizer may require identification documents and tax information prior to prize 
payment for compliance and verification purposes. 

5. Conduct & Disqualification 
5.1. Participants must: 

●​ Arrive at least 20 minutes before their scheduled match,​
 

●​ Wear appropriate sports attire and clay-court tennis shoes,​
 

●​ Comply with all venue rules of Famagusta Tennis Club.​
 

5.2. The Organizer may disqualify any participant for: 

●​ Unsportsmanlike conduct,​
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●​ Aggressive or abusive behavior,​

 
●​ Violation of safety rules,​

 
●​ Being under the influence of alcohol or illegal substances during competition,​

 
●​ Failure to comply with these Rules.​

 

All disqualification decisions are final. 

6. Assumption of Risk & Limitation of Liability 
6.1. Participation in tennis involves inherent physical risks, including risk of injury. 

6.2. By participating, each participant confirms they are physically fit to compete and voluntarily 
assume all ordinary sporting risks. 

6.3. The Organizer shall not be liable for: 

●​ Personal injury, property damage, or loss arising from participation,​
 

●​ Loss or theft of personal belongings,​
 

●​ Actions of third parties, 

except in cases of gross negligence or willful misconduct as defined under applicable Cyprus 
law. 

6.4. Nothing in these Rules excludes liability for death or personal injury caused by negligence 
where such exclusion is prohibited by law. 

6.5. Participation in the Tournament does not create any employment, agency, partnership, or 
contractor relationship between the Participant and the Organizer. 

6.6. Participants acknowledge that no medical personnel are guaranteed to be present on-site. 
Participants are responsible for their own medical insurance coverage. Participants are 
responsible for ensuring that they are medically fit to participate. 

7. Media & Publicity 
7.1. The Tournament may be photographed and recorded. 
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7.2. By participating, participants grant the Organizer a royalty-free, worldwide, perpetual right to 
use their name, image, and likeness in photographs and video recordings for promotional and 
marketing purposes related to the Tournament and future events, unless explicitly objected to in 
writing prior to the event. 

7.3. All trademarks, logos, and event branding, including "Mellow", “W”, “Mellow.io” and "ONE 
POINT SLAM", remain the exclusive property of the Organizer. Unauthorized commercial use is 
prohibited. 

8. Changes or Cancellation 
8.1. The Organizer reserves the right to amend these Rules, change the format, reschedule, or 
cancel the Tournament due to operational, safety, weather, or force majeure reasons. 

8.2. Participants will be notified via email of any material changes. 

9. Data Protection 
9.1 Personal data collected during registration will be processed for the purpose of organizing 
and administering the Tournament. 

9.2 Detailed information regarding the processing of personal data, including legal basis, 
retention periods, and data subject rights, is provided in the Privacy Notice, available at:

9.3 By registering, Participants acknowledge that they have read the Privacy Notice. 

10. Governing Law & Jurisdiction 
10.1. These Rules shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the 
Republic of Cyprus. 

10.2. Any disputes arising in connection with the Tournament shall be subject to the exclusive 
jurisdiction of the courts of the Republic of Cyprus.
