Individual players cannot register directly for these leagues.

• Joining the Free Agent List does not commit you to playing if a spot becomes available. 

By signing up, your information is collected and shared with team managers. If a team needs 
additional players, managers may review the list and reach out to you directly to discuss possible 
placement. 

If the Free Agent List is large enough, and there is a need due to uneven team numbers in a 
division, I may also form a team made up entirely of free agents.
