Italy’s finest sparkling wines, this DOCG area in Brescia, Lombardia. Expect structured, but
smooth and creamy, even in its dry flavour, with fruity notes, and a long balanced finish.

Oltrepò Pavese DOCG

Located in Lombardy’s Pavia province, Oltrepò Pavese is known for its refined traditional
method sparkling wines, primarily crafted from Pinot Nero grapes.

Cortese is a crisp, high acid variety growtn in Piemonte. A light bodied, refreshing style
with citrus and mineral notes. 

Riesling is a versatile high acidity variety  Choose Australian for citrus notes and a chalky, mineral-
driven texture or Italian for complex, fresh and elegant with high acidity and a touch of minarality. 

Pinot Grigio and Pinot Gris are the same variety but distinct styles. Pinot Grigio being light, dry and
crisp with notes of citrus, apple and minerality. Pinot Gris is richer, medium bodied and lightly
sweet with notes of tropical fruits. 

Garganega is the signature grape of the Soave region, most often blended with Trebbiano di
Soave. The classic Garganega wine is marked out by aromas of peach blossom, almond, apricot
and baked golden apples.

Sauvignon Blanc is a crisp, dry, aromatic, herbaceous wine known for high acidity and flavours of
passionfruit, lime, green apple, and freshly cut grass.

Expect flavours of Rosé, lychee, and spices, with notes of ripe apricot and citrus, balanced by a fresh,
mineral palate. This off-dry style, offers a harmonious and velvety texture with good acidity, making it
a versatile pairing for spicy appetisers, and cheeses. 

A crisp, aromatic white variety from Friuli, characterised by vibrant citrus, wild flower, and green
apple notes. This dry, medium-bodied wine features high acidity with a delicate, refreshing mineral
finish.

Fiano is an ancient white varietal from Campania that almost went extinct in the 20  century,
suffering with phylloxera . Replanted in Heathcote Australia since 1945 and revived in Italy in
the 1970s. Choose Australian for flavours of tangy grapefruit, pear and quince with a smooth
long finish. Or Italian for fresh, full-bodied, tropical fruit, pear, apricot, and a creamy texture.

Chardonnay is the world's fifth most planted grape and Australia's most popular white wine,
the below selection are are in order from leanest to richest. Starting with unoaked styles
offering purity, freshness, green apple, citrus zest,  floral notes and subtle salinity.
Transitioning progressivly more and more oak, character and structure for textural complexity.

Timorasso is an ancient variety from the south of Piemonte. High acid, mineral driven and
aromatic. Choose Picollo for lively freshness from young vines and otherwise for a big
structured wine rivaling Chardonnay.

Native to Vallée d'Aoste this light variety is known for its bright red fruit flavour of strawberry and
cherry and floral aromas or violet and wild Rosé, with earthy notes and a crisp, mineral finish.
Reminiscent of a high-altitude Beaujolais but with a distinct Italian character. 

Light bodied, fresh, fruity red variety from Piemonte, known for its bright ruby colour, aromas of
cherry and plum, and a finish with a hint of bitter almond, subtle spice and smokey tobacco. It's a
versatile, everyday wine with soft tannins and lively acidity.  Also great served chilled if you prefer! 

Frappato is a native Sicilian varietal, prized for its light body, fresh acidity and low tannins, often
compared to Beaujolais. It offers a juicy ripe red fruits, fresh and floral flavour profile, Rosé petals,
and white pepper, with a refined earthy, savoury finish.

 A cool-climate grape the natural acidity with aromas of vanilla, cherry, spice, forest floor and
truffles. On the palate expect red candy fruit, dark fresh cherries or berries, and savoury structure,
complemented by fine chalky tannins and wonderful length.
