RULES

The organisation of the Bishop Wilton Show is overseen by the Bishop Wilton Show
Committee.

The Show is held under the Rules, By-Laws and Regu|0fions of the Bishop Wilton
Show Committee, which accordingly bind all Exhibitors, members and all others
offending the Show. Additional rules opp|y to some classes as set out in the Schedule.

Entries should be made on the relevant official Entry Forms, where provided.

Bishop Wilton Show Committee reserves the right to vary the order and composition
of this Schedule, and to decline any entry without being required to give reasons.

All stock must be bona fide the property of the exhibitor.

All stock should be in the Show field one hour before the scheduled judging fime.
Judging to commence at 9am and the classes to be judged as co‘ro|ogued, or as the
stewards may direct.

Brood mares must have foal at foot. No foal to be less than three weeks of age.

All Exhibitors of livestock must be aware of and conform to current DEFRA rules on
the fransport of animals. In porficu|or, attention is drawn to the rules governing the
movement of mares and ewes in the last doys of pregnancy.

All disputes to be settled by the Show Committee, whose decision is final.
The Show is open to all.

If any prize is awarded to any animal and it be discovered before the actual payment
of the prize that such animal has been entered with a false pedigree or description
or otherwise froudu|enf|y, or in contravention of any rules of the Show, the committee
shall have the power to refuse payment of such prize, notwithstanding that no notice
of objecfion has been made to the Secretary under Rule 12, and in case of such
payment being refused under this rule the entry fee shall be forfeited.

Any objection must be made in writing to the Secretary within half an hour of the
prizes being awarded, and no animal that has won a prize shall be removed from the
Show field until that time has elapsed, after which no objection will be considered;
the person objecting will be required to deposit £100 which will be liable to be
forfeited should the objection be overruled. Committee members do not in any case
or under any circumstances hold themselves liable for any loss or injury to animals
exhibited at this Show or to any person visiting the Show or for any loss of any articles
belonging to exhibitors or other persons attending the Show. All ages to be taken on
the Show Dgy, unless otherwise stated.

All persons who have entered stock and failed to exhibit shall forfeit the fee pdid on
entry.

Where a Trophy is to be presen‘red to the winner in a class, the steward will give a
card to the winner, to be presenfed at the Secretary’'s Tent in e><c|'1cmge for the
appropriate ‘rrophyA The winner's signature to take responsibih‘ry for the ‘rrophy,
address and phone number, and a deposit of £10 are required, refundable on safe
return of the Trophy before the next Show.

It is a condition of entfry that Exhibitors conform to the requirements of current Health
and Safety legislation and to ensure that safe working practices are followed by
themselves, their emp|oyees, agents and contractors. Exhibitors shall at all times
comply with the instructions of Show Officials.

Smoking in any marquee toilet or other confined area on the showground is

prohibited.

Any Exhibitor or Exhibitor's employee, or any member of the general public who
conducts himself in an improper or offensive manner to any Judge, Steward or
Official, shall be reported to Show Director. The offending person may be refused
entry to the Showground, may not be allowed to compete in that Class or further
Classes and may have no monies refunded. Further, the offending person may not be
allowed to enter any future Shows until re-admitted by the Bishop Wilton Show
Committee.

Exhibitors of Horses and Ponies must be dressed correctly and where grooms or
attendants are permi‘rred to enter the ring ‘r|'1ey must be dressed opproprio‘re|y with
regctrd to sofef\/, Anyone riding a horse onywhere on the Showground is required to
wear a hat of a standard opproved by the governing body under whose rules They
are exhibiting, (PAS 015,VGI- both must be kitemarked) with safety harness correctly
fitted and secured at all times when mounted, or be disquo|ified

Under no circumstances will Entry Fees be refunded in the case of cancellation of
entries by an Exhibitor except where BSJA Rules apply.

The onus is on every rider who suffers a fall, or anyone who suffers an injury whilst on
the showground, to report the fo”/injur\/ to the Show Secretary.

The Show Committee has taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and
safety of all participants. All persons on the showground are expected to do the same,
and to comply with all instructions of the Organisers, Officials and Stewards.

The showground is designed so that competitors and members of the pub|ic are kep’r
apart. All persons of‘rending the Show are asked to keep within these designated
aredas.

The Show Committee will not under any circumstance accept |iobi|ify for any loss or
domoge (whether direct or indirect) arising from or caused by the abandonment or
cancellation, whether total or porfio|, or the postponement of any show, disp|0y, event,
meeting or other hoppening on the Showground or elsewhere for whatever reason.

Exhibitors are required to arrange appropriate insurance cover.

Any exhibitor who fails
to comp|y with health and sofefy or fire so{e‘ry |egis|oﬂon may be liable to
enforcement action b\/ the East Riding of Yorkshire Council Environmental Health

Officer and/or the Humberside Fire and Rescue Fire Safety Officer.

Horse walks have been laid out by the Show and it is imperative that ridden, driven
and in-hand horses keep within these designo‘red routes and take guidonce from
Officials or Stewards at crossing points, etc. For sofefy reasons - we do not allow
the |unging of horses in the porking area or co||ec‘ring ring.

Total separation between horses and the genero| pub|ic may in certain instances be
impossible and it is suggested that if an exhibitor has a nervous/highly strung animal
he/she should consider whether it is prudent for him/her to risk bringing this animal
to a busy ogricu|‘ruro| Show.

It is a condition preceden‘r of entry fo the Show that participants have read and
accept these notices.

All o|ogs must be kepf on a lead on the show field.

- Open to all RoR and NR competition registered horses, 4yrs and over, mares and geldings,
owned, produced and ridden by an Amateur.

- Horses should be ridden in a snaffle, Pelham or simp|e double bridle with a p|oin cavesson
noseband. Horses should be plaited. Racing injuries and blemishes ARE IGNORED in this

- The Series is open to AMATEUR riders only - those employed in racing will be allowed to
compete. Class will be judged under ‘riding horse’ format without ‘type’ being taken into
consideration.

- The Judge will not ride in the qualifiers but will ride in the Final. Competitors/grooms must
wear a safety/kite mark hard hat with a chinstrap.

- The first three go forward to the final at the Hickstead Derby Meeting, June 2027

- Prizes - RoR rosettes 1' —4th + RoR Tattersalls official merchandise voucher 1 £20, 27 £10,
34 £5, Highest placed Veteran (15+) £10.




The winner also qualifies for the Tattersalls RoR Amateur Ridden Special at the Jockey
Club RoR National Championships on August 22" 2026.

AMATEUR DEFINITION

- The rules are as in the rulebook with the foHowing addition that an amateur may not show a
horse owned or sponsored by a company or commercial firm. In addition a person classed as
amateur must not be supported by a company in any way or act as brand ambassador
whether financially or in-kind.

- An amateur is a person who for the purpose of RoR classes does not/has not during the
current season or previous season: Engoge(d) in breeding, |ivery, buying or se||ing, o|e(1|ing or
hiring horses in a commercial capacity.

- Horses must not have been stabled at or reside in a Professional Producer's/Trainer's yard
from 1¥" January 2025.

- Riders must not have ridden any animals produced by a Professional/Trainer in the current or
previous season.

- Horses and riders must not receive any help from a Professional Producer/Trainer at a SHOW
in the current season.

- A rider who has ridden for a Professional/Producer Trainer in the current or previous season
must not have ridden horses at a show.

- Any breaches of this ruling will be taken seriously and will result in disqualification from future
classes
