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Cummins’ Crown! 2025 USAC AMSOIL National Sprint Car Season Review

Just less than two years ago, there was a point in time in which Kyle Cummins was preparing to hang up the helmet and
walk away from the sport.

But after receiving an opportunity of a lifetime, the Princeton, Indiana driver’s entire landscape changed, and ultimately
led to a historically dominant USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship season in 2025.

By the numbers, Cummins was the most dominant USAC National Sprint Car champion ever. He led the points for all 49
events, which is the longest duration anybody has led the series standings. He’s also the first driver to lead the points from
start to finish since Tracy Hines in 2002.

Cummins’ final point margin of 386 surpassed the all-time mark of 369 points that had been held by Pancho Carter since
1976. Along the way, Cummins accumulated 38 top-five finishes and 44 top-tens, both new single season series records
formerly held by Brady Bacon since 2021.

Furthermore, with 10 feature victories and 13 second place results, Cummins' 23 top-two finishes in 2025 broke the record
of 21 top-twos in a season held by J.J. Yeley since 2003. Cummins’ 13 runner-up finishes also set a new single season series
record in that department, breaking the former mark of 10 by Chris Windom (2011) and Brady Bacon (2016).

In what was his 23rd season of sprint car racing, at the age of 38, Cummins became the oldest first time USAC National
Sprint Car driving champion since Tom Bigelow (39) in 1978. Overall, Cummins is the oldest series champ since Tony Elliott
(39) in 2000.

On the path to a championship season in which he earned more than $236,000 in total prize money, Cummins recorded
an average feature finish of 4.5, all while kicking off the year with 22 consecutive top-ten finishes, breaking the record of
21 straight to start a season set by C.J. Leary in 2019. Meanwhile, Cummins provided Petty Performance Racing its first
ever USAC entrant title.

The Cummins/Petty pairing all started at team owner Jerry Petty’s urging. While Cummins competed for Hank Byram'’s
Rock Steady Racing in 2023 in a car sponsored by Petty’s company — Avanti Windows & Doors — Jerry approached Cummins
with the idea during the latter part of the season.

”Man, I'll be honest with you. I think I'm done racing and I’'m going to run for Hank for a couple of races, but I’'m not into
traveling all over. | just want to focus on my business,” Cummins recalled telling Jerry at the time. “In that conversation,
Jerry said, ‘what do you mean? You're still young and you need to keep going.’ | said, ‘1 don’t know; I’'m getting old and |
don’t want to run full-time; I’'m slowing down. It might be my last season. Hank and | are going to do a farewell tour.””

Before long, akin to Vito Corleone, Petty made an offer that Cummins couldn’t refuse to drive his Petty Performance
Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors — Premier Recycling/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy.

“Before the conversation got over, (Jerry) was like, ‘well, what if it was at your place and we started a new team and you
took care of everything? Would you be interested in something like that?’ | told him | did that in 2018 and it was the worst
year of my life. But, if | had people to help, | think we could do something. He said, ‘tell you what. Just draw up what you
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would like and send me a plan of what you think would be the perfect scenario for you. I'll take a look at it and see if it’s

possible or not.

After some slight alterations, the math on the proposal checked out. Cummins was going to run the program out of his
Princeton, Indiana shop while not having to worry about anything on the financial side. Soon, USAC’s newest duo was
ready to give it a go on a two-year deal, and from there, see how it goes. Needless to say, it’s worked out ever since.

That said, for three quarters of the 2024 season, the team struggled to find its footing. But Cummins cites a few specific
turning points that altered the tide, so to speak, namely Arkansas’ Texarkana 67 Speedway where he crashed while leading
on the final lap. Then, there was the practice session on the final weekend of the year at Oklahoma’s Red Dirt Raceway,
where the team tested a variety of configurations that they found out clicked. Then, to close out the year, the team
captured the Western World Championships at Arizona’s Mohave Valley Raceway. In fact, the car used in all these
aforementioned events was the same one in which they ran throughout the majority of the 2025 campaign.

To start off 2025, Cummins knew he had to become a more complete driver, one who is able to adapt and excel on both
short and long dirt tracks in order to position himself as a legit championship contender.

“Starting this year, | knew | had to focus on the bigger tracks,” Cummins revealed. “On the quarter miles, we’ve always
been good, but on the other ones, we’ve always struggled. | knew if we were going to try and win the championship, we
needed to focus on the tracks we were the worst at, and that’s what we did.”

Through trial and error, swapping between different engines and even crew members to find an all-around package,
Cummins found himself becoming more comfortable on the big tracks. It wasn’t necessarily a change in mindset as
Cummins put it. It was more the fact that he always ran the same stuff on tracks big and small, which left him too tight on
the 3/8 and 1/2-miles. In turn, that made him feel like he was forever stuck in one groove, and that if the car wasn’t good,
he wasn’t going to run up front very often. Now, he was able to experiment and come up with some options that concocted
a championship formula.

He won his first ever 1/2-mile USAC Sprint Car feature in the 2025 season opener at Florida’s Volusia Speedway Park, which
he cites as his personal favorite moment of the season, surprising not only the racing world at the time, but also himself.
By the time he left Florida, he had earned the Big Gator as the DIRTcar Nationals champ at Volusia, and after adding a
second win a few days later at Ocala, he earned the Winter Dirt Games XVI title.

Back in his home state, in April, he won again at Honest Abe Roofing Lincoln Park Speedway, the doubled up in mid-May
with a weekend sweep at Bloomington Speedway and Tri-State Speedway. He scored at Pennsylvania’s Big Diamond
Speedway in June, then collected the win in USAC’s return to Ohio’s Millstream Speedway following a 37-year absence.
After a three-month hiatus from victory lane, Cummins shined in USAC’s first run at Michigan’s Butler Motor Speedway in
35 years. In October, he added two more, including the Greg Staab Memorial at Indiana’s Lawrenceburg Speedway, and
notched win number 10 in the series’ return to Kansas’ Dodge City Raceway Park for the first time in 14 years.

With four races to go, Cummins had wrapped up his first USAC championship, a title he couldn’t have imagined in his
wildest dreams just a short while ago.

“It was something | thought I'd probably never do,” Cummins admitted. “From when | started, | never thought it was really
going to be possible. | honestly never knew if | really wanted it that bad. | thought it would be cool to do and | knew all the
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guys wanted it, but | never thought it was something plausible. | think it’s that first one; you have to get over the hump.
Like my first USAC win, | didn’t think I'd ever get one. It took a long time to get one, but we only ran a handful back then.”

One of the major changes for Cummins’ operation was the addition of young crew members Cameron LaRose and Drake
Edwards, both of whom have had their fair share success behind the wheel in 2025. They take care of the racecar, which
frees up Cummins’ time to focus on his day-to-day business, a machine shop that maintenances a variety of automobile
parts, racing components and even such random items as sewing needles, and also has contract jobs with coal mines,
basically anything that comes through the door and makes money.

Overall, 13 different drivers reached victory lane with the series in 2025. Mitchel Moles finished a career best second in
points, winning once in a photo finish .021 second victory over Cummins in September at Indiana’s Paragon Speedway,
which erased his 61-race winless streak with the series. Furthermore, Moles led all driver with 15 fast qualifying times,
tying Kevin Thomas Jr. (2018) for the most quick times in a single season with the series.

Logan Seavey took third in the standings with nine triumphs to his credit in 2025, which included some of the most lucrative
events on the schedule, including $10,000 at Volusia and Red Hill Raceway, $20,000 at Tri-State’s Haubstadt Hustler,
$30,000 at Lawrenceburg’s Fall Nationals and more than $43,000 in the season-ending Western World at Central Arizona
Raceway, in which he swept both nights. He also added scores at Lincoln Park, Lawrenceburg and Bloomington during the
summer months. Seavey also led all drivers with 249 laps led in feature events.

Kevin Thomas Jr. rolled to four wins and a fourth place finish in the standings. His four victories included a $15,000 payday
at lowa’s Knoxville Raceway, a repeat victory at Pennsylvania’s Williams Grove Speedway, a Tri-State Speedway Indiana
Sprint Week win and his fourth Smackdown Friday night win at Kokomo in the past five years. Highlighting the year for KTJ
was his third career USAC Indiana Sprint Week championship worth $25,000. He also set a new USAC National Sprint Car
record with 29 consecutive top-10 finishes, surpassing Chris Windom’s record of 24 set in 2018.

Justin Grant’s tumultuous season included the highest of highs and the lowest of lows. He led all drivers with 11 feature
wins. In June at Action Track USA, Grant and his TOPP Motorsports team’s 51st win together made them the winningest
driver/entrant combo in series history. It was also there he clinched his first career Eastern Storm title. In July at Lincoln
Park, he surpassed Chase Stockon as the series’ Ironman with his 325th consecutive series feature start. In the very next
event, Grant broke his left foot in an accident at Lawrenceburg. After missing four races, he bounced back in August to
become the first five-time Smackdown champion at Kokomo for a $31,000 payday. In September at Missouri’s Lucas Oil
Raceway, Grant became the winningest driver in USAC National Sprint Car history with his 63rd win, surpassing Dave
Darland. The victory was also Grant’s 100th across the board in USAC competition, the eighth driver to do so. To cap off
the year, Grant earned his first Tony Hulman Classic in his 16th try at Terre Haute in October.

Briggs Danner added four wins to finish sixth in series points, including a clean sweep of the Indiana Sprint Week round at
Kokomo in July with a last lap pass of Robert Ballou in the feature to win by a 0.196 second margin. Danner followed up
with another Kokomo win on the opening night of Smackdown in August, plus first career triumphs at Tri-City and Eldora
in September.

Seventh place points finisher C.J. Leary reached victory lane once on the series trail in 2025, ending a drought of 66 races
and 17 months without a win. He did so by beating Mitchel Moles to the line in the closest finish of the series season by a
single car length 0.173 second margin in July at Circle City.
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Jake Swanson, likewise, hit victory lane once in 2025 during the series debut at Amarillo, Texas’ Route 66 Motor Speedway
in October, giving Daming Swanson Motorsports its first USAC win while finishing eighth in points. The moment was extra
special for Swanson following the unexpected death of car owner Joe Daming in early 2024 at the age of 47. Swanson’s
first USAC win as a team owner came two years after his most recent series win, and quite fittingly, in the 47th race of the
season.

Chase Stockon supplied car owners Tom and Laurie Sertich their first USAC National Sprint Car win in a mesmerizing Indiana
Sprint Week round at Terre Haute in July. Stockon did so while nursing a couple broken bones in his right hand courtesy of
a crash one week earlier at IMS. The win ended Stockon’s 160-race, five-year absence from USAC victory lane, and came
during his 500th career series start.

In what was the closest Rookie battle in USAC National Sprint Car racing history, Gunnar Setser prevailed over Hayden
Reinbold by a four point margin (2166 to 2162) to earn the Max Papis Innovations Rookie of the Year award.

On a partial USAC schedule in 2025, Brady Bacon posted three wins at Ocala, Eldora and Knoxville. Daison Pursley tallied
two wins, first in the Ocala Winter Dirt Games finale, and another during a historical September night in which he won
Midget, Sprint Car and Silver Crown features in one night at Eldora, joining Jack Hewitt, Kyle Larson and Logan Seavey as
the only drivers to achieve a USAC 4-Crown single night sweep.

Robert Ballou ended a 14-plus month absence from USAC National Sprint Car victory lane during round two of Indiana
Sprint Week at Lincoln Park Speedway in July. However, just a week later, Ballou suffered a back injury in a crash at
Bloomington that sidelined him for the remainder of the season. Despite competing in just 15 of the 31 events this season,
Ballou led all drivers with 15 heat race wins.

Carson Garrett became the series’ only first-time victor in 2025, picking up the win in what was his 96th career USAC
National Sprint Car start during the Sprintacular at Lincoln Park in early July.

Meanwhile, Kayla Roell became the first woman to win a USAC National Sprint Car heat race at Tri-State in August. She
followed it up later than night by earning the best feature finish by a woman in series history with a ninth.

The year 2025 also marked just the second season in which multiple drivers reached double figures in USAC National Sprint
Car feature wins — Justin Grant (11) and Kyle Cummins (10). The only other previous occasion it occurred was 48 years
earlier in 1977 — Tom Bigelow (14) and Pancho Carter (10).

In August at Kokomo’s Smackdown, the O’Connor family promoted its 100th USAC national event. With it, they became
just the eighth race organizer to reach the 100+ mark.

USAC was saddened by the death of car owner Steve Phillips who passed away at the age of 70 shortly after suffering a
heart attack during September’s 4-Crown Nationals at Eldora. Phillips’ black No. 71p won several marquee events in USAC
competition over the years, 19 in total with drivers Dave Darland and Jason McDougal.

Six drivers started all 49 feature events in 2025: Kyle Cummins, C.J. Leary, Mitchel Moles, Logan Seavey, Jake Swanson and
Kevin Thomas Jr. Overall, nine drivers appeared at every event, including those six plus Briggs Danner, Hayden Reinbold
and Gunnar Setser.

Ricky Lewis made the biggest charge of the year in any single event, advancing 21 positions in a 26th to 5th run during a
Western World prelim night at Central Arizona in October.

Open Season! Cummins Commands Volusia USAC Sprint Opener

Barberville, Florida (February 10, 2025)......... Of Kyle Cummins’ now 21 career USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National
Championship victories, none had ever come on a 1/2-mile dirt track, nor in a season opener, nor at Florida’s Volusia
Speedway Park.

Cummins (Princeton, Ind.) checked off all those boxes in one fell swoop in a dominant romp to win Monday night’s Winter
Dirt Games XVI round at Volusia, part of the Federated Auto Parts DIRTcar Nationals festivities.

Starting fourth, Cummins made quick work of the field as he split between Logan Seavey and Mitchel Moles on the back
straightway on the first lap, then chased down and swept around the outside of pole sitter Brady Bacon in turns three and
four to occupy the lead, once and for all.

Cummins was never headed for the remainder of the 25-lap event, only losing ground due to a pair of late-race cautions
which bunched up the field and evaporated his lead momentarily. Yet, when all was said and done, nobody was in the
same stratosphere as Cummins and his Petty Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors - Premier Recycling/Mach-
1/Stanton Chevy.

“There at the beginning, the car was just great,” Cummins noted. “I felt like | was struggling there at the end and | didn’t
know where to go. A caution when you’re coming to the checkered is like the most terrible thing ever, but we got it done
and we’re pretty excited to chalk this one up. I've never won here before and it’s a big 1/2-mile. People say | can’t run 1/2-
miles. | think we proved them wrong a little bit tonight.”

The victory was the second for Cummins in his Winter Dirt Games career following his triumph in February of 2023 at Ocala
Speedway, and his second in the Sunshine State of Florida. Overall, it was his 21st career USAC National Sprint Car win,
tying him with Greg Weld for 34th on the all-time list.

Furthermore, the win was the third in USAC National Sprint Car competition for the Petty team with Cummins as the driver
after the two competed together on the full season tour in 2024. Whereas their first win together came in their 28th try
in 2024, this one came right off the bat, swiftly and decisively, in the first opportunity they faced.

Among the items Cummins was eying redemption for was the first of two 2024 USAC National Sprint Car events at Volusia.
In the first of those, Cummins led a race-high 14 laps before being surpassed by Seavey with 11 laps remaining. Seavey
went on to celebrate the victory, and ultimately, the series championship at season’s end.

“Last year was rough,” Cummins admitted. “The team that we’ve got is like family. We're jelling really well, and | knew after
the first practice yesterday at Ocala, the car was as good as I've had down here in Florida. I've just got to give it up to (team
owner) Jerry Petty for believing in me and giving me this opportunity. It took a year, and it was a lot of work. We’ve finally
found a good balance and all the guys are working great together.”
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Just prior to halfway, on lap 10, Cummins had upped his lead to more than two seconds with Bacon and Daison Pursley
both in tow several car lengths behind. Cummins julienned, mashed and pureed his way in, out and between the rash of
sudden traffic in order to keep Bacon and Pursley at bay, and successfully, he did just that.

“I ran that thing the first 10 laps, and | think | never lifted off the floor,” Cummins stated. “It was hooked up good.”

By lap 15, Cummins had pushed his lead to four seconds as Justin Grant rushed his way into third past Pursley in traffic.
However, on the 20th lap, 17th running Kobe Simpson’s ride slowed to a halt in turn three surrounded in smoke with an
apparent engine issue. Thus, Cummins' 4.235 second lead was stricken from the record, and now he had to firm up his grip
on the steering wheel with the field on his rear bumper with just five laps remaining.

That was of no issue to Cummins, who immediately separated himself from Bacon et al. to the tune of 1.096 seconds over
the next four-plus laps and had a checkered flag just within his reach. However, moments after taking the white flag, the
yellow flag was displayed for Jake Swanson (12th), who slowed dramatically on the final lap in the middle of turn four. His
car limped to the pits, but he was able to refire and rejoin the field.

The stoppage necessitated a green-white-checker restart/finish. Once again, it proved to be no big thing for Cummins who
once more stomped his competition by thumping them on the restart, stretching his advantage to 0.840 seconds by the
time he crossed the line as the winner.

Meanwhile, coming to the white flag, Pursley stuck the bottom between turns three and four to zip past both Grant and
Bacon in succession to climb from fourth to second, where he ultimately wound up in the final order. Bacon took third with
Grant fourth and Briggs Danner rounding out the top-five.

Nic Harris of Atlanta, lllinois made his Winter Dirt Games debut a memorable one on this night at Volusia. He went seventh
to fifth on the final lap of his heat race to gain the final transfer spot into the feature. That performance earned him the
evening's Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

In CB Industries’ first outing as a USAC National Sprint Car team, Daison Pursley drove the team’s car to quick during Honest
Abe Roofing Qualifying. For Pursley, it was his eighth career fast time in USAC Sprint competition, tying Shane Cottle, Bubby
Jones, Kelly Kinser, Pat O’Connor and Hunter Schuerenberg for 59th all-time. For Boat, it was his first participation with the
USAC National Sprint Cars since competing as a driver in February of 2010 at California’s Perris Auto Speedway 15 years
ago.

Gator Chomp! Seavey Serves Notice with Volusia Victory

Barberville, Florida (February 11, 2025)......... The night before at Florida’s Volusia Speedway Park, Logan Seavey did
something most unusual of late in USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship competition. After starting on the front
row of the feature, Seavey backed up to a sixth-place result.

After earning a front row starting spot once again on Tuesday night, Seavey (Sutter, Calif.) didn’t let the opportunity escape
from his clutch as he led all 30 laps while dodging racelong challenges from Kyle Cummins and a bevy of cautions/restarts
down the stretch to win night two of Winter Dirt Games XVI, part of the Federated Auto Parts DIRTcar Nationals festivities.

Coming off a season in which he collected a record-tying 14 USAC National Sprint Car victories, plus the season
championship, Seavey became the first driver to win three USAC feature events at Volusia. No other driver has won more
than one.

Meanwhile, by virtue of a victory on Monday and a runner-up result on Tuesday, Cummins earned the Big Gator as the
overall USAC champion of the 2025 DIRTcar Nationals. In fact, he and Tuesday’s third-place finisher Daison Pursley both
tallied 157 points across the two nights. However, due to his Monday night win, Cummins held the tiebreaker over Pursley.

For Seavey, the victory was the 25th of his USAC National Sprint Car career, equaling him with Steve Butler, Jay Drake and
Parnelli Jones for 25th place on the all-time series win list.

The 25-car feature field was greeted by a juiced up 1/2-mile dirt track courtesy of a brief rainstorm that moisturized the
surface just prior to the feature, which was scheduled for 30 laps, five circuits more than Monday’s 25-lap affair.
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Starting from the pole position, Seavey jetted out to the early lead on the opening lap in his Abacus Racing/Mountain
Mechanical Contractors — Indy Power Sports/DRC/Stanton Chevy. The fourth starting Cummins slotted into second after
racing past Jake Swanson on the opening lap, then zipped underneath Briggs Danner on the low side of turns three and
four on lap two.

Seavey maintained a five car length lead over Cummins by the time the two reached the halfway mark at lap 15, leading a
two-car breakaway into lapped traffic in the process. Through it all, Seavey managed to sprout his lead to 1.5 seconds over
Cummins but still had a long line of tail-end lead lap cars to fight through on the battle front.

Nevertheless, the yellow flag was soon displayed for sixth running Robert Ballou who slowed to a stop atop turns one and
two with a shredded right rear tire with 10 to go on lap 21. Ballou managed to restart at the tail and work his way through
half the field to finish 13th. However, Seavey's 1.476 second lead had been erased with the field now bunched up following
the caution.

Seavey kept the field at bay by nearly nine tenths of a second during the ensuing five laps until 20th running John Mollick
slowed to a stop on the front straightaway on lap 26, necessitating another restart opportunity for Cummins to pounce on
Seavey and another task for Seavey to face during the waning laps while tire wear weighed heavily on his mind.

“It's just chess,” Seavey admitted. “I'm trying different stuff, and he knows I’'m going to do something different. He’s
guessing and anticipating what I’'m going to do. That’s just about going against a good racecar driver who is tough to defend
on restarts. None of the cautions | really wanted to see. | was just nervous about the tires. | could feel how hard we were
running on them. When you’re running on a big track like that, it’s super hard on them. Then to have a yellow where they
cool off, shrink a bunch and move all the air, cautions make it even worse for tires for sure.”

Seavey successfully nailed the lap 26 restart along with the next 4.5 laps of action before the rug got yanked out from
underneath his feet on the 30th, and seemingly, final go around. In turn, Joey Amantea (15th) stopped in the middle of
the back straightaway to bring out the caution, thus setting up a second green-white-checker finish in as many nights to
begin the 2025 campaign.

This time was different, however. Cummins was able to get in a word edgewise by pulling even with Seavey for the lead
through turn two and turn four on the first lap of the restart. Despite that, Seavey counterpunched by entering turns one
and three a lane higher on the final lap to ward off any last chance heroics from Cummins.

“I felt like, if | could get away from him down the back stretch, it would be okay as the runs were going on,” Seavey
explained. “l just really had to protect going into one, but | didn’t want him to go up, get a big run and go by me too. It was
kind of a sitting duck situation. | kept sliding myself as hard as | could, but he just kept getting better at sticking the middle.
| just kept thinking that | could do my job better at getting across and he kept doing a better job and about passed me. So,
I'd throw a big block into three and I'd get back going as fast as | could because he’s so good at racing and his car is obviously
really good.”

Seavey successfully defeated the challenge, and Cummins, to the tune of 0.700 seconds as they crossed under the finish
line. Daison Pursley took third for his second consecutive podium finish to open the season while Briggs Danner once again
finished inside the top-five at Volusia with a fourth.

Kale Drake started 19th before working his way up to finish fifth in the feature. Not only was it his best career USAC National
Sprint Car finish to date, his result also earned him hard charger honors for his plus-14 performance.
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Harley Burns got the bottom line rolling in the semi-feature, and in doing so, he advanced his way from a ninth place
starting spot to finish third and transfer his way into his first Volusia feature starting field. That alone earned him Inferno
Armor’s Fire Move of the Night honors.

Early in the night, Pursley became the 12th USAC National Sprint Car driver ever to set fast time during the first two events
of a season: Jud Larson (1965), Larry Dickson (1969), Bill Puterbaugh (1970), Lee Kunzman (1973), Tom Bigelow (1978),
Eddie Leavitt (1981), Kelly Kinser (1983), Bubby Jones (1985), Max McGhee (2016), Carson Short (2019), Timmy Buckwalter
(2021) and now Daison Pursley (2025).

Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night: Harley Burns
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Mr. Ocala! Grant Gets 8th Career Winter Dirt Games Score

Ocala, Florida (February 12, 2025)......... No driver has been more prolific and successful around Florida’s Ocala Speedway
in USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship competition than Justin Grant.

He’s the only driver to start all 38 USAC National Sprint Car features at the 3/8-mile dirt track dating back to 2011, and his
record-extending eighth series victory there during Winter Dirt Games XVI round three on Wednesday night solidified that
fact once more.

With five laps remaining in the 30-lap main, the sixth place starting Grant utilized lapped traffic as a pick to sneak past
racelong leader Daison Pursley and collect his first USAC National Sprint Car feature victory of the season and the 55th of
his career, three wins shy of Brady Bacon for second on the all-time list and just seven behind all-time leader Dave Darland
at 62.

Grant chalked up his winning maneuver to his extensive Ocala experience, which has seen him win three more features at
the track than any other driver, thus earning himself the unofficial moniker of Mr. Ocala.

“As the track slicked up, we got a little better,” Grant explained. “Some of that in lapped traffic was just about having a little
bit of knowledge of Ocala Speedway, which paid off. I've got a lot of laps around here and I've been coming here for a lot
of years. There are some things you can get away with in lapped traffic, and | was able to use some of that. Sometimes
getting to be the old guy pays off every once in a while.”

Grant and his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink — TOPP Industries — LA Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy began the evening
by making some history. Grant (lone, Calif.) recorded his 35th career USAC National Sprint Car Fast Qualifying time, tying
the great Rich Vogler for 10th place on the all-time list.

Pursley was the force to reckon with for the majority of the distance as he sought to provide his CB Industries team its first
ever USAC Sprint Car triumph with Chase Stockon and Brady Bacon in tow, both of whom would ultimately suffer
heartbreaking fates during their pursuit of victory.

However, the race quickly slowed to a halt on lap four when Mark Smith (13th) and Briggs Danner (14th) tangled wheels
off turn four, sending Danner spinning into the front straightaway wall before sliding backwards to a stop. Danner’s race
ended on the spot while Smith was able to continue on.

By lap 13, the front runners had reached lapped traffic. Stockon took advantage of the sudden onslaught of obstacles and
poked his nose under Pursley off turn two to take over the race lead. However, at the same exact moment, Bacon began
to suddenly slow to a stop in between turns one and two to bring out a yellow flag, the victim of a mag box gone rogue.
The stoppage proved unfortunate for Stockon, who was forced to relinquish his race lead over to Pursley when the race
reverted to the most recently scored lap. With that said, Stockon’s misfortune wasn’t quite finished yet.

After eighth running Kobe Simpson drastically slowed before rolling to a stop in turn one to necessitate a caution on lap
19, second place running Stockon darted into the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area with a flat left rear tire. Stockon returned
in time to restart at the tail but managed only to finish 12th.
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Following the caution, Grant went on the attack. On the lap 19 restart, Grant pulled even with Pursley for the lead in turn
two. Pursley stayed strong, however, and fended off Grant for the moment as the remaining laps dwindled down.

Yet, on lap 26, as Pursley and Grant approached the tail end lead lap car of Simpson in turn two, Grant scooted underneath
Pursley, then drifted to the topside to shoot around the outside of Simpson. Pursley attempted to counterpunch by sliding
underneath Simpson at the entry of turn three, but Pursley and Simpson touched tires, sending Pursley veering high into
turn four, thus allowing Cummins to shoot underneath and take over occupancy of the second spot behind Grant.

A yellow flag tightened the field up once more with five laps remaining when a lap 26 yellow flag was brought about after
Bacon (15th) shredded a right rear tire before coming to a stop along with Smith (14th) on the back straight.

Despite Grant possessing the lead in such a late stage of the race, his pressure was intensified with the fact that Cummins
was now right on his bumper. Early on, it was imperative for Grant to get out in front of the third place starting Cummins
and remain put.

“I was most worried about Kyle, honestly,” Grant revealed. “I was able to get him put away really early. He kind of got
bottled up in some traffic there and | was able to pounce and pocket him. | felt like that was what really won us the race
there. | was thinking that if | could get Kyle put away, | could go to work on the other guys and drive by them if things
worked into our favor.”

As it turned out, it did. Grant was able to close out the final four laps to secure a commanding 1.482 second victory over
Cummins with Pursley a distant third. Both Cummins and Pursley have been stalwarts of the podium after having finished
inside the top-three in all three 2025 USAC National Sprint Car features to date. Meanwhile, Mitchel Moles and Jake
Swanson rounded out the top-five in fourth and fifth, respectively.

Starting dead last on the grid didn't daunt Jadon Rogers one bit as he got up on the horse and drove his Amati Racing
number 66 to a 13th place finish. His plus-11 was enough to earn himself hard charger honors for the night.

It was a career best USAC night for Englishman Tom Harris who tied his top USAC National Sprint Car result. His seventh
place run equaled the seventh he achieved at Ohio’s Eldora Speedway back in 2019. That got him the Inferno Armor Fire
Move of the Night.

Macho Win! Bacon Bags USAC Sprint Win #59 at Ocala

Ocala, Florida (February 13, 2025)......... It’s a somewhat unfamiliar sightseeing Brady Bacon wheel a car not adorned in the
colors of the Dynamics, Inc. No. 69 in USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship competition.

One thing that is a familiar sight, however, is witnessing the four-time USAC National Sprint Car champion from Broken
Arrow, Oklahoma in victory lane.

Bacon, in just his fourth appearance with the series behind the wheel of the Chris Dyson Racing/Concord American
Flagpole — Macri Concrete/Triple X/Rider Chevy No. 20, put it back in the circle at Florida’s Ocala Speedway for the sixth
time in his career during Thursday night’s round four of Winter Dirt Games XVI.

For Chris Dyson Racing, the victory was their first USAC National Sprint Car triumph in six years, seven months and 25 days,
since a June 2018 score with Thomas Meseraull at New York’s Weedsport Speedway.

One night after Justin Grant edged closer to Bacon for second place on the all-time USAC National Sprint Car win list, Bacon
gained one back in the win column with his 59th career series victory. That puts Bacon just three wins behind Dave Darland
(62) for the number one spot on the list, and four ahead of Grant (55) who ranks third.

Bacon is competing on a part-time USAC schedule this season, so there are limited opportunities for him to make some
headway in closing the gap on Darland while maintaining his pace ahead of Grant. Nonetheless, Bacon took advantage of
the opportunity on Thursday night at the 3/8-mile, racing by racelong leader Daison Pursley with 12 circuits remaining of
the 30-lapper to earn his sixth career Winter Dirt Games win at Ocala, second all-time behind Grant’s eight.

“We've got two more nights here in Florida and the rest of our schedule is on tracks that we typically do pretty well on,”
Bacon remarked regarding his pursuit of becoming the winningest USAC National Sprint Car driver of all-time. “It might be
harder to keep Justin behind me than it is to catch Dave in front of me. He’s probably going to have a good year too.”
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Bacon’s latest victory also extended his record to 15 consecutive years of winning at least one USAC National Sprint Car
feature, a streak which dates back to 2011. Furthermore, it’s only his ninth career USAC National Sprint Car win not under
the Dynamics, Inc. banner. Over the years, he’s picked off victories with Brady Bacon Racing (5), Dooling-Hayward
Motorsports (2), Kasey Kahne/Curb Racing (1) and now Chris Dyson Racing (1).

An up-and-down week has been part and parcel for Bacon throughout Winter Dirt Games. Bacon opened with a third and
a ninth at Volusia before his first night at Ocala was thwarted by a mag box issue while running third during the feature,
then later, a flat right rear tire, which relegated him to a 21st place result.

For the second straight evening, Pursley bolted out to the early lead from his outside front row starting spot and remained
there for the bulk of the distance. Pursley kept pole starter Bacon at bay to the tune of four or five car lengths throughout
much of the first half of the event.

But on lap 19, while attempting to surge past the tail-end lead lap cars of Jadon Rogers and Gunnar Setser, Pursley chose
the higher lane to do so. In turn, the bottom lane was left open for Bacon to get in a word edgewise. Bacon sprinted past
Pursley, and within a few laps, disposed of Rogers, Setser and Stevie Sussex, to gain some valuable breathing room.

“(Daison) has been really fast all week but | knew we were really good; traffic is really tough here; and the track changes
really fast,” Bacon explained. “The top of three and four was kind of going away to where you really couldn’t get around
traffic that way, so | was trying to experiment with lines in one and two to get a better run down the back stretch.”

A slew of stoppages buffered Bacon’s vision of victory momentarily. The race was halted for the first time on lap 23 when
Tom Harris (22nd) slowed to a stop atop turn four with a flat right rear tire. On lap 27, Ricky Lewis (17th) slowed with a flat
right rear tire. Then, on the lap 27 restart, Kale Drake (14th) went for a wild ride, flipping over several times in turn three,
but was able to walk away.

All the incidents did was delay Bacon’s path to victory, and with a clear track ahead of him for the final four laps, he never
lost grip as he crossed the stripe 0.926 seconds ahead of Pursley for the win. For Pursley, it was his fourth consecutive
podium finish to start off the USAC season. Justin Grant grabbed third with Mitchel Moles fourth and series point leader
Kyle Cummins fifth.

“I'm just really happy for this new team, for me. We've raced a little bit together in Silver Crown, but we’re new to sprint
cars this year,” Bacon said. “It hasn’t been the most fruitful week as of yet, but we’ve had a really fast car, and we finally
got it done tonight. | think we’ve had a car capable of doing it for a few nights and we finally put all the pieces together.”

The event was held following a storm that rolled in just before hot laps, dousing the surface with even more moisture than
was already added in the normal track preparation process. Bacon hit the sweet spot early on by qualifying well and
transferring through his heat race, which set him up for a prime position come feature time.

“It’s a super tough field up front and qualifying is super tight,” Bacon mentioned. “I think maybe going out as the second
car in the second group, this place gets a little grease on it for a couple cars. That hurt us but it was a blessing in disguise
as we got to start on the pole for the feature. You’ve got to take them however you can get them with a lot of good cars,
especially when the track is this heavy, you’ll take the track position any day.”
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Briggs Danner was back in fine form after an early race tangle knocked him out of the previous night’s feature. After being
buried 24th in the starting lineup for Thursday’s feature, Danner steadily worked his way forward, and in the end, his plus-
13 performance to finish 11th led him to hard charger honors for the night.

.010 seconds is all that separated Gunnar Setser from C.J. Leary at the end of the semi-feature, which proved to be the
closest finish of any race thus far throughout the USAC National Sprint Car season. For his narrow win, Setser was tabbed
as the recipient of the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Petty Theft! Cummins Steals Win Late at Ocala

Ocala, Florida (February 14, 2025)......... For 25 consecutive laps, Kyle Cummins stalked his prey in an attempt to reel his way
toward victory through clean air, through the throes of traffic and through the last desperate moment.
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When Cummins (Princeton, Ind.) saw a little light around the outside of C.J. Leary on a green-white-checker restart, he
reached for it and came out the other side of the tunnel as the first multi-time winner of the USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car
National Championship season on Friday night at Florida’s Ocala Speedway.

In fact, Cummins was so clutch, he actually turned the fastest lap of the race when he took over the lead on the very same
lap 30 restart. It was not just his personal best lap of the race, it was the best lap of anybody in the 24-car field throughout
the feature.

Cummins, who scored an opening night Winter Dirt Games XVI victory at Florida’s Volusia Speedway Park on Monday,
mesmerized the crowd with his daring move aboard his Petty Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors - Premier
Recycling/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy, which provided him with his 22nd career USAC National Sprint Car win, tying him for
31st all-time alongside Rick Hood, Bubby Jones and Sammy Sessions.

“On that white flag, | was going to try to sneak, and we probably would’ve both crashed,” Cummins revealed. “I thought |
was going sneak, but then they called yellow, and | was all over the brakes. If (Leary) just would’ve moved up, he would’ve
won that. But he left me just enough room to get through.”

For Cummins, his third career series victory in Florida made him the first driver to win Winter Dirt Games main events at
both Ocala and Volusia, where he also won at to begin the week.

Furthermore, Cummins’ Valentine’s Day victory made him the fourth driver ever to win a USAC Sprint Car feature on
February 14 following Chris Windom in 2019 and Brady Bacon in 2020, both at Ocala, and Daison Pursley during a 2023
non-points special event at Volusia.

Cummins began his quest from the fifth starting position at the 3/8-mile egg-shaped dirt track, but before he could even
really get going, the caution was displayed for 10th running Joey Amantea who slammed the turn four wall and rode along
the top edge ala skateboarder Tony Hawk before coming to a rest on all four wheels, ending his night prematurely.

On the resumption, pole sitter Leary established a lead that he ultimately held for the majority of the race, a much-needed
boost for him and his Team AZ / Curb-Agajanian Racing team after finishing no better than eighth in their first four starts
together this week.

Quite quickly, however, Cummins had picked his way up to second by the fifth lap as he streamed under Jadon Rogers in
turn two, thus beginning his nearly racelong pursuit of Leary up front.

By the halfway point, Leary began to work through traffic, first surpassing Mark Smith to put him a lap down, followed by
a slew of others. Yet Cummins was able to match Leary each step of the way and finagled his way through the gridlock as
well without losing sizable ground, staying put roughly eighth tenths of a second in arrears.

Cummins tried high and low as he inched forward toward Leary, cutting down the interval to a miniscule couple of car
lengths. But when Leary bobbled in turn four on the 25th lap, Cummins was able to get right to Leary’s back bumper.
Seemingly, Cummins found a boost each time at the exit of turn two, which enabled him to nearly pull even on the back
straightaway on multiple occasions within the final five laps.

“I kept showing the bottom down there and | knew he wasn’t really sure where to go,” Cummins explained. “He had to be
hearing that motor because, around the backside there, once | could get up into it, | could really go.”
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On what was thought to be the 30th and deciding lap, Cummins got the same launch off turn two, which thrusted him
right to the right rear of Leary midway down the back straight. At the same moment of uncertainty for the lead, the yellow
flag was thrown for the stopped car of Kayla Roell (19th) who caught the turn three wall before sliding to a stop.

Traffic was of no factor at this point with the field bunched up for the final restart on lap 30. Cummins immediately went
to the well again as he bolted down the back straightaway with about a car width of space available between Leary and
the outside wall. Cummins made it through to the other side, and had free reign on the top through turns three and four,
which allowed him to shoot past Leary off turn four to assume control with a single lap remaining.

One lap later, Cummins had finished off the most dramatic feature ending of the season by .659 of a second to pocket
another victory in front of an appreciative and applauding crowd. Daison Pursley took second for his fifth consecutive
podium finish to start the season. Leary fell to third at the end after leading 29 of the 31-lap distance. Wednesday night
Ocala winner Justin Grant crossed the stripe in fourth while Thursday night Ocala winner Brady Bacon rounded out the
top-five.

Cummins’ “worst” performance in his Winter Dirt Games stretch this past week was a fifth on Thursday after the team
experimented with a different setup before soon rectifying that move when they found it not to be to their liking.

“We tried something new last night because we were too tight the first night, so we went back to the same exact stuff
we’d been running the whole time,” Cummins stated. “We didn’t second guess ourselves and we had a pretty good car
tonight.”

Cummins has led the points leaving Florida before in 2016. But this year feels different as he’s put his number 3p up front
night-after-night for the first five races without a single blemish outside the top-five to date. As far as being a championship
contender, although it’s certainly early in the journey, Cummins points to the fact that they have now conquered events
on differing racetracks at venues they had struggled mightily at as recently as last year when the foundation of the team
was being constructed.

“It’s two different tracks — a big track and a small track,” Cummins reflected after winning at Volusia’s 1/2-mile and Ocala’s
3/8-mile in the past week. “We’ve struggled down here really bad. This is a tricky track, but you could move around, and
we were able to qualify good and go from fifth and pass some cars and do it a little bit of the hard way.”

To add to his accolades, Cummins also collected the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night for his winning pass.

Daison Pursley’s Honest Abe Roofing Fast Qualifying time to begin the night was his third of the season through five races.
It was also the 10th fast time of his USAC National Sprint Car career, tying him with Sonny Ates, Jim Hurtubise, Thomas
Meseraull and Jake Swanson for 52nd all-time.

Meanwhile, Robert Ballou and crew had to replace the rear end on their machine early in evening prior to the heat races.
By the end of the night, Ballou was moving forward as he went plus-six in the feature from 15th to 9th. The performance
earned him hard charger honors for the night.

A Matter of Time! Pursley Busts Through to Win Ocala’s Winter Dirt Games Finale

Ocala, Florida (February 15, 2025)......... Seemingly, it was only a matter of time before Daison Pursley broke through the
iron wall that had stood in his path to victory throughout Winter Dirt Games.

Following finishes of 2nd, 3rd, 3rd, 2nd and 2nd, and leading a total of 43 laps across the past five nights of USAC AMSOIL
Sprint Car National Championship racing in Florida, the Locust Grove, Oklahoma native finally hurdled the hump to land a
long-awaited victory during Saturday night’s Winter Dirt Games XVI finale at Ocala Speedway.

Pursley collected $10,000 for his efforts in the 35-lap feature event at the 3/8-mile dirt oval as he picked his way to the
lead past Mitchel Moles on the 21st circuit and led the remaining 15 trips in his CB Industries/Avanti Windows & Doors —
Pristine Auction — NOS Energy Drink/Spike/Stanton Chevy.
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For Pursley, it was his third career USAC National Sprint Car points-paying feature victory, and his first for the newly formed
CB Industries team owned by former series winning driver Chad Boat. Now, in the team’s first six races together, they’ve
yet to finish off the podium.

Although the team was so close to victory on each of the initial five nights, it didn’t get them down. All it did was prove
that they were apt to put themselves in position to win at any given time they hit the racetrack, and that soon, their time
was going to come.

“As the week went on, we wanted to win more and more,” Pursley admitted. “This is just a phenomenal racecar. It’s been
a pleasure to drive, for sure, and I’'m just the one lucky enough to get to be in the seat.”

Starting third in the 24-car field, Pursley used traffic to his advantage on lap 15 when second-running Brady Bacon became
boxed in behind the 22nd place car of Kobe Simpson in turns three and four. Pursley dove to the bottom, then sliced
between Bacon and Simpson on the front straightaway to become the new occupant of the runner-up spot.

“I just felt like | was the only one, at least among those ahead of me, who was moving around in one and two, and | knew
that was going to be the place to try to do something down the back straightaway with how (Moles) and Brady were
floating up,” Pursley explained. “I got lucky enough to where Brady decided to try to run the top in three and four, and
with lapped traffic, | was the one actually getting to pounce on them.”

When the yellow flag was displayed for 14th place Hayden Reinbold’s flat right rear tire on the 19th lap, it removed traffic
from the equation while also allowing Pursley free reign to discover which path fit to his liking.

On the first lap following the lap 19 restart, Pursley wound himself up on the high side and was able to pull even alongside
Moles on the back straightaway. On the ensuing go around, Pursley modified his approach by diving under Moles in turn
one to swipe the lead away, albeit briefly.

Moles cut back under Pursley at the exit of turn two to reassume the top spot as Pursley slipped back underneath Moles
midway down the dogleg headed for turn three when Pursley ramped his right front tire over Moles’ left rear. Pursley
landed on all fours to complete the pass on the inside of turn three to become the new leader with 15 laps remaining.

“I just started moving around a little bit, and when Mitchel and | got to racing, | knew his angle was so low in the middle
of one and two that it was going to shoot him up the track,” Pursley pointed out. “I kind of anticipated it a little bit where
| thought he was going to slide a little bit further, then | ended up getting into his left rear a bit as we drag raced into three.”

With 10 laps to go, Pursley had established a 1.6 second lead as Bacon worked on Moles for second. Ultimately, on lap 25,
Bacon managed to charge around Moles to corral second for good just prior to Logan Seavey (9th) slowing with a flat right
rear tire, which dropped the defending series champion to 18th in the final running order.

Although Pursley’s lead was subsequently erased multiple times down the stretch due to cautions, including for the final
time with five laps to go, he was the class of the field, crossing the finish line 0.351 seconds ahead of Thursday Ocala winner
Brady Bacon, Friday Ocala victor Kyle Cummins, Wednesday Ocala winner Justin Grant and Mitchel Moles, who led a race
high 20 laps before falling back to fifth at the checkered.

It took a minute for everything to align the way Pursley hoped it would, and after five close calls, the 2023 USAC National
Sprint Car Rookie of the Year was able to close out the week on top.
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“It was once again a phenomenal car by Chad and his crew,” Pursley praised. “It’s been a pleasure to drive. This thing’s
been really good and I’'m excited for the future here. What an amazing racetrack too. You could move around in one and
two and there was the typical, unique Bubba line in three and four that you had to be good at. It took me all week to figure
it out, but nonetheless, we finally did.”

As a car owner, Chad Boat ranks 10th all-time in terms of USAC National Midget wins with 41, a run which includes two
series championships in 2020 and again in 2024, the latter of which came with Pursley at the wheel. But it’s been a long
time since he’s been in the USAC National Sprint Car win column, specifically July of 2009, when he raced to his second
and final career triumph during Indiana Sprint Week at Kokomo Speedway. Nearly 16 full seasons later, it’s a welcome
homecoming for the first-time USAC National Sprint Car winning car owner.

“It’s definitely special,” Boat exclaimed. “These are the best in the business in non-wing sprint car racing. To come out and
race against Justin Grant, Kyle Cummins, Brady Bacon and guys like that, it’s tough and it’s a slugfest. These races are tough
to win and I’'m super proud of Daison. My guys did an amazing job. It’s a new group of guys working together this year and
we came out of the box swinging, and I’'m really proud of that.”

Kyle Cummins earned the 2025 Winter Dirt Games championship, earning an extra $5,000 for his efforts throughout the
six-race series, which included six top-five finishes and two feature victories. In fact, he and Pursley both tied for the
number one spot at 449 points for the week, but Cummins held the tiebreaker with his pair of victories at Volusia Speedway
Park and Ocala. Afterward, Cummins promptly proclaimed that he’s “going to Disney World.”

Jadon Rogers passed 39 cars throughout the six races in Florida to score the Hughes Racing / Indiana Mafia / Flamingo
Sandy Winter Dirt Games Passing Master title and an $800 reward. It's the second such award of his career as he also
collected the same honor in 2022.

Sporting a Fu Manchu style “Moose-Stache” similar to his car owner, Tom Sertich, Chase Stockon transformed his night
after suffering a flat right rear tire while leading his heat race, which required extensive repairs to the nerf bar and torque
tube of the Moosemobile. He started at the tail of the semi-feature and transferred his way through, then earned hard
charger honors by advancing from 23rd to 13th in the main event. For that, he earned Inferno Armor’s Fire Move of the
Night.

New Mentality, Same Winning Ways! Cummins Wins Again at Lincoln Park

Putnamville, Indiana (April 11, 2025)......... He was the first to one win. He was the first to two wins. Now, he’s the first to
three wins.

Kyle Cummins once again demonstrated his blazing start to the 2025 USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship
season on Friday night at Putnamville, Indiana’s Honest Abe Roofing Lincoln Park Speedway by winning his third series
feature of the campaign so far.

The Princeton, Indiana’s latest triumph arrived after scoring the opening race in February at Florida’s Volusia Speedway
Park followed by another victory later that same week at Florida’s Ocala Speedway. In his seven starts thus far in 2025,
Cummins has yet to finish outside the top-five and has run his streak to 14 consecutive top-10 results dating back to the
end of the 2024 season.

Starting fourth, Cummins wrestled his Petty Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors - Premier Recycling/Mach-
1/Stanton Chevy around the tricky 5/16-mile dirt oval surface to the lead past Logan Seavey in turns three and four on lap
10, then led the remaining 21 circuits to earn his first USAC feature win at Lincoln Park since 2019, and his second overall.

Cummins’ 23rd career USAC National Sprint Car victory moved him to 29th on the all-time series win list alongside C.J.
Leary and Roger McCluskey.

Thus far, Cummins has clicked off finishes of 1st, 2nd, 2nd, 5th, 1st, 3rd and 1st, which has him atop the USAC National
Sprint Car standings. It’s the type of performance that Cummins has chalked up to a change in mindset.

“This year, things have changed,” Cummins explained. “It’s a no give up attitude. They might be right behind you, so | just
have to go, go, go. I’'m not going to get beat because | was going easy. My mentality is a little different. We’re pushing every
lap and doing what we can do. So far, this season has started out really good.”
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From the pole position, Seavey led the opening four laps of the 30-lap contest, while Kyle Shipley slotted into second and
Cummins made his way into third. However, Shipley wasn’t content to ride around in second for long as he slid under
Seavey for the top spot on the fifth lap to lead for the first time in his USAC career.

Shipley’s initial visit to the top of the leaderboard proved to be short lived as Seavey cut back underneath Shipley in turn
two to retake the lead for the ensuing two laps on the sixth and seventh go around. Shipley didn’t stray too far, and on lap
eight, he scooted under Seavey in turns three and four to reassume his spot at the head of the field.

Moments later, in turn two, fourth running Mitchel Moles clipped an infield tire and tipped over, bringing out the red flag
and taking him out of winning contention. Moles restarted from the tail of the field but came home in the 16th position.
Earlier in the night, Moles tallied his 16th career fast time with the series in Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying, tying him with
USAC national champions Rollie Beale, Jack Hewitt and Doug Kalitta for 29th place all-time.

On the lap nine restart, Seavey found his way back to the lead for a third stint after Shipley caught a rut in turn two.
However, lurking in third and ready to pounce was Cummins who picked off Shipley around the outside for second at the
stripe on lap nine, then cut low in turn three a half-lap later to swipe the top spot from Seavey for good on the 10th lap.

Over the course of the span between laps 10 and 19, Cummins constructed a full straightaway lead of 4.085 seconds over
Seavey and Justin Grant who had risen into the top-three on a cool and chilly night, conditions in which Cummins claimed
he doesn’t normally do his best work in, and in a roundabout way, led to him making wholesale changes on the car late in
the program.

“Normally, when it’s a little chilly, | feel like I’'m not as good,” Cummins revealed. “With the ruts and stuff we had going on
up there, | just kind of moved my line a little bit. | watched the (semi-feature) and got super nervous and changed the
whole car. Then, | decided to come back just a little bit. It definitely helped me toward the end of the race. But the first five
to ten laps were a little hairy.”

That said, Cummins’ comfortable lead nearly came to a hasty halt with six to go on lap 25. Daison Pursley (9th), Robert
Ballou (12th) and Zack Pretorius (13th) all tangled and stopped at the entry into turn one. Cummins avoided the
catastrophe as he evasively swerved off the banking and avoided any and all contact.

With his five second lead evaporated, Cummins had to rebuild, and that he did. Over the next six laps, Cummins bolted
out to a 4.433 second margin as he crossed the finish line over runner-up Justin Grant who swiftly worked his way past
Seavey for the spot on the back straightaway with three laps to go.

Seavey wound up third, ending his bid for four consecutive USAC National Sprint Car victories at Lincoln Park Speedway
after scoring all three wins in 2024. Jake Swanson finished a season best fourth while Kale Drake was simply incredible as
he raced his way from the 23rd starting spot to finish fifth, equaling his career best USAC National Sprint Car result, while
also earning Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Prior to Friday night, Kyle Shipley’s best career USAC National Sprint Car finish was 14th, earned in July 2024 at Lincoln
Park. On this night, he led the first two laps of his USAC career and ran up front before dropping back to sixth at the finish.
Still, it was his best career USAC result, and for that, he was the recipient of Inferno Armor’s Fire Move of the Night.

Grant Ties Burg USAC Record, Wins Justin Owen Memorial

Lawrenceburg, Indiana (April 12, 2025)......... When a jubilant Justin Grant hoisted his helmet out of the top of his roll cage
following his first career USAC AMSOIL National Sprint Car victory at Indiana’s Lawrenceburg Speedway in 2012, little did
anyone know that it was just the tip of the iceberg when it came to what he would go on to accomplish at the 3/8-mile
dirt oval in the years to come.

On Saturday night, nearly 13 years later, Grant once again raised his helmet skyward on the cooldown lap, this time after
tying Dave Darland as the winningest driver in USAC National Sprint Car history at Lawrenceburg, matching The Peoples
Champ with his seventh score at the venue.
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Moments later, Grant paid homage to the driver in which Saturday night’s event was honoring — Justin Owen — by bringing
his car to a complete stop atop turn three, the same spot in which Owen lost his life two years earlier during a 2023 USAC
Sprint Car qualifying crash.

“It’s big. It’s really, really big,” Grant reflected upon winning the second annual Justin Owen Memorial. “To tie Dave
(Darland) here for all-time wins is great, and that’s special to me, but it’s really special to win this race in Justin’s memory.
Admittedly, | didn’t know him very well but | raced with him down here back when | was in the (Mark Hery) 40 car. He was
clearly special with as many people who support this race and with as many people who turn out and everybody doing
things in his honor. It shows how special of a person he was to so many people.”

Furthermore, Grant’s personal USAC National Sprint Car win tally now stands at 56, which has him just six back of Darland’s
record of 62 on the list of all-time winners and just three behind Brady Bacon’s who stands second with 59.

Starting outside the front row in his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink — TOPP Industries — LA Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy,
Grant gave way to pole sitter Chase Stockon for the initial pair of laps at the start until Australian Todd Hobson (17th)
flipped in turn one and also collected Jadon Rogers (20th). Hobson climbed out and walked away from the wreckage, but
after the car was towed to the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area, repairs were made and Hobson rejoined the field at the
tail before ultimately finishing 19th.

From then on, it was a duel at the front between Stockon and Grant, who worked the high line while Stockon operated on
the lower half of the track. On lap nine, Grant zipped to the inside of Stockon off turn four, out-dragging him into turn one
to take over up front.

Thereafter, Grant refused to relent on the path in which he used to strike the decisive pass, maintaining a residence on the
high line while Stockon gave chase in second. But Grant was a man with a plan, stating that he felt as if he might’ve
channeled his days of driving the Hery no. 40 at Lawrenceburg in the early 2010s, recalling that it had been quite some
time since he had been above the cushion anywhere. But he knew that if he could stick with it, it was going to pay off in a
major way.

“I could just make up so much speed off of two,” Grant explained. “The backstretch was slick and | was afraid about coming
across the bottom. I'd get tight in the center and then just not get that run down the back stretch. It seemed like it was
pretty sketchy into one. But once you got clear of that, it was really nice and smooth up there. Honestly, | was just trying
to stay up where it was smooth. It just had that one spot, then | could carry so much momentum. | knew if | could keep it
out of the fence getting into one and not get choked up on a restart there, I'd be in good shape.”

Grant’s quest was soon put to the test following lap 11 when Luke Hall (17th) biked in turn three and flipped upside down,
necessitating a red flag and restart. Hall was able to climb out and walk away.

Throughout the middle stages, Stockon was able to pose a challenge to Grant for the lead, briefly pulling ahead of Grant
on the low side of turn two. Yet, each time, Grant promptly rocketed off the top to retake the lead from Stockon.

While Grant and Stockon were up front engaging in their own war, the tussle between the third and fourth place cars
driven by Mitchel Moles (3rd) and Robert Ballou (4th) was raging. As Moles and Ballou crossed the stripe to complete lap
15, Moles’ car appeared to slow up ever so briefly, which was met by front bumper to rear bumper contact between the
pair.
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When the same two reached turn two side-by-side, it got even more messy when the two connected wheels with the end
result being Ballou’s right rear tire ramping over Moles’ left front, which sent Moles spinning backward to a stop. Moles’
night ended on the spot after he had completed two-thirds of a sweep after setting his 17th career fast time in Honest Abe
Roofing Qualifying followed by a triumphant first heat race victory. Ballou, meanwhile, continued onward, and ultimately,
finished on the podium.

Over the course of the final 10 laps of the 30-lap main, Stockon managed to sneak a peek on multiple occasions down
underneath Grant, edging ahead just slightly on both laps 21 and 22 before giving way to the high-riding Grant who had
momentum on his side as he blitzed past Stockon each time, and gradually built up a full two second lead.

In the end, Grant pushed his advantage to 2.678 seconds as he passed under the checkered flag for the second time during
the 2025 USAC National Sprint Car season over Stockon, Ballou, Briggs Danner and C.J. Leary who completed the top-five.

In addition to Grant’s $7400 top prize, several more drivers collected a myriad of bonuses courtesy of the late Justin Owen’s
friends and family as well as from a variety of sponsors and donations, which totaled more than $6,000 in additions to the
purse.

Nick Bilbee took home $1354.00 in special race bonuses alone, plus money from Rod End Supply for earning hard charger
honors by advancing from his 20th place feature starting spot to finish 11th in the feature.

Also, Carson Garrett picked up $604 as the first non-transfer from the semi-feature. Chase Stockon recorded the second
fastest time in hot laps while Logan Seavey was the second quickest in qualifying, with both drivers earning a $404 reward.
Briggs Danner pocketed an extra $264 as the fourth place feature finisher. An extra $26 apiece went to the fourth place
finishers from each heat race: Shawn Westerfeld, Jadon Rogers, Austin Nigh and Jake Swanson.

C.J. Leary made the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night. All in all, it was a bounce back night for the 2019 USAC National
Sprint Car champ who finished his evening by winning his heat race, then racing to a top-five feature finish.

Win 60! Bacon Banks Milestone #LetsRaceTwo Victory at Eldora

Rossburg, Ohio (May 2, 2025)......... In USAC AMSOIL National Sprint Car racing history, only two drivers have hit the 60-win
mark. Dave Darland was the first to accomplish the feat in 2018, and on Friday night, Brady Bacon became the second to
join the ultra-exclusive club.

Bacon (Broken Arrow, Oklahoma) led all 30 laps from the pole position and lapped nearly half the field in the process to
capture his 60th career series win during the #LetsRaceTwo opener at Rossburg, Ohio’s Eldora Speedway.

For Bacon, it was his third career USAC National Sprint Car win at Eldora following previous triumphant performances
during the 2014 4-Crown Nationals and the opening night of #LetsRaceTwo in 2018. Bacon’s career USAC National Sprint
Car win tally now stands just two behind Darland’s grand total of 62, which currently ranks number one all-time.

The third-place starting Bacon took control of the pace early in his Chris Dyson Racing/Concord American Flagpole — Macri
Concrete/Triple X/Rider Chevy as he drifted out in front of outside front row starter and series point leader Kyle Cummins
in turn one. A half lap later, Bacon tracked down pole starter Mitchel Moles and swooped across his nose in turn four to
gain a lead in which he never relinquished.

In all practicality, Bacon had little in the way of a challenge from Moles or Cummins. However, sixth starting Justin Grant
hustled to make his presence felt in the early going, swiping third from Cummins on lap eight before taking over second
from Moles with a turn one slider on the 10th lap.

However, by then, Bacon’s lead had blossomed to a staggering 6.5 seconds as he began to work his way into lapped traffic
where he’d remain for much of the 30-lap affair, setting a torrid pace around the circumference of the famed 1/2-mile dirt
oval.
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The delicate balance between aggressiveness and tentativeness weighed on Bacon’s mind as he kept his right foot on the
pedal, possessing zilch knowledge of the massive lead he had established up to that point in time.

“It was really hard,” Bacon admitted of the balance. “You’re getting some good cars. Jake Swanson is pretty fast, but
eventually, you're going to have to say, ‘hey, you're going to have to let me through or it’s not going to be good. | gave him
a couple shots there but it’s all about momentum, and if you get caught behind someone, then you lose your speed on
exit. It’s really hard to pass other guys. | don’t know how much of a lead | had and I've lost plenty of races here, so | wasn’t
going to let up any and | just tried to get through lapped traffic as good as | could.”

With five laps remaining, Bacon continued to carve his way through the back half of the field, but in doing so, lost nearly
2.5 seconds of his advantage to Grant down the stretch. However, Bacon’s entire interval evaporated on lap 25 when Kevin
Thomas Jr. (13th) and Korbyn Hayslett (12th) made contact in turn four, sending Hayslett spinning to a stop.

The lone caution of the race reset the hands of times on Bacon’s 4.1 second lead. While Bacon had thoroughly dominated
the 25-car field throughout the event, the ensuing restart changed the game and breathed new life for the likes of Grant,
Moles, Cummins, et al, each of whom now had another opportunity to strike.

“The restart really made me nervous,” Bacon acknowledged. “I didn’t really know what | should do, so | tried to maybe
catch him off guard, and it looked like he got a decent run on me there. | knew if | cleared him, | was going to have to make
some pretty big mistakes to lose.”

Grant took his shot underneath Bacon on the lap 25 resumption but didn’t quite have enough mustard mustered up to
beat Bacon to the spot at the top of turn two. Bacon kept his foot in it and powered around the outside of Grant to retain
the lead, and for all intents and purposes, put the race on ice.

Bacon closed out the final five laps masterfully as he raced across the line 3.318 seconds ahead of runner-up finisher Justin
Grant while Kyle Cummins took third, Mitchel Moles fourth and Robert Ballou rounded out the top-five.

Kale Drake placed sixth in the finishing order after starting 15th on the grid, which earned him Rod End Supply Hard Charger
honors for his plus-nine run. In 11 USAC national starts this season, Drake has now earned five hard charger awards. In all,
he's passed 81 cars in those 11 features.

Troy, Ohio's own Korbyn Hayslett advanced seven positions in the feature to earn the Inferno Armor Move of the Night.
Starting 20th, Hayslett worked his way up to 11th before a lap 26 spin relegated him to the tail of the field where he
proceeded to drive his way back to 13th by the end of the race.

Logan Seavey recorded his 16th career Fast Qualifying time in USAC National Sprint Car competition, tying him for 30th all-
time alongside fellow USAC national champions Rollie Beale, Jack Hewitt and Doug Kalitta. Seavey has won in all three
USAC national divisions at Eldora, but on this night, he earned his first career Fast Qualifying award during Honest Abe
Roofing Qualifying at a time 15.755 seconds.

Cowboy Up! Cummins Lassoes Larry Rice Classic at Bloomington

Bloomington, Indiana (May 9, 2025)......... Before Friday night, each of Kyle Cummins’ 23 previous USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car
National Championship victories featured distinct characteristics shared across the board.

However, the Princeton, Indiana driver couldn’t recall winning a race that resembled anything like his 24th score during
Friday’s running of the Larry Rice Classic at Indiana’s Bloomington Speedway.

“That was a treacherous one,” Cummins noted. “There was a lot of turning left and bouncing, but that’s what sprint cars
do. Sometimes it’s smooth and fast and slick and sometimes it’s ‘cowboy up.’ It’s kind of cool to get a ‘cowboy up’ win. The
other ones we’ve won have been pretty slick. To be able to gas it up, get some wheelies going and bike up a little bit, I'm
glad we got this one tonight.”

The newly installed red clay of Bloomington’s 1/4-mile had been doused by the moisture of a rainy Midwest Spring, which
produced a track surface with character that required grit, sticktoitiveness and pure guts in order to navigate successfully.

Starting from the outside of the front row, Cummins eventually tracked down pole sitter and defending Larry Rice Classic
winner Logan Seavey on the 17th lap and controlled the final 14 circuits of the 30-lap feature despite a bevy of cautions
down the stretch which produced several restarts.
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Through 10 starts on the 2025 season, Cummins’ latest score was his fourth of the year at the wheel of his Petty
Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors - Premier Recycling/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy. Already, Cummins’ four series
victories equal his winningest seasons in USAC National Sprint Car competition. Cummins also scored four triumphs in both
2022 and 2023.

Overall, Cummins’ 24th career USAC National Sprint Car feature win moved him into sole possession of 29th place on the
all-time list after advancing ahead of C.J. Leary and Roger McCluskey. Coupled with Justin Grant’s issues during the
Bloomington feature, Cummins’ series point lead has also ballooned from two markers to 49.

Seavey got the initial jump from the pole position as Cummins stayed within arm’s reach throughout the entire first half.
As the front two worked lap traffic between turns three and four on lap 17, Seavey popped his front wheels into the air
after bouncing through a crevice in the track’s surface which caused him to drift up the track and leave the door open to
the inside.

Meanwhile, Cummins had diamonded from the top of turn three to the bottom of turn four, breezing past Seavey off the
corner and past the stripe to lead with 14 trips remaining. And it all started with a change of direction borne out of
necessity, and a lack of tear-offs.

“I was just trying to stay calm,” Cummins explained. “There at the beginning, (Seavey) got me and | was being a little easy
with the car. We have a really, really good, smooth slick track car. Man, that baby’s hooked up. All night, we were loosening
it up and loosening it up and there, for about the first five six laps, it was super tight, but | was running out of tear-offs. |
was kind of getting a little impatient. It was time to get out there so | could at least see where the ruts were at. | think that
was the key getting to where you could actually see a little bit and at least try to hit your marks a little bit.”

Cummins’ lead grew to 2.2 seconds over the next handful of laps until 13th running Rylan Gray stopped backwards over
the cushion beyond turn four on lap 21. That sparked a chain of misfortune that reared its ugly head down the stretch with
seventh running Justin Grant feeling the brunt of it on lap 26 when he bounced over the top of the turn one cushion before
coming to rest. He'd restart at the tail but ultimately bowed out with a flat right rear tire and a 20th place result.

On the ensuing restart, Robert Ballou was hustling. Using the high line, he raced his way to third around Jadon Rogers on
lap 27. On the 28th go around, he took Seavey for second, albeit briefly, when Gunnar Setser (15th) dramatically dropped
off the pace with a flat right rear tire, necessitating a yellow flag. Without the lap complete, Ballou was shuffled back to
third.

At that same moment, Cummins felt fairly comfortable with his situation, knowing that he held the upper hand and his
challengers had to put everything on the line in order to defeat him.

“They could’ve been better than | was but | knew if | got in and got it turned, they were not going to drive around me,”
Cummins relayed. “They’d have a good shot but being the leader was definitely the place to be. | didn’t like to see all those
cautions though. It was the longest three last laps that I've ran in a long time.”

When activities resumed, Ballou went straight to the top, and to the whip almost instantaneously, to surpass Seavey on
lap 28. With two laps left, Ballou’s time ran short as Cummins maintained his grip of the top spot as he crossed the line
first, completing his 30th and final lap as the fastest lap any driver turned during the entire course of the race.
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Cummins completed the task 1.064 seconds ahead of Ballou, with Seavey third, Kale Drake an impressive fourth and Jadon
Rogers a season best fifth.

Ballou (Rocklin, California) believed that a slight turn one bobble earlier in the race might’ve cost him a shot at the win
late, dropping his track position from fifth to seventh after starting ninth aboard his Ballou Motorsports/Suburban Subaru
— Mountain Mechanical Contractors/DRC/Ott Chevy. Although the slight slip had its consequences, Ballou put on an
absolute clinic from there, charging to second on the high side. All of that came on the heels of his heat race run from
seventh to the win, including a single moment in which he passed three cars on the straightaway in one fell swoop,
practically clinching the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night before the sun had even set.

Logan Seavey (Sutter, California) returned to the podium with a third place feature finish in his Abacus Racing/Mountain
Mechanical Contractors — Indy Power Sports/DRC/Stanton Chevy. In doing so, Seavey also led the most laps in the main
event with 16. While he wasn't able to repeat his Larry Rice Classic victory from a year ago, it was Seavey’s third straight
podium at the event: (3rd 2023), (1st 2024) & (3rd 2025).

Jack Hoyer (Frankfort, Indiana) earned himself Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors in his season debut with the USAC
National Sprint Cars. His plus-nine run from 22nd to 13th run on the red clay made him the biggest mover in the feature.

Sixth place feature finisher Mitchel Moles (Raisin City, California) turned his 18th career USAC National Sprint Car Fast
Qualifying time, which tied him for 27th on the series all-time list alongside 1960-1961-1962 USAC Sprint Car champ and
1963 Indianapolis 500 winner Parnelli Jones. Moles has now set fast time in three of the last four USAC National Sprint Car
events.

Weekend Sweep! Cummins Completes Perfect USAC Sprint Weekend at Tri-State

Haubstadt, Indiana (May 10, 2025)......... In Kyle Cummins’ USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship career, he'd
never before accumulated more than four wins in an entire season’s worth of work.

In both 2022 and 2023, Cummins reached his previous highwater mark of four scores. But as far as 2025, well, that’s an
entirely different story.

In only his 11th start of the year, the Princeton, Indiana native notched his fifth win of the USAC campaign during Saturday
night’s 12th running of the Spring Showdown at Haubstadt, Indiana’s Tri-State Speedway.

Aboard his Petty Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors - Premier Recycling/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy, the fourth
starting Cummins chased down early leader Hayden Reinbold by lap five and was never headed for the remainder of the
30-lap main event at the 1/4-mile dirt oval.

Cummins’ latest triumphant performance completed a weekend sweep after he collected a victory 24 hours prior at
Indiana’s Bloomington Speedway. In 22 previous instances of Bloomington and Tri-State sharing a back-to-backer dating
back to 2005, no driver had won both in a single weekend. That is, until Cummins had his say so.

“It’s pretty exciting to win both of them last night and tonight,” Cummins exclaimed. “This is a good Mother’s Day gift for
my mom.”

The feat of capturing at least five wins within the first 11 events of a USAC National Sprint Car season is a rarity. Among
those who've done it are Larry Dickson (7 starts in 1968), Don Branson (8 starts in 1959), Larry Dickson (8 starts in 1970),
Don Branson (10 starts in 1960), Parnelli Jones (11 starts in 1961), Sammy Sessions (11 starts in 1971) and J.J. Yeley (11
starts in 2003). Now you can add Kyle Cummins (11 starts in 2025).
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Cummins’ seventh career USAC National Sprint Car win at Tri-State put him within one of Kevin Thomas Jr.’s record of eight,
and as fate played out, it just so happened that it was those same two who crossed the finish line first and second on
Saturday night.

Overall, Cummins’ 25th career USAC National Sprint Car win placed him squarely within the top-25 all-time. His win total
of 25 now equals the number also attained by the likes of Steve Butler, Jay Drake, Parnelli Jones and Logan Seavey, all
drivers who've previously captured USAC National Sprint Car championships, a goal Cummins would like to achieve this
year. After starting this weekend with a two-point edge in the standings, Cummins’ lead now stands at 66.

With that said, Cummins has even more ambitious prospects for the 2025 season. Not only does he envision surpassing
the single season USAC National Sprint Car win record of 14 set by Tom Bigelow (1977) and Logan Seavey (2024), he wants
to obliterate it. The goal may sound quite lofty at first, but with how the season has transpired thus far, don’t put it past
him.

“I want 20 wins,” Cummins declared. “If | get 20 wins, | should win the points. It’s a record that | think would be super hard
to get. Logan (Seavey) did unbelievable last year and that’s a goal we’ve set out to accomplish. There are a couple goals,
but | want to try to get 20 wins and at least put my name in some kind of record book. I’'m not really in anything. I'm like
50th or 30th or whatever, but | want to have something that | can show my kids when | get older that | was pretty good
and | got something.”

Starting from the outside of the front row, leading series Rookie of the Year contender Reinbold led the first four laps of
his USAC National Sprint Car career. Cummins slotted into second by the opening lap ahead of Mitchel Moles who was
aiming to complete a sweep of the night’s event after earlier setting fast qualifying time and winning his heat race from
the sixth starting spot.

By lap five, Cummins was draped all over Reinbold, and when the two hit turn three, Cummins made his move by sliding
underneath Reinbold on entry to take over once and for all.

On lap nine, Cummins briefly got caught up in the high stakes game of racing chess. Cummins became bogged down while
attempting to work his way around 23rd running Bryce Andrews, which in turn, created an accordion effect that caught
second running Reinbold up as well. In the shuffling madness, Moles spurted under his teammate, Reinbold, to secure
second and begin his pursuit toward Cummins’ lead.

Meanwhile, seventh starting Kevin Thomas Jr. was flying, and on lap 15, he swiped third from Reinbold around the outside
of turn four. On a lap 21 restart following a 360 degree spin by Jake Swanson (16th) created by contact with Seavey (15th),
Jadon Rogers briefly took third in turn four, but KTJ immediately answered right back and retook the position by the time
the two hit the second turn a half lap later.

Thomas ultimately made his way into the second spot by getting a run under Moles in turns one and two on the white flag
lap to record his best finish of the year in USAC competition.

Butin the end, Cummins was too much, too fast, too strong for anybody to make a play down the stretch. Cummins crossed
the stripe 1.379 seconds ahead of runner-up Kevin Thomas Jr. with Mitchel Moles third, Jadon Rogers a season best fourth
and Justin Grant rounding out the top-five.
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For Cummins, he chalked up his successful night to being in the right position at the right time and managing to capitalize
on every facet from qualifying to his heat race to the early laps of the feature where he established himself as the one
everybody was going to have to beat. Just the same as he’d done time and time again this season.

“Track position is everything, and with the way the heat race worked out, luckily | got out in front there,” Cummins
explained. “With the way the feature went, it was a little treacherous getting in there. | just went to the bottom and kind
of rolled around. | set my car up for that. On that last yellow, | decided | was going to roll the bottom and just see what |
could do.”

The two winningest drivers in Tri-State Speedway USAC National Sprint Car history also had another thing in common. They
were both driving the same chassis, the only two of their kind that were entered in the 32-car field.

“Mach 1s ran one-two tonight and | think we both won our heat races too,” Cummins correctly recalled. “With the Mach
1s around Tri-State Speedway, it doesn’t matter who's driving them. They’re fast.”

Furthermore, sixth place finisher Robert Ballou made his 528th career USAC National Sprint Car feature start. That
surpassed Brady Bacon for second on the all-time list. Only Dave Darland remains ahead of Ballou with 797 career series
starts.

Meanwhile, Kale Drake made the biggest move of any driver in the feature, advancing 13 positions from his 23rd starting
spot to finish 10th. In 13 USAC national starts between sprint cars and midgets in 2025, Drake has earned the hard charger
award an incredible six times.

It was a USAC National Sprint Car debut to remember for Eli Wilhelmus. The sprint car racing newcomer and 2024 Midwest
Mini Sprint Association champ raced his way into the feature field with a last lap pass for the final transfer spot in the semi-
feature. That earned him Inferno Armor’s Fire Move of the Night.

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61! Bacon’s Knoxville Triumph Puts Him One Shy of USAC Sprint Record

Knoxville, lowa (May 30, 2025)......... The winningest USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship driver in the history
of lowa’s Knoxville Raceway did it yet again on Friday during the opening night of the Avanti Windows & Doors Corn Belt
Clash.

In doing so, Brady Bacon placed himself squarely on the cusp of becoming the winningest USAC National Sprint Car driver
of all-time — Knoxville and every other track included.

The Broken Arrow, Oklahoma native swiftly maneuvered by racelong leader Chase Stockon with five laps remaining to earn
his fifth career USAC National Sprint Car feature victory at Knoxville’s 1/2-mile dirt oval after previously scoring in 2011,
twice in 2019 and again in 2020.

With all of Brady Bacon’s USAC National Sprint Car wins tallied up after Friday’s triumph, his career win total with the series
stands at 61, just one behind Dave Darland’s all-time leading total of 62. A golden opportunity now lies ahead for Bacon to
tie Darland’s mark on Saturday at Knoxville with a shot at $15,000-to-win.

Aside from the record, Knoxville has proven to be Bacon’s playground over the years. In fact, Friday night’s landing spot
was his eighth consecutive top-two result in USAC National Sprint Car competition at Knoxville dating back to 2019, and
his 12th podium in 13 career series starts at the track.

Needless to say, records are at the forefront of the conversation surrounding Bacon. However, in his personal viewpoint,
by winning races, any record that comes his way will naturally take care of itself.

“We always come into Knoxville with a lot of confidence with one goal in mind and that’s to win the race,” Bacon stated.
“We're usually right there or maybe one or two spots away from it.”

Bacon started fifth on the grid in his Chris Dyson Racing/Concord American Flagpole — Macri Concrete/Triple X/Rider Chevy.
Pole sitter Chase Stockon had the early upper hand as he patrolled the bottom to lead the high-riding Bacon by a car length
at the stripe to complete lap one of 25.

As the front two duked it out, Briggs Danner entered the scene and briefly surged ahead of Bacon on lap five, but time and
time again, Bacon dug deep to keep Danner at bay for the time being.

The Bacon/Danner duel for second was good news for Stockon who increased his lead to three seconds with 10 laps down
and lapped traffic beckoning. That took Stockon off his comfy line around the bottom and forced him to run the top in
order to work around the back end of the field. This, in turn, allowed Bacon and Danner to clamp down on Stockon, whose
lead had been slashed to a mere half-second in a moment’s notice.

On lap 17, Danner got rolling on the top and stormed around the outside of Bacon in turn two to occupy the second
position. A lap later, Danner pulled even to the outside of Stockon in turn two. But just as soon as one may have figured
Danner’s sudden surge was going to lift him to the front, Stockon successfully thwarted Danner’s attack while Bacon
simultaneously swapped paths and went low on the 19th lap to retake second from Danner.
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With the top-three running nose-to-tail under a blanket, Bacon made his winning move on lap 21 when he chased Stockon
on the high side of turn two, then stalked him halfway down the back straight before diving low entering turn three and
sliding up in front to take the top spot once and for all and for good.

“We were just better on the top than (Stockon) was,” Bacon explained. “The bottom was really good in one and two and
he was a little better than us down there to start the race. It just got so important to find the rhythm and gain momentum.
He started getting kind of jammed up getting up to lapped cars, then | was just trying to go where he wasn’t.”

Danner took the high road and followed suit into second on lap 22 after Stockon went back to the bottom and became
stifled behind the lapped car of Stevie Sussex in turns one and two. By then, Bacon’s lead stood at nearly a full second.
That is, until a dislodged wheel cover laying on the front straightway necessitated the one and only yellow flag of the
feature on the final lap. Yet it wasn’t enough to throw Bacon off his game.

“The bottom went away in one and two,” Bacon revealed. “So, | figured that, if | didn’t make the same mistake | made here
and let somebody slide me on the restart, I'd be fine. You just had to get up there and get your mile an hour going and
don’t make any mistakes. The cushion wasn’t quite as big as it normally is but it could still bite you and it didn’t have quite
as much grip to keep you going if you did mess up.”

The key factor is that Bacon did not stumble over the course of the final two laps, crossing the line as the victor for the
third time during the 2025 USAC National Sprint Car season 1.284 seconds ahead of runner-up Briggs Danner with Chase
Stockon third, Robert Ballou fourth and Justin Grant rounding out the top-five.

“It was kind of like a chess match,” Bacon explained. “This place is so super technical. If you mess up, you’ll pay dearly. |
had a really good car, but | just had to make the right moves. | made a couple mistakes but was able to get in the right
place when it mattered and | felt like, once | was out front, | had a car good enough to hold everybody off.”

As for Danner and the Hogue Racing Enterprises team, what a way to make a first impression at Knoxville. In his first ever
visit to the track, Danner raced to a runner-up finish utilizing a late move to glide his way into second for his best USAC
National Sprint Car result of the year so far. That proved to be the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

It was a run to be proud of for Chase Stockon and car owners Tom and Laurie Sertich. Stockon led a race-high 20 laps en
route to earning a career best third, the best finish of his career in 10 starts at the track. For the Sertich owned team, it
had been 26 years since their most recent Knoxville appearance during the 1999 Non-Wing World Championship with
driver Rusty McClure.

Kale Drake's 15th to 6th run at Knoxville continued his incredible theme of 2025. It was the fifth time in 12 USAC National
Sprint Car starts this season that he's earned Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Meanwhile, C.J. Leary reset the USAC National Sprint Car track record at Knoxville during Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying
with a time of 18.442 seconds, breaking the former mark of 18.548 set by Kevin Thomas Jr. in 2017. For Leary, it was his
56th career USAC National Sprint Car quick time, which ranks fourth all-time and only nine behind all-time leader Tom
Bigelow (65).

Capital W! KTJ Hits Stride with $15,000 Knoxville Corn Belt Clash Score

Knoxville, lowa (May 31, 2025)......... For Kevin Thomas Jr., Knoxville Raceway provided the perfect setting for a
transformation weekend for both himself and his Rock Steady Racing team.

KTJ’s beginning to the USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship season saw him finish no better than eighth in any
of his first 10 series starts, and a point ranking of 11th entering this weekend’s Avanti Windows & Doors Corn Belt Clash.

On Saturday night at the 1/2-mile dirt oval in lowa, Thomas parlayed an inside second row starting position into victory.
First, the Cullman, Alabama racer narrowly avoided a major catastrophe during the opening laps, then put a clamp on the
top spot on a lap eight restart en route to his first USAC victory of the season and the first of his career at Knoxville, one
that was worth a cool $15,000.
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At this time last year, Thomas was on his way to a five-win campaign in USAC National Sprint Car competition. The kind of
performances that the team had longed for throughout the first several months of the season have now come back around,
and the good times are back again for KTJ and the No. 3R.

“I'm pretty hard on myself in general, but this year has been pretty trying,” Thomas admitted. “To be able to win here at
Knoxville is historic and this was also our first time having an opportunity and then capitalizing on it.”

After a seventh place result in Friday’s opener, Thomas knew the capability was there, but everything had to align, from
himself and his machine to qualifying well (4th) and setting the tone for the rest of the night at the wheel of his Rock
Steady Racing/Inferno Armor — Lucas Oil Center — Creative Finishing/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy.

“There are a lot of people who put up with stuff from me and what | like to feel in a racecar,” Thomas explained. “We have
tried and tried and tried and there was something that was very much staring us right in the face that we changed. Now
it’s so much better. Like last night, it was an unfortunate thing that we had a situation with a right rear shock but we were
still running good. This was the first time all year that we’ve been in the invert, and that gave ourselves a chance to win.”

The victory moved Thomas another rung up the leader as his 45th career USAC National Sprint Car win sent him to seventh
place on the all-time win list alongside 1968-1970-1975 series champion Larry Dickson.

The opening laps to the 30-lap feature were as arduous as they were hazardous. On the first try, A.J. Johnson (17th) and
Jadon Rogers (24th) simultaneous flipped hard through turn two to necessitate the first red flag of the night. Both drivers
were able to climb out and walk away.

On the ensuing restart, pole sitter Jake Swanson established the early lead, pacing laps one and two with Justin Grant
slotting into second. However, the action halted on the third lap when pre-race favorites C.J. Leary (3rd) and Brady Bacon
(4th) touched wheels entering turn three.

The resulting contact launched Leary into a series of four barrel-rolls accentuated by major airtime and a meeting with the
outside guardrail. Bacon, meanwhile, spiraled three times into the outer guardrail. Each driver was able to climb out and
walk away. At the same time, the fifth place running Thomas just narrowly missed contact with the flying car of Leary,
appearing to drive completely under and just to the right of the airborne Leary, continuing on without harm.

Swanson continued to maintain possession of the lead through lap eight when Robert Ballou (11th) and Kale Drake (12th)
tangled in turn two, sending Drake ramping over Ballou’s hood, yet still managing to go onward. Ballou’s misfortune in the
deal sent him into a 360 degree spin from which Ballou was able to recover from. Restarting at the tail in 19th, Ballou raced
his way back up to eighth by the checkered while Drake was unable to continue on.

Just before the yellow, Grant had taken possession of the lead with an outside turn two move on Swanson. However, the
yellow flag negated the move, thus sending Grant back to second and reasserting Swanson as the leader.

Things soon changed on the lap eight restart as leader Swanson went to the top of turns one and two while Grant dabbled
in the middle and Thomas scoured the bottom. Thomas’ low riding groove led him past Grant on the back straight, and
when Swanson biked on the cushion in turn four, Thomas zipped on by to take over up front with 23 laps remaining.

Ryan Bernal made a sudden surge to go from fourth to third on lap eight before securing the runner-up position on lap 13
as he drove under Grant in turns three and four to occupy the spot. All the while, Kyle Cummins was carving a path from
his 18th starting position, grabbing third from Grant on the 20th circuit.
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Thomas' lead stood at 1.2 seconds as he worked traffic while Bernal inched forward to his back bumper with eighth laps
to go. But when Bernal chrome-horned the rear bumper of 19th running Braydon Cromwell in turn two, the contact stifled
Bernal and resulted in Thomas gaining precious time on Bernal to the tune of 1.8 seconds.

Finishing his business from there, Thomas led the balance of the distance to the stripe for the biggest payday of the year
1.486 seconds ahead of Bernal as Cummins, Grant and upstart Gunnar Setser rounded out the top-five.

Hank Byram’s Rock Steady Racing team garnered their 31st career USAC National Sprint Car triumph, which elevated them
into a tie for 15th all-time along with Clauson Marshall Newman Racing.

Ryan Bernal doesn't run USAC National Sprint Cars too often, but when he does, he's always a contender. On this night, he
advanced from his seventh starting spot to finish second, all while providing the Tom & Christy Dunkel owned No. 17x its
best USAC National Sprint Car result to date.

Kyle Cummins was in the zone as he traveled +15 from 18th to a third place finish to earn Rod End Supply Hard Charger
honors. Cummins also maintained his USAC National Sprint Car point lead, which stands at 53.

Wyatt Burks passed a total of 19 cars throughout the two nights of competition at Knoxville over the weekend, most in the
field. As a reward, the Topeka, Kansas racer earns the Corn Belt Clash Parallax Group Passing Master title.

Gunnar Setser grabbed his first career top-five finish with the USAC National Sprint Cars. The new Rookie point leader with
the series was also the recipient of the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night for his fifth place finish.

It was 20/20 vision for Mitchel Moles as he collected his 20th career USAC National Sprint Car fast qualifying time during
Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying. That increased his series-high mark of fast qualifying performances this season to five.
Overall, his 20 fast times place him 23rd on the all-time USAC National Sprint Car fast qualifying list along with series
champions Jerry Coons Jr., Tony Elliott and Roger McCluskey.

Seavey Strikes Back! Wins $10,000 at Red Hill’s Salute to Levi Jones

Sumner, lllinois (June 13, 2025)......... Friday the 13th is considered an unlucky day in western superstition.

For Logan Seavey, Friday the 13th signified a new beginning after a somewhat tepid start to his 2025 USAC AMSOIL Sprint
Car National Championship season.

The defending series champion from Sutter, California executed swiftly through traffic, then fended off repeated challenges
from series point leader Kyle Cummins and survived multiple restarts down the stretch to win Friday’s inaugural Salute to
Levi Jones at Red Hill Raceway in Sumner, lllinois.

The $10,000 score was the second of the USAC National Sprint Car season for Seavey, and his first since four months prior
in February at Florida’s Volusia Speedway Park. Overall, it was Seavey’s 26th career USAC National Sprint Car feature victory,
tying him with Tony Elliott and Dave Steele for 23rd place all-time.

“We've had a tough year after coming off the one we did last year,” Seavey stated. “You expect to have the same results,
but man, we’ve been close. These guys have been doing a good job. I've just been doing a poor job. So tonight, | feel like |
ran a good race in the feature and finally rewarded these guys with a win. | couldn’t be happier.”

Friday the 13th certainly lived up to its reputation with a series of rain delays interrupting the proceedings, and qualifying
not wrapping up until just before the clock struck 11pm local time. But in what was the fifth attempt at holding the event
named in honor of Levi Jones, the show was a go. The event was rained out three separate times in 2024, and once more
earlier this spring. Perhaps it was fitting that it took five times to run the event. After all, Jones, from nearby Olney, lllinois,
captured five USAC National Sprint Car driving championships in his decorated career.

In what was the first USAC event held at Red Hill since nearly 27 years ago in 1998, Seavey started the 30-lap feature from
the pole position. Originally slated to start on the outside of the front row, Seavey was slotted over to the pole after original
front row starter C.J. Leary was deemed to have jumped the initial start, and thus, was docked one row and started third.
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Early on, it was a three-horse race at the front as Seavey, Cummins and Grant all edged away from the field, running lock
step in formation through lapped traffic, with no driver able to capitalize on any other’s missteps around the 3/8-mile dirt
oval.

Mitchel Moles shook things up as he split between Grant and a lapped car entering turn one on lap 24 to take over third
but remained in the distance behind Seavey and Cummins who ran one-two with a couple car lengths of separation. A
yellow flag for a spun out Hayden Reinbold (10th) in turn four on lap 29 re-racked the field with two laps remaining.

Fourth running Grant emerged into the fray on the lap 29 restart as he slid Moles for third between turns one and two.
One lap later, Grant tried the exact same move on Cummins for second, but his plans were foiled when his car over-rotated
at the exit of turn two, pitching him completely sideways before Cummins’ gentle nudge while trying to avoid contact with
his back bumper sent Grant around to a stop. Grant restarted at the tail and finished 14th.

The second attempt at a green-white-checkered was halted when ninth running Robert Ballou slowed dramatically with a
caved in tail tank. As Ballou coasted, Cummins slid past Seavey for the lead in turn four, but Seavey answered by cutting
back under Cummins to retain the spot, completing the lap just before Ballou’s ordeal necessitated a yellow, which pushed
the race to a 32-lap distance, and gave Cummins another chance to take the reins from Seavey.

“It was as tough as it gets,” Seavey exhaled. “When the best guy in USAC right now is on your bumper and you’ve got to
restart a couple times with him back there, there’s only so much you can do as a leader. The track was changing a lot there
at the end. | was just doing everything | could to hold him off. That one when he slid me, | didn’t do a good job. | said, ‘let’s
get up and slide myself a little bit, but then bash the cushion and try to get away. | think | did a little bit better job at the
end.”

On the final restart attempt, Seavey had Cummins covered and checked out over the final two laps to cross the stripe 1.075
seconds ahead of runner-up Cummins, who retained his point lead while also grabbing his 14th consecutive top-10 result
to begin the series campaign. Chase Stockon came home third with Mitchel Moles fourth and C.J. Leary fifth.

For Seavey, it was a sigh of relief after an 11-race run without a victory, especially coming on the heels of a 2024 season in
which he captured the season championship and equaled Tom Bigelow’s all-time record of 14 feature wins, but this night
hit different.

“I think I've been struggling a little bit with rough racetracks and I've not been doing a good job when it’s rough,” Seavey
explained. “l don’t think the car has really been too far off. | just haven’t been putting myself in position to win these races
and I’'m just not doing a good enough job throughout the night unless the track suits me really well, which it kind of did
about halfway through the feature tonight.”

Seavey is now just the ninth driver to win a USAC National Sprint Car feature on Friday the 13th, following Jim Mahoney
(1991 Lakeside), Billy Pauch (1996 Williams Grove), Brian Tyler (2001 Toledo), Daron Clayton (2007 Gas City), Bryan Clauson
(2012 Gas City), Robert Ballou (2015 Perris), Justin Grant (2019 Terre Haute) and Kyle Cummins (2024 Circle City).

Starting 11th, Chase Stockon picked his way through the field late in the going. He ran seventh with two laps to go, fourth
with one to go, and in the fourth turn on the final lap, he raced into third to land a podium finish. That earned the Fort
Branch, Indiana racer the Rod End Supply Hard Charger award (+8).
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Jake Swanson (Anaheim, California) hustled from fourth to third to second to first to win his heat race. He then finished
the night with a solid sixth place result in the feature. That earned him Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night honors.

Hayden Reinbold (Gilbert, Arizona) earned his first career USAC Honest Abe Roofing Fast Qualifying award by setting a new
track record. His time of 15.009 seconds broke the Red Hill Raceway USAC National Sprint Car track record of 15.498 set
by Tony Elliott in 1998.

Robert Ballou (Rocklin, California) also rewrote the record books in his heat race by setting a new eight lap USAC track
record at Red Hill with a time of 2:05.197, more than six seconds faster than the previous mark held by NHRA Top Fuel
champion Doug Kalitta in 1996.

Take Five! Grant Gets USAC Eastern Storm Opener at Bridgeport

Swedesboro, New Jersey (June 18, 2025)......... Five USAC Eastern Storm wins. Five different tracks.

Justin Grant set a brand new record during Wednesday night’s opener of the 17th edition of Eastern Storm Presented by
Levan Machine & Truck Equipment at New Jersey’s Bridgeport Motorsports Park.

After previously winning at Grandview, Selinsgrove, Williams Grove and Port Royal throughout his career, the lone,
California native added Bridgeport to his personal checklist became the first driver to win Eastern Storm features at five
different racetracks.

Grant achieved his latest score following a late-race restart in which he made his winning move with five laps remaining to
earn his third series victory of the 2025 season in his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink — TOPP Industries — LA
Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy.

Overall, Grant’s 57th career USAC National Sprint Car triumph brought him one step closer to the all-time series win record
as he now sits just four behind Brady Bacon (61) for second all-time and five behind Dave Darland (62) for the number one
spot.
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The victory places Grant as the early Eastern Storm point leader, a major boon toward accomplishing one of his major
personal goals of capturing the Eastern Storm title.

“We’re chasing the championship here, but coming into this week, I’'m just trying to focus on having fun, trying to go win
races and do my thing and quit worrying about points,” Grant stated. “I’'m not smart enough to do any of that. | just go out
and smash and hope it works out.”

In the process, Grant gained his 49th career USAC National Sprint Car win as a driver for TOPP Motorsports. That’s just one
shy of the all-time series record for feature wins by a driver/entrant combo held by Brady Bacon and Hoffman Auto Racing
(50).

Pole sitter and reigning Eastern Storm champion Mitchel Moles got the early race edge as he paced around the outside of
challenger Kevin Thomas Jr. for the lead on lap one. By lap nine, the leaders were already working lapped traffic, and Moles
excelled to extend his lead bit-by-bit, his margin increasing to two full seconds by the halfway mark of the 30-lap main
event.

Meanwhile, Grant found his way to second around the outside of Thomas in turn four on lap 20. Mere moments later,
disaster struck for Thomas whose car went up in a cloud of smoke on the back straight, forcing him to pull into the infield
on lap 21, saddled with a disheartening 17th place finish.

At that moment, with one of his main contenders falling by the wayside, Moles’ lead remained 2.5 seconds over Grant
while being seemingly in complete control. However, Moles’ destiny left his grasp when the yellow flag was displayed for
the stopped car of Braydon Cromwell (18th) who came to a halt on the back straight on lap 22.

That immediately piqued Grant’s attention as he now knew his second wind had arrived.

“I was really, really excited to see that yellow come out,” Grant admitted. “It took me a while to get around (Kevin Thomas
Jr.) there. | was running kind of underneath him. The top looked so dirty, but | finally got up there and got rolling. | rolled
by KTJ and | knew we were coming to Mitchel. | felt like | was really carrying a lot of speed up there. Once that yellow came
out, | was like, ‘ooh here we go!’ This is what they put your name on the visor for.”

Moles was a staunch defender for the first three laps following the lap 22 restart as he successfully fended off Grant for
the time being, running mostly through the middle and sliding up toward the top of turns two and four. All the while, Grant
was wound up on the topside, just looking to pick his spot when the moment arrived.

First, Moles successfully denied Grant entering turn one him by sliding himself in order to prevent Grant’s slider attempt
on lap 24. However, like clockwork, Grant continued his path up top undeterred, and on lap 25, ducked low off turn four
under Moles who was sliding up to the cushion. In the race back to the line, Grant had a half car length edge on Moles.

From that point forward, Grant was in a zone, laying down by far the fastest lap of the race with two laps to go. His 15.149
second mark on lap 28 was more than three tenths faster than any other driver during the duration of the event, cementing
his victory at the 4/10-mile dirt oval by a 2.414 second margin at the checkered flag over Mitchel Moles, Briggs Danner,
Kyle Cummins and Daison Pursley.

Mitchel Moles (Raisin City, California) came oh-so-close to winning his first career USAC Eastern Storm feature after leading
the opening 25 laps. He wound up second, which ranks as his best finish of the 2025 USAC National Sprint Car season thus
far.
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“All in all, these restarts are what win and lose these races, and guys like Justin who are veterans, they find ways around
guys like me. I'm just trying to learn as much as | can. | got a little soft on the restart and started bouncing, and ultimately,
missed it off four and that’s what gave Justin the run on me. I've never been given anything easy. | feel like I've had to earn
every win I've ever gotten. | don’t think anything’s going to change, so I'll just go back to the drawing board.”

Briggs Danner grabbed his third career USAC National Sprint Car Honest Abe Roof Fast Qualifier award to start the night.
After setting fast time, Danner (Allentown, Pennsylvania) proceeded to run second in his heat and finish third in the feature
to provide himself with a nice solid start to his Eastern Storm campaign.

“I felt good early on getting around the top,” Danner recalled. “I didn’t want to see that yellow with lapped traffic coming,
which bunched us all back up when | felt | had a shot there. | kind of started to search around and saw Cummins poking
on the bottom and just made the best of what | had.”

Robert Ballou was the biggest mover of the feature, advancing plus-six from 13th to 7th in the feature. That earned the
Rocklin, California racer Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Steven Drevicki (Reading, Pennsylvania) represented the USAC East Coast Sprint Car contingent proudly. The four-time
series champ raced from fourth to first in a lap to score a heat race win. That earned him the Inferno Armor Fire Move of
the Night.

Bonuses were up for grabs to the top-three USAC East Coast 360 Sprint Car finishers. At Bridgeport, it was Ed Aikin ($150),
Billy Ney (5100) and Patrick Chilmonik ($50).

Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night: Steven Drevicki
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Diamond Stud! Cummins Shines in USAC Eastern Storm at Big Diamond

Pottsville, Pennsylvania (June 19, 2025)......... For many, a fourth place result would never even remotely be considered a
disappointing performance. But then again, as the 2025 season has proven time and time again, most drivers aren’t Kyle
Cummins.

One night after a rare finish off the podium, the Princeton, Indiana racer came back with a vengeance during Thursday
night’s second round of USAC Eastern Storm Presented by Levan Machine & Truck Equipment at Pottsville, Pennsylvania’s
Big Diamond Speedway.

“Last night (at Bridgeport), we were pretty disappointed with fourth,” Cummins admitted. “We had a pretty good car all
night long and just missed it. These tracks have some grip to them, and | just missed it for the feature there and came
home fourth. We weren’t happy with that. We wanted to get a win.”

Cummins wired the entire 30-lap distance in his Petty Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors — Premier
Recycling/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy to score his sixth USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship victory of the season,
which propelled him to the top of the Eastern Storm standings and extended his lead in the season long series points.

In the process of racking up his 15th consecutive top-10 finish to start the season, and his 22nd straight dating back to the
end of 2024, Cummins captured his second career Eastern Storm feature win, and his first since the 2023 series finale at
Kutztown, Pennsylvania’s Action Track USA.

Overall, it’s Cummins 26th career USAC National Sprint Car win, which surpasses the total of USAC Hall of Famers Steve
Butler, Jay Drake and Parnelli Jones. Cummins has now moved into 23rd place on the all-time list alongside Tony Elliott,
Logan Seavey and Dave Steele.

It’s somewhat startling to think that Cummins considered himself to be off-stride after not winning in any of his four most
recent USAC National Sprint Car starts. After all, in those four particular starts, he finished a “distant” 8th, 3rd, 2nd and
4th. But this team is on a mission, and they don’t intend to be satisfied with anything less than a visit to victory lane.

“We haven’t won in a while, it seems like,” Cummins relayed. “It feels good to get back and win another one. It just proves
that we’re a force to reckon with everywhere we go. We found some stuff throughout the last couple of weeks and we
were kind of not great. We got back to our stride here.”

In an all Mach-1 Chassis front row for the feature, Kyle Cummins started on the pole alongside outside front row starter
Kevin Thomas Jr. Cummins slid up in front of Thomas in turn one and broke out to the early advantage while fourth starting
Mitchel Moles split between Thomas and Jake Swanson at the exit of turn two to slot into second.

Throughout much of the duration of the 30-lap distance, Moles was able to steadily inch closer to Cummins and managed
to get right to the back bumper of Cummins by the eighth lap. Even through lapped traffic on lap 11, Moles could only
close up so much before Cummins found an escape route that not only helped maintain his grasp of the lead but also
tightened his grip as he moved around first-time USAC starter Olivia Thayer, which allowed himself to gap Moles as he
darted off into the distance at the 3/8-mile dirt oval.
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A yellow flag for a turn four spin by 16th running Abby Hohlbein on the 15th lap shook things up for a moment at the
midway point, completely wiping out Cummins’ 1.113 second lead prior to the caution.

That said, Cummins, who had finished 11th and 7th in his only two previous appearances at Big Diamond in 2023 and
2024, respectively, had an ace up his sleeve with the help of sage-like wisdom from his chassis builder, who also happens
to own several sprint car wins of his own at Big Diamond over the years, most notably with the United Racing Club (URC).

“Mark Smith is here and he runs here a bunch,” Cummins noted. “He said, at all costs, come off the bottom of turn four.
No matter what happens, if | ran the top or whatever, | made sure | came off the bottom coming off turn four. It felt like |
was super slow getting into three, and | thought somebody was going to come around me, but | felt like | was getting a
pretty good drive down the back stretch.”

While Cummins found no ill effects from the bunch up of the field, the man who most took advantage of the opportunity
was Daison Pursley, who picked his way along the bottom to fifth on lap 15, to fourth on lap 16 and to third on lap 17.

All the while, Cummins was enjoying a comfort cruise up front as his lead extended to more than two seconds over the
field in the waning laps. When all was said and done, Cummins had put a lock on his latest feature victory by a 1.580 second
margin over Mitchel Moles, Daison Pursley and Briggs Danner with Jake Swanson rounding out the top-five.

Mitchel Moles finished second at Big Diamond in 2024. He was second at Bridgeport 24 hours earlier. Then, he was second
again on Thursday at Big Diamond. While Moles doesn't like finishing as the runner-up all that much, he’s pretty pleased
that he’s now just three points out of the Eastern Storm lead after winning the title one year ago.

Without Daison Pursley’s miraculous save in hot laps — which at one point saw him bike up on his right front tire, then go
all four wheels off the ground before landing back on all fours — he wouldn’t have been able to make his successful run in
the feature. For his save, Pursley was bestowed with the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night. To close the evening, he
earned Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors for his plus-five surge from eighth to third in the feature.

Justin Grant rewrote the record book in Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying by setting a new one-lap USAC National Sprint Car
track record with a lap of 14.527 seconds. That broke the record of 14.785 set by Daison Pursley in 2023. Grant’s 37th
career fast qualifying time in USAC National Sprint Car competition also elevated him past Bryan Clauson on the list and
into a tie for eighth place all-time alongside Larry Dickson.

No Doubting Thomas! KTJ Wins Again at The Grove

Mechanicsburg, Pennsylvania (June 20, 2025)......... Kevin Thomas Jrs last trip to Williams Grove Speedway saw him lead
just one single solitary lap on the way to a dramatic victory in June of 2024.

The Cullman, Alabama racer’s latest triumph at the Mechanicsburg, Pennsylvania 1/2-mile dirt oval didn’t require as much
of the late-race dramatics as it did last time, but all in all, the thrill of victory remained just as satisfying.

Thomas led all 30 laps to score the victory in Friday night’s USAC Eastern Storm Presented by Levan Machine & Truck
Equipment round three in his Rock Steady Racing/Inferno Armor — Lucas Oil Center — Creative Finishing/Mach-1/Stanton
Chevy.

The second victory of the 2025 USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship season for Thomas was also the 46th of
his career with the series, moving him into a tie with Jack Hewitt for sixth place on the all-time USAC National Sprint Car
win list.

“That’s pretty cool,” Thomas remarked. “When you start out, you look at all the guys on the list. | looked at (Jon) Stanbrough
and Jerry Coons Jr. and Dave Darland, and | was like, ‘damn, if | could ever just get one win, that would be pretty cool,’ and
just to say | raced with these guys and got a win. Jack is the coolest damn dude ever. He’ll whoop your ass and then pray
with you.”

Furthermore, the score was the third of Thomas’ career at Williams Grove following triumphant performances in 2017 and
2024. His three USAC National Sprint Car wins at Williams Grove now rank second all-time, only one behind A.J. Foyt’s four.
Additionally, Thomas became the first driver to record back-to-back USAC National Sprint Car wins at Williams Grove since
the late, great Jan Opperman in 1973.

Thomas also provided car owner Hank Byram of Rock Steady Racing his 32nd career USAC National Sprint Car main event
win, moving him into a tie with Ben Leyba for 14th place all-time on the series’ entrant win list.

However, at first, it was the race that seemingly didn’t want to begin. Just as the 30-lap feature was set to roll off, the track
lights went completely dark due to a nearby car accident that knocked out the power to the surrounding area. USAC
followers may recall that, six nights earlier, two mid-race power outages during a USAC Silver Crown event at World Wide
Technology Raceway resulted in multiple red flags that totaled roughly 45 minutes. This occasion was relatively brief with
about a 20-minute unplanned break before light began to beam down from the heavens and racing activities could once
again proceed.
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When on track action was able to resume, the madness mounted. On the first try at the start, 18th starting J.T. Ferry took
atumble in turn three that also collected Abby Hohlbein and first-time USAC National Sprint Car starter Dirk Rimrott. Ferry’s
night was over and he was able to walk away while Hohlbein and Rimrott restarted and continued on.

But as it turned out, that didn’t last long. On take two of the start, Daison Pursley (7th) lost control in between tuns three
and four on his own and spun completely sideways in the middle of the track. Moments later, Joey Amantea clipped
Pursley’s left front wheel with his right rear tire and slid to a stop while C.J. Leary also collided with Pursley, knocking all
three out of the contest.

Further on back, at the very same moment, Hohlbein and Mike Haggenbottom collided, sending both drivers flipping wildly
through turns three and four in a spectacular looking ride that both were able to walk away from. While Haggenbottom’s
evening ended abruptly, he did set a new record for the longest duration between USAC National Sprint Car feature starts
at 28 years, 9 months & 8 days. Before Friday night, his one and only series start came in September of 1996, also at
Williams Grove.

The third attempt at a start proved to be the charm as Thomas stepped out to the opening lap lead over Jake Swanson
who slotted into second. By lap seven, Thomas’ lead stood at a full second while Honest Abe Roofing Fast Qualifier
Mitchel Moles was draped all over the back of Kyle Cummins for third.

For Thomas, restarts were a must to avoid any missteps. After nearly stuffing it in the fence on his initial try at the start,
Thomas took notes and made certain that it didn’t happen again.

“It’s hard here, especially with the way the corners are shaped and change up your approach to it,” Thomas explained. “If
you do it wrong, you can really open yourself up to failure down there in turn one. | overcooked the first one. | thought |
had just a little more grip than what | did and wound up there in the marbles and stuff. | got another shot at it and | felt
good there. | just had to be patient. It’s such a long ass straightaway for a non-wing car. You lift before you think you have
to and you’re pretty hard on brakes. Even when you’re running the top, you’re pretty hard on the equipment.”

Moles’ milestone fast time to open the night was his series-leading sixth of the USAC National Sprint Car season.
Furthermore, his lap of 19.246 seconds was the 21st fast qualifying time of his USAC National Sprint Car career, tying him
with four-time Indianapolis 500 winner A.J. Foyt for 22nd place all-time.

That said, Moles was hellbent on adding more accolades as he squeezed between the turn one inside guardrail and
Cummins to his outside for the third spot on lap 13. Moments later on lap 14, trouble hit two past USAC national and
Eastern Storm champions as Robert Ballou (7th) slowed to a stop with a radius rod issue. Simultaneously, Logan Seavey
(9th) slowed with a flat left rear tire. Both were able to return with Ballou crossing the stripe 11th and Seavey one spot
behind in 12th.

Just as Moles had emerged as a prime contender while running third and challenging for second, he spun backwards into
the turn three outside guardrail with a light tap on the 16th lap. Restarting at the back, Moles managed to hustle his way
back to 8th at the finish.

Just then, Cummins caught his second wind as he slid past Jake Swanson for second in turn one on the 22nd go around. At
the moment, Thomas’ lead remained at nearly a full second over Cummins and now Briggs Danner who scooted under
Swanson for third in turns one and two with five circuits remaining on lap 26.
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Up front, Thomas was mostly by his lonesome and was two turns away from victory on the final lap when the yellow lights
surrounding the track flashed, signaling caution for ninth running Kayla Roell who slowed to a stop on the front straight,
just missing out on becoming the first woman in series history to record a top-10 finish in USAC National Sprint Car
competition.

Staring at a green-white-checkered finish, Thomas wasn’t keen on experiencing any late-race heroics play out in reverse
from one year ago.

“I was just hoping | didn’t run out of fuel like Briggs did last year,” Thomas said, referring to Danner’s last lap trouble at the
2024 Williams Grove USAC Eastern Storm round. “Last year, we got lucky, but we were in position to win. We'll take those,
but | felt that, this year, we put ourselves in position to control the race. As tough as this place is to pass and to get around
in general, it’s very oddball for a non-wing car. Being that it’s super-fast and also extremely technical, you can overshoot
the corners and miss the bottom and get out into no man’s land. By being able to process those into one on each
straightaway, having a clean track in front of you is important.”

It all worked out in Thomas’ plan as he went undenied on the final restart to keep his challengers at bay, crossing under
Warren Alston’s checkered flag 0.397 seconds ahead of runner-up Kyle Cummins who was followed by Briggs Danner in
third, Jake Swanson in fourth and Justin Grant rounding out the top-five.

It was yet another fine run for Kyle Cummins who upped his best Williams Grove performance from 10th in 2024 to second
in 2025 for his best career result at the legendary venue. Best yet for Cummins, he also extended his USAC Eastern Storm
point lead to seven with two races remaining.

Steven Drevicki equaled his best career USAC National Sprint Car finish by advancing plus-eight from 14th to 6th to earn
Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

The Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night went to Briggs Danner who made a spectacular bid up through the field to race
his way from 10th to 3rd in the feature. In doing so, Danner kept pace in the USAC Eastern Storm title fight, moving up
from third to second in the standings, just seven points behind Cummins.

During his first heat race victory, Daison Pursley's eight-lap run broke the USAC National Sprint Car track record for the
distance at Williams Grove. Pursley’s time of 2:38.818 surpassed the now former record time of 2:39.140 set by Brady
Bacon in 2023.

Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night: Briggs Danner

Dynamic Duo! Grant & TOPP Combo Net 50th USAC Sprint Win at Port Royal

Port Royal, Pennsylvania (June 21, 2025)........."I love sprint cars on half-miles.”

For Justin Grant, it’s easy to see why he’d say that following Saturday night’s feature victory during round four of USAC
Eastern Storm Presented by Levan Machine & Truck Equipment at Pennsylvania’s Port Royal Speedway.

After all, 17 of Grant’s USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship main event wins have come on dirt tracks of that
particular distance, which ranks as the fifth most by any driver in series history.

Furthermore, the lone, California racer’s 58th overall USAC National Sprint Car win moved him one step closer to the all-
time series record and now stands just three shy of Brady Bacon (61) for second place and four behind all-time leader Dave
Darland (62).

But most miraculously, 50 of Grant’s 58 career USAC National Sprint Car triumphs have come in a car owned by TOPP
Motorsports. Grant and TOPP’s 50th win together tied Brady Bacon / Hoffman Auto Racing as the winningest driver/entrant
combo in series history.

Grant’s fourth win of the USAC National Sprint Car season arrived Saturday in non-stop, caution free fashion after he
surpassed racelong leader Briggs Danner for the lead with 12 laps remaining, then had to stave off his relentless attacks
down the stretch to become the first multi-time main event winner of Eastern Storm 2025.

In the process, Grant established a new 30-lap USAC track record at Port Royal, completing the distance in a mere 10:53.663
aboard his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink — TOPP Industries — LA Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy.

Just as he did the year prior when he led the initial 22 laps, outside front row starter Danner established the early pace
and thoroughly dominated the first half of the feature. In the meantime, Grant displayed his meddle early in the going as
he advanced from fifth to second within the first three circuits all while experiencing the ever changing track conditions.

“Honestly, the track had changed so much,” Grant explained. “Normally you get going on the cushion, so | kind of pick it a
part the first few laps and get settled in. But every couple of laps, it was changing and never for the good. It was getting
harder every time.”
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Despite the early maneuvering, Grant still had much ground to make up as Danner’s lead had ballooned to a full three
seconds by the 15th lap. That said, slowly but surefootedly, Grant edged his way back into the fold as Danner combed
through the back end of the field, which subsequently sliced Danner’s advantage to under one second.

On the 19th lap, Danner ducked low in turn one to place 14th running Kayla Roell a lap down. But as Danner slid through
turns one and two, he drifted up toward the outside guardrail. At that same moment, Grant got an excellent bite through
the middle that propelled him past Danner at the exit of two and into the lead with only 12 laps to go.

“Getting by Briggs there, | was just hoping to catch him in lapped traffic, and | knew | could catch myself in the middle off
two if | ran a soft slider across there,” Grant recalled. “l was hoping | could get to him with a run off four behind lapped
traffic one time and it worked out really good. Other than that, | didn’t really know what | was going to do. But it worked.”

Danner refused to go quietly into the night and remained in lockstep with Grant as the laps dwindled down. With nine to
go, Danner returned fire by making another run at Grant and pulled even before slotting back behind, which served notice
to Grant which gave proof through the night that he was still right there.

“I kept looking at the flagman like, ‘are you sure? Where’s the white? Let’s finish this thing,’” Grant reflected. “I about
crashed a couple times getting into three. One time, real big! | got way biked up and started having to cheat my entrance
into three, which doesn’t get you a good run off four. But | was bicycling every other time trying to make speed. It’s tough.
You get to leading and it’s like you can’t beat yourselves here, but when you have a guy like Briggs behind you, you know

he’s smashing and getting everything he can out of it trying to hunt you down.”

On the final lap, Danner had closed his deficit to Grant down to a single car length. Through turn three, Grant’s left eye
was full of Danner who had once again surged even alongside. It all played into Grant’s mindset after his most recent Port
Royal start, in a USAC Silver Crown car in June of 2024, which saw him get passed for the win on the final turn of the final

lap.

“I wasn’t really surprised to see Briggs coming to the white,” Grant admitted. “I was having flashbacks, | can tell you that.
Trying to find that balance of not getting soft and not crashing yourself, especially in three and four, and trying to figure
out what to do in one and two, really, it was a tricky and fun to race.”

Ultimately, Grant successfully kept Danner at bay en route to victory by a 0.759 second margin over runner-up Briggs
Danner with Eastern Storm point leader Kyle Cummins third, Mitchel Moles fourth and Robert Ballou rounding out the
top-five after starting 12th.

For his efforts, Ballou was the recipient of both the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night and Rod End Supply Hard Charger
honors. All those accolades came after mechanical issues forced him to a backup car that he used to grind his way back
into contention via a heat race win and a top-five run in the feature.

Logan Seavey earned his first Honest Abe Roofing Fast Qualifying time with the USAC National Sprint Cars since May at
Ohio’s Eldora Speedway. The defending series champion blazed around Port Royal at a time of 18.662 seconds to earn his
17th career USAC National Sprint Car fast qualifying time, tying Kyle Cummins for 29th place all-time.

Weathered the Storm! Grant's Action Track USA Win Nets USAC Eastern Storm Title

Kutztown, Pennsylvania (June 22, 2025)......... Perhaps no one was more surprised about the outcome of the USAC Eastern
Storm championship than Justin Grant himself while standing in victory lane after winning Sunday night’s USAC Eastern
Storm Presented by Levan Machine & Truck Equipment feature at Kutztown, Pennsylvania’s Action Track USA.

It was certainly not due to a lack of confidence in his abilities, but rather the fact that Grant thought, upon first glance, that
the No. 3 listed as finishing third on the scoreboard was that of Kyle Cummins, which would’ve meant that he hadn’t
finished far enough ahead of his main antagonist to earn the title.

However, the No. 3 in this particular case was the No. 3R of Kevin Thomas Jr. The No. 3p of Kyle Cummins had actually
finished fourth, meaning that Grant had, in fact, tied Cummins at the top of the standings with 372 points apiece. Yet, due
to the main tiebreaker of feature victories — which Grant had three of during the week compared to Cummins’ one — Grant
had finally earned an elusive first Eastern Storm title.

“Checking Eastern Storm off the list is awesome,” Grant exclaimed. “When | first started racing, these Pennsylvania tracks
were the ones | struggled with the most. The big half-miles were scary. The short tracks were so slick. | wasn’t good at any
of it and I'd come out here and get my butt kicked all week. To win an Eastern Storm is incredible, and to win at a lot of
these awesome PA venues in front of these great PA fans is awesome.”

The unbreakable zero point margin proved to be the closest Eastern Storm points race in the 18-year history of the event,
taking over for the 2013 and 2021 editions, both of which had first and second separated by a mere one point.

Grant’s victory at the 1/5-mile dirt bullring carried many other accolades along with the initial glory. He’s now just the fifth
driver to win both the final race of Eastern Storm and the Eastern Storm championship in one fell swoop along with Levi
Jones (2007), Cole Whitt (2009), Brady Bacon (2014) and Robert Ballou (2015) who also achieved the feat.
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Furthermore, Grant’s 59th career USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship victory now moves him one more step
closer in his quest to becoming the winningest driver in the history of the series. Grant now stands just two behind Brady
Bacon (61) for second all-time and three behind Dave Darland (62) for number one all-time.

In doing so, Grant broke another all-time record, along with his TOPP Motorsports team, by becoming the winningest
driver/entrant combination in USAC National Sprint Car history. Together, Grant and TOPP have now won 51 USAC National
Sprint Car feature events, surpassing the record formerly held by driver Brady Bacon and his Hoffman Auto
Racing/Dynamics, Inc. team with 50.

“I feel like it’s a small thing | can do to say, ‘thank you’ to (TOPP Motorsports owner) Kevin Birchmeier for all he’s done for
me over the years and how much he’s believed in me,” Grant praised. “Even when | don’t believe in myself, and I'm terribly
hard on myself, he’s always there to pat me on the back or pick me up and remind me that I’'m a professional racecar driver
and this is what | do. | joke that everybody else would’ve fired me by now, and | think | would’ve quit by now if I'd have
been driving for anybody else. It means a lot to me to do that for him and with him, and it means a lot to win these races
for my crew.”

The longest distance race (40 laps) on the shortest track of Eastern Storm commenced with leading USAC National Sprint
Car Rookie of the Year contender Gunnar Setser pacing the first laps of his career with the series. Setser led the first eight
laps of the feature from his outside front row starting position as pole sitter Kale Drake was in hot pursuit.

By lap nine, the front duo had reached lapped traffic. As the two approached the car of 18th place running Jason Cherry
at the exit of turn two, Setser became boxed in on the low line behind Cherry while Drake had free reign up top. Drake
subsequently blazed his way past both Cherry and Setser to find his way into the lead, which were also the first laps led in
his young USAC National Sprint Car career.

On the tight and friendly confines of Action Track USA, traffic is always in play. On the 20th lap, Drake followed 14th running
Kayla Roell on the high side of turns three and four. Left all alone on the bottom was Grant who had a clear path to the
lead at the midway point and ran with it. In a race in which laps click away at around 11 seconds a clip, opportunities are
scarce, and Grant wasn’t about to hesitate now.

“I don’t ever not go aggressively for the lead,” Grant asserted. “You feel like you’re good but you never know how many
shots you’re going to get to take the lead. So, | feel like when you get an opening and you’ve got a chance, you've got to
take it. | say that’s the reason they put your name on the visor, to go out and win races. If | see an opportunity, I'm going
to try my hardest to take it.”

Over the course of the next 20 or so laps, Grant and his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink — TOPP Industries — LA
Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy remained in total control. That is until two laps remaining. That’s when Drake found a second
wind and raced right back to the rear bumper of Grant who was now ensnared in his own bit of lapped traffic navigation.

Just after taking the white flag, the two raced into turn one only to find a five-car entanglement which began with contact
between Setser (7th) and Kayla Roell (15th). Robert Ballou (8th), Mitchel Moles (9th) and Logan Seavey (10th) also all
became caught in the web and slid to a stop. The top-two of Grant and Drake narrowly avoided catastrophe and averted
to the high side scot-free.

As the field came to life on the ensuing lap 39 restart, second-running Drake’s car failed to take off, resulting in him coasting
through the middle of the racetrack as he dropped all the way to the back of the field, necessitating a yellow flag. It was
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the ultimate heartbreak for Drake who was in position to earn his best career USAC National Sprint Car finish at the least
and was also in a spot to make a move to earn his first career series win. But it was not to be as he officially finished a
distant 14th.

On the next green-white-checkered attempt, Grant had the field covered as he toured the final two laps with relative ease
to cross under the checkered flag 0.835 seconds ahead of runner-up Jake Swanson. Kevin Thomas Jr. took third while Kyle
Cummins came up just short of his first Eastern Storm crown by one single position. C.J. Leary rounded out the top-five.

With both Grant and Cummins equaled up at 372 points in the final Eastern Storm tally, it turned out that every point
gained or lost each time they hit the racetrack was uber critical. After Cummins had led every step of the way throughout
the week, Grant made the most of every single solitary opportunity, bolstered by three feature victories at Bridgeport, Port
Royal and Action Track USA. All that and more led to Grant becoming the newest Eastern Storm titlist.

“We're trying to win a championship this year, so we’re going to keep digging on that,” Grant said of his plans for the rest
of the 2025 campaign. “Kyle (Cummins) has been awfully, awfully tough. We haven’t had a bad start to our year. | feel like
we’ve been pretty good and we’ve been as good as you could hope to be. Kyle has been absolutely lights out. We're looking
for a little lights out of our own and | think we found it here at Eastern Storm.”

Kevin Thomas Jr. finished his USAC Eastern Storm on a high note by advancing from eighth to third in the feature to earn
his best career finish at Action Track USA, while also solidifying Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Briggs Danner passed a total of 27 cars throughout the week in heat race and feature event action, which earned him a
$500 bonus as the USAC Eastern Storm Parallax Group Passing Master.

The runner-up finish for Jake Swanson in the feature was big in so many ways. Not only was it his best run of the USAC
National Sprint Car season, it was also his best career series finish as a car owner. For that, he was deemed as the driver
who made the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Logan Seavey, meanwhile, recorded his 18th career USAC National Sprint Car Fast Qualifying award. That advanced him to
28th place all-time alongside 1960-1961-1962 USAC Sprint Car champion and 1963 Indianapolis 500 winner Parnelli Jones.

Win 60! Grant Joins Exclusive Group with Fremont USAC Sprint Victory

Fremont, Ohio (June 28, 2025)......... There are now three members of the 60-win club in USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National
Championship racing. After Saturday night’s round at Ohio’s Fremont Speedway, you can count Justin Grant among them.

The lone, California racer took over the lead after Robert Ballou’s mid-race misfortune, then fended off a pesky Logan
Seavey for the latter half to earn his third consecutive USAC National Sprint Car win, his sixth overall on the season and a
milestone 60th series win of his career.

Grant is now only one victory behind Brady Bacon (61 wins) for second on the all-time win list and just two behind Dave
Darland (62 wins) for first place on the all-time list. Furthermore, Grant is now closing in on another couple of milestones
with Fremont’s score marking his 96th overall USAC-sanctioned feature victory and his 88th career USAC national main
event triumph.

In what was the first USAC National Sprint Car event held at Fremont’s 1/3-mile dirt oval since 2003, more than 22 years
ago, many drivers struggled to find the feel of their car. Grant was no exception in his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink
— TOPP Industries — LA Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy.

“To be honest, every time | came in, | told the guys, ‘I feel terrible,” Grant admitted. “Apparently, everybody else felt worse,
| guess. | didn’t really feel like | was putting great laps together but | was just trying to get myself to where | was hard to
pass or keep myself hard to pass. When you race these things enough, you kind of start to learn where it’s important to
make speed and where you can give up ground and not get passed. | was in a little bit of conserve mode toward the end.”

Chase Stockon was superb early in the going as he raced from his outside front row starting spot to get the initial advantage
on pole sitter Kevin Thomas Jr., then proceeded to lead the first four laps. Simultaneously, third starting Robert Ballou was
surging along the bottom. On lap five, he used the low line to advance past Stockon in turns three and four and appeared
to be in total control from there.

Grant moved to second as he dove under Stockon for the position in turn two on lap nine. Seavey followed suit a lap later
in turn two as he too went below Stockon to slot into third. Despite Grant and Seavey’s advancements, Ballou was steadily
increasing his lead as he closed in on the back end of the field.

By lap 14, Ballou’s advantage had grown to a whopping 3.2 seconds. However, as he entered turn three around the outside
of 23rd running Bryce Dues. Without warning, Ballou’s car biked up, then dug in on the left side wheels and promptly sent
him flipping over nose-to-tail from side-to-side. Ballou ultimately returned after repairs in the Indy Metal Finishing Work
Area. Restarting at the tail, he was able to climb back to 12th at the checkered.
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Upon the lap 14 resumption, it initially appeared Seavey had the faster car than Grant. Seavey was draped all over Grant’s
rear bumper lap-after-lap and continued to hold serve when the top-two entered lapped traffic which, believe it or not,
was a welcome sight for Grant.

“l was super happy to have that row of lappers on the bottom,” Grant stated. “I kind of settled in because | was bouncing
and losing the nose and it was easy to slip off the top of two there. As long as | had that row of lappers there, | could settle
it”

Seavey was forced to follow Grant around the high side for the remaining laps as a trail of lappers occupied the bottom,
making it an insurmountable quest for Seavey to get a run and dive low under Grant getting into turns one and three.

While, basically, the final 12 laps through traffic played out just as Grant had hoped, the 30th and final circuit was a different
story on the other hand.

“On the last lap, we kind of lost it,” Grant acknowledged. “One of them got caught on the top and | got a little messed up
and didn’t get off two very well, and | thought, ‘ooh, | better get down into three this lap. So, | ran down in there and
cheated it and got across there in front of Logan.”

When all was said and done, Grant crossed the finish line as the winner 0.483 seconds ahead of runner-up Logan Seavey
while series point leader Kyle Cummins took third with Mitchel Moles fourth and Chase Stockon rounding out the top-five.

Briggs Danner earned Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors after enduring a rough start to the night with mechanical issues
forcing his Hogue Racing Enterprises team to make an engine change after not being able to make it out in time for
qualifying. Starting 24th in the feature, Danner passed 17 drivers to finish seventh.

Prior to Saturday night, Brian Smith's last USAC National Sprint Car feature start came 23 years ago in 2002. During the
semi-feature, he went three-wide around the outside of turn four to grab a transfer spot into the feature at Fremont
Speedway. That earned him the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

While Grant won his third series feature in a row, Logan Seavey, meanwhile also continued a personal streak by recording
fast time in Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying for the third USAC National Sprint Car event in a row. Seavey's 19th career series
quick time moved him to 27th all-time alongside 1967 champion Greg Weld.

It was also a night of rewriting the USAC record books at Fremont. Seavey’s qualifying run of 14.505 surpassed the previous
record of 14.665 held by Jay Drake since 2003. Additionally, Mitchel Moles broke a 44-year-old eight lap USAC National
Sprint Car track record by finishing his heat race victory on Saturday night with a time of 1:59.922. That surpassed the
former record of 2:16.07, set in 1981 by Sheldon Kinser, by nearly 17 seconds. However, just a handful of minutes later,
Kale Drake took over possession of the eight lap record. Drake’s time of 1:57.946 in his heat race broke Moles’ short lived
record.

Cummins Comes Up Big, Wins USAC’s Millstream Return After 37 Years

Findlay, Ohio (June 29, 2025)......... Throughout the 2025 season, Kyle Cummins hadn’t gone more than four races without
scoring a USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship feature victory.

The Princeton, Indiana driver wasn’t about to let the “skid” slip to five on Sunday night at Findlay, Ohio’s Millstream
Speedway.

Cummins wired all 30 laps to become the first USAC winner at Millstream’s 4/10-mile dirt oval since Brad Doty’s victory in
1988, and the first USAC winner at the track without a wing affixed to the top of his car since Jac Haudenschild in 1982.

The series point leader’s triumph was his seventh of the season in the Petty Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors
- Premier Recycling/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy. His 27th career USAC National Sprint Car feature win moved him to 19th on
the all-time, surpassing the likes of Tony Elliott, Logan Seavey and Dave Steele on the series win list.

Cummins’ latest victory also broke Justin Grant’s string of three consecutive USAC National Sprint Car wins. As Cummins’
closest rival in the championship standings, Cummins was determined to stay one step ahead of Grant.

“With Justin winning a few in a row like that, that’ll really lean on you a little bit,” Cummins admitted.

Cummins also ran his streak of top-10s in 2025 USAC National Sprint Car competition to 21 straight, the most to begin a
season since C.J. Leary reeled off 21 consecutive top-10 results during his 2019 championship season.

Despite his prowess everywhere USAC National Sprint Cars have traveled this year, Cummins felt his performances on drier
and slicker tracks was an area that had room for improvement. On Sunday night, they found something new to add to the
ol’ notebook.

“We've been getting super tight,” Cummins explained. “Every night we go, we’re just tight, tight, tight. | think we’ve just
been over tightening it, so tight that we actually get loose. At the beginning of the race last night, | couldn’t even race it. It
was trying to turn me over. As the race went on, we lost the fuel load and the car finally loosened up and came to us.
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Tonight, we just started a little bit on the freer side and it stayed free all night long, as loose as we’ve been, and the car still
had good drive.”

At the start, Cummins immediately shot out to the lead from his outside front row starting spot to pace the opening five
circuits over pole sitter Jake Swanson and defending champion Logan Seavey.

However, on lap six, eighth place running Hayden Reinbold endured a vicious turn three flip that brought out the red flag.
Reinbold was ultimately able to climb out and walk away under his own power.

Although Reinbold was, thankfully, able to walk away, in a roundabout way, the stoppage was helpful in assisting Cummins
on his route to victory.

“The open red was really important,” Cummins explained. “Thank the lord Jesus Christ, but | think he saved us there a little
bit. We were going to run out of fuel because we did a little bit of track warming up and we wouldn’t have made it on fuel,
so | bet we were close and we filled back up. | think we got really lucky there.”

On the restart, third running Seavey bounced once, twice, thrice and four times through turn three, but was able to stay
on the gas and continue on. Nonetheless, the hop, skip and a jump dropped him from third to seventh in a snap.

Through the middle stages of the 30-lap main event, Robert Ballou was the mad man on the move. Starting ninth, he
advanced to fourth under Grant in turn two on lap 11, then raced to third past Swanson on the back straight on lap 14,
then engaged in an all-out war with Mitchel Moles that lasted the balance of the race.

Moles and Ballou went toe-to-toe, side-by-side lap-after-lap with Moles cruising the high line and Ballou edging along the
bottom. Between the two, they officially swapped the lead four times in a seven lap span, and that’s not taking into account
the twice-a-lap unofficial passes for position.

Ballou swiped second from Moles on lap 18 only for Moles to edge back ahead of Ballou moments later on lap 19. Ballou
turned it back up to get to second on lap 22, only to have Moles strike back on lap 24 as Ballou lost ground on the bottom
in lapped traffic.

Up front, Cummins was all by his lonesome, aside from a healthy dose of lapped traffic, as his lead grew to more than a
half-straightaway and never wavered.

In the end, Cummins’ advantage as he crossed the finish line as the winner was 1.646 seconds over Mitchel Moles, Robert
Ballou, Briggs Danner and Justin Grant.

Meanwhile, Kevin Thomas Jr. took a 14th place starting position and cut it in half. KTJ finished seventh to earn his second
Rod End Supply Hard Charger award in his last three series starts.

Ricky Lewis went topside from fourth to first on the opening lap to win his heat race. That one big, bold move carried him
to the heat victory and the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Mitchel Moles rewrote the record book on his Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying run. His lap of 16.331 seconds set a new
track record for USAC National Sprint Cars at Millstream, which broke the 43-year-old mark of 17.941 set by Jac
Haudenschild in 1982. Moles’ 22nd career USAC National Sprint Car fast qualifying time moved him past A.J. Foyt and into
a tie for 21st all-time with Steve Butler. During qualifying, 23 of the 24 drivers on hand were under the former track record.
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Furthermore, Justin Grant's time of 2:16.001 in his heat race victory set a new eight lap USAC National Sprint Car track
record at Millstream. That shattered Chet Johnson's 1982 time of 2:36.69 by an astounding 20 seconds.

Spectacular Seavey wins 3rd Straight USAC Sprintacular Race at Lincoln Park

Putnamville, Indiana (July 4, 2025)......... When it comes to Logan Seavey and the Sprintacular, it’s a match made in heaven.

After sweeping both nights of the event in 2024, Seavey continued his Sprintacular steamroll on Friday night at Putnamville,
Indiana’s Honest Abe Roofing Lincoln Park Speedway by scoring his third consecutive victory in the event aboard his Abacus
Racing/Mountain Mechanical Contractors — Indy Power Sports/DRC/Stanton Chevy.

Despite a 27th place qualifying run, starting ninth on the grid and falling back to 12th early in the going, the Sutter,
California racer persevered by picking his way through the field until finding his way into the lead on the 18th of 30 laps to
earn his third series victory of the USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship season.

For Seavey, it was quite an unfamiliar path on his way to his 27th career USAC National Sprint Car triumph, which tied Kyle
Cummins for 23rd place all-time. This time, the reigning series champion took the low road to reach his destination at the
5/16-mile dirt oval.

“I don’t know how many wins I’'ve gotten in my career, but there’s probably been less than three or four that I've won by
idling around the tires; it’s not my cup of tea,” Seavey recalled. “I lost a few on the start, but early, when those yellows
came out right before the leader got to the line, | knew it was helping me and wearing out the track without counting laps.”

While it hasn’t exactly been on par with their incredible and historic 2024 season, Seavey and Abacus’ 2025 campaign has
still been pretty solid, all things considered. Seavey ranks second in terms of most laps led in the series, but the wins
haven’t come in droves. This one was particularly rewarding, and it also made Seavey the first driver to win three features
in Sprintacular’s 11-year history.
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“We’ve sucked all year compared to how we ran last year,” Seavey admitted. “It hasn’t been up to any of our standards,
but we went to work and tried to make sure everything was back to square one and we did that tonight. Glad | could put
this thing in victory lane for these guys. They’ve been busting their butts. It's been hot and these guys have worked every
single race. We have the same guys for midgets and sprint cars, and they do them all. It’s been a lot of work these last few
weeks and we’ve got a lot more coming.”

Initially, Robert Ballou appeared to be the man on a mission as he ripped around front row occupants Hayden Reinbold
and Jadon Rogers in turn four on the opening lap from his fourth place starting position and quickly distanced himself from
the rest of the pack.

On the 16th lap, Jake Swanson flipped upside in turn two while running in the eighth position. After returning from the
Indy Metal Finishing Work Area, he restarted at the tail but managed only an 18th place finish at the checkered.

In time for the lap 16 restart just past the midway point, Seavey had already marched his way up to third. By the time the
top three hit the back straightaway, Seavey was making his move as he charged under Reinbold for second getting into
turn three. But as Seavey slid up to the middle of the surface, Reinbold turned down and drove under and past both Seavey
for second and the rim-riding Ballou for the lead at the exit of turn four.

Seavey successfully took the runner-up spot from Ballou a lap later on the 17th circuit. One more lap later, Seavey had
found the lead after Reinbold slipped off the bottom, which allowed Seavey to race on by heading down the back straight
on lap 18.

“My car just kept getting better and better and they really got racing from like third through eighth,” Seavey said. “I feel
like | passed them in two or three laps when | finally committed to the bottom, which is something I’'ve never done before.
Usually, I'm the second or third one to find the bottom and then I’'m stuck in line. It’s weird to be the one leading on the
bottom.”

Series point leader Kyle Cummins moved ahead of Ballou for third on lap 19, and with four to go, 11th starting Ricky Lewis
had surged into third around Ballou. With three laps remaining, Ballou and Mitchel Moles were battling wheel-to-wheel
for the fifth spot when the two locked wheels while battling for the same piece of real estate on the bottom of turn two.
The resulting contact sent Ballou into a 360 degree spin in the infield. Ballou was able to keep his car rolling but, by rule,
was required to restart at the tail and ultimately finished 22nd after leading a race high 15 laps.

From his vantage point on the ensuing restart, Seavey saw and felt the strong presence of Reinbold right within arm’s
length, knowing any misstep could be his downfall.

“Hayden was all over me at the end,” Seavey explained. “I did everything to keep him behind me. | could run the bottom
really well in three and four, so | kept sliding myself. | knew if | screwed up at any point, he was going to get by. | committed
at the end there just to really protect and not slip off the bottom.”

The plan came to fruition as Seavey crossed the line 1.132 seconds ahead at the checkered flag in front of a wild scramble
off the final turn which saw Reinbold take second, Lewis third, Moles fourth and Shane Cottle fifth after starting back in
15th.

Prior to Friday night, USAC National Sprint Car Rookie Hayden Reinbold’s best career series finish was a seventh at Williams
Grove in June. At Lincoln Park, the Gilbert, Arizona native looked every bit the part of a veteran as he led two laps and
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finished a career best second. Even more impressive was the fact that it was his first race back after enduring a massive
flip last Sunday at Millstream and required the use of a new racecar. For all those things and more, Reinbold was chosen
as the recipient of the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Ricky Lewis (Camarillo, California) also posted his best career USAC National Sprint Car result of third after making a late
surge from his 11th place starting position. That proved to be the USAC CRA Sprint Car point leader’s first career podium
result with the national series, surpassing a pair of fourth place finishes at Bloomington and Circle City in 2024.

With his sixth place finish, Kyle Cummins set a brand new USAC National Sprint Car record. The result was his 22nd straight
top 10 to begin the 2025 series season, breaking the record of 21 straight to start a season set by C.J. Leary in 2019.

Justin Grant began the feature with his worst starting position of the year (18th). It didn't deter him too much as he
advanced 11 spots from his outside row nine starting spot to finish seventh and earn Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Daison Pursley set his 11th career USAC National Sprint Car fast qualifying time during Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying. That
tied him with Jim McWithey and George Snider for 50th place all-time.

Here’s Carson! Garrett Grabs USAC Sprint Win #1 at Lincoln Park

Putnamville, Indiana (July 5, 2025)......... Carson Garrett had to wait 96 career USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National
Championship feature starts for this very moment. A couple late cautions weren’t going to derail him in his pursuit of
victory.

The Littleton, Colorado racer finally broke through to become a first-time series winner during Saturday night’s $10,000-
to-win Sprintacular finale at Putnamville, Indiana’s Honest Abe Roofing Lincoln Park Speedway.

In a racelong duel alongside fellow first-time USAC winning hopeful Hayden Reinbold, Garrett fell in and out of the top spot
four different times before making the winning move with eight laps remaining, then survived multiple restart attempts
down the stretch at the wheel of his Epperson Racing/Epperson Painting — Sherwin Williams — BGE
Motorsports/DRC/Claxton Chevy.

The victory was also the first for longtime competitors Epperson Racing in USAC competition in nearly six seasons. Overall,
it’s the team’s third USAC score with a third different driver after previously capturing wins with Tyler Thomas at Kokomo
Speedway in 2018 and Shane Cottle at Gas City I1-69 Speedway in 2019.



2025]USACINATIONAL'SERINTICAR: SEASON REVIEW 4" USAC

RACING

Garrett joined the Epperson Racing team for a part-time schedule at the beginning of the 2025 season, and it has
admittedly been an up-and-down first half of the year. In four USAC attempts this year, they’ve made two feature starts
together and missed the main event on two other occasions. They took 10th at Lincoln Park in April and 21st in the
Sprintacular opener on Friday night.

However, when opportunity knocked on Saturday night, Garrett and Epperson were in position to make their mark. Despite
losing the lead to Reinbold on two different occasions throughout the 40-lap feature, they fought back each time to park
themselves in victory lane.

“We've struggled for quite a while this year,” Garrett admitted. “This means a lot to me and my family everyone who's
helped me along the way. | wouldn’t want to have anybody else here helping me out. It’s just awesome to put this thing in
victory lane.”

Garrett’s previous best USAC National Sprint Car result was a narrow second place finish by a mere .093 seconds to Mitchel
Moles at lllinois’ Macon Speedway in 2023. Starting from the outside of the front row on Saturday night, Garrett took
control early on to lead the initial 13 laps around the 5/16-mile dirt oval.

Early race contender, series point leader and April Lincoln Park USAC winner Kyle Cummins spun to a stop after contact
with Reinbold in turn three amid a battle for the second position. Later in the race, while running 13th on lap 30, Cummins
found himself turned around again after contact with Geoff Ensign.

Cummins ultimately finished 16th, thus ending his incredible USAC National Sprint Car record streak of 22 consecutive top
ten finishes to begin the season. Cummins broke the former record of 21 one night ago, which had been held by C.J. Leary
since 2019.

On the ensuing lap 14 restart, Reinbold churned the bottom of turns three and four to dig his way into the lead for the
second night in a row following a strong runner-up finish the night before. Kevin Thomas Jr., meanwhile, was also on the
move as he dipped under Robert Ballou for third on lap 19.

Firmly established in their respective grooves, Reinbold occupied the low line around the infield tires while Garrett cruised
the high line. On lap 25, Garrett used the momentum off the top rope to surge ahead of Reinbold to reassume the point
by a two car length margin at the stripe.

The first red flag of the feature was displayed following contact between Robert Ballou and Daison Pursley in the battle for
eighth. Pursley got the worst end of the ordeal as he flipped upside down atop the turn two cushion while Ballou continued
on. After repairs in the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area, Pursley restarted at the tail and finished 12th.

On the 32nd circuit, Reinbold found a second wind and tip-toed the bottom to perfection in turns three and four while
Garrett briefly stumbled atop Lincoln Park’s famous monster of a cushion, which allowed Reinbold to bolt back ahead to
the front with less than 10 laps remaining.

“When | lost the lead, | was just trying not to make a mistake,” Garrett told. “A couple times, | bobbled over the cushion,
and | don’t really have experience running a cushion this big.”

But Garrett wasn’t about to throw in the towel anytime soon. Two laps after losing grip of the lead, Garrett put together
two of his best latter race laps in succession to roll by Reinbold for the top spot once more on the 34th go around. Behind
him, a lap later, Kevin Thomas Jr. took two on the back straight to charge from fourth to second past C.J. Leary and then
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Reinbold. Leary later fell victim to a flat right rear tire during the waning laps, dropping him to 11th in the final running
order.

A duo of stoppages followed, first on lap 39 for first-time USAC feature starter Austin Nigh (21st) who spun to a stop in turn
three. Upon the restart, just as Garrett was one turn away from finishing the deal off, the red flag was displayed for 11th
running Ensign who flipped wildly down the back straightaway.

The agonizing anticipation for multiple restarts, plus a red flag period, had Garrett analyzing how he was going to manage
the next restart which would decide the race’s fate.

“l didn’t want to give it up on the bottom,” Garrett explained. “It’s so hard to run the top and you have fast guys who are
wanting the same thing as you. We had caution after caution, and I've lost several races coming down to the last laps.
Having a caution just kills you mentally and you have to try to boost yourself up to say you can do it and keep running
where you are because they’re going to try to run something different and try to pass you.”

Garrett stuck to his guns, stuck to his line and it worked out in his favor. Two smooth laps later on the top side, Garrett was
a first-time USAC feature winner by a 0.569 second margin over Kevin Thomas Jr., Logan Seavey and Hayden Reinbold with
Robert Ballou rounding out the top five.

With his triumph, Garrett became the initial first-time USAC National Sprint Car winner of the 2025 season. He’s the first
to break through for his first career USAC National Sprint Car victory since Briggs Danner in June of 2024 at Pennsylvania’s
Grandview Speedway. Furthermore, Garrett is just the third driver overall to win his first career USAC National Sprint Car
feature at Lincoln Park, joining Kelly Kinser (1983) and Chad Boespflug (2013).

Shane Cottle advanced from 24th to 10th to earn a $150 bonus for Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors. Additionally,
Cottle added another $200 as the Sprintacular Parallax Group Passing Master after passing 29 cars over the span of the
two-night event at Lincoln Park.

Cale Coons made his first career USAC National Sprint Car feature start a memorable one. Starting 12th, he picked his way
to a sixth place finish to earn the Inferno Armor USA Fire Move of the Night.

Whether it was in Sprint Cars or Midgets, never before had Kale Drake set fast qualifying time in his USAC career. He
changed that in Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying with a lap of 12.747 seconds.

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Kiss the Bricks! Grant Finds IMS Victory Lane Again at USAC Indiana Sprint Week Opener

Speedway, Indiana (July 24, 2025)......... Justin Grant continued his knack for winning at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway
by capturing the opening race of the 38th annual USAC NOS Energy Drink Indiana Sprint Week Presented by Honest Abe
Roofing on Thursday night at The Dirt Track at IMS.

Grant added his seventh USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship victory of the season and the 61st of his career
after also winning the USAC NOS Energy Drink Midget National Championship feature on the opening night of the BC39
Presented by Avanti Windows & Doors on July 1 at The Dirt Track.

Grant, from lone, California, now owns a total of four wins on the 1/5th mile dirt track inside turn three of the 2.5-mile
IMS oval, also winning a BC39 prelim and the following evening’s championship night feature in 2023.

“It’s the Indianapolis Motor Speedway,” Grant said. “I probably raced a little rougher than most of the sprint car guys like
to race, but | come in here off the BC39, and maybe old habits die hard. | want to win at this place.”

Grant, who started fifth in the 20-car field, took the lead for the first time and for good with 16 laps remaining in the 35-
lap feature. He earned $10,000 for the victory in his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink — TOPP Industries — LA
Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy.

Grant’s 61st career USAC National Sprint Car victory tied Brady Bacon for second place all-time on the series career win
list. It also puts Grant just one win behind Dave Darland for the all-time lead at 62 victories.

Logan Seavey finished second in the No. 57 Abacus Racing car, followed by pole sitter Robert Ballou in the No. 12 Ballou
Motorsports machine.

Ballou led the first 19 laps, but Grant used both the top and bottom grooves of the clay oval to climb from fifth to second.
With 16 laps to go, Grant used the high line in turns three and four to power past Ballou, whose car started to emit white
plumes of smoke from its left side.

Seavey passed Ballou for second on the next lap and set his sights on Grant. A three-car tangle in turn two triggered the
final caution of the feature race with nine laps to go.

Grant got a strong jump on the restart, pulling away slightly. But Seavey found grip and slid under Grant in turns one and
two to nose slightly ahead with eight laps remaining. However, Grant used the low line to quickly power ahead of Seavey
on the back straightaway and eased away over the final seven laps for the prestigious victory by a 1.479 second margin.

“It was really, really tough,” Grant said. “The pace was really fast, and the top was so fast you had to kind of make some
things happen there. I’'m sure | didn’t make too many friends, but | wanted to get down here to victory lane.

“I'love racing here. | think this little track is amazing. I'm the biggest hater of small racetracks in the world, and one of my
favorite ones is this one. It’s kind of funny. We've really come a long way on our short track stuff. I'm kind of a half-mile
kind of guy. Just super excited to be here.”
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On top of everything else, Grant made his 324th consecutive USAC National Sprint Car feature start on this night, tying him
with Chase Stockon for the longest streak all-time in series history. Furthermore, Grant’s victory was the 98th of his USAC
career across all divisions and is now just two away from becoming the eight driver to reach 100 or more USAC wins.

Grant also kicked off the night in Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying by establishing a new one-lap track record at The Dirt
Track at IMS with a lap of 12.039 seconds. His 38th career fast time in USAC National Sprint Car competition surpassed
Larry Dickson on the list and tied him with Levi Jones for seventh place all-time.

Trey Osborne was awesome on the way to his best career USAC National Sprint Car finish. Starting 18th, the 6’8" red head
affectionately known as "Tall" advanced 10 positions to finish eighth. That performance made him the Rod End Supply
Hard Charger.

Gunnar Setser rode the rim to the third and final transfer spot in his heat race. On the fourth and final turn of the 10th and
final lap, the USAC Rookie went top side to grab the spot in sensational fashion. For that run, he was honored with the
Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Additionally, five drivers earned $100 gift cards courtesy of The Hayloft: C.J. Leary, Gunnar Setser, Kake Drake, Harley Burns
and Carson Short. All five were the furthest starting back drivers who transferred through their heat race or semi-feature.

C.J. Leary overcame early mechanical woes to come away with a solid night by advancing from eighth to third in his heat
race to transfer his way into the feature where he started 15th and finished ninth. Making it even more impressive, it all
came after qualifying 35th out of 37 drivers, thus earning him The Hayloft Hard Work Award.

Only one driver got upside down during the night’s program. Justin Grant and Mitchel Moles made bumper-to-bumper
contact as Grant slid up in front of Moles in turn two amid their battle for the second spot on lap eight. The blink of an eye
later, fourth running Cummins ramped over Moles’ left side wheels and flipped over once.

Amid the melee, seventh place running Chase Stockon made what appeared to be slight contact with the tumbling
Cummins. That said, the contact was enough to create some pretty substantial damage, resulting in a couple of broken
bones in Stockon’s right hand.

The format for the event differed from the standard USAC National Sprint Car procedure. The driver lineup consisted of an
invitational field as determined by several distinct categories. 1) Finished inside the top 30 of the 2024 USAC National
Sprint Car standings. 2) Finished inside the top 30 of the 2024 USAC Indiana Sprint Week standings. 3) Ranked inside the
top 30 of the 2025 USAC National Sprint Car standings. 4) Ranked inside the top 10 of the 2025 Avanti Windows & Doors
USAC CRA Sprint Car standings. 5) Any currently active driver who has previously won an Indiana Sprint Week main event.

Furthermore, the IMS event paid 50 appearance points for all licensed drivers and entrants toward the season-long USAC
National Sprint Car standings. However, no points were offered toward the 2025 Indiana Sprint Week standings.

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Mad Man’s Back! Ballou Breaks Through for USAC ISW Win at Lincoln Park

Putnamville, Indiana (July 25, 2025)......... Robert Ballou ended a 14-plus month absence from USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car
National Championship victory lane during round two of USAC NOS Energy Drink Indiana Sprint Week Presented by Honest
Abe Roofing on Friday night at Honest Abe Roofing Lincoln Park Speedway.

Starting third, the Rocklin, California racer tracked down leader Justin Grant just after the midway point to take over the
lead and wheel his Ballou Motorsports/Suburban Subaru — Mountain Mechanical Contractors/DRC/Ott Chevy to his first
series victory since a photo finish triumph at Ohio’s Eldora Speedway in May of 2024.

It’s the third time Ballou has captured a USAC Indiana Sprint Week main event at Lincoln Park after previously doing so in
2014 and 2017. Overall, it’s Ballou’s 39th career USAC National Sprint Car feature victory, one behind Gary Bettenhausen
for 11th place all-time.

In a way, it was a bookend to his superb run during the USAC Sprintacular feature three weeks earlier on July 4 at Lincoln
Park where he led the initial 15 laps, then was involved in a late-race tangle that resulted in a spin and dropped him back
to a 22nd place finish.

On Thursday at The Dirt Track at Indianapolis Motor Speedway, Ballou led the first 19 laps before falling back to third at
the finish line while his engine billowed heavy smoke during the latter part of the race. On Friday night, Ballou paced the
final 15 laps of the 30-lap feature to conquer what has been a trying stretch en route to finally reaching USAC victory lane
once more.

“It’s pretty special,” Ballou said. “It’s been a trying season personally and racecar wise. Tonight, | was fortunate enough to
get three of my best buddies their first USAC national win as mechanics. This is a really difficult task. | have a big truck and
trailer, but | go to work every day, and I've got a lot of bills. We killed a motor last night, but luckily, we went last week and
picked up a couple from Don Ott.”

For Ballou, it’s his sixth career USAC Indiana Sprint Week victory and his first since the 2022 finale at Tri-State Speedway.
Half of those six have come at Lincoln Park where it all came to fruition on Friday night for the 2015 ISW champion.

“We know we’ve been fast,” Ballou reflected. “I've been working on my health and getting myself physically ready to do
battle, if you will. | have the least amount of help I've had all season. I’'m in the shop most days by myself in the evenings.
It gave me a lot of time to think and get my ducks in a row.”

As the feature field pushed off, Justin Grant set a new USAC National Sprint Car record with his 325th consecutive series
start which dates back to the beginning of the 2017 season, surpassing the former mark of 324 held by Chase Stockon.

Starting from the pole position, Grant quickly asserted himself as the initial one to beat. However, on the opening lap, the
yellow flag was displayed for series point leader and fifth place starting Kyle Cummins’ spin in turn four that collected
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Charles Davis Jr. (12th) who slammed into Cummins’ stopped racecar. Davis was able to continue on to finish 17th while
Cummins was finished for the night with a broken front axle and a season worst 26th place result.

Upon the restart, Grant took control of the lead while Ballou slotted into second. At first, Ballou was committed to the low
line before briefly testing the waters up top in his pursuit of Grant. That only lasted a lap or so before Ballou came back
down to the bottom and re-established his rhythm.

Traffic became the name of the game at the midway point. On lap 16, Grant became chocked up behind 20th running Kyle
Shipley in turn two. Unfettered, Ballou carried his momentum around the outside of Grant to claw his way into the lead
on the back straightaway.

Grant remained in close pursuit of Ballou until lap 20 when he and Briggs Danner locked wheels in turn two, sending Grant
spinning to a stop. Danner continued onward after getting the rear of his racecar airborne. Grant’s attempt to take victories
in each of the first two rounds of Indiana Sprint Week after winning 24 hours earlier at IMS came to a close, yet he still
managed to race his way back to a 12th place finish after restarting 19th.

Throughout the balance of the remaining 10 laps, Ballou continuously stretched out his lead over new second place
occupant Danner while only dealing with a slight bit of traffic that didn’t deter him on his mission.

Ballou crossed the finish line 0.802 seconds ahead of Briggs Danner with Kevin Thomas Jr. third, Brady Bacon fourth and
Logan Seavey fifth.

Jake Swanson advanced from his 15th starting spot to finish seventh in the feature. It was a solid bounce back performance
for the Anaheim, California driver after a crash the previous night at IMS. His plus-eight run earned him Rod End Supply
Hard Charger honors.

Kyle Shipley's evening started off well, then not so much, before salvaging his night with an excellent performance in his
heat race. First, he was forced into his backup car due to fueling issues on his primary car the prior night at IMS. Then, after
qualifying eighth in the 56-car field, his time was disallowed due to an illegal left rear tire. However, in his heat race, he
came back with a vengeance, racing from 11th to the fourth and final transfer spot. For all that, the Peoria, Arizona racer
earned both the ProSource Hard Work award and the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Brady Bacon was the fastest qualifier of the night in the Honest Abe Roofing session with a time of 12.471 seconds. It was
the 54th quick time of his career with the series, which ranks fifth all-time.

Overall, it’s Seavey’s fourth USAC National Sprint Car victory of the year, and 28th of his career, tying him with fellow series
champions Don Branson, A.J. Foyt, Levi Jones and J.J. Yeley for 19th place on the all-time series win list. Furthermore, it’s
Seavey’s eighth career Indiana Sprint Week main event score, which now ranks as the sixth most all-time.

Seavey’s latest performance also vaulted him from fifth to first in the $25,000-to-win USAC Indiana Sprint Week
championship standings where he now enjoys a slim two-point lead in his pursuit to repeat as an ISW champion.
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“This is really cool to get back to victory lane,” Seavey exclaimed. “I know this one means a lot to everybody. It means a lot
to me and our whole team. We've been turning around this season a lot lately. We were way behind but we’re digging
hard to get back up.”

The month of July has been a renaissance month for Seavey and his Abacus Racing/Mountain Mechanical — Droplight —
Elbrecht Concrete/DRC/Stanton Chevy. Together, they’ve posted finishes of 1st, 3rd, 2nd, 5th and 1st since July 4, the latter
three of which have come during Indiana Sprint Week.

“Overall, it’s just an unbelievable start to Sprint Week,” Seavey stated. “l couldn’t be happier to drive this thing. | dropped
a little bit of power there around halfway, but it didn’t really matter. | just held this thing to the floor and this Stanton
engine stayed together for me and we got the win.”

The event didn’t start off as hot as rain plagued the late afternoon hours, dumping quite a bit of precipitation on the
grounds and delaying the festivities for more than an hour before track activity began. When track activity finally got
underway, Seavey was fired up from the get-go, turning the top speed in Dirt Draft Hot Laps, then setting quick time in
Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying to get the ball rolling.

Initially, Mitchel Moles took control up front to lead the first eight laps from his pole starting position. However, fourth
starting Brady Bacon rose to the point on lap nine as he slid Moles in turn one. Robert Ballou followed suit and made a
similar maneuver to grab second from Moles on the very next lap in turn one.

Ballou, who started eighth on the grid, pointed his pursuit toward Bacon for the lead. In a span of five laps, this pair of all-
time USAC Sprint Car greats exchanged the top spot seven different times as they danced their machines in, out and
through traffic.

The seventh time was the charm for Ballou as he stuck the number one spot on lap 16, then swept up the high banks to
put Kayla Roell a lap down. Exiting turn two, Bacon’s momentum on the high side got hung up just enough to break his
stride, allowing the rapidly closing Seavey to blaze by Bacon down the back straight to slot into second just past the halfway
mark of the 30-lap event.

For Seavey, maintaining momentum in open air and through traffic is essential to any driver’s success at Lawrenceburg.

“It’s everything here,” Seavey explained. “You can get so much speed built up on the top. Then you could lose it with one
bad decision. Early, | made a couple of bad ones. Robert went by me, Justin went by me, and | was like seventh or eighth
in the first few laps. Once we got into traffic, it kind of turned into what you’d normally see in a wing race. Everyone started
losing momentum and | made a few good moves, and snuck by brady at the right time, then Robert hit the wall right in
front of me and gave me the lead.”

As Seavey foreshadowed, just two laps later, heartbreak struck Ballou as he snagged the turn one cushion with his right
rear tire, then slammed his right front wheel into the outside concrete wall where he ground to a halt on lap 18. Ballou’s
misfortune was Seavey’s good fortune as he became the new race leader with 13 laps to go.

“That was really it,” Seavey point blanked. “Once this thing’s out front, it’s going to be really hard to beat. This thing just
drives itself on the curb. Even down a little power, we were locked right in. | didn’t know what was going on behind us, but
| knew my car was driving really good.”
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On the ensuing restart, one of the most harrowing crashes of the year took place on the front straightaway involving each
of the top three drivers in the current USAC National Sprint Car point standings.

Coming back to green, third place running Grant’s front wheels got airborne as he hopped the turn four cushion and nosed
into the outside wall. As Grant ricocheted off the wall, his car performed a 180 degree turn. At that same moment, fourth
running Moles’ right rear tire ramped over Grant’s left rear, sending both drivers into a violent tumble. Moles helicoptered
over six times while Grant got t-boned by Kyle Cummins who was running sixth, which sent Grant’s car airborne before
flipping over five times. Cummins also toppled over following his contact with Grant.

In an accident that began with cars flipping at the exit of turn four, Grant and Moles landed very near the entry to turn one
three quarters of a full straight away from where it started. Moles was able to climb out and walk away while USAC point
leader Cummins was able to restart and finish 10th after his car was repaired in the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area.
However, Grant was helped out of his car and taken via ambulance to the hospital with the diagnosis being a broken left
foot.

Meanwhile, under the red flag, Ballou returned to the track and restarted at the tail of the field after his crew swapped
out the front axle. Up front, however, Seavey established his dominance as he quickly constructed a 1.5 second lead by lap
24. That’s when second running Bacon’s right rear tire shredded on the back straight to bring out the yellow flag. Bacon
restarted at the back and finished 14th after leading seven laps through the middle stages of the race.

Down the stretch, no one had anything for Seavey who crossed the line to complete the victory just as Ballou found trouble
once again in turns one and two, flipping over multiple times after working his way back to 12th. Ballou was ultimately
credited with a 17th place result.

Behind Seavey, Kale Drake made an impressive drive to take second ahead of Kevin Thomas Jr. in third, Briggs Danner in
fourth and Ricky Lewis in fifth.

Kale Drake’s ninth to second run proved to be his best career USAC National Sprint Car finish, surpassing his previous best
of fourth at Bloomington Speedway this past May.

Not only did Kevin Thomas Jr. race his way to a podium finish, he also did it by advancing nine spots from his 12th place
starting position to finish third and earn Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Kayla Roell was buried back in the 11th starting position in the semi-feature. But immediately, she went to work, passing
seven cars to grab the fourth and final transfer spot to make her way into the feature. That was more than good enough
to be the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Prior to his feature victory, Logan Seavey earned the 20th quick time of his USAC National Sprint Car career during Honest
Abe Roofing Qualifying. That tied him with series champions Jerry Coons Jr., Tony Elliott, and Roger McCluskey for 24th
place all-time.

Perfect Tuesday! Danner Sweeps Kokomo with Last Lap Pass for the Win

Kokomo, Indiana (July 29, 2025)......... From start to finish, Tuesday night at Kokomo Speedway couldn’t have gone anymore
perfectly for Briggs Danner.
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First, he turned the quickest time in Dirt Draft Hot Laps. He followed that up by posting quick time in Honest Abe Roofing
Qualifying. In his heat race, he charged from sixth to the win. As a grand finale, he stormed from sixth to first once again
to earn the feature victory.

Not only did the Allentown, Pennsylvania native win the thing, he completed a clean sweep of the evening in spectacular
fashion by erasing a half straightaway deficit in the final lap-and-a-half before making the winning move around the outside
of Robert Ballou in the fourth and final turn on the last lap to win by a mere two car lengths.

Danner’s triumph during round four of USAC NOS Energy Drink Indiana Sprint Week Presented by Honest Abe Roofing was
his first USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship feature victory of the year and the fourth of his career.

Furthermore, Danner’s second career USAC Indiana Sprint Week win elevated him to the top of the ISW standings with
four rounds remaining in his Hogue Racing Enterprises/E. Schneider & Sons — Aw Shucks Roasted Corn/DRC/Rider Chevy.

“What a racecar we had all night long,” Danner exclaimed. “I love this place, but it’s never treated me this good. It was fast
all night long and it felt super comfortable, and | could put it right where | wanted and where | needed to.”

Incredibly, Danner’s sweep of the entire night was the first such performance by a USAC National Sprint Car driver since
Kyle Cummins did it almost one year ago to the day at the very same event — Indiana Sprint Week at Kokomo Speedway.

“I just felt comfortable, and | just felt good,” Danner stated. “Everything opened up for me as far as far as holes go. | think
we were good enough to make that happen. | could move around when | needed to. | wanted to run the top of one and
two, but it was tough early on. Guys started entering high and drove down to the bottom and | couldn’t keep it going so |
had to move around. Qualifying is everything, but starting sixth, there are good cars you’ve got to pass.”

Chase Stockon led the initial nine laps from the pole position before third starting Robert Ballou raced by on the bottom
of turns three and four on the 10th lap, ultimately building a fairly commanding 1.3 second lead through traffic.

That said, Ballou’s advantage was erased after Kale Drake (13th) and Chelby Hinton (14th) got together in turn one on the
19th lap, forcing both Drake and Hinton to stop, necessitating the first yellow flag of the feature.

Meanwhile, for Danner, it was a steady rise through the field. He was up to fifth by lap five, to fourth on the eighth circuit
and third by the 13th lap. On the lap 20 restart, Danner showed a preview of what was to come as he sliced from third to
first on the back straightaway around the outside of Stockon and underneath Ballou in one fell swoop.

However, Ballou slid back under Danner off turn four to retain the lead, and moments later, Hunter Maddox, Logan
Calderwood, Hinton, and Drake all tangled and stopped in turn four to bring out the caution and negate Danner’s progress,
putting him back to third for the next try at a lap 20 restart. It was something Danner certainly didn’t want to see.

“I didn’t want to see that yellow come out,” Danner acknowledged. “I kind of showed Chase the top there. We were really
good everywhere and | feel like | could just get out by myself and get momentum going.”

Danner wasted no time getting to second again when the race got rolling again, this time going to the bottom on the back
straight as Stockon tested the high line. Over the next six laps, Danner and Stockon exchanged the second spot six different
times before Danner was finally able to clear him around the outside of turn four on lap 25. But there was still a lot of
ground to cover in a short period of time to reel in Ballou for the lead.
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“I was really good after that yellow,” Danner admitted. “I started to get a little antsy there and tried to push a little hard
and Chase got back by me. | know Robert is going to be one of the guys to beat here, and with him being out front, it made
it tough. If we hadn’t caught lapped traffic, | might’ve been able to get to him, but | don’t think I'd have been able to get
by him.”

Danner inched closer and closer to Ballou over the next five laps but still remained a half-straightaway back with two laps
to go. Danner slashed his way around the 1/4-mile dirt oval, and by the time the two took the white flag, the gap was a
mere 4.5 car lengths.

As Ballou entered turn one on the 30th and final lap, he encountered the 16th place running car of Drake. Ballou dove low
to discard of Drake while Danner pulled no punches by ripping the high line. Midway down the back straight, Ballou and
Danner simultaneously split around Drake. Even Steven through turns three and four, Danner emerged ahead of Ballou at
the exit of turn four, leading just the final half-straightaway to cross the line as the winner in dramatic fashion by a 0.196
second margin over Ballou.

Danner truly did it all on Tuesday, also earning Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors with his sixth to first run while also
grabbing the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

It was shattered dreams for Robert Ballou after leading 20 of the 30 laps on his way to a runner-up finish. Impressively,
he's now led laps in all four USAC Indiana Sprint Week features run thus far.

It was also a fine night for Chase Stockon after missing out in the most recent series race on Sunday at Lawrenceburg when
the team’s trailer door malfunctioned. On this night, he led the opening nine laps of the feature en route to a third place
result.

Hard work paid off for Martinsville, Indiana's Colin Parker as he made his first career USAC National Sprint Car feature start.
After qualifying 28th out of 46 drivers, he transferred through his heat to put it in the show. For that, he earned the
ProSource Hard Work Award.

After breaking his left foot in a crash two days earlier at Lawrenceburg Speedway, Justin Grant returned to action in a
muted form at Kokomo. After qualifying 25th, he opted not to compete in the heat races, admitting he was unable to get
comfortable with the brakes. Instead, he opted to use a provisional starting spot for the feature in order to gain last place
point toward the season long championship, then pulling off the track before the start.

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Finally! Leary Wins at Circle City for His First USAC Sprint Win in 17 Months

Indianapolis, Indiana (July 30, 2025)......... It'd seemingly been so long since C.J. Leary last won a USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car
National Championship feature event, in his words, he had to plug in the GPS for the directions to find his way to victory
lane.

After a winless drought with the series for the past 66 series events, the Greenfield, Indiana native found his way back to
the winner’s circle during Wednesday night’s USAC NOS Energy Drink Indiana Sprint Week Presented by Honest Abe
Roofing round at Circle City Raceway in Indianapolis.

Leary led all 30 laps but was forced to fend off another driver who was hungry for his first USAC National Sprint Car win of
the season as well, Mitchel Moles. Leary managed to do just that to prevail by a single car length over Moles to win his
first series race in 17 months, dating back to his February 2024 victory at Florida’s Ocala Speedway.

For C.J., it’s been a long time coming in his first year as the driver of the Team AZ-Curb-Agajanian Racing/Curb Records —
Kodiak Products — OakCraft/DRC/1-Way Chevy as he earned his second career USAC National Sprint Car win at Circle City,
and first since Indiana Sprint Week 2022.

Overall, it’s Leary’s 24th career USAC National Sprint Car score, which moves him past 1963 and 1966 series champion
Roger McCluskey for sole possession of 30th place on the all-time series win list.

“Hats off to this team,” Leary praised. “They’ve been working their butts off, and they’ve stuck with me. We've worked and
worked and worked and we’ve changed cars, motors, torsion bars and drivelines. We've really rebuilt this thing almost
every night and we’ve tried all kinds of stuff.”

Leary started the feature from the outside of the front row, and instantly secured grip of the top spot, building nearly a full
straightaway lead by the end of lap five over pole sitter Robert Ballou and the hard-charging Kyle Cummins who had made
his way into third and was challenging to the outside of Ballou for second.

But on lap seven, mayhem ensued midway down the back straightaway as Ballou’s right rear tire and Cummins’ left front
tire touched. The resulting contact dislodged Cummins’ left front tire while Ballou spun backward toward the outside turn
three wall, making very slight contact. Both drivers took a visit to the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area for repairs before
restarting at the tail of the field. Cummins wound up 11th at the finish line while Ballou crossed the stripe in 17th.

On the ensuing restart, Leary jetted out to a commanding advantage, once again constructing a full second lead within a
few laps of the race’s resumption as Moles slotted into second. With seven laps remaining, Moles was able to reel Leary in
to within a few car lengths, but a decisive move in turn four to put Charles Davis Jr. and Kyle Shipley a lap down netted
Leary a buffer of two cars between him and Moles with the laps winding down.

However, a lap 27 debris caution for a wheel cover laying on the track at the exit of turn four put a halt to Leary’s potential
breakaway while also taking lapped traffic out of the equation. That put the onus on Leary to decide his race’s fate with
four laps remaining.

“In lapped traffic, | made the crumbs work through the middle of three and four,” Leary explained. “I almost went to that
on the restart, but we’d been so good on the top, | didn’t want to abort what we’re doing. It was my race to lose. | don’t
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know if | wanted to see that last caution at the end. | thought | had a good rhythm and I'd been putting together really
good laps. (Without traffic), | felt like | was good, then | messed up coming to the white flag and almost threw the right
front into the wall. | thought | gave it away when | slid myself on both ends.”

On the final go around, Moles was directly on Leary’s rear bumper heading down the back straightaway one last time.
Moles, staying true to the high side, watched as Leary slid himself from the bottom of turn three to the top of turn four.
Moles countered at the exit of turn four to cut under Leary who was just a single car length ahead as he crossed under the
checkered flag 0.173 seconds ahead of Moles. Kevin Thomas Jr. took third with Shane Cottle making an incredible drive to
fourth as Logan Seavey rounded out the top-five.

Leary recalled his closest call of the USAC National Sprint Car season prior to Wednesday’s triumph. Back in February of
this year at Ocala, he was leading coming back to a green-white-checkered restart but was overtaken by Cummins for the
lead and the win. Leary was determined to not let history repeat itself once again.

“The last race we were in contention to win, there was a caution with a green-white-checkered, and | got complacent,
honestly,” Leary reflected. “It’s a sprint car race and you’ve got to run these things hard every lap. If you don’t do that, a
guy like Mitchel or Logan will be right there to pounce on you. We've been digging. It’s been a long season, and I've almost
forgotten where victory lane was.”

Mitchel Moles came within a whisker of earning his first USAC win of the season but came home as the runner-up. It's now
the fourth time he's finished in second place with the series this year.

In his five USAC Indiana Sprint Week feature starts this week, Kevin Thomas Jr. has finished 4th-3rd-3rd-6th-3rd. His latest
third place result now has him only seven points out of the ISW point lead in second place with three races to go.

Was there any doubt that Shane Cottle would move forward after starting 22nd in the feature? In the end, he advanced a
whopping 18 positions to finish fourth, equaling the biggest charge of the USAC National Sprint Car season thus far in 2025.
That earned him Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors for the evening.

Brandon Mattox overcame a 30th place qualifying run to race his way into the feature. That's the deepest in qualifying any
driver made it out successfully on this night at Circle City. He went on to finish third in his heat to make the main event and
pick up ProSource Hard Work honors.

James Turnbull Il made a solid first impression in his first USAC National Sprint Car feature start. He made the feature by
grabbing the final transfer spot in the semi-feature on the last corner of the last lap, then ran inside the top-five for a
portion of the first half of the feature for good measure. That made him the recipient of the Inferno Armor Fire Move of
the Night.

Logan Seavey collected his 21st career USAC National Sprint Car fast time during the Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying session.
That tied him with the great A.J. Foyt for 23rd place all-time in series history.

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Moose Crossing! Stockon Sprints to First USAC Win in 5 Years at Terre Haute

Terre Haute, Indiana (July 31, 2025)......... The Terre Haute Action Track has been home to many a great race and moment
over the past 70-plus seasons, and Chase Stockon’s stirring drive to victory on Thursday night certainly added to the 1/2-
mile dirt oval’s legendary lore.

Amid a racelong duel that saw Stockon and Robert Ballou officially exchange the lead on four occasions at the stripe and
countless more times unofficially, Stockon surged to the lead on the white flag lap, then survived a green-white-checkered
restart to earn his first USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship feature victory in nearly five years.

The Fort Branch, Indiana native’s score during USAC NOS Energy Drink Indiana Sprint Week Presented by Honest Abe
Roofing round six arrived after a span of 160 USAC National Sprint Car feature starts without a victory dating back to
September 2020.

In the process, Stockon provided longtime car owners Tom and Laurie Sertich’s Moose Racing team their first ever USAC
National Sprint Car victory. Sprint Car team owners on the west coast since 1994, the husband and wife duo migrated to
Indiana from their California home in recent years, hired Stockon to drive and have now been rewarded with the greatest
moment in their three-plus decade history in the sport.

Stockon also achieved his fourth career USAC National Sprint Car victory at Terre Haute and his 15th overall with the series,
tying Bobby East, Cory Kruseman and Brian Tyler for 41st place all-time. Stockon’s second career triumph in the Don Smith
Classic is also monumental as well as the former Terre Haute Action Track promoter and area businessman was
instrumental in the early years of Stockon’s budding racing career.

As if Stockon could do any more to add to his accolades, his latest victory on Thursday night also came in what was his
500th career USAC National Sprint Car start. He’s now one of four drivers to reach the mark, joining Dave Darland, Brady
Bacon and Robert Ballou.

To boot, Stockon won the race with a broken right hand suffered exactly one week earlier during a crash in the USAC
Indiana Sprint Week opener at The Dirt Track at Indianapolis Motor Speedway, and just five days removed from the
Lawrenceburg round where the team was pitted at the track, but unable to compete in the event due to an issue with the
trailer door.

It's been a whirlwind of an Indiana Sprint Week experience thus far for Stockon, Sertich and their Brown Brothers
Excavating — Dewig Meats — Lucas Qil/DRC/Kistler Chevy. But in the end, it all paid off in reigning victorious following one
of the all-time great races in Action Track history.

“This is awesome,” an elated Stockon exclaimed. “We’ve had a lot of speed, but we’ve fought through a lot of adversity
this year. This team has no quit in them. That’s all | can ask for. We’re definitely happy to be on the top step here and I'm
really blessed to drive this thing and give this team a little bit of a reward.”

At the start of the 30-lap main event, Indiana Sprint Week point leader and fifth place starting Briggs Danner was involved
in a tangle that saw him spin backwards in turn two. In attempting to escape the skirmish, Charles Davis Jr. (15th) was
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unable to avoid contact and flipped multiple times, ending his night just as it had begun. Danner was able to return from
the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area to finish 12th.

Starting on the pole position, Stockon controlled the pace to lead the initial 11 circuits. But after a turn four spin and stop
by Australian racer Travis Millar (17th), the ensuing lap 12 restart saw Ballou take advantage, driving under Stockon on the
back straight for the top spot.

By the 18th lap, Ballou had built his lead to more than two seconds over Stockon until 13th running Logan Calderwood
slowed to a halt on the front straight. The sequence erased Ballou’s commanding 2.873 second advantage and put Stockon
right back on Ballou’s rear bumper for the restart, and the two remained in close quarters for the remaining 12 laps.

“After Robert got by us there, | didn’t think I’d be able to throw anything at him,” Stockon admitted. “l wouldn’t say ‘win it
or wear it,’ but it was pretty damn close. | just kind of centered myself and said, ‘don’t make mistakes.””

The rejuvenated Stockon immediately demonstrated that he wasn’t going to fade away quietly into the night. He drove
deep into turn three and was able to pull even to the inside of Ballou on laps 20, 21, 22 and 23, each time getting closer
and closer to making the pass stick. On lap 24, Stockon was able to land the punch as he slid up in front of Ballou in turn
three to complete the pass and assume the race lead with only six laps remaining.

Just as Stockon refused to go away, Ballou was in the same boat. With four laps to go, Ballou rode the high line around the
outside of Stockon in turn four to complete the pass for the lead once more. The next time the duo hit the first turn on the
28th lap, Stockon slid across the nose of Ballou to retake the lead, but Ballou quickly countered the haymaker to go back
to the point for the moment.

With two to go, Stockon stuck the middle to low line perfectly, and stormed back past Ballou on the back straight to get to
the lead one more time. Side-by-side through turns three and four, the two drivers nearly grazed wheels as chief starter
Tom Hansing displayed the white flag from the flag stand. However, just as the front runners crossed under the white, 17th
running Joey Amantea spun to a stop at the pit entrance while trying to exit the track to the infield off turn four.

The stoppage necessitated a green-white-checkered finish, Under the yellow flag, the audible roar from the sizable crowd
overpowered the engine noise from the idling sprint cars, saluting the top-two for their highly memorable duel.

On the restart, however, Stockon put the kibosh on prolonging the duel as he pulled away from Ballou with perfect
precision over the final two laps to cross under the checkered flag 1.564 seconds ahead of runner-up finisher Robert Ballou
while Kyle Cummins took third with C.J. Leary fourth and Jake Swanson fifth.

Throughout this magical night for Stockon, everything set up perfectly for him from the condition of the track surface
following nearly two inches of overnight rain to the setup implemented on the car. For Stockon, it couldn’t have been any
finer.

“I don’t understand why | like these fast, rough racetracks but | do,” Stockon acknowledged. “I felt the track go away more
than it did, so | convinced the team to tighten it up a little bit. She’s a little bit snug but | think the car was spot on.”

To add to the victory, Stockon was also the recipient of the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.
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Meanwhile, it was yet another terrific run by Robert Ballou who led 14 of the 31 laps en route to a second place result for
his fourth podium finish in six Indiana Sprint Week starts this week. Additionally, he’s led laps in five of the six features run
thus far this week.

For the second straight USAC Indiana Sprint Week round at Terre Haute, Kyle Cummins came home with a podium finish.
After scoring a third in 2024, he repeated the feat on Thursday while increasing his USAC National Sprint Car point lead to
a season high 211 markers.

Kayla Roell had a pretty solid Terre Haute USAC debut, winning the semi-feature, then bouncing back from a mechanical
issue early in the feature to advance from 22nd to finish 14th, which earned her Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Santa Rosa, California's Nate Schank qualified 26th out of 32 drivers, but in the semi-feature, he stood up in the seat to
matriculate from sixth to second to transfer into the feature. For his efforts, he was the recipient of the ProSource Hard
Work award.

Mitchel Moles recorded his 23rd career Fast Qualifying time in USAC National Sprint Car competition, equaling him with
National Sprint Car Hall of Fame inductee Jon Stanbrough for 20th place on the all-time list.

Seavey Wins Bloomington’s Sheldon Kinser Memorial, Surges to USAC ISW Pont Lead

Bloomington, Indiana (August 1, 2025)......... One year ago, Bloomington Speedway proved to be the most burdensome of
tracks Logan Seavey faced en route to the USAC Indiana Sprint Week championship.

This year, the very same red clay 1/4-mile oval may prove to be the catalyst for a second consecutive title as the Sutter,
California driver scored the victory in Friday night’s edition of the Sheldon Kinser Memorial, which has ascended him to
the top of the standings of the 38th USAC NOS Energy Drink Indiana Sprint Week Presented by Honest Abe Roofing.

After getting upside down in the feature during the 2024 round of ISW at Bloomington, this time, Seavey pounced to the
front of the field on lap 10 after trouble befell racelong leader C.J. Leary. From there, it was pretty much smooth sailing for
Seavey who led the final 20 laps to ensure his status as the first multi-time winner of the week after also winning the
previous Sunday at Lawrenceburg Speedway.

Seavey’s latest score was his fifth of the USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship season and the 29th of his career,
moving him into sole possession of 19th place all-time, surpassing the total of fellow series champions Don Branson, A.J.
Foyt, Levi Jones and J.J. Yeley.

Furthermore, Seavey’s ninth career Indiana Sprint Week score moved him into the top-five all-time, equaling J.J. Yeley for
fifth on the list.

Seavey leapfrogged challenger Kevin Thomas Jr. in the Indiana Sprint Week standings after Thomas held a two-point lead
entering Bloomington. On Friday night, while Seavey was celebrating victory, he could look over his shoulder and see
Thomas standing right beside him as the second place finisher.

Now Seavey possesses a slim four point advantage over Thomas entering the ISW finale this Saturday night at Tri-State
Speedway in Haubstadt, Indiana, leaving little separation and minimal room for error. For Seavey, Bloomington was an
error free endeavor this time around.

“Going into the last night with the lead, | can’t complain too much,” Seavey said. “These guys have been busting their butts
for me. We've had some good runs, and I've complained a lot on our mediocre nights, and they don’t give up on me. I'm
glad we could reward them tonight.”
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On a date exactly 37 years to the day since three-time USAC National Sprint Car champion Sheldon Kinser’s 1988 passing,
Seavey started sixth on the grid in the event that bore Kinser’s name in one of the longest running traditions on the Indiana
sprint car scene dating back to its inaugural edition in 1989.

Earlier in the evening, Seavey tallied his third Honest Abe Roofing Fast Qualifying time of Indiana Sprint Week 2025, which
earned him a $600 reward. Throughout the past week, Seavey has pocketed a total of $1200 just through his qualifying
efforts during ISW. Overall, it was Seavey’s 22nd career USAC National Sprint Car fast qualifying time, tying him with Steve
Butler for 22nd place all-time.

Seavey quickly found the low line to his liking as he surged up through the field to fourth by lap one, to third by lap five
and to second past Chance Crum by lap six. Meanwhile, Leary had established the lead from his pole starting position,
running the top while Seavey settled onto the road less traveled around the bottom.

“I was actually surprised how many guys bailed on the bottom of one and two early because there was so much grip down
there,” Seavey stated. “The top was a little greasy in three and four early and then it cleaned up and it was the place to be
until maybe the last two or three laps. | was just so good on the bottom of one and two, | didn’t want to mess with my car.”

That said, when Leary saw Seavey poke the nose of his car underneath him entering turn three, Leary threw a change-up
and briefly took the low line away from Seavey. Reacting in a moment’s notice, Seavey stepped up a lane or two to peek
around the outside of Leary in turn two. At the same moment, Leary’s right rear tire began to rapidly deflate, and as he
entered turn three, his car drifted up the racetrack, allowing Seavey to dive under to take the top spot for good off the exit
of turn four.

Leary returned to the lineup with fresh rubber after a caution allowed his team to swap the tire out in the Indy Metal
Finishing Work Area. All in all, Leary wound up with an 11th place finish after restarting on the tail.

Meanwhile, Seavey and his Abacus Racing/Mountain Mechanical — Droplight — Elbrecht Concrete/DRC/Stanton Chevy took
complete control while the jockeying for position raged on behind him. Thomas took over third on the ensuing lap 12
restart around the outside of Moles in turn four.

On the 14th lap, the red flag was displayed for Robert Ballou who had advanced from 17th to eighth before clipping an
infield tire in turn two, which sent him flipping over nose-to-tail three times into the infield grass. Ballou climbed out and
walked away following the wild ride.

From there on, Seavey pushed onward as his pursuers were unable to mount a major challenge down the stretch, steadily
increasing his lead to nearly two seconds in the waning laps while also trying to keep up with the ever changing surface of
the racetrack.

“I didn’t really know where | needed to be,” Seavey admitted. “I was actually really good through the middle of one and
two and that helped me down the back stretch, but | would’ve hated to give up on the bottom and let somebody go by
me. It’s just so hard when you’re leading and the track changes like that.

It was really slick, and you have to keep an eye on your wheel spin and try to keep up on the adjustments in the car,” Seavey
continued. “Luckily, we were able to adjust so many, it really makes it fun as a driver. You can keep yourself dialed in all
race. My guys did such a good job. | really didn’t do much there at the end. | was starting to get a little free, but | knew |
couldn’t get too tight in those holes through three and four.”
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Without much in the way of traffic in his path, Seavey had free reign as he crossed under the checkered flag as the winner,
1.556 seconds in front of runner-up Kevin Thomas Jr. with Chance Crum third, Mitchel Moles fourth and Kyle Cummins
rounding out the top-five.

Kevin Thomas Jr. (Cullman, Alabama) brought home another solid finish this week with a second, which is also where he
resides in the point standings going into Saturday’s round eight of eight.

For third place finisher Chance Crum (Snohomish, Washington), it was a career best night in USAC National Sprint Car
competition. In 21 career series starts, his best previous result had been a ninth at Circle City Raceway in 2024. His latest
performance was worthy of the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

After wall contact in qualifying, Briggs Danner (Allentown, Pennsylvania) had to dig deep from his 31st place qualifying run.
He advanced from seventh to fourth to transfer through his heat. Then in the A-Main, he passed 11 more to move from
his 23rd starting spot to finish 12th, thus earning Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

It was hard work from dusk till dawn for Charles Davis Jr. (Buckeye, Arizona). A flip at Terre Haute during the previous
night’s feature required him and the team to rebuild and regroup in time for Bloomington. He hustled in his heat, then got
rolling in the semi to grab the final transfer spot on the last lap. That earned him the ProSource Hard Work award.

KTJ Wins the Battle & The War, Takes USAC ISW Title with Tri-State Triumph

Haubstadt, Indiana (August 2, 2025)......... Kevin Thomas Jr. captured both the battle and the war during Saturday night’s
USAC NOS Energy Drink Indiana Sprint Week Presented by Honest Abe Roofing finale at Haubstadt’s Tri-State Speedway.

As it turned out, the Cullman, Alabama racer was faced with fending off the same driver, Logan Seavey, to accomplish both
goals in pursuit of the feature victory and the 38th annual Indiana Sprint Week championship.

Thomas checked both off the list in one fell swoop as he led the remaining 21 circuits of the 31-lap feature to earn the
victory while also accruing enough points to surpass Seavey and become a three-time ISW titlist, following previous crowns
in 2017 and 2021.

He's also the first driver in 12 seasons, since Bryan Clauson in 2013, to walk off with both a victory during the final race of
Indiana Sprint Week and the ISW championship trophy in hand.
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In achieving his record extending ninth career USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship feature victory at Tri-State,
Thomas notched his 47th career series victory, surpassing Jack Hewitt and moving himself into a tie with Tracy Hines for
fifth place on the all-time win list.

Additionally, Thomas provided car owner Hank Byram of Rock Steady Racing his first Indiana Sprint Week championship
after a quarter century of trying. For Byram and his No. 3R team, it was their 33rd career USAC National Sprint Car feature
victory, tied for 12th most all-time in series history. At the end of the night, Byram was grinning from ear-to-ear in the seat
of the traditional custom-made rocker that is annually awarded by John Youngs of Vincennes, Indiana to the Indiana Sprint
Week entrant champion.

For his efforts, Thomas pocketed $33,000 on the night between his $8,000 for winning the feature to go along with a
$25,000 payday for his Indiana Sprint Week championship, which he now owns three of. He’s now one of only three drivers
to capture three or more ISW titles along with four-time champs Kevin Thomas (no relation) and Levi Jones along with
fellow three-timer Dave Darland.

“My team did a great job with the racecar,” Thomas praised. “From IMS on, | don’t think we ran off the podium but maybe
three times (in eight races). We've been really working all year. We struggled for the first half of the year but these guys,
they just don’t quit. They kept trying and trying and trying until we finally found something. | spoke on it probably a month
and a half ago. That just transformed into this week, and we got good at the right time.”

Thomas was seemingly a man on a mission from the get-go on Saturday night, nearly maximizing every opportunity on the
board, garnering 83 of the maximum 84 points available throughout the evening. Trailing Seavey by four markers going
into the event, Thomas gained five via qualifying second quickest to leapfrog ahead of Seavey in the standings by one.
Thomas then advanced from sixth to first to win his heat and gain eight more points, two more than Seavey added in his
third place heat race run.

Entering the final feature of the 38th edition of Indiana Sprint Week, Thomas’ lead in the series stood at three over Seavey.
For all intents and purposes, the objective for Thomas was to finish ahead of Seavey and the points would take care of
itself.

As the wheelman of the Rock Steady Racing/Inferno Armor — Lucas Oil Center — Creative Finishing/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy,
Thomas started his race from the fifth position while fellow title contender Seavey lined up 13th on the grid.

Meanwhile, outside front row starter Briggs Danner possessed an outside chance of claiming the title, needing to win the
feature and also have Thomas and Seavey both finish 20th or worse in order to have an opportunity. Danner did his part
in the early stages of the race by pacing the field for the initial 10 laps while facing a challenge from Jadon Rogers and
being closed in on by Thomas who had slotted into third.

By lap 11, traffic loomed for Danner up front. While he worked on trying to find his way around the 22nd place car driven
by Rookie Eli Wilhelmus, Thomas had disposed of Rogers for second with an inside move along turns one and two. By the
time Thomas reached turns three and four a half lap later, he was right on Danner’s back bumper for the lead. Finding an
opening on the bottom, Thomas used Wilhelmus as a pick with Danner getting pinned behind him while Thomas shot
underneath to lead at the stripe by a half car length over Danner while Rogers moved ahead of Danner on the 14th lap.

At the halfway mark, Seavey was still mired in 10th, 30 points out of contention for the ISW crown while Thomas was
enjoying his ride at the front of the pack. Suddenly, Thomas had company in the form of Robert Ballou who slid up in front
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of Danner off turn four for the third spot on lap 20. Three trips around the 1/4-mile dirt oval later, Ballou took second from
Rogers with a back straightaway pass for the runner-up spot on lap 23.

With four laps to go, Thomas was in complete control with an eight car length advantage ahead of Ballou. Behind him, the
battle for fourth was getting hot and heavy between Danner, Mitchel Moles and the surging Seavey. But as Danner
attempted to slide Moles for the spot in turn one, his rear wheels locked up directly in front of Moles. As Moles whoa’d up
on the binders, he subsequently tapped Danner’s rear bumper, refiring Danner’s car, while Moles became a casualty
himself, gliding to a halt to bring out the yellow on lap 27.

Now, Seavey suddenly found himself in fifth, and over the next couple of laps following the restart, he charged past Danner
then Rogers to climb his way into third. A caution for a 360 degree spin performed by Kayla Roell necessitated a caution
on the final lap and halted Thomas’ beeline to the finish line.

Seavey was positioned in third behind Thomas and Ballou for the first green-white-checkered attempt, which spelled doom
for Ballou who dramatically slowed due to a lack of fuel on the white flag lap. Behind him, a calamity ensued as drivers
scattered to avoid contact with Ballou’s sputtering machine. Danner (5th) first got into the back of Ballou and spun to a
stop in turn four. Several more drivers became entangled in the web, including Carson Short (11th), Hayden Reinbold
(12th), Chase Stockon (16th) and Kendall Ruble (20th), all of whom also stopped on the course.

Ballou, meanwhile, pulled off toward the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area, which moved Seavey up a spot to second right
behind Thomas with two laps remaining coming back to green. At that point, the picture became crystal clear. Between
Thomas and Seavey, whoever finished ahead of the other was going to be the Indiana Sprint Week champion. That certainly
caught the attention of Thomas.

“I was feeling good, but | kept seeing that 57 (of Seavey) up on the board,” Thomas noticed. “l was like, ‘I better not screw
this up.” He kept me honest. | was glad to do battle with him all week. He’s one of my better friends, so | knew that whenever
| saw Ballou roll into the work area, | was pretty nervous, but nervous is good. Nervous is pressure and you deserve it if
you put yourself in that spot.”

Thomas staved off the pressure and kept his cool on the lap 29 restart, plus the final pair of tours around Tri-State to beat
Seavey to the line for the win and the Indiana Sprint Week championship by 0.839 seconds and six points, respectively.
Rogers finished third while C.J. Leary took fourth and Kyle Cummins rounded out the top-five.

Over the course of his USAC National Sprint Car career at Tri-State, Thomas had won the annual Haubstadt Hustler on five
occasions and the Spring Showdown three different times. That said, in 14 previous tries, he had never won the Indiana
Sprint Week round at the track, finishing a best of second in 2015-2017-2021. That all changed on Saturday night.

While Seavey came up just one position and six points short of becoming the first back-to-back Indiana Sprint Week
champion since Bryan Clauson in 2013-2014, he did make an all-out effort in advancing from 13th to second to earn Rod
End Supply Hard Charger honors. He also grabbed the Indiana Sprint Week Parallax Group Passing Master title after passing
52 cars throughout the eight race series.

Jadon Rogers returned to action following a six-race suspension by USAC for a tire infraction. In doing so, he came back
strong in turning in his best career Indiana Sprint Week finish at The Class Track by rounding out the podium with a third
place result.
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It was a historical night for Kayla Roell as she became the first woman to win a USAC National Sprint Car heat race. She
followed that up with the best feature finish by a woman in series history with a 9th despite a late race spin. Couple all
that together, her performance proved to be the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Kentucky's Collin Ambrose raced his way into the final transfer spot in the semi-feature, which forwarded him to his first
USAC National Sprint Car feature start since 2022, making him the evening’s ProSource Hard Work award winner.

Mitchel Moles notched the 24th career Honest Abe Roofing Fast Qualifying time of his USAC National Sprint Car career,
tying him with USAC champions Gary Bettenhausen and J.J. Yeley for 18th place all-time. For his qualifying efforts, Moles
banked $400 with a 13.340 second run to extend his series lead in the qualifying department to nine fast times thus far in
2025.

Banner Night for Danner! Briggs Bags Kokomo Smackdown Opener

Kokomo, Indiana (August 21, 2025)......... Just a little over three weeks ago, Briggs Danner was enjoying the spoils of victory
from his first career triumph at Indiana’s Kokomo Speedway.

Twenty-four days later, the Allentown, Pennsylvania native was standing in the very same spot in Kokomo’s winner’s circle.
This time, however, he was celebrating his first career Elliott’s Custom Trailers & Carts Sprint Car Smackdown score.

Danner’s Smackdown opening night performance on Thursday marked his second USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National
Championship main event win of the season in his Hogue Racing Enterprises/E. Schneider & Sons — Aw Shucks Roasted
Corn/DRC/Rider Chevy.

Both of Danner’s 2025 USAC Sprint Car wins have now come at the 1/4-mile dirt oval located in the north central region
of the Hoosier state, and both came in similarly dramatic fashion. Whereas July’s Kokomo victory came on a last lap, last
turn pass, this time, Danner got the job done a bit earlier. By one single lap.

After officially exchanging the lead three different times throughout the final 14 circuits of the 30-lap feature, Danner took
the lead from series point Kyle Cummins on the white flag lap of Thursday’s feature, then held Cummins off for the final
two trips to earn his fifth career USAC National Sprint Car win.

Danner noted the similarities of his past two Kokomo wins right down to the track conditions, which the team studied in
order to make a few quick, but crucial alterations just prior to pushing off for the main.

“Early on, it really looked like the track was going to be pretty similar,” Danner explained. “l was watching the semi-feature
and it was changing a lot, so we thrashed to make little adjustments just to keep up a little bit.”

Starting fourth, Danner had his work cut out for him behind the front row of C.J. Leary and Jake Swanson and alongside
fellow row two occupant Mitchel Moles. On the opening lap, Leary jutted out to the lead, while Moles scooted into second
under Swanson as Danner took lay of the land in fourth.
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As Leary, Moles and Swanson all scurried along the bottom and middle of turns one and two on lap two, Danner took
himself an entire lane higher. Running right on the wall, Danner powered past both Swanson and Moles to go from fourth
to second in one fell swoop. By lap four, Danner had muscled the lead away from Leary as he rode the high line to the front
off turn four, exactly where he wanted to be.

“I knew | wanted to get to the top,” Danner declared. “It was tough to run, although it was easy when | could run behind
C.J. and Jake and kind of gauge where | needed to be. Then | got up front. It’s just hard to judge how hard you can run it
in. You can get screwed up from there. This place is all about momentum.

Nearing halfway, lapped traffic loomed large. Cummins took advantage and overtook Leary to slip into second on lap 12.
On lap 15, Cummins had gotten right to the back bumper of Danner just as a tangle ensued behind them. Fourth running
Swanson saw his night come to an abrupt halt when Joey Amantea (24th), Todd Hobson (25th) and Brandon Mattox (26th)
all tangled in front of him between turns three and four. Swanson’s front end was knocked out in the melee, which also
knocked him out of the race with an undesirable 25th place result.

With the traffic cleared out for the front runners, the game was afoot between Danner and Cummins. First, Cummins slid
Danner for the top spot in turn one on lap 17, but Danner answered the challenge by racing back by on the back
straightaway to reassume his place at the head of the pack. However, the relentless Cummins charged back by a lap later
utilizing the very same maneuver, but this time it paid off as Cummins cleared Danner in turns one and two and set salil
with a mere 12 laps remaining.

That said, Danner never strayed too far away over the next seven laps while Cummins held command. As Cummins entered
turn one on lap 25, his right rear tire dug in, snapping his front wheels to the right. Danner capitalized by driving past to
take over the lead with five laps remaining.

Thirteenth running Jadon Rogers’ stopped car in turn two on the following lap brought out the yellow flag and allowed a
chance for both Danner and Cummins to take a deep breath and organize their thoughts and plan of attack for the final
five lap sprint.

On the lap 26 resumption, Cummins slid past Danner for the number one spot in the first turn. Danner countered and
drove back past Cummins to retain the lead briefly as Danner beat Cummins to the line by about a millimeter or seven.
Like déja vu all over again, Cummins delivered another slide job on Danner on lap 27 in turn one, but this time it stuck.

Danner reloaded and took the high line once more in order to built up his momentum. When Danner got right to the tail
tank of Cummins on the back straight, the two flip-flopped lines with Danner perusing the bottom as Cummins looked to
gain traction up top.

“I knew Kyle was coming,” Danner acknowledged. “l saw him keep poking his nose in. To be able to move around at the
end was a key for sure. He was definitely better on the bottom. | had to get a couple of laps going to get to the top there,
and luckily, it worked out.”

Narrowly missing out on the lead on lap 28 by a hair, Danner strolled the bottom into turns one and two as Cummins
snagged the cushion with his right rear tire, thus opening up just enough a gap for Danner to shoot away and negate
Cummins one last opportunity at chasing him down with only two laps to go.
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“| feel like there’s so much you can do at this place to make up for where you’re lacking speed as a driver and try to get
better than the guy in front of you to make a move on him,” Danner demonstrated. “It felt good to be able to race Kyle
there at the end instead of just running away with it. He was obviously good enough to get by us and | just had to regroup
and gather myself back together and stay calm.”

Danner crossed the line 0.339 seconds ahead of Cummins at the finish line while C.J. Leary rounded out the podium in
third as Mitchel Moles took fourth and Moles’ Reinbold-Underwood Motorsports teammate Hayden Reinbold completed
the top-five.

Ricky Lewis racked up a couple of awards by going +11 in the feature after advancing from his 24th starting spot to finish
13th, which earned him Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors. Lewis also made the feature after qualifying 50th out of the
54 drivers on hand, which made him the night’s ProSource Hard Work award recipient.

It was an excellent night for Mr. Burns! Harley Burns captured the fourth and final transfer spot of the semi-feature, which
scored him a right rear courtesy of Hoosier Tire. After coming home 12th in the feature, Burns pocketed another bonus as
the Jeff’s Jam-It-In Storage Top Finishing Kokomo regular.

It was a solid debut for Cale Coons. He was the top finishing Smackdown Rookie of the night presented by Crume-Evans
Insurance, crossing the finish line in 14th. Furthermore, Coons was the second best finishing Kokomo regular, awarded by
Jeff’s Jam-It-In Storage.

Cheers for the Aussie! Clyde, Victoria's Todd Hobson hustled in his heat race to make the feature by traveling +5 from ninth
to fourth to transfer his way into the main event, which proved to be the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Despite seven series wins on the USAC National Sprint Car trail this year, it wasn’t until the 32nd event of the 2025 season
on Thursday night when Kyle Cummins grabbed his first Honest Abe Roofing Fast Qualifying award of the year. His 18th
career fast time with the series tied 1960-1961-1962 USAC Sprint Car champion Parnelli Jones for 29th place on the all-
time list.

The 54 cars and drivers on hand for Thursday’s race was a new Smackdown record, surpassing the pervious mark of 50
which competed on the opening night of the event in 2024.

Thursday night also marked the 100th USAC national event promoted by the O’Connor family, who have been at the helm
of Kokomo Speedway for the past two decades. They’ve become just the eighth race organizer to reach the 100+ mark.

KTJ Fridays! Thomas Continues Winning Trend on Night #2 of Kokomo’s Smackdown

Kokomo, Indiana (August 22, 2025)......... Thank God it’s Friday!

It’s unknown if Kevin Thomas Jr. has eaten at a TGl Friday’s or watched ABC’s primetime television programming block, but
you could almost hear those words emanating from him as soon as he rolled into Indiana’s Kokomo Speedway on Friday
night.

After winning the Friday portion of the Elliott’s Custom Trailers & Carts Sprint Car Smackdown in 2021, 2022 and 2024, the
Cullman, Alabama racer added yet another one after leading all 30 laps at the 1/4-mile dirt oval in his Rock Steady
Racing/Inferno Armor — Lucas Oil Center — Creative Finishing/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy.

“It’s another Friday night win; | wish | was this good on Saturday,” Thomas Jr. quipped. “This is great for these guys,
bouncing back from last night where we weren’t the best, but not the worst, then coming out tonight with a lights out
racecar.”

Thomas carved out a not-too-shabby 13th to sixth run in Thursday’s Smackdown opener but is certainly more at home in
victory lane where he’s now notched four USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship feature victories on the 2025
season.

His 48th and latest series triumph was yet another milestone in his career as he surpassed Tracy Hines for sole possession
of fifth on the all-time series win list.

It’s KTJ's sixth career Smackdown main event victory (second all-time behind Justin Grant’s nine), which now includes five
prelim scores and one championship back in 2016. Furthermore, Thomas’ seventh career USAC National Sprint Car win at
Kokomo ranks fourth all-time behind only Justin Grant (11), Dave Darland (9) and Tony Elliott (8).

Thomas started from the pole position and immediately established his command over outside front row starter Kyle
Cummins. Meanwhile, Grant was on the move early as he climbed past Cale Coons on the eighth lap, then dove under
previous night’s winner Briggs Danner in turn three on lap 10 to take over occupation of third.

Just as the front runners were headed for lapped traffic, caution fell over the speedway on lap 12 as Clinton Boyles rolled
to a stop just a lap or two after enduring an extreme bike over in turns three and four. After starting ninth on the grid,
Boyles had worked his way up to seventh, ending a solid run with a 25th place result for the driver filling in for the injured
Robert Ballou.
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On the lap 13 restart, Danner stumbled off the exit of turn two and Coons ably took advantage by driving underneath
Danner to take over the fourth spot behind the top-three triumvirate of Thomas, Cummins and Grant.

With 10 laps remaining, traffic was once again in play for the leaders. Cummins was able to close to within a car length of
Thomas as the pair weaved their way past the duo of Matt Westfall and Kyle Shipley, putting them a lap down in the
process.

Yet, Cummins was unable to draw any closer than that as Thomas continued to hammer a path through the back of the
field, successfully placing the lapped cars of Rylan Gray and Chelby Hinton between himself and Cummins entering turn
three with chief starter Mark Orr’s white flag set to fly moments later.

“| felt good, like | put enough cars in between myself and Kyle,” Thomas said. “I felt like | got through there well enough
that if somebody was right on me, it was going to be tough to maneuver by both the lapped cars and me.”

But the best-laid plans of mice and men doesn't necessarily ensure success as eighth running Danner slowed with a flat
right rear tire which relegated him to a 19th place finish. In turn, the yellow flag was displayed on the 29th circuit, thus
setting up a green-white-checkered finish.

Despite the interruption, Thomas remained confident with a clear track ahead of him and equipped with a Tim Spindler-
wrenched set up. He even spotted a face in the crowd delivering instructions to second running Cummins.

“I saw his crew guy pointing him here on one caution, and on the next caution, was pointing him there,” Thomas recalled.
“But | was lucky enough that | could see the dirt and have lane choice wherever | wanted to go. Being able to see where
people were running was kind of a dead giveaway. You could see it dusted up in some spots and clean in others. | felt
comfortable around there and | never felt any pressure to that point, so | wasn’t going to change. But | know that once
that 3p gets wound up around the top, it’s probably game over for a lot of us. | just stayed true to what got us there and
then ran 30 good ones.”

At the conclusion, Thomas ran two great ones to clinch the victory by a 0.711 second margin over Kyle Cummins who
finished as the runner-up for the second night in a row at Kokomo. Justin Grant was incredible once more as he finished
third despite nursing a broken left foot which required him to use crutches just to be able to get on the stage for the
podium finishers photo. Cale Coons collected a career best fourth while Jake Swanson rounded out the top-five with a
bounce back performance after being an innocent victim in a crash 24 hours earlier while running fourth.

It was a mega night for Cale Coons, who raced to a career best USAC National Sprint Car finish of fourth in just his fourth
career series start. In turn, he was named the Smackdown Rookie of the Race courtesy of Crume-Evans Insurance.
Additionally, he picked up accolades as the Jeff's Jam-It-In Storage top Kokomo regular.

Shane Cottle was on the move, picking up eight spots in the feature to advance from 23rd to 15th, which proved to be the
biggest surge of the night. That earned him Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Matt Westfall muscled his way into the feature lineup following a distant 30th place qualifying run out of the 53 cars on
hand for the event. For his performance, the Ohioan picked up the ProSource Hard Work award.

Hayden Reinbold collected some fresh rubber after he raced to the fourth and final transfer spot in the semi-feature. That
earned the Arizonan a new right rear from Hoosier Tire.
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Briggs Danner's evening didn't unfold exactly how he wanted it to with a flat tire late in the feature. Nonetheless, in his
heat race, he made the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night with an electrifying move, splitting between two cars to
advance from sixth to fourth on the final lap to grab the last transfer spot.

Mitchel Moles collected his 10th Honest Abe Roofing Fast Qualifying award of the USAC National Sprint Car season, just
the eighth occasion in the 70-year history of the series that a driver has reached double figures in that department: Kevin
Thomas Jr. (15 in 2018), Tom Bigelow (14 in 1978), C.J. Leary (12 in 2022), C.J. Leary (11 in 2019), Rich Vogler (10th in 1989),
Bryan Clauson (10 in 2012), and C.J. Leary (10 in 2024). On top of that, Moles’ 25th career fast time with the series moved
him to 18th place all-time, just ahead of series champs Gary Bettenhausen and J.J. Yeley.

The eight drivers who accumulated the most points throughout the first two nights of Smackdown are locked into
Saturday's King of the Hill and into the first four rows of the $30,000-to-win feature: Kyle Cummins, C.J. Leary, Justin Grant,
Kevin Thomas Jr., Mitchel Moles, Briggs Danner, Kale Drake and Logan Seavey.

Miraculous! Broken Foot Can’t Stop Grant from Drama-Filled Smackdown Win #5

Kokomo, Indiana (August 23, 2025)......... Just a few short days ago, Justin Grant wasn’t even planning to compete during
Elliott’s Custom Trailers & Carts Sprint Car Smackdown XIV at Indiana’s Kokomo Speedway.

On Saturday night, the lone, California native not only competed, but also pulled off one of the most miraculous and
dramatic victories in USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship history as he became the first five-time Smackdown
champion.
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Borrowing a line from famed baseball announcer Vin Scully, “in a year that has been so improbable, the impossible has
happened.”

For you see, just 27 days ago, Grant broke his left foot in a harrowing accident down the front straightaway at Lawrenceburg
Speedway. Saddled with a boot strapped to his left leg and a carefully devised metal contraption connected to his foot in
order to operate the brake pedal in his modified cockpit area, the pain, at times, was downright unbearable.

Somehow, through it all, with a shattered left foot and a heavy right foot, Grant mustered the energy to work his way from
the fifth starting position before taking over the lead on the white flag lap after near racelong leader Briggs Danner
collected the turn two wall amid a side-by-side battle for the top spot.

When all was said and done, Grant even found the strength to perform a cage stand atop his TOPP Motorsports/NOS
Energy Drink — TOPP Industries — LA Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy in victory lane.

“I wasn’t planning on running this week; | didn’t think | could do it,” Grant revealed after collecting $31,000 for his score.
“We talked about it and decided to come up Thursday to at least make an attempt and see if | felt competitive. We just
kept getting more and more comfortable and getting the car more comfortable for me. We were working on setups, so
that | could drive it a little bit differently. | had to change my driving style a fair bit.”

To add on to everything else, Grant’s victory was his 62nd in USAC National Sprint Car competition, which tied Dave Darland
for the number one spot on the all-time series feature win list.

“It’s incredible,” Grant exclaimed. “There’s just so much tonight. Tying Dave for all-time wins is incredible. Just to be here
racing is incredible. Tonight is special. | can’t believe we were good enough to win. I’'m just so, so excited to win this. |
almost can’t believe it. | was wanting to do a couple of donuts just so | could have time to stop crying on the cool down

lap.

Grant’s Smackdown championship night triumph was his fifth overall, but also his third-in-a-row, which tied Darland in
another category. Darland and Grant are now the only two drivers to win the event in three consecutive years after Darland
achieved the feat in 2013-2014-2015.

It all seemed impossible just a short time ago as Grant was laid up in the hospital with his toes above his nose. Almost from
the moment the incident occurred, Grant’s prevailing thought turned to how quickly he could be back in the seat of a
racecar. Perhaps Saturday’s heroics on the 1/4-mile dirt oval were unlikely, but as Grant explained, his wife, Ashley, was
one who never doubted him in his ambition to defy the odds.

“She’s the only one who never doubted that I'd be back in a racecar,” Grant said. “We were there in the hospital that night
and she’s telling the doctors, ‘he’s going to race tomorrow, so you better figure something out.’

While Grant did return to racing less than 48 hours later in late July’s USAC Indiana Sprint Week round at Kokomo, Grant
didn’t quite feel comfortable. He hot lapped and qualified but did not partake in the remainder of the racing program.
Over the next four successive nights, he opted to sit out in order to recover and recuperate before making his way back to
the racetrack in subsequent USAC Silver Crown starts, incredibly finishing second at Salem Speedway and fourth at the
Illinois State Fairgrounds.

But as everyone has learned through this process, never count out JG.
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“I'min a lot of pain,” Grant stated point blank. “If there was any way | could be at this event and put on a show, it’s what |
was going to do. | didn’t know if | could run this weekend, so | went ahead and made sure my Thursday hot laps were as
exciting as they could be in case that’s all | did. | love being here; | love racing, and I’'m just happy to be doing it.”

Grant’s good friend, eight time USAC Silver Crown champion Kody Swanson, suffered a severe left foot injury in December
2023, and went through the trials and tribulations of dealing with everything it entailed in the short term and the long
term, and was there to lend advice and a helping hand toward Grant’s own recovery.

“I've got to thank my good friend, Kody Swanson, for getting me hooked up with my surgeon,” Grant praised. “He smashed
his foot bad and got me dialed in with the best surgeon in town. He got me a leg pillow, a shower chair, a pair of crutches
and sent me on my way. He’s been giving me advice from when he broke his foot and has been coaching me through this
whole deal”

Despite clutching his crutches away from the racecar, when Grant slid into his racecar, he looked every bit the part of his
regular ol’ self. While Grant rolled off the grid from the inside of the fifth row, it was pole sitter C.J. Leary who commanded
the first three circuits of the 40-lapper. Earlier in the evening, Leary captured his second career King of the Hill title (2022
& 2025) to earn the coveted P1 spot.

However, the man on the move was fourth starting Danner who went topside to third around Mitchel Moles on the opening
lap, then to second using the high line to zip past Kyle Cummins on the second go around. By lap four, Danner had the lead
in his grasp as he shot to the inside of Leary to become the new race leader.

Meanwhile, Grant had steadily picked his way to third around the outside of Moles on lap 20, then took the second spot
from Logan Seavey on the back straight on lap 25 through a flock of lapped traffic.

By then, however, Danner’s lead stood at a whopping six seconds. But all that would soon be chipped away with 10 laps
remaining when Danner tangled with the 12th place car of Hayden Reinbold in turns three and four. The contact
subsequently knocked the front end out on Reinbold’s machine, which necessitated a caution when Reinbold came to a
halt. An a result, Danner’s titanic lead was erased, and consequently, put Grant right on Danner’s rear bumper for the
restart.

That said, everything Grant threw at the lead, Danner was able to successfully thwart. Grant first slid Danner in turn one
on the lap 31 resumption, but couldn’t make it stick, and it also briefly proved costly as Seavey capitalized and gained
second from Grant and stayed there for laps 31-32.

Once Grant regained second from Seavey on the 33rd lap, he reloaded and refired with a turn one slider on lap 31 to no
avail as Danner kept his foot on the pedal to motor on by. On lap 37, Grant slid all the way across the nose of Danner in
turns one and two, but Danner answered with a counter measure to race back underneath and reobtain the top spot.

As the front two took the white flag, Grant fired one more shot as he slid to the inside alongside Danner in turns one and
two. Without warning, Danner’s right rear tire caught the cushion, whipped his car to the right, ramped up the outside
wall and flipped over, ending hid winning bid in the blink of an eye.

Despite the heartbreaking end, Danner still walked away with a nice $24,000 payday for his efforts. With each lap led
paying $500 apiece, Danner’s 35 trips up front earned him $17,500 in lap leader money alone to go alongside $1500 for
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his 20th place result. Plus, Schroeder Torsion Bars even threw another $5,000 into his pocket for a hard luck award. On his
walk back to the pits, Danner received a raucous standing ovation from the back straightaway grandstand crowd.

“Briggs is a heck of a racecar driver,” Grant stated. “If | wasn’t able to win tonight, | was pulling for him because he’s been
running this place right and doing a really good job. | like those kind of guys.”

With the green-white-checker restart extending the race to 41 laps, Grant was superb for the final two circuits to close out
a 0.608 second margin of victory over Kyle Cummins who got by Seavey with two laps left to finish in the runner-up spot
for the third-straight night at Kokomo. Seavey took third ahead of Leary in fourth with Friday night prelim winner Kevin
Thomas Jr. rounding out the top-five.

Grant positioned himself to pounce at the end, and it all paid off for his eighth win of the 2025 USAC National Sprint Car
season and his 99th career USAC feature victory across all divisions. That said, this one may very well be his finest work
yet.

“I was running this 4 car as hard as | could,” Grant explained. “There about halfway, | just had no energy. It’s kind of the
biggest issue right now. | was just falling out of the seat the last half. | said, ‘well we’re not running for points,’ and the only
reason I’'m going to come here is if | felt like | could win. | had a shot to win there, so | hung it to the floor pan and tried to
make it happen.”

Further accolades went to Cale Coons who was mightily impressive in his Smackdown debut. By finishing 10th, he earned
$1,000 as the Crume-Evans Insurance Smackdown Rookie of the Year. He also picked up $250 as the Jeff's Jam-It-In Storage
top Kokomo Speedway regular.

Ricky Lewis earned an extra $500 as the Smackdown Parallax Group Passing Master. Throughout the three events this
weekend at Kokomo, Lewis passed a total of 29 cars.

It was a total team effort for Chase Stockon and Tom & Laurie Sertich’s Moose Racing team. Forced to make extensive
repairs after a lap three incident that required their car to be taken away on the hook, the team thrashed to get back on
track. Stockon restarted at the tail of the field in the 23rd position and raced his way back to finish seventh. That proved
to be the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Clinton Boyles got acclimated quite well in his role as a super sub filling in for Robert Ballou who is currently sidelined with
a back injury. In his first Smackdown championship night start in five years, Boyles advanced 11 spots, starting 19th and
finishing eighth to pick up Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Kobe Simpson is a hard-working man, and thus, collected a bonus Benjamin Franklin in the process. After two nights of
near misses in qualifying for the feature, the Texan finally cracked the Smackdown feature lineup where he advanced from
23rd to finish 15th. As a result, he was the recipient of the ProSource Hard Work award.

Rylan Gray raced his way into his first career Smackdown championship night feature. Earlier in the evening, Gray lost the
last transfer spot with two laps to go, then gained it back on the final lap to make his way into the main event. With that,
he earned a fresh right rear from Hoosier Tire as did C-Main winner Brayden Clark.

Most importantly, $158,543.07 was raised throughout Smackdown weekend with 100 percent of the proceeds going to
Riley’s Children Hospital in order to fight childhood cancer. Money was raised through the tireless efforts of Melinda
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Stanbrough and others, who organized several charitable events in recent days at Kokomo Speedway, including a karaoke
contest, a kickball game and a racing memorabilia auction.

Smackdown Parallax Group Passing Master: Ricky Lewis

Redemption Song! Opportunity Knocks, Danner Delivers at Tri-City

Granite City, lllinois (September 5, 2025)......... Briggs Danner and Hogue Racing Enterprises were counting down the days
until they could get their chance at redemption on Friday night at Tri-City Speedway in Granite City, Illinois.

Just 13 days earlier, the Allentown, Pennsylvania driver’s wall contact and subsequent flip on the final lap of Sprint Car
Smackdown XIV at Indiana’s Kokomo Speedway resulted in heartbreak that weighed heavily on their minds until they got
a crack at their next opportunity.

When opportunity knocked, Danner answered at Tri-City. Starting fourth in the 30-lap feature, Danner tracked down Kyle
Cummins for the lead on the 14th circuit, then ran away from the pack to earn his third USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National
Championship victory of the season in his E. Schneider & Sons — Aw Shucks Roasted Corn/DRC/Rider Chevy.

“I've got to thank Tim (Hogue) and Tyler; this one’s for them,” Danner said. “They put a lot of work in after Kokomo, and
we've just tried to forget about it and move on. Tonight made that a little easier.”

In what was the first visit by the USAC Sprint Cars to Tri-City’s 3/8-mile dirt oval since 2019, for both Danner and Hogue, it
was the first time they’d ever laid eyes on the joint.
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“It's awesome,” Danner exclaimed. “It’s a place we’ve never been to and it’s really cool traveling to these new places and
running well. | knew right from qualifying it was going to be pretty sweet. | wasn’t quite sure what the track was going to
do there during the feature after a little bit of track work. | felt like it started to clean off in some spots but it was so dirty,
it was hard to hit. So | kept running where | felt good.”

Danner’s sixth career USAC National Sprint Car triumph moved him into 76th place all-time alongside the likes of Emerson
Axsom, Chad Boespflug, Kevin Briscoe, Shane Cottle, Jac Haudenschild, Jason McCord, Jan Opperman, Tom Sneva, George
Snider, Jake Swanson and Dick Tobias.

Initially, it was front row counterparts Chase Stockon and Kyle Cummins who shared the lead for the first half of the event.
Stockon paced the field for the first three laps before Cummins slid up across Stockon’s nose in turns one and two on the
fourth lap to move to the top of the pylon. Danner followed suit moments later and ripped around the outside of Stockon
to grab second.

On the 12th lap, the front three of Cummins, Danner and Stockon all found themselves in the thick of lapped traffic. Fourth
running Justin Grant had just entered the fray in turn three when, suddenly, 20th running Dakota Earls spun directly in
front of him, backed into the outside wall and performed a cartwheel before landing back on his wheels. Earls was okay.
Grant, meanwhile, narrowly escaped contact and continued onward.

With traffic cleared out of the equation, the leaders were free to roam and duke it out themselves. Cummins successfully
thwarted off Danner for the first two laps following the restart. That said, once Danner got wound up, he was ready to
pounce. Utilizing a big run down the back straight, Danner slid Cummins for the top spot on the entry into turn three.
Cummins attempted to retaliate a half lap later in turn one, but didn’t have enough oomph to clear Danner, and instead,
fell into line as Danner raced away in the nighttime horizon.

Danner almost instantaneously pushed his lead to a full two seconds over Cummins. That said, traffic became sort of a
nightmare down the stretch with cars racing three-wide and sliding each other on both ends of the racetrack. All the while,
Danner was just trying to solve the jigsaw without getting caught up in any of it.

“It was tough,” Danner admitted. “I didn’t feel like | could enter good while following somebody. The bottom was just so
slow to try to slide somebody unless you got a run, so | lost a lot of ground trying to slide guys and not clearing them. Then
| got a stretch of six or seven lapped cars in a row. You don’t want to wreck yourself and you don’t want to wreck other
guys, but you’ve got to do what you’ve got to do to stay out front. Guys like Kyle, Chase and Justin, they’re definitely
coming.”

Despite that trio making a beeline for the front, they still didn’t have quite enough to reach Danner, although they made
it somewhat close. In the end, Danner crossed the line 0.562 seconds ahead of Kyle Cummins who finished as the runner-
up for the fourth consecutive race. Chase Stockon solidly finished third while Justin Grant had another fine showing despite
his broken left foot to score fourth while Mario Clouser rounded out the top-five.

In fact, in Clouser’s first 59 career USAC National Sprint Car starts, he had never once cracked the top-five. This time around,
he changed all that by tallying a fifth place result in what was his first USAC Sprint Car start of the year. That earned the
Auburn, lllinois racer the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.
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Cale Coons continues to impress. In making just his seventh career USAC National Sprint Car appearance, he started 14th
in the feature and raced his way up eight spots to a sixth place result and Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors. Overall,
it’s already his third series finish inside the top-six this season.

Justin Grant sure got off on the right foot at Tri-City. He delivered a new one-lap USAC National Sprint Car track record,
setting the new standard of 14.002 seconds in Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying. That shattered the former mark of 14.316,
set by Kevin Thomas Jr. in 2019. For Grant, it was his fifth fast qualifying time this season and the 39th of his USAC National
Sprint Car career, moving him ahead of five-time series champion Levi Jones and into sole possession of seventh place on
the all-time list.

63! Grant Becomes USAC Sprints’ All-Time Win King in Wheatland

Wheatland, Missouri (September 6, 2025)......... One man now stands alone at the top of the USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car
National Championship career win list. That’s Justin Grant.

On Saturday night at Wheatland, Missouri’s Lucas Oil Speedway, Grant captured his 63rd career series victory to become
the winningest driver in the history of USAC National Sprint Car racing, surpassing Dave Darland’s mark of 62.

Furthermore, the lone, California native’s triumph was the 100th win of his USAC career across all divisions, national and
regional. He's just the eighth driver to reach that mark, a list that includes the likes of Rich Vogler (171), A.J. Foyt (162),
Sleepy Tripp (161), Mel Kenyon (131), Dave Darland (115), Bryan Clauson (112), Damion Gardner (106) and now Justin
Grant (100).

On this occasion, the fourth place starting Grant was on a roll right from the start as he charged into second on the first
lap, then chased down Wesley Smith for the lead on lap eight. From there, he fended off repeated challenges from Jake
Swanson down the stretch to record his series-leading ninth win of the USAC National Sprint Car season, and the 14th
across all USAC national series in 2025, also tops among all drivers.
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Oh, and lest we mention, he achieved these milestones while nursing a broken left foot suffered a little over a month ago
while wearing a hard cast and hobbling on a pair of crutches to and from his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink — TOPP
Industries — LA Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy, if you haven’t heard.

“l absolutely love driving sprint cars, particularly non-wing sprint cars. | love USAC. | love everything about what we do,”
Grant said. “To be the all-time winner is just absolutely incredible. I've poured my life into this sport and into this discipline
while trying to get better and better and better at it.”

From the time Grant first jumped into a sprint car back in 2009, he was fast. Impressively, he’s won his 63 USAC National
Sprint Car races for just three car owners: TOPP Motorsports (55), Sam McGhee Motorsports (5) and Mark Hery (3). As
Grant looked back on all the car owners he’s raced for over the years, he was appreciative of the opportunities that got
him to where he stands today — on top of the of the all-time list.

“There’s so many people who make it possible for me to win these races,” Grant reminisced. “All the way back to Ken
Baldwin, the first guy who hired me to go racing, and Mark Hery who stuck with me for years and years and years and let
me tear up a lot of equipment, and we won some races together.”

With Kevin Birchmeier’s TOPP Motorsports outfit, Grant has been a mainstay as the team’s driver dating back to the
beginning of the 2018 season. Together, they’ve accumulated more wins than any other driver/entrant combo in USAC
National Sprint Car history. Together, they’ve obliterated the record books.

“Kevin Birchmeier, I've driven for him for eight seasons now and we’ve been through some really high highs and some
really low lows together and | wouldn’t be here if it wasn’t for him,” Grant explained. “He supports me 100 percent. When
we're struggling, he’s the guy cheerleading and picking us up. That’s rare in a car owner.”

Grant is relatively fresh off a Sprint Car Smackdown victory at Indiana’s Kokomo Speedway 14 days earlier, a score that tied
Dave Darland atop the winners’ list at 62. When Grant was rising up the ranks as the young upstart, he was consistently
battling the legendary veteran, Darland, tooth and nail on the USAC trail. In fact, when Darland tied Tom Bigelow’s then
record of 52 series wins at Kokomo in 2014, he passed Grant for the win late in the going to get the job done. It was one
of the finest rivalries of its time, and the respect Grant has for Darland has only continued to grow over the years.

“It almost felt more special to tie Dave Darland than it does to pass him,” Grant admitted. “He’s an absolute legend and a
hero and | shared something on Facebook today about him going into the Indiana Sports Hall of Fame. | wanted to make
note that we’re all now reaping the benefits of the things that guys like Dave Darland did for our sport. When | moved to
Indiana, these guys were racing for $3,000-to-win every night and $10,000 to win the championship that they had to split
with the car owner. Now, thanks to guys like Dave, we race for big money and we get to make a living doing this. | support
a family by doing this, and it’s really, really special to get to do that.”

Turning the wrenches on the TOPP No. 4 is Jeff Walker, a man who has been immensely instrumental to Grant throughout
the years, dating back to their first meeting in 2009, a time in which Grant recalled his humble beginnings as a teenager
migrating from the west coast to the Midwest to pursue his racing dreams.

“Jeff told me | could move to Indiana and go racing with him and just live with him and work on his cars,” Grant reflected.
“That was an incredible opportunity for me. | was so excited to go do it for the summer. | liked it so much, | just never went
home. Jeff ended up being the first guy to let me drive a 410 sprint car and we’ve known each other now for years and
years and years, and he’s always helped me. Even when we weren’t racing together, he’s helped me a lot.”
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Walker reunited with Grant during a particularly rough patch during the midsummer of 2023, and the team jelled enough
over the forthcoming months to capture the USAC National Sprint Car title. Two years later, they’re still winning, and that
means the world to Grant.

“To do this now over the last couple of years, and to go racing with Jeff again is really, really special. To break this record
with him and to have the success that we’re having, it feels full circle and I’'m really happy with the way it’s worked out.
You couldn’t have drawn the whole thing up any better.”

In the race itself, Grant crossed the finish line 0.789 seconds ahead of runner-up Jake Swanson while Wyatt Burks came
home third ahead of Mitchel Moles in fourth and Logan Seavey in fifth in the Rod End Supply Diamond Dirt Duel at Lucas
Oil Speedway’s 3/8-mile, which was the second ever USAC National Sprint Car event held at the track, and the first since
2006.

Interestingly enough, it was a Jeff Walker owned and wrenched car that owned the one-lap track record entering Saturday’s
event, a 15.159 second lap set by Brady Bacon 19 years earlier. Logan Seavey was quick to erase that from the record books
as he stopped the clock with a 14.928 in Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying. The 23rd fast time of Seavey’s career moved him
into a tie with Jon Stanbrough for 21st place all-time.

In his first 22 USAC National Sprint Car starts, Wyatt Burks had never finished better than eighth. On Saturday, the plumber
by trade from Topeka, Kansas finished third for his best career series result. That performance earned him the Inferno
Armor Fire Move of the Night.

Jack Wagner made his first USAC National Sprint Car start in five years a good one. On Saturday, the Lone Jack, Missouri
racer went +9 from his 20th starting spot to finish 11th and collect Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

On a night of broken records, Gunnar Setser notched one of his own. The Columbus, Indiana native set a new eight-lap
USAC National Sprint Car track record in the process of his heat race victory. His time of 2:04.188 surpassed the former
record of 2:06.26 held by Bryan Clauson since 2006.

Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night: Wyatt Burks
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Castaway! It’s Win 64 & Counting for Grant at Circle City

Indianapolis, Indiana (September 12, 2025)......... In his first race as USAC AMSOIL National Sprint Car racing’s career win
king, Justin Grant performed an encore performance on Friday night during the third running of the Ashlea Albertson
Memorial at Indianapolis, Indiana’s Circle City Raceway.

One week after surpassing Dave Darland at the top of the list with series victory number 63, the lone, California native
added one more to the record book with triumph number 64 in his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink — TOPP Industries
— LA Poly/Maxim/Kistler Chevy.

Starting third, Grant raced his way into the lead by lap nine, then led five laps before relinquishing the top spot momentarily
to Gunnar Setser. Two laps later, Grant fought his way back to the front, then led the remaining 15 circuits of the 30-lapper
to earn his first career win at the 1/4-mile dirt oval.

Circle City hasn’t been all that kind to Grant over the years. In 10 career series starts at CCR, he held an uncharacteristically
subpar average finish of 12.1. Furthermore, his 10th victory of the 2025 USAC National Sprint Car campaign is the second
time he’s reached double figures in a single season.

“This car has been so, so good lately; it’s been so fun,” Grant complimented. “We usually dread coming to Circle City. |
didn’t think we’d ever win a race here. But we found some things earlier this year here, and then at The Dirt Track at
Indianapolis Motor Speedway, we were really good and | feel like it’s a really similar surface to here.”

In fact, he’s just the third driver in series history to have multiple seasons of 10 or more USAC National Sprint Car victories:
Larry Dickson (1968 & 1970), Pancho Carter (1976 & 1977) and Justin Grant (2023 & 2025).

Grant was sporting a bit of a different look at Circle City. After a crash at Indiana’s Lawrenceburg Speedway a month-and-
a-half ago, he was fitted with a hard cast to assist in the healing process of his broken left foot. Although still hobbling
around with the aid of a pair of crutches, Grant was sans cast for the first time since late July.

“I was able to get out of my cast this week,” Grant revealed. “l thought my foot wasn’t hurting, but once | got it out of the
cast, it was hurting again. | felt like this one would’ve been tough in the cast. When | could be 75 percent in the brake pedal
and 100 percent in the throttle pedal smashing around Kokomo, | could do that. Being 20 percent in both of them was
really, really hard for me, which you had to do a lot of here tonight.”

Setser, who made his USAC National Sprint Car debut in this very race at this track one year ago, shuffled out to the initial
lead from his pole starting position. Entering the first turn on the opening lap, outside front row starter Jake Swanson
snagged the cushion with his right rear tire, which whiplashed the car around as he got back on the gas and motored away.

Swanson’s slight plight seemed to be a case of no harm, no foul after he drove around the outside of Setser for the lead in
turn two on the seventh lap. However, Swanson’s fun at the front came to an abrupt halt one lap later. As Swanson exited
turn four, his rear axle suddenly snapped. Swanson ultimately coasted to a stop at the end of the front straightaway, but
before coming to a rest, Grant nearly saw his night upended at that moment, getting airborne after ramping over Swanson’s
left rear wheel. Grant kept on keeping on while Swanson was done for the night with a 23rd place result.
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Swanson’s misfortune slotted Setser back into the lead. But just one lap after resuming, trouble unfolded in turn four as a
mechanism in Jadon Rogers’ steering malfunctioned, sending him straight across the racetrack and into Kayla Roell as the
two jockeyed for the 15th spot. After contact with Roell, Rogers flipped over, finishing his night for good.

Just prior to the red flag, both Grant and Kevin Thomas Jr. had slid their way into the top two spots past Setser in turns one
and two. But with the stoppage, the race reverted back to the last completed lap, thus sending Setser back to the front of
the line. One completed lap following the ensuing restart, Grant got enough momentum rolling on the high side to drive
by Setser and lead lap nine.

After a flurry of cautions, Grant altered his line on a restart just before midway after receiving a signal but then altered the
plan when it proved to be not as effective as what he was already doing.

“Anytime there’s a lane above (the cushion), Jeff Walker is standing over there in the pit stands going, ‘get above it buddy,’
so | thought I'd give it a try,” Grant explained. “l was kind of doing it in turns three and four in that little bit of a slick groove.
Then | got down in turns one and two and | felt like | was making better speed but | was getting more pressure from Mitchel
(Moles) and | was able to see the video board and could tell that | really wasn’t getting away from them.”

As Grant was fighting to fend off Moles to his outside, Setser was cruising along the bottom and made his way back to the
point to pace laps 14-15. That’s when Grant got back to the basics.

“When | just got back to slipping in and running the curb nice, they took the camera off me, so | figured we must’ve been
all right,” Grant said of the back straightaway video board he’d taken quick ganders at throughout the race. | really just
needed to settle down and not get cute; just go run the cushion. It looked like it was getting clear above it, so | kind of
searched around and felt like | was better off just doing it pretty vanilla.”

Grant hit the cushion precisely on lap 16 and bolted around the outside of Setser to reassume the lead. Moles followed
suit into second as Setser fell back to third while practically the entire top-five ran under a blanket with Briggs Danner in
fourth and Thomas fifth. For Grant, the method worked like a charm.

“The laps I'd burn down in, | could drive this thing a lot harder than | realized | could,” Grant said. “I'd get a good run off
four and I'd burn down into one and | thought, ‘oh boy, I’'ve overshot it here and I’'m going to crash. It ended up ripping

right through there, and really, the more pedal | was able to run at it, the more stable it got.”

Moles was able to draw within a couple car lengths of Grant getting into the corners, but over the final two laps, Moles
had to scrape and claw his way back into second as the pesky Danner relentlessly fought for the spot. In the meantime,
Grant jetted away scot-free to cross the line as the winner 0.746 seconds ahead of Moles with Danner third, Chase Stockon
fourth and Setser fifth.

For Moles, it was yet another case of “close again.” For the fifth time this season, Moles finished second, just one spot shy
of his first win of the 2025 USAC National Sprint Car season. On this night, he dug deep on his path from sixth to second
for his second consecutive runner-up result at Circle City this season. To begin the night, Moles recorded his series-leading
11th fast time of the year and his 26th career USAC National Sprint Car Honest Abe Roof Fast Qualifying time, tying himself
for 17th place all-time alongside USAC Hall of Famer Jay Drake.

Danner muscled his way from his seventh starting spot to finish third for his best career USAC National Sprint Car result to
date at Circle City, surpassing his fifth from July of 2024.
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Stockon was docked two rows for being late to staging at the start of the feature. In the end, he shrugged it off and still
managed to move forward, going plus-eight from 12th to fourth, equaling his best career finish at CCR in his 13th start at
the track. That made him the night’s Rod End Supply Hard Charger.

At one point, Matt Goodnight ran as far back as 10th in the semi-feature. On the last corner of the last lap, he still ran sixth
but split between two cars to grab the fourth and final transfer spot by a nose, thus punching his ticket into the feature
starting field as well as Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night honors.

Seavey Gets the Bag, Scores $20,000 Payday at Tri-State’s Haubstadt Hustler

Haubstadt, Indiana (September 13, 2025)......... The last time Logan Seavey left Haubstadt, Indiana’s Tri-State Speedway in
early August, there was a tinge of bittersweetness in him following a career best runner-up result at the track.

After coming up just short, the Sutter, California native and his team counted down the days until their next opportunity
arrived on Saturday night during the 18th running of the Haubstadt Hustler.

When all was said and done, Seavey was a first-time USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship winner at Tri-State,
earning the $20,000 check after taking the lead one lap prior to the halfway point of the 40-lapper, then thwarting repeated
challenges from Justin Grant down to stretch to reign victorious in his Abacus Racing/Mountain Mechanical — Droplight —
Elbrecht Concrete/DRC/Stanton Chevy.

Seavey and Abacus had previously tasted victory at Tri-State’s 1/4-mile dirt oval with the USAC NOS Energy Drink Midget
National Championship in 2024. To notch one in the sprint car there, well, that’s about as cool as it gets for Seavey.

“This place has just eaten me alive since I've been coming here,” Seavey stated. “Kirk (Simpson), Daniel (Whitley), T-Bone
(Trevor Reed) and everybody on this car have been working so hard to get me better, here especially. | just felt so good all
night. | could run really hard and hold off some of the best here right now.”

For Seavey, the win was a milestone as he became just the 19th driver to reach 30 or more career USAC National Sprint
Car victories. His sixth series tally of the 2025 season moved him into a tie for 19th place all-time alongside Chris Windom.

Starting third on the grid, Seavey initially fell back to fourth on the opening lap behind Grant before steadily moving his
way forward. Next, he and Grant made a beeline past pole sitter Kyle Cummins on the second go around to make his way
into third while Grant slotted into second.

Outside front row starter Hayden Reinbold was cruising up front and seeking his first career USAC victory of any sort.
Meanwhile, Seavey was closing in, and on lap 13, he dove under Grant in turn three to race into second momentarily. Grant
fought back a half lap later in turns one and two with a slider of his own, but Seavey countered the move by driving back
under Grant off turn two to gain the “place” position, a game-changing move of utmost importance in pursuit of victory.

“Passing Justin there was key,” Seavey remarked. “If he gets out front, it’s probably a different ballgame.”

Seavey wasn’t apt to ride around for any period of time. Under duress from Grant just behind him, Seavey went on the
attack, sliding past Reinbold in turns three and four to put himself at the top of the pecking order. Grant followed the path
into second as he darted under Reinbold in turn three on the 26th circuit. In the meantime, Seavey had constructed a lead
in excess of a full second.

That said, Seavey wasn’t anywhere near out of the woods yet. Grant managed to track Seavey down in lapped traffic, and
on lap 33, was able to pull even with Seavey for the lead. A mere moment later, Grant’s pursuit seemingly ended when he
nearly spun himself in turn four. Just after gathering up and continuing on, the yellow flag was displayed for 13th running
Eli Wilhelmus who spun it in turns one and two.

With the deck restacked and traffic cleared, Seavey and Grant went toe-to-toe at the front of the field. On a couple of
occasions, Grant was able to pull even once more with Seavey at both ends of the racetrack. But each time, Seavey
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possessed the topside momentum to pull him ahead. But for the final four laps, Seavey adjusted his line in order to slide
himself, entering low in turns one and three and exiting on the high side of turns two and four.

“I know you can make speed when you slide yourself a lot,” Seavey explained. “Entry is a little bit choppy on the top, so |
was like, if | zing it down across the bottom, as long as | don’t mess up on exit, it’ll be really hard to pass me. | don’t know
what my speed was like when | was doing that but my car felt really good.”

Seavey’s slight amendment proved to be the proverbial nail as he quickly gapped Grant, then sealed the deal with a 0.707
second margin of victory. Grant crossed the line in second with Reinbold third, Kevin Thomas Jr fourth and Cummins
rounding out the top-five.

With the win, Seavey became just the fourth driver to win both a USAC National Sprint Car and USAC National Midget
feature at Tri-State Speedway, joining Brady Bacon, Kyle Cummins and Justin Grant in that department. Perhaps you can
now count him among the masters of The Class Track. Despite that fact, Seavey is quick to point out that the place can be
both kind and humbling at a moment’s notice.

“l don’t think anybody can say they’ve really mastered this place besides maybe a couple,” Seavey cautioned. “There are
guys who run really good consistently here, then come here tonight and struggle. We've just been getting better overall at
this place, so hopefully, that translates to all track conditions. But for now, it’s more confidence than anything and making
sure | feel good in the car and knowing that | have a chance to win.”

After winning in each of his past two series outings, Grant laid down another top-flight performance with a second. In his
seven USAC National Sprint Car starts since returning from a broken left foot, he's finished 7th-3rd-1st-4th-1st-1st-2nd.
Not too shabby, considering he’s still dealing with said injury. Furthermore, Grant and Seavey remained in the hunt for the
USAC NOS Energy Drink Hoosier Trifecta, the finale of which will be held on October 11 during the Fall Nationals at Indiana’s
Lawrenceburg Speedway.

Hayden Reinbold was strong, leading the first 18 laps of the feature, and importantly, retook the lead in the USAC National
Sprint Car Rookie of the Year race by two markers over Gunnar Setser. For all that, Reinbold was the recipient of the Inferno
Fire Move of the Night.

Haubstadt, Indiana’s own Adyn Schmidt is a familiar sight when the USAC National Sprint Cars take on Tri-State. On this
night, the hometown boy did good, advancing +6 from his 21st starting position to finish 15th and earn Rod End Supply
Hard Charger honors.

Mitchel Moles once again proved himself to be the king of Honest Abe Roofing qualifying in 2025. On Saturday, he earned
his fourth consecutive Tri-State quick time with the series dating back to the 2024 Haubstadt Hustler one year ago. This
season, it’s his 12th USAC National Sprint Car fast qualifying award, which is the third most in a single season in series
history, just behind Kevin Thomas Jr. (15 in 2018) and Tom Bigelow (14 in 1978) and equaled with C.J. Leary (12 in 2022).
Overall, Moles’ 27th career quick time with the series moved him into a tie for 16th all-time alongside Dave Steele.

Danner for One! Briggs Becomes First-Time Eldora USAC Sprint Winner

Rossburg, Ohio (September 18, 2025)......... Once Briggs Danner sets a plan into motion, there’s no looking back.

That’s how he gained the lead, then threaded the needle to return to the front of the field on his path to victory during
the opening night of the 43rd 4-Crown Nationals Presented by NKTELCO on Thursday at Rossburg, Ohio’s Eldora Speedway.

On the 12th circuit of the 30-lap USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship feature, the Allentown, Pennsylvania
racer vaulted to the lead only to lose grip of it a lap later. Four laps later, just past the midway point, Danner stepped atop
the tight rope and went back to work.

One side of the tight rope could be ice; one could be fire. But Danner straddled the narrow confines between the outside
wall and Kevin Thomas Jr’s right side wheels, and made it happen on the 18th lap. From there, he was untamed, leading
the final 13 trips to earn his first career Eldora Speedway victory of any sort.

Danner’s latest score was his fourth of the USAC National Sprint Car season in his Hogue Racing Enterprises/E. Schneider
& Sons — Aw Shucks Roasted Corn/DRC/Rider Chevy, and it’s the seventh overall of his career with the series, putting him
in 66th place on the all-time series win list alongside Kevin Doty, Darren Hagen, Kenny Irwin Jr., Doug Kalitta, Jim Keeker,
Bobby Santos, Brady Short, Kevin Thomas, Bobby Unser and Josh Wise.

To be at Eldora is mesmerizing in itself. To win at Eldora is other worldly, and Danner understands the full scope of what
winning at this joint truly means, especially after becoming the first Pennsylvanian to win a USAC National Sprint Car race
at Eldora since Frankie Kerr in 1996.

“The first time you step foot in this place, it’s very surreal just to be here,” Danner explained. “But to be standing in victory
lane, there are no words that | could put into what it feels like.”

The early portion of the evening wasn’t all that hunky dory for Danner and his gang. In his heat race, things got a little hot
under the hood of the car, so the team decided to swap engines.
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Kevin Thomas Jr. paced the opening 11 laps from the pole position ahead of outside front row starter Danner. The most
major incident of the feature occurred when 22nd running Chelby Hinton tagged the turn one wall with his right rear tire
and flipped several times on lap four of the feature. He was able to climb out and walk away.

Just prior to midway, Danner had caught right up to Thomas. On lap 12, Danner escaped to the lead as he drove underneath
Thomas on the back straightaway exiting turn two. However, Danner’s brief glimpse from the front was short lived as
Thomas got back to the forefront with a full head of steam, first making an unsuccessful slide job attempt in turn one. But
by the time the front pair reached turns three and four, Thomas’ second attempt stuck the landing.

When Danner reared back and fired his No. 39 off into turns three and four on the high line on lap 18, he managed to make
it out the other side with the momentum, and the lead, all intact and on his side.

“I really wasn’t trying to, but | kind of felt like | was showing my nose on the bottom there,” Danner revealed. “I was just
trying to run where he wasn’t and | knew | just had to set him up. He kept cheating three and | could get a run through. It
was just a matter of getting off one and two good enough to carry momentum and drive around him. | don’t know how
close it was, but it felt pretty close, but there was no looking back.”

In the latter stages, USAC National Sprint Car point leader Kyle Cummins began to make his surge, namely a fourth to
second bolt on a lap 20 restart, which resulted following a caution due to engine issues with the car of C.J. Leary who was
running seventh at the time.

That said, Danner’s ever increasing lead continued to grow over Cummins during the final 10 laps, ballooning to three-
quarters of a straightway as Danner flashed under Tom Hansing’s checkered flags as the winner ahead of Cummins, Thomas
and Daison Pursley with Jake Swanson rounding out the top five.

“That was a real good race,” Danner exclaimed. “It’s so much fun racing guys like (Kevin Thomas Jr.), and to be able run in
front of guys like Logan (Seavey) and Justin (Grant) here. | gave it all | had. | knew | was killing that right rear, but | just tried
to keep it underneath as much as | could, keeping it wound up and it ended up working out.”

Despite his mechanical issues in the feature, Leary did set the night ablaze early on. He was the fastest overall in a field of
40 cars during Dirt Draft Hot Laps, then followed it up with the 57th Honest Abe Roofing Fast Qualifying run of his career,
fourth most all-time.

Mitchel Moles rose up through the field during the feature, getting up in the saddle to drive from 16th to 7th and was
named the Rod End Supply Hard Charger.

Brady Bacon's evening at Eldora didn't start off so well. Forced to the work area with a mechanical issue before the green
flag of the feature, Bacon forfeited his seventh place starting position, then restarted at the tail of the field where he
proceeded to wheel it from his 24th starting position to finish eighth.

USAC Sweep! Pursley Triples Up with 3 Wins at Eldora’s 4-Crown

Rossburg, Ohio (September 20, 2025)......... ”| love Eldora.”

It’s clear to see that Eldora Speedway loves Daison Pursley back after the 20-year-old Locust Grove, Oklahoma made history
on Saturday night during the 43rd running of the 4-Crown Nationals Presented by NKTELCO at the Rossburg, Ohio 1/2-mile
dirt oval.

After winning two out of the three USAC main events one year ago, Pursley topped himself, and then some, on Saturday
night as he became just the fourth driver in the event’s history to sweep the USAC portion of the 4-Crown by capturing
successive victories in USAC’s AMSOIL National Sprint Car, NOS Energy Drink National Midget and Silver Crown divisions.
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Pursley joins an elite club that includes only Jack Hewitt, who won all four in a single night back in 1998, plus Kyle Larson
in 2011 and Logan Seavey in 2023 as the only individuals to win three USAC events in one night at the 4-Crown. For his
efforts, Pursley collected $15,000 for each of his three USAC victories on Saturday night, a quite lucrative $45,000 evening.

“I love Eldora; there’s not much else to say,” Pursley stated matter of factly. “This place is absolutely phenomenal. This is
what dreams are made of, getting to race on the fence like that.”

In 2024, Pursley picked up USAC Sprint Car and USAC Midget feature wins during the 4-Crown and narrowly missed out on
the sweep after leading the first 12 laps before finishing fourth in the USAC Silver Crown finale.

This time, Pursley left no doubt. In the USAC Sprint Car feature, he charged from third to first on the opening circuit, then
led all 30 laps en route to the victory in his CB Industries/Avanti Windows & Doors — Pristine Auction — NOS/Spike/Stanton
Chevy by a 1.438 second margin.

Pursley followed up in the subsequent 25-lap midget main by racing from seventh to first. Steven Snyder Jr. led the initial
six laps before catching the turn two cushion and colliding with the wall. Kevin Thomas Jr. held the point from laps seven
through 13 until Pursley slipped by on the 14th trip and led the final 12 laps in his CB Industries/PristineAuction.com — NOS
Energy Drink — TRD — Mobil 1/Spike/Speedway Toyota, closing out a 3.536 second victory. Pursley’s plus-six run also earned
him Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

After running 18th in the High Limit Sprint Car feature, Pursley strapped in for the 50-lap USAC Silver Crown finale. There,
starting on the outside of the front row, he wasted little time getting to the front. He slid early race leader C.J. Leary for
the lead in turn one on the eighth lap before Leary cut back under to retake the lead. But by the time the pair reached turn
three a half lap later, Pursley repeated the maneuver to take the lead for good in his Chris Dyson Racing/Concord American
Flagpole — High Performance Lubricants — Macri Concrete/Maxim/Ott Chevy. From there, it was curtains as Pursley paced
the final 43 laps to win by a commanding 2.386 seconds.

Couple the USAC success with his Great Lakes Super Sprint Series 360 victory on Friday night at Eldora, Pursley had the
Midas touch all weekend long. It’s a long way from where he started just a handful of years ago when The Big E seemed
majorly daunting.

“When | started coming to Eldora in 2021, this place intimidated me,” Pursley admitted. “Now, it’s changed after getting
hooked up with the right people and just watching so much film from around here. This is where a lot of big races are and
| knew that if | wanted to put my name in that hat, | had to really start getting good at Eldora. I’'ve grown to love this place
and run right up against the fence. It takes a lot of bravery for sure. But | feel like you can throw my hat in there now that
I’'ve almost kind of mastered it.”

In addition to all the other accolades, Pursley also earned the 4-Crown Nationals Parallax Group Passing Master title after
passing 24 cars throughout the weekend’s USAC events between Thursday’s, Friday’s and Saturday’s festivities. Overall,
Pursley now owns five 4-Crown feature victories, which already ranks among the upper echelon in the event, which dates
back to 1981. Jack Hewitt towers over all with 19 4-Crown victories. Tyler Courtney and Dave Darland each have seven.
Tracy Hines, Logan Seavey, Rich Vogler, Chris Windom, Rico Abreu and now Pursley now have five.

In the USAC tally, Pursley’s Silver Crown score was the third of his career. The USAC Sprint Car win was his fourth, while his
USAC Midget triumph was his 10th, tying him for 74th place all-time alongside Allen Heath, Doug Kalitta, Brad Kuhn, Steve
Lotshaw, Jerry McClung, Thomas Meseraull and Chuck Weyant.
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Pursley was the lone driver to compete in all four divisions on Saturday night, and five total throughout the week. With a
heavy workload, he was able to shine like so few have at the legendary 1/2-mile dirt oval.

“It’s a lot of racing for sure, but I'm still super young and | don’t really get tired because of old age, as I've heard a lot of
people say,” Pursley said with a laugh. “I just love racing and | love racing anytime | can. | know that I’'m not going to be
able to race as much as | am long-term. I'm thankful for the position I'm in and the opportunity to get to drive not just one
great racecar, not three, but five really great racecars.”

Additional hard chargers on Saturday night were Brady Bacon (12th to 4th in USAC Sprints) and Carmen Perigo (20th to
3rd in USAC Silver Crown). Perigo was also the recipient of the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night for his Silver Crown
performance while Keith Sheffer Il collected the honors for a career best USAC Sprint Car finish of ninth. Drake Edwards,
meanwhile, bounced back from a rough go in Thursday’s Midget feature to finish fifth on Saturday night.

Finally, Justin Grant finished off the season and the night with his second career USAC Silver Crown driving championship,
and his second overall, after previously earning the 2020 series title. For his Hemelgarn Racing team, it was their second
series entrant crown and second for crew chief Dennis LaCava.

Photo Finish! Moles Breaks 61-Race USAC Winless Streak in Paragon Thriller

Paragon, Indiana (September 26, 2025)......... Mitchel Moles had done just about everything there is to do in USAC AMSOIL
Sprint Car National Championship competition this season. But a feature win had eluded him time and time again.

Sixty-one races after last reaching victory lane with the series, the Raisin City, California native finally broke through in
photo finish fashion by mere inches over Kyle Cummins during Friday night’s Fall Brawl! at Indiana’s Paragon Speedway.
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As a matter of fact, Moles had finished as the runner-up on five occasions with the series this year alone. The .021 second
margin of victory by Moles over Cummins was among the closest of the year with the series, and this time, Moles wasn’t
about to let this one slip through his fingers.

“We’ve been so close so many times this year,” Moles exhaled after taking his Reinbold-Underwood Motorsports/AME —
Mesilla Valley Transportation/Spike/Stanton Chevy to victory lane. “It feels great to finally get the job done. Maybe that
means I'll keep my job next year!”

Moles also quipped that he remained undefeated at Paragon’s 3/8-mile dirt oval in his career. His only other trip to the
track in July 2024 resulted in a Leon Gentry Memorial score with the USAC Midwest Thunder Sprint Cars. Overall, it was
Moles’ fifth career USAC National Sprint Car victory, and one that is most rewarding in what has been a turnaround year
which sees him second overall in the series standings.

“We've won some races here and there but crashed a lot and learned a lot from that,” Moles summed up since joining
Reinbold-Underwood Motorsports in 2022. “I'm thankful for Tammi and Andy (Reinbold) for being great owners and
sticking with a kid that tore up all their equipment and had to buy all new stuff. Hopefully, this is a road to paying it off for
them.”

Foreshadowing the feature, Moles was involved in a bit of a dust up during his heat race after attempting to make an
outside pass on Chance Crum for the win. At the stripe, Moles and Crum collided, with Crum winning the race while
airborne. Meanwhile, Moles careened into the infield, short of the victory, but transferring into the feature with dramatic
flair where he earned the fourth starting spot.

The majority of the first half of the 30-lap feature was controlled by Logan Seavey who raced out to the front from his
outside front row starting spot and maintained a sturdy advantage at the head of the pack in the first USAC National Sprint
Car event held at Paragon since four years earlier in 2021.

On the fourth lap, the feature’s lone caution came out after Carson Garrett and Justin Grant tangled entering turn three.
Garrett climbed over Grant’s left side tires and spun backwards to a stop atop the high side of the surface. Garrett returned
to the field at the tail but managed only a 17th place finish.

To start the evening, Garrett set a new one-lap track USAC National Sprint Car track record at Paragon with a time of 14.309
seconds in Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying. That broke the 29-year-old track record of 14.886 held by Mark Cassella that
had stood since 1996.

When the race resumed, Moles began to gain ground. He worked and worked on Hunter Maddox before swiping the
second position with an outside turn four pass on lap nine while his rear brake rotor glowed red hot, and on occasion, set
off a spectacular shower of sparks.

By then, Seavey had constructed a 1.3 second lead over the field, but that changed quite quickly as he closed in on the tail
end of the lead lap cars. That allowed Moles to reel his way into contention to where he was squarely on Seavey’s rear
bumper just before the midway point. But as Seavey drifted toward the middle of turn three on the 14th circuit, Moles
took heed and slipped under Seavey at the exit of turn four, slid up and burst away into the night.

Almost instantaneously, Cummins appeared in the frame and was there to pounce on lap 18 as he flashed under Seavey
on the back straightaway to take over second where he remained eight tenths of a second behind Moles for the lead.
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With five laps remaining, Moles’ advantage was a mere two car lengths over Cummins, and it quickly became a duel
between two drivers who were exhausted of finishing as the runner-up. Whereas Moles has accumulated five second place
finishes overall with the series in 2025, Cummins had recorded six second place results in his nine most recent starts, 10
in totality to date!

On the final lap, Moles initially appeared to have gained some breathing room as he cleared the lapped car of Brandon
Mattox and possessed about a seven car length advantage over Cummins heading into turns one and two for the final
time.

That lead quickly dissipated by the time the two entered turn three. Moles had closed in right to the tail tank of 14th
running Ricky Lewis. Lewis remained on the high side on the same line Moles chose just behind him. Cummins promptly
dove to the lower lane and the two were now practically even at the exit of turn four. Moles had nowhere else to go, and
was tucked in a couple feet behind Lewis, carrying enough speed to edge Cummins to the line by a margin about the size
of a front bumper.

“Every time | feel like | get down and | try to protect and try to take their line away, it doesn’t work out for me, so | just
stuck with what | knew,” Moles revealed after his long-awaited triumph. “Honestly, the lapped cars were the hardest thing
for me. | didn’t really know where to go there at the line. Kyle was right to the inside of me and | just started pushing Ricky
across the line because | didn’t know what else to do.”

Behind Moles was Cummins who, astoundingly, finished second for the seventh time in his last 10 USAC National Sprint
Car feature starts, and the 11th time overall this season. Seavey took third after leading the initial 14 laps. Seavey had also
led the first seven laps before finishing second in the most recent USAC Sprint Car race at Paragon in 2021. Grant tallied a
fourth place finish while Jake Swanson came home fifth for the third consecutive series race over the past nine nights.

C.J. Leary was buried deep in the feature field, but after starting 17th, he dug his way forward 10 positions to land a solid
seventh place result to earn Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.

Braxton Cummings experienced a little bit of it all throughout the night. Mechanical issues prevented him from qualifying
at the start of the program, but in the semi-feature, his sensational last lap, last turn pass netted him the win and a spot
in the feature where he advanced his way up from 24th to 16th. All of that earned him the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the
Night.

In the track record department, Kevin Thomas Jr. broke a 41-year-old mark during his heat race victory. His eight-lap heat
race time of 1:57.475 shattered the USAC National Sprint Car record of 2:06.560 for the distance at Paragon, held by three-
time USAC National Sprint Car champion Sheldon Kinser since 1984.

Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night: Braxton Cummings

No 2nd Thoughts! Cummins Ends 3-Month USAC Sprint Win Drought at Butler

Quincy, Michigan (September 27, 2025)......... After three months and 20 starts without a victory, Kyle Cummins was
beginning to wonder if he’d ever win again in USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship competition.

Couple that with the fact that he’s finished as the runner-up in seven of his last 10 series starts, the Princeton, Indiana
driver was pondering what exactly he could do to push himself back to the top, especially after missing out on a win by
mere inches 24 hours earlier.

Yet, Saturday’s event at Quincy, Michigan’s proved to be everything Cummins had wished and hoped it would be, even
when it looked like he had let the opportunity slip from his grip for a brief moment during the midway point of the 30-lap
feature.

Just as soon as Cummins took over the top spot from Justin Grant on the 13th circuit, he saw his lead escape the following
lap. However, Cummins rediscovered his groove once more, then sprinted back by Grant to slot into the lead before
patrolling the final 15 laps to earn his eighth victory of the USAC National Sprint Car season.

“Finally, finally! Holy moly,” Cummins exclaimed after capturing his first series win since June 29 of this year at Ohio’s
Millstream Speedway. “It felt like a long time coming. We’ve got some wins this year, but when it doesn’t come for a long
time, it feels like you might never win again, but we just kept pushing.”

Cummins’ 28th career USAC National Sprint Car win moved him inside the top-20 on the all-time list alongside series
champions A.J. Foyt, Don Branson, J.J. Yeley and Levi Jones. While not a USAC National Sprint Car champion yet, Cummins
is sure on his way, currently possessing a commanding 297 point lead with seven races remaining this season.
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Speaking of lengthy absences, Saturday’s event was the first time USAC had visited Butler’s 3/8-mile since August of 1990,
35 years ago when Hank Lower was victorious in what was his first and only career USAC feature start. Furthermore, it was
USAC's first trip to the state of Michigan in 12 years, dating back to an 1-96 Speedway show in 2013.

Starting fourth in his Petty Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors - Premier Recycling/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy,
Cummins lurched forward to third by the end of the opening lap and vaulted into second by lap two as he sped by Hayden
Reinbold and Chase Stockon, respectively, while Grant took control up front after starting on the outside of the front row.

Grant paced Cummins for the first 12 laps before the frontrunners reached the tail end of the field. Grant escaped the
increasingly closer Cummins as he threaded the needle between the lapped cars of Max Frank and Josh Turner in the third
turn, opening up his lead for the time being until a yellow flag was displayed for Aaron Davis (13th) and Steve Irwin (14th)
who tangled and spun to a stop in between turns three and four.

With a clear track in front of the leaders on the lap 13 restart, opportunity knocked on Cummins’ door, advising him to
shoot his shot. By the time the pair hit turn three, Cummins had dipped a toe on the bottom and stuck with it through the
exit of turn four, leading to him edging ahead of Grant by a car length at the stripe. However, Grant got wound up on the
outside of Cummins on lap 14 and rode the high line through turns three and four to retake the lead by .009 seconds at
the line.

On lap 15, Cummins finally gained the upper hand from Grant and drove back by on the bottom of turns three and four to
take command once and for all.

“| felt like | was pacing Justin really well there, and it kind of came down to whoever made a mistake,” Cummins stated.
“We got into lapped traffic and he got through them pretty good. After that restart, he got up a little bit and | knew that
was my chance. He came back around me on the outside, which actually showed me a little bit. | could move up just a hair
in three and | was actually a little better up there. When the time came to pass lapped cars, it might’ve been even better
than working the bottom.”

Despite Cummins’ freedom up front, heavy traffic took its toll. Grant was able to close right to the tail of Cummins on the
22nd lap but he couldn’t get any further as any plans to surge ahead of Cummins were thwarted by the gridlock running
high, low and middle. But all credit goes to Cummins who made all the right moves down the stretch to disallow Grant
from making any credible bid for the lead and the win.

“If Justin doesn’t mess up, | don’t know how we can get around him,” Cummins pondered. “The only thing was lapped
traffic and how that was going to work out. There was just a little something down there and he got a little tight. | hit it
just right that time and was able to drag race him into one. He kind of passed me back, but luckily, | got back by him there
and was trying to make sure | didn’t blow the corner.”

Cummins remained in total control after that, passing under the checkered flag 1.576 seconds ahead at the finish line over
Justin Grant, Hayden Reinbold and Mitchel Moles with Chase Stockon rounding out the top-five.

For Cummins, B-U-T-L-E-R spelled R-E-L-I-E-F. After gaining seven wins in his first 21 series starts to begin the year, followed
by a 20-race winless stretch, Cummins was feeling pretty satisfied while standing in Butler’s victory lane.

“This is big,” Cummins reiterated. “(Last week) at Eldora, | was pretty sure we figured it out, but it’s a big track, so you're
not sure. The car is right back to where it needs to be. | actually made some adjustments after my crew was on me last
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night because | really messed up by not getting after the shocks, not trying to loosen up, and then throughout the race, |
was trying to tell myself that that | could just give it a little turn to the right, whatever | could do to keep giving it little
turns.”

On Saturday, Justin Grant was using a cane to walk around as he continues to nurse his broken left foot. But despite the
cane, he was more than able to fulfill the challenge by leading 13 of the 30 laps in the feature on his way to a solid second
place result.

One night earlier at Paragon, C.J. Leary was the biggest mover in the feature. On this night at Butler, he did it again by
advancing four spots from 11th to seventh to earn his second straight Rod End Supply Hard Charger Award.

Hayden Reinbold stood on the podium for the third time during the 2025 USAC National Sprint Car season tonight with a
third place result at Butler. In doing so, he closed the gap in the Rookie of the Year race to three points behind Gunnar
Setser with just seven races remaining. Reinbold’s performance was good enough to earn him Inferno Armor USA Fire
Move of the Night honors.

Hail! Hail! To Michigan! Thirteenth place finishing Brian Ruhiman was the top-finishing Michigan driver in the feature and
collected a $250 bonus posted by USAC CEO Kevin Miller, a native Michigander who got his start in motorsports as a
crewman for a Sprints on Dirt (SOD) race team at Butler Motor Speedway. In fact, the top-three finishing Michigan natives
all earned bonuses, including Steve Irwin ($150 for 14th) and Josh Turner ($100 for 15th).

To start off the night, Moles turned his 13th fast time of the USAC National Sprint Car season, which now has him just two
shy of Kevin Thomas Jrs single season series record of 15 set in 2018. Moles’ track record establishing lap was the 28th of
his career, moving him past Dave Steele and into sole possession of 16th place all-time.

His Aim is True! Grant Gets His Rifle with First Hulman Classic Win at Terre Haute

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Terre Haute, Indiana (October 3, 2025)......... Justin Grant had won just about every event the Terre Haute Action Track has
to offer over the years under the USAC banner. However, after 15 tries dating back to the year 2010, he had come up snake
eyes in terms of capturing victory at the Tony Hulman Classic.

Overall, Grant had reigned victorious five times at the western Indiana 1/2-mile dirt oval between USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car
National Championship and USAC Silver Crown competition. He picked off the Jim Hurtubise Classic in 2019 before
grabbing the Don Smith Classic in 2020 and 2023. With the Crown car, he’d won the Sumar Classic twice in 2018 and 2022.
Yet, to date, his best Hulman Classic result was a runner-up finish back in 2020.

All that said, it turned out it was the 16th start that was the charm for Grant to finally get his Hulman Classic rifle. No driver
in Friday night’s Terre Haute field owned more Hulman Classic feature starts than Grant, and throughout the 30-lap feature,
no driver could keep up with Grant and his TOPP Motorsports/NOS Energy Drink — TOPP Industries — LA Poly/Maxim/Kistler
Chevy.

Starting fourth on the grid, Grant (lone, California) charged by Mitchel Moles on the fourth lap and led the remaining 27
laps to earn his sixth career USAC victory at Terre Haute, his series-leading 11th USAC National Sprint Car triumph of the
2025 season, the all-time leading 65th series win of his career, and on this night, most importantly, his first ever Hulman
Classic win, which completed yet another task on his personal checklist.

“I've been really fortunate to have some success here at Terre Haute, but I've never been able to get a rifle,” Grant stated.
“I've wanted to win the Hulman awfully bad and we’ve been close a few times. This one feels really good tonight.”

Grant’s $10,000 score came on a night in which Pancho Carter was on hand to serve as the grand marshal 50 years after
his first Hulman Classic win in 1975. Eventually, Carter won the race again in 1979 to become the first two-time Hulman
Classic winner. On Friday night, Pancho was there in victory lane to present the rifle to Grant and officially welcome him
into the exclusive Hulman Classic winners club.

“To win the Hulman, especially with Pancho Carter as the grand marshal, that’s really neat. | saw him earlier and I'm glad
he’s handing me a rifle now. He’s not nearly as scary as he was back when | first moved back here,” Grant said with a laugh.

Outside front row starter Moles established the early race lead of the 55th annual running of the Hulman Classic, taking
the advantage from pole sitter Kevin Thomas Jr. Quickly, though, fourth starting Grant was on the move as he took KTJ for
third on the opening lap, then bolted around the outside of C.J. Leary on the second go around to slot into second.

At the end of the second lap, July’s Don Smith Classic winner, Chase Stockon, found trouble after clipping the inside
guardrail while running sixth. The resulting contact flattened his left front tire and necessitated a caution as he slowed
dramatically in turns three and four. After his crew replaced the tire in the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area, Stockon
restarted 21st and worked his way back through the field to finish the race in seventh, earning him Inferno Armor Fire
Move of the Night honors.

Following the ensuing restart, it didn’t take long for Grant to make his way to the front. On the fourth lap, Grant dove
under Moles in turn one and stuck the pass by the time he reached turn two. From there, Grant instantly opened up his
lead, growing the interval to nearly three seconds by the end of the 10th circuit.
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Through the middle stages, Grant never relented, slicing his way through the tail end of the field. After all, one misplay of
traffic can spell doom as the trailing driver can close the gap in no time flat. Grant knew full well there wasn’t any time to
“rest” as he grew his lead even more.

“I felt like | was running really, really hard,” Grant explained. “At Terre Haute, it’s so crucial that how you get off (the turns)
is based on how well you get in. You've got to get in good, get in right and get off good, and if you don’t, you can burn a
half-second a lap pretty darn quick. So, running the thing hard adds up and you can get it back really quickly.”

The race became a tug-of-war for second during the final 10 laps as Leary dove under Moles in turn three for the runner-
up spot on the 20th lap. But by the time they’d gotten to turn four, Moles turned it down and blazed his way back on by
Leary to maintain his grip on second for the time being. That is until Moles’ right rear tire shredded entering turn one with
just four laps remaining, sending him to a stop and a disappointing 19th place result after running inside the top-two for
the entire duration to that point.

As for Grant, he suddenly had a different feel during the latter stages of the race. But judging by his late race lap times that
hovered in the 20.1 to 20.2 second range, it didn’t seem to slow him up much at all.

“l honestly didn’t know if | had a tire going down or if | was just getting tight,” Grant revealed. “The curb kept getting
thicker, and there at the end, the wheel was shaking and doing some strange stuff at the end of the straightaway, which
made it difficult. Some of my laps toward the end were getting pretty ugly, but | figured that as long as | was running hard,
they can be a little ugly.”

Grant had no challengers after the ensuing restart as he distanced himself from the field to the tune of 1.725 seconds as
he crossed under Tom Hansing’s twin checkered flags. Leary earned his best career Hulman Classic finish of second while
Ricky Lewis equaled his best career series finish with a third. Series point leader Kyle Cummins took fourth while Jake
Swanson advanced six positions to round out the top-five.

Lewis went 10th to third to earn Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors with a last lap, last turn surge to grab the final
podium spot in the feature in what was just his second start for the 2B Racing team. In fact, that final lap was Lewis’ fastest
lap of the race, second fastest among all drivers.

Cummins collected the first Terre Haute quick time of his USAC career during Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying. Topping the
charts at 19.662 seconds, it was his second fast qualifying time of the series season and the 19th of his career, tying him
with 1967 USAC National Sprint Car champion Greg Weld for 28th place on the all-time list.

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Top Dog! Cummins Collars Greg Staab Memorial at The Burg

Lawrenceburg, Indiana (October 10, 2025)......... Just because Kyle Cummins possesses a monster point lead in the race for
the USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship, he’s not intent on making the final month of the season a figurative
victory lap.

Instead, the Princeton, Indiana racer simply showcased the same kind of intestinal fortitude that he’s displayed time and
time again throughout the 2025 season during Friday night’s second running of the Greg Staab Memorial.

Starting third, Cummins raced into the lead past Chase Stockon on the 13th trip around the 3/8-mile dirt oval, then paced
the remaining 18 laps to earn his ninth series victory of the year in his Petty Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors
- Premier Recycling/Mach-1/Stanton Chevy.

For Cummins, it was his second USAC triumph at The Burg, and his first since 2022. His 29th career USAC National Sprint
Car feature victory moved him past the likes of A.J. Foyt, Don Branson, J.J. Yeley and Levi Jones for sole possession of 20th
place on the series’ all-time win list.

Furthermore, Cummins ran up his point lead to 356 markers with five events remaining on the schedule. The largest
championship point margin between first and second in the history of USAC National Sprint Car racing is 369, set by Pancho
Carter over Tom Bigelow back in 1976. Now, ever since he ended a three-month lull without a USAC victory, Cummins has
won two of his last three starts and shows no signs of tightening up in crunch time.

“We struggled there at midseason and it’s kind of turned around now,” Cummins admitted. “October seems to be the
month of money, so there’s some big money to win here going into the last handful of races.”

Initially, pole starting Justin Grant appeared to be the man to beat in what was his first appearance at Lawrenceburg since
an accident at the same track in July left him with a broken left foot. By the third lap, he’d already slithered away to a 1.4
second advantage over Stockon with Jake Swanson third in line.

Separate spins involving Aric Gentry (19th) and Kyle Willis (21st) on the fourth lap necessitated the first stoppage of the
night. On the ensuing lap four restart, Grant pulled away once again, but as he made his way through turn four, his car
suddenly slowed, the victim of an engine failure that ended his night prematurely with a 21st place result.

Stockon became the new leader at that juncture, while behind him, Cummins was beginning to make his surge. On lap six,
Cummins dove under Swanson to gain the runner-up spot, and now, he was in prime position to win the thing.

“You’ve got to get to the front of these races,” Cummins explained. “If you start fifth, sixth, fourth and don’t get up there,
everyone’s fast, so it’s hard to maneuver and get by them once it gets a defined line. So, | just try to make sure to get going
quickly. Even if | wasn’t close, | got to at least show them my nose and get them racing a little bit.”
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On the ninth circuit, the red flag was displayed after Nate Carle (16th) lost power in turn four. With nowhere to go, Kobe
Simpson (17th) plowed into the back of Carle, resulting in Simpson flipping over once before landing on his wheels. Both
drivers were done for the evening.

With the field re-racked, Cummins slid Stockon for the top spot in turn one on the lap 11 restart. That said, Stockon didn’t
give in without a fight as he countered Cummins’ slider by driving back by on the back straightaway to retain the lead. Two
laps later, however, Cummins took his shot again, and this time, it stuck.

“At the beginning of the race, | wasn’t so great,” Cummins acknowledged. “As | lost the fuel load and stuff, it got a little
better. There at the end, | felt pretty good.”

How good did he feel? Cruising with two laps remaining, Cummins’ lead had expanded to a whopping 4.209 seconds when
the yellow flag fell for debris in turn one, resulting from a jettisoned right rear wheel cover that had previously been
attached to Saban Bibent’s machine.

Despite the field being bunched up one more time for the green-white-checkered run to the finish, nobody could match
what Cummins had in store down the stretch. Cummins pulled away from Stockon, Swanson et al. during the final restart,
crossing the line 0.775 seconds ahead of the pack for the win with Stockon second, Swanson third, Logan Seavey fourth
and Ricky Lewis fifth after starting back in the 10th position.

It was another fine run for Chase Stockon. For the second time this year, he finished as the runner-up in USAC National
Sprint Car competition at Lawrenceburg. In April, he led the first eight laps and finished second. On Friday night, he led
nine laps en route to another second.

Jake Swanson has strung together several solid performances of late on the USAC National Sprint Car docket. On Friday
night, he looked strong once again as he got back on the podium with a third place result, his fifth top-five finish in his past
six feature starts this year.

Kayla Roell advanced six positions from her 18th starting spot to finish 12th in the feature. She picked up $294 for her
efforts from Rod End Supply and the family and friends of the late Greg Staab, who was a five-time sprint car track
champion driver at Lawrenceburg, a former promoter at Lawrenceburg, a sprint car track champion car owner at
Lawrenceburg and a past USAC series coordinator who passed away in 2017.

Saban Bibent had never finished inside the top-10 of a USAC National Sprint Car feature. On Friday night, in his 17th career
series start, he made it happen with a ninth place result. It also came after he took evasive action to narrowly avoid a
bicycling Hayden Reinbold by about a foot or two, which could’ve spelled catastrophe. All of it made him the clear-cut
choice for Inferno Armor’s Fire Move of the Night.

During Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying, Mitchel Moles collected his 14th USAC National Sprint Car fast qualifying time of
the season. That landed him just one shy of the all-time series single season record of 15 fast qualifying times set by Kevin
Thomas Jr. in 2018. He also collected $294 for his efforts in time trials, while all three heat race winners — C.J. Leary, Seavey
and Swanson — also pocketed a $144 reward from Staab’s family and friends.

Seavey Scores $30,000 at The Burg’s Fall Nationals, Cummins Clinches USAC Sprint Title

Lawrenceburg, Indiana (October 11, 2025).........Just when it seemed Logan Seavey was destined for a runner-up finish, in
the blink of an eye, everything changed during the final laps of Saturday night’s 18th running of the Fall Nationals at
Indiana’s Lawrenceburg Speedway.

Seavey (Sutter, California) led the initial 15 laps of the feature before giving way to Justin Grant who led the next 10 circuits
and appeared in total control until five laps remaining. But when Grant’s right rear tire let go with five to go, that reopened
the door for Seavey who seized the moment and raced away to his second consecutive Fall Nationals triumph.

For his efforts, Seavey collected a $30,000 payday, encompassing a $20,000 winner’s share, plus a $10,000 bonus as part
of the NOS Energy Drink Hoosier Trifecta. Seavey finished all three Trifecta events on the podium, including a pair of
victories at Tri-State Speedway’s Haubstadt Hustler and Lawrenceburg’s Fall Nationals, plus a third place result at Kokomo
Speedway’s Sprint Car Smackdown.

Meanwhile, with his third place result at Lawrenceburg, Princeton, Indiana’s Kyle Cummins gained enough points to clinch
his first career USAC National Sprint Car driving championship with four races remaining. Furthermore, it was also the first
USAC National Sprint Car titles for both the Petty Performance Racing team as well as Mach-1 Chassis.

With his seventh win of the USAC National Sprint Car season in his Abacus Racing/Mountain Mechanical — Droplight —
Elbrecht Concrete/DRC/Stanton Chevy, Seavey became the third driver to capture back-to-back Fall Nationals scores,
following Robert Ballou (2007 & 2008) and Bryan Clauson (2013 & 2014).

It was Seavey’s fifth career USAC National Sprint Car win at Lawrenceburg and the 31st overall of Seavey’s USAC National
Sprint Car career, tying him with Tyler Courtney for 17th place on the all-time list. This one was quite another lucrative
USAC success for Seavey after pocketing $20,000 in his most recent win at Tri-State a month ago.

Oftentimes in racing, it’s better to be lucky than good. On Saturday night at The Burg, Seavey was both of those things.

“We'll take them how we can get them,” Seavey said. “We’ve had a struggle over the last few months, but | feel like tonight,
we finally figured it out and got back on the right track. | just wish it wasn’t so late in the year with only four races to go.
I'm happy that we got our car back and I’'m comfortable again driving this sprint car. Hopefully this means we’re back.”
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One night earlier, Seavey ran inside the top-five of the Greg Staab Memorial at Lawrenceburg, but never quite felt at ease
throughout the night. Entering Saturday, the Abacus crew went to work fine-tuning the No. 57 to where it was right on the
money.

“Last night, we ran fourth but we just really haven’t been happy with the car,” Seavey admitted. “We made some big swings
tonight to try and get me more comfortable and we just kind of went back to how we started the year. Man, it was lights
out right away.”

Seavey started the feature from the outside of the front row and immediately took control as he raced around the outside
of pole sitter Mitchel Moles to slot into the race lead. Simultaneously, Grant was working his way into the fold, taking third
from Kyle Shipley on the opening lap, then chasing down Moles for the runner-up position on the 10th lap with a turn
three slide job.

To that point, Seavey’s lead over Grant stood at a full second. However, Grant ate up the interval in a hurry, and on the
16th lap, Grant hustled around the outside of Seavey in turn four to take over the lead at the midway point.

“| felt like my car was probably just as good as (Grant’s) but he was just outdriving me,” Seavey explained. “He was running
really hard, and with $40 grand, he’s got a rabbit to chase. If there’s a guy you don’t want behind you, it’s Justin. He went
by me and | could kind of pace him. | told my guys all night, ‘man, this is a place | want to start fourth.” | had to start on the
front row and Justin got to start fourth. He got to pace me and find out how to get faster. That’s just how it goes here at
Lawrenceburg.”

Grant pushed his lead to nearly a full second after putting Kayla Roell a lap down with seven laps remaining, separating
himself from Seavey and Moles who toured the 3/8-mile dirt oval, desperately trying to erase the gap.

But on lap 26 of 30, heartbreak for Grant struck again as he suddenly slowed in turns one and two with a shredded right
rear tire. The ordeal was costly as Grant was in the driver’s seat for a $40,000 payday — $20,000 for the race and a personal
$20,000 share as part of the NOS Energy Drink Hoosier Trifecta.

It was the third consecutive trip to Lawrenceburg in which misfortune has hit Grant. In July, he broke his left foot in an
accident during the feature, which derailed his championship hopes. On Friday, Grant’s bid for victory ended abruptly due
to an engine failure while leading the race. It’s been a wild bout of misfortune for Grant at Lawrenceburg where he is a
seven time USAC National Sprint Car winner, tied for the most all-time.

Grant returned to the field with fresh rubber after his TOPP Motorsports crew swapped it out during the caution in the
Indy Metal Finishing Work Area. Grant’s misfortune was Seavey’s gain as he now held the upper hand as the new race
leader with five laps remaining.

“It’s hard not to feel for Justin there,” Seavey acknowledged. “That’s a $40,000 tire for him and three nights in a row now
at Lawrenceburg have bit him pretty hard. You got to feel for those guys.”

On the final restart, Seavey shook himself away from the field and bolted away to victory by a 0.897 second margin with
Mitchel Moles second again at the Fall Nationals for the second straight year. Kyle Cummins took third with C.J. Leary
fourth and Jake Swanson fifth.

Swanson continued his solid stretch of finishes with a 12th to 5th run to earn Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors. Over
his seven most recent USAC National Sprint Car starts, he's now finished 5th-5th-5th-8th-5th-3rd-5th.
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Kyle Shipley parlayed a nice fourth place qualifying run into a top-10 feature finish in his first career Fall Nationals start.
That said, it came following a nifty recovery early in the feature when he bounced several times through turns one and
two but managed to save it and continue on without contact. The save earned him the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the
Night.

In Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying, Kevin Thomas Jr. collected his first USAC National Sprint Car Fast Qualifying time of the
year. Despite winning the event three times, it was his first career quick time during the Fall Nationals. Overall, his 13.663
second lap was the 41st fast qualifying time of his career with the series, sixth most all-time.

House Money! Dodge City is Cummins’ City in USAC Sprint Car Return to Kansas

Dodge City, Kansas (October 17, 2025)......... If you thought Kyle Cummins was going to wind it down after wrapping up the
USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship with four races remaining, you thought wrong.

Playing with house money, so to speak, the Princeton, Indiana driver’s responsibilities now revolved around simply
concentrating on winning races rather than counting points night-in and night-out.

In his first race as the champion on Friday night at Kansas’ Dodge City Raceway Park, Cummins led early, fell behind, then
capitalized when Kevin Thomas Jr. had a run-in with lapped traffic. From there, Cummins led the final 22 circuits to capture
his 10th win of the series season in his Petty Performance Racing/Avanti Windows & Doors - Premier Recycling/Mach-
1/Stanton Chevy.

“Points racing is stressful,” Cummins noted. “It’s every day and you’ve got to be on kill every time you hit the racetrack. If
you’re not, you’re losing. Mentally, you’ve got to be ready for it. It was a tough season and I'm glad to get it done. That
way, we can go out and have some fun.”

It was quite a monumental night for Cummins in terms of his place in USAC National Sprint Car history. For instance, with
his latest victory, he set a new single season USAC National Sprint Car record with his 42nd top-10 finish, breaking the
record formerly held by Brady Bacon since 2021. Furthermore, Cummins tied Bacon’s 2021 record for most top-fives in a
season at 36.
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To add to it, Cummins became the second driver this season to reach double digits in feature victories, joining Justin Grant
in that category. This marks the first time in 48 years that multiple drivers have surpassed 10 wins in a single USAC National
Sprint Car season. Back in 1977, Tom Bigelow hit 14 wins while Pancho Carter tallied 10.

Ironically, there’s another record Cummins is threatening to overtake, which also involves Carter and Bigelow. Carter’s final
369 point margin over Bigelow in 1976 stands as the largest USAC National Sprint Car differential between first and second
in series history. Cummins’ Dodge City triumph pushed his lead to 378 with three races remaining.

Cummins’ 30th career USAC National Sprint Car victory also tied him with Chris Windom for 19th place on the all-time
series win list.

In what was the first USAC National Sprint Car event held at Dodge City’s 3/8-mile dirt oval in 14 years, Cummins started
on the outside of the front row for the 30-lap feature and quickly broke out to the lead around the outside of pole sitter
Chase Stockon.

Suddenly, fourth starting Kevin Thomas Jr. broke rank from his fourth starting spot, going by Logan Seavey for third on the
opening lap, then surging under Stockon for second in turn four on the second go around. By the fourth lap, Thomas had
the lead in his grip as he slid up in front of Cummins off the exit of turn four.

“I wasn’t great,” Cummins confided. “I was good, but (Thomas) was just better through the middle. | was making
adjustments right behind him there and was right there with him. | just couldn’t get around him.”

On lap nine, Thomas whistled his way into turn three and nearly collided with the back end of 23rd place running Cooper
Sullivan. The closing rate proved to be so spectacular, Thomas had to stand on the binders to avoid contact, which pitched
his car sideways and slid backward up the racetrack and nearly into the path of the high line riding Cummins who snaked
around Thomas to complete the pass for the lead around the top side of turns three and four.

“It was pretty close,” Cummins recalled. “l don’t know if | want to get any closer than that. | went in there and was going
to rip the top, but Kevin got a little sideways. When he did, it kind of backed both of those cars up. | had to let off but |
knew that was really my only chance.”

While Cummins pounced back to the front of the pack, Briggs Danner was suddenly the one on the move. Danner wriggled
his way into the top-three by lap 13 as he weaved through lapped traffic and around Stockon for the spot in turn two. Two
laps later, Danner slotted into second as he zipped around the outside of Thomas and began slicing into Cummins’ 1/2-
second advantage with lapped cars here, there and everywhere in between.

With 10 laps to go, the only yellow flag of the night fell when eighth running Jake Swanson slowed to a stop with a flat
right rear tire. He returned to the tail of the field after stopping in the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area for fresh rubber but
managed only to get back up to 13th at the finish line.

To begin the night, Swanson set a new one-lap USAC National Sprint Car track record at Dodge City with a time of 14.963
seconds during Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying, eclipsing the former mark of 15.261, set by Chris Windom in 2011. The
quick time was Swanson’s first of the USAC National Sprint Car season and the 11th of his career, equaling him with Daison
Pursley, George Snider and Jim McWithey for 50th place all-time.

With the caution, traffic was cleared from the equation for the front runners, which was all to the benefit of Cummins who
simply took off over the final 10 laps while the rest of the field was busy fighting their own battles. The most intense of
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which was the duel for second, which saw Danner and Thomas officially exchange the position four separate times between
laps 21 and 26 before Danner finally cleared him with an outside maneuver on lap 26.

Up ahead, Cummins was in total command as he finished the night off 0.700 seconds ahead at the line with Danner crossing
the stripe in second, Thomas third, C.J. Leary fourth and Stockon fifth.

Albuquerque, New Mexico’s Caleb Stelzig had to dig himself out of a hole to start the night. His qualifying time was
disallowed due to having the incorrect left rear tire affixed to his car. Starting 22nd in the feature, he went +5 to finish 17th,
which made him the evening’s Rod End Supply Hard Charger. Furthermore, Stelzig was the highest finishing POWRIi Elite
Non-Wing Sprint driver in the feature, helping him to pocket $400 worth of bonuses alone.

Trey Osborne left Kansas with a top-10 feature finish in what was the Columbus, Ohio racer's first career USAC National
Sprint Car start in the Sunflower State. That earned him the Inferno Armor USA Fire Move of the Night.

Stevie Sussex picked up an extra $100 from Oklahoma Tidbits for his pill draw performance. The Tempe, Arizona racer drew
the highest pill of the night, then came out last in line and still managed to qualify ninth in the field of the 24 cars on hand.

For Joe! Swanson’s Special Score Nets $10,000 at Amarillo

Amarillo, Texas (October 18, 2025)......... "This is for Joe.”

To Jake Swanson, Joe Daming was like a second father. In February of 2024, Daming expressed to Jake that his dream was
for Swanson to one day take his team to the national level. One day later after that conversation, Daming passed away
unexpectedly at the age of 47.
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Committed to carrying on Joe’s legacy, Daming Swanson Motorsports was formed shortly thereafter, and in 2025, Swanson,
along with the Daming family, took the team on the road full-time with the USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National
Championship.

Hard work, dedication, desire and dream all came together in unison on Saturday night as Swanson took the team to
victory lane for the first time in USAC competition by scoring a $10,000 triumph in the series’ debut at Amarillo, Texas’
Route 66 Motor Speedway.

But in truth, this win was worth so much more. This was Jake’s dream. This was Joe’s dream. And, at last, those dreams
had come true with a victory in the 47th race of the USAC National Sprint Car season aboard the Daming Swanson
Motorsports/Inland Rigging — Dougherty Motorsports/DRC/1-Way Chevy.

“Joe is so stoked right now; he’s upstairs pounding beers, | know it,” Swanson said with a smile. “To the whole Daming
family, thank you guys for giving me this opportunity and letting me take all your stuff and turn it into a national winning
program. | just can’t believe we were able to do this.”

For Anaheim, California’s Swanson, it was his first USAC win in more than two years, since a USAC Indiana Sprint Week
score in July of 2023 at Putnamville’s Lincoln Park Speedway. Furthermore, it was the seventh win of Swanson’s USAC
National Sprint Car career, tying him for 66th place all-time alongside the likes of Bobby Santos, Bobby Unser, Brady Short,
Briggs Danner, Darren Hagen, Doug Kalitta, Jim Keeker, Josh Wise, Kenny Irwin Jr., Kevin Doty and Kevin Thomas.

When Jake and his wife, Jess, moved from California to Indiana in early 2021, the Daming family welcomed them with open
arms. The Swanson/Daming combo won frequently on the local level in the Hoosier state during the years between 2021-
2023, and to this day, several of the same individuals responsible for that success are still involved, all of whom are
essentially important for making this dream a reality.

“We started in the local realm and we’ve come here and have now won on the national stage,” Swanson reflected. “There
are literally like 10 people that we could not do this without. This thing does not get to the racetrack without them. We're
racing on no money, no budget. We're literally racing on winnings. So, thank god we won tonight because I'm relying on
sponsorship to get us up and down the road. | definitely don’t have deep enough pockets to run this deal.”

This year, especially of late, Swanson had displayed flashes of brilliance that demonstrated how close the team was to
breaking through. A solid stretch leading into the weekend saw him tally six top-fives in a span of seven starts. On Friday,
he set a new track record in qualifying at Dodge City and followed up by establishing yet another track record in Honest
Abe Roofing Qualifying on Saturday at Route 66 with a time of 13.648 seconds.

With the top-six inversion, Swanson lined up sixth in the feature. However, as the festivities had barely gotten underway,
a major calamity encompassing 10 drivers littered the front straightway with damaged racecars. At the conclusion of the
opening lap, ninth starting Wyatt Burks slapped the outside wall at the exit of turn four. As his car crawled slowly down the
front straight, mass carnage ensued, resulting in Justin Zimmerman, Saban Bibent, Anton Hernandez and Caleb Stelzig all
flipping upside down. All were able to walk away.

Bibent returned to the fray after several teams chipped in to help repair his ride in the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area.
Initially, Bibent was the front runner for the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the night based solely on his last lap, last turn pass
to gain the final transfer spot in his heat race. After returning to action and promptly driving back up through the field to
complete the race with a damaged racecar and a 13th place finish, he clinched it.
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While Kevin Thomas Jr. controlled the pace for the first half of the 30-lap main from his pole starting position, Swanson
was rising up the pylon. Swanson took second from Danner around the outside on lap eight, then quickly chopped Thomas’
lead from a full second to a half-second to where he was right on his bumper on lap 16 and ready to pounce. Right there
and then, Swanson raced by Thomas on the back straight to take his spot at the front of the field.

With two to go, Thomas found his second wind and took a swing at Swanson for the lead. Thomas briefly held a car length
lead midway through turns one and two, but as he drifted up toward the top of the second turn, Swanson’s momentum
was at warp speed as he escaped from Thomas off the edge to retake the lead for good.

Swanson finished off the 30th and final lap roughly 2.5 car lengths ahead of Thomas, 0.213 seconds to the better at the
stripe. Mitchel Moles slipped by for third late in the going with C.J. Leary fourth and Logan Seavey rounding out the top-
five.

Swanson not only entered the win column for the 2025 USAC season, he also put his name into the record books as a first-
time USAC winner as a car entrant. And he accomplished the deed with the Daming family by his side, including crewman
Austin Daming, Joe’s son.

“Austin and | have spent countless hours in the shop,” Swanson revealed. “Three years ago, he had hardly ever been at the
racetrack before. Now, he’s a good wrench. | love what we’ve done and I’'m so proud of my guys, my people.”

Joe’s wife, Jenny, was overcome with emotion and was present in victory lane for the special moment.

“I'm just so grateful to be here,” Jenny said. “I’'m so grateful for Jake and all of our crew for fulfilling Joe’s dream. | can’t tell
you how special it is to watch my son continue to work hard every day and to help make Jake’s dream come true too.”

After leading half of the race before finishing as the runner-up, Thomas would certainly have wanted to be one spot better.
That said, no one was better than him across the two nights of racing this weekend at Dodge City and Route 66 where he
finished third and second, respectively. By earning the most combined points throughout the pair of nights, Thomas
collected an extra $2,000 for his efforts as the High Plains Thunder Bonus winner.

Gunnar Setser advanced seven positions from 13th to sixth in the feature to receive Rod End Supply Hard Charger honors.
Furthermore, he extended his USAC National Sprint Car Rookie of the Year point lead from five to 14 over Hayden Reinbold
with just three races remaining.

Paul White picked up an extra $250 from ProSource's Buck Rice. The 2001 USAC Silver Crown champion was the top finisher
from the POWRI Elite Non-Wing Sprints, tallying a 15th place result while fellow Elite competitors Cooper Sullivan (16th)
and Caleb Stelzig (20th) also earned bonuses.

Trey Osborne certainly had the speed but not the good fortune. He started the evening by qualifying fifth out of the 31
cars on hand, but in his heat race, he blew a tire, which destroyed the shock, Jacobs Ladder, radius rod and torque tube
studs. In the semi-feature, the driveshaft sheared the splines off at the start, ending his night on the spot. For his
misfortune, Osborne was the recipient of the ProSource Hard Luck bonus.

Seavey Sings at Casa Grande, Wins Western World Opener

Casa Grande, Arizona (October 23, 2025)......... Four years following his initial taste of Western World success, Logan Seavey
feasted on the field during Friday night’s USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National Championship debut at Casa Grande’s Central
Arizona Raceway.
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Seavey (Sutter, California) rushed into the lead from his outside second row starting position by lap three and paced the
remaining 28 circuits to capture the opening night of the 58th annual Western World Championships at the 3/8-mile dirt
oval, an event co-sanctioned by the Avanti Windows & Doors USAC CRA Sprint Car Series.

For Seavey, it was his eighth victory of the USAC National Sprint Car season and the 32nd of his career, tying him with the
great Rollie Beale for 16th place on the series’ all-time feature win list.

After qualifying fourth and finishing second by a single car length in his heat race, Seavey had sensed that he let down his
team and their Abacus Racing/Mountain Mechanical — Droplight — Elbrecht Concrete/DRC/Stanton Chevy.

“I knew my car was going to be super, super good early,” Seavey foreshadowed. “(Crew chief) Kirk (Simpson) had this thing
lights out all night. | feel like | narrowly missed quick time, but that was probably my doing. Then, | narrowly missed winning
my heat race. | felt like | owed one to these guys for giving me such a good racecar.”

Just moments into the 30-lap feature, Seavey more than made up for it. By the end of lap one, he had ridden the high line
around the outside of C.J. Leary and Justin Grant to slot into second. Then, Seavey immediately found the low line to his
liking. On the third go around, Seavey pulled even with Bacon, then slipped out in front as he carved a path under Bacon
and slid past in turn one to take over the race lead, a place he knew he had to get to in a hurry if he wanted it to be his
night.

“With Brady and Justin on the front row, if you don’t go early, they’re going to get rolling and figure out where they need
to be,” Seavey explained. “These races are so much easier once you get to the lead. You can see the cushion really well
and you get to observe the whole racetrack.”

Ten laps into it, Seavey had opened up a 1.5 second advantage over series champion Kyle Cummins, but lapped traffic was
poised to play a role. In a matter of five laps, at the halfway point, Cummins had shaved a full second off Seavey’s lead to
put the interval between the two at about a half second.

At the precise moment when Seavey was about to reach the two-wide blockade of the traffic, the red flag was displayed
for fifth running Kevin Thomas Jr. after a collision with fourth place Justin Grant at the entry to turn three on lap 16. Thomas
barrel rolled three times before being nailed by the trailing Daison Pursley (7th), which also sent Pursley spinning to a stop,
knocking both Thomas and Pursley out of the race in a moment’s notice.

As a result of the incident, Thomas’ series record streak of 29 consecutive top-10 finishes screeched to a halt. Thomas,
who finished 25th on the night, hadn’t finished outside the top-10 since the USAC Eastern Storm round at Pennsylvania’s
Port Royal Speedway four months earlier on June 21.

With traffic cleared for the leaders, Seavey’s biggest nemesis down the stretch was the gnarly cushion and the ever
changing track conditions.

“We're already really close to the wall, and (the cushion) was pretty big there early,” Seavey said. “It just kept getting thicker
and thicker as the race went on. | knew there at the very end, it was going to start taking rubber. | could see the shine kind
of going away and | was struggling to gain on the cars in front of me. | just felt so good on the cushion; | didn’t want to give
up on it and have somebody make a big run on me. | stayed up there as long as | could until the last three or four laps, then
| finally had to peel off”
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By then, Seavey’s lead held steady, but Cummins was able to climb to within a couple car lengths of Seavey’s rear bumper.
Yet, at that point, Seavey had firmly entrenched himself in the catbird seat and wasn’t going to do anything to put that in
jeopardy.

“This place is so fast and so tricky, it can be easy to get uncomfortable,” Seavey revealed. “(The crew) has done such a good
job today to make me feel good in this racecar so that | can run as hard as | need to in order to win these races.”

At the stripe, Seavey was .788 seconds ahead of the field, ahead of Cummins while Leary was strong late to finish third
ahead of the surgent Ricky Thornton Jr. in fourth and an impressive Ricky Lewis who finished fifth, advancing 21 positions
after using a provisional and starting 26th on the grid.

With his runner-up finish, Cummins set a new USAC National Sprint Car record by posting his 37th top-five finish of the
2025 series season in 48 starts so far. That broke the mark of 36 top-fives set by Brady Bacon during the 2021 season.

C.J. Leary continued his masterful run of Western World finishes with a third place result. Dating back to the 2022
installment of the event, Leary has finished 2nd-5th-3rd-4th-3rd-3rd in his six most recent starts at Western World.

The top-four of Seavey, Cummins, Leary and Ricky Thornton Jr. are all locked into Saturday’s $35,000-to-win feature event
at Central Arizona.

Late Model superstar Ricky Thornton Jr. made a spectacular USAC National Sprint Car debut by winning his heat race, then
advancing from 10th to fourth in the feature. It’s the best USAC Sprint Car debut by any driver since Mitchel Moles took
second at the Terre Haute Track in 2022. Thornton’s performance earned him the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.

It was a lucrative hard charging night for Ryan Bernal. He raced from 18th to 10th in the feature, and with it, he earned
$1021.26 from the Lafond Jar of Change, plus another $150 from Rod End Supply for a grand total of $1,171.26.

Chase Stockon picked up an extra $100 courtesy of Bud & Cathy Goodwin for his 13th place feature finish. James Turnbull
Il, meanwhile, was the Hard Luck Award recipient after a violent crash in his heat race. The Indio, California native walked
away from the crash and also walked away with $200 from an anonymous donor.

In Honest Abe Roofing Qualifying, Mitchel Moles equaled an all-time USAC National Sprint Car record with his 15th fast
time of the year. That tied Kevin Thomas Jr. for the most quick times in a single season with the series, a mark set by KTJ
during the 2018 campaign.

Seavey Sweeps Western World, Pockets $43,750 in Casa Grande

Casa Grande, Arizona (October 25, 2025)......... As if one Western World Championships win wasn’t good enough, Logan
Seavey went ahead and swept the entire weekend on Saturday night at Casa Grande’s Central Arizona Raceway.

One night after the Sutter, California racer pocketed an opening night victory at the 3/8-mile dirt oval, he repeated the feat
on Saturday to the tune of $43,750 in total winnings between his $35,000 winner’s share, plus another $8,750 in lap leader
money after leading all 35 circuits in the 58th running of the event.

With his latest triumph, Seavey became a two-time Western World champion after getting his first win in the event during
the 2021 season. Furthermore, he’s the first driver to win the final two races of the USAC AMSOIL Sprint Car National
Championship season since Tyler Courtney in 2019.

“This is so cool,” Seavey said following his second Western World win. “What an unbelievable job all year to give us exactly
what we needed to get some speed back. Like | said at Lawrenceburg, | was hoping we were back and we sure as heck
proved it tonight and throughout this whole weekend.”

Seavey’s ninth win of the 2025 season aboard his Abacus Racing/Mountain Mechanical — Droplight — Elbrecht
Concrete/DRC/Stanton Chevy was the 33rd of his USAC National Sprint Car career, moving him past 1973 series champion
Rollie Beale for sole possession of 16th place on the all-time list.

Throughout the early portion of the night, Seavey’s arch nemesis was 2025 USAC National Sprint Car champion Kyle
Cummins, who snookered him on the final restart of The Underwood Dash with three laps remaining to earn a $5,000
reward and a prime starting position on the pole.

However, at the start of the feature, Seavey felt he was right where he needed to be to get a proper jump on Cummins,
which he did for roughly three-quarters of the first lap. Meanwhile, over in turn three on the opening lap, Logan
Calderwood (19th) flipped upside down to necessitate a red flag. Despite it all, Calderwood was actually able to restart
and complete the first nine laps before pulling off with a 26th place result.

On the second attempt at the start, Seavey was apprehensive that the slight bit of green flag activity might’ve shuffled the
deck back into Cummins’ favor.

“I was really glad to see what they did to the track because | knew the outside would be a little better,” Seavey offered.
“Then, that second start made me nervous that the bottom was going to get cleaned up. But | was able to hold him off. |
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couldn’t give up the lead to Kyle. He’s too good out front and I’'m sure he was thinking the same thing. Right now, he’s the
best in the country and it was nice to keep him behind us.”

Seavey got the upper hand on Cummins around the outside to lead the opening lap and every bit thereafter, although
Cummins stayed close in check. Meanwhile, Chase Stockon had hustled up from his sixth starting spot to third after sliding
under Ricky Thonton Jr. for the spot in turns three and four on the 13th lap.

By midway, Cummins was right on Seavey’s tail as the pair worked through lapped traffic, but the coast was made clear for
the leaders on the 22nd lap when 17th running Kevin Thomas Jr. came to a halt in turns three and four with a flat right
rear tire, which caused additional damage to the right side of his ride and promptly ended his night.

On the ensuing restart, Cummins found his stride along the inside line and came within a car length of nipping Seavey at
the stripe at the completion of lap 23. But the high side proved to be Seavey’s jam and he utilized it to launch off turn two
and leave Cummins in the not-so-distant past as he blazed a trail out in front of Cummins to the tune of 1.1 second.

That said, just when Seavey might’ve a felt a slight sense of peacefulness, eighth running Jake Swanson’s shredded right
rear tire on the 30th lap squashed any semblance of that. As Swanson was forced to the Indy Metal Finishing Work Area,
Seavey was sent into a worrisome state of mind.

“Usually, when they work the track like that, it’s really fast early,” Seavey explained. “That’s really hard on tires because
we are running so hard and we’ve got a full fuel load. Once | saw Jake pop a tire, | was nervous because | hadn’t really
saved anything early. | was worried about tires all race because you’re so hard on them here. You’re running around here

I”

full throttle basically. Speaking of full throttle, it’s also hard on fuel.

That became the next nail-biting situation Seavey had to endure while cruising toward victory with the white flag in sight.
That’s when Ryan Bernal (9th) slowed with an apparent fuel issue, and under the caution period, C.J. Leary (4th) and Briggs
Danner (8th) both slipped into the work area with dry fuel tanks but weren’t able to make it back on track in time for the
restart.

Call it a premonition, but Seavey admitted he had an inkling that the book wasn’t about to be closed on this sucker just
yet.

“I don’t know why, but once we took that first white, | just had a feeling that it wasn’t over,” Seavey stated. “Then, we got
that caution and we had to go again. | was liking what | was doing on the restarts. | was a little bit vulnerable, but | felt
better about protecting than | did about moving up and maybe giving him an opportunity to slide us. | thought | did as
good as | could on those starts, but the guy behind you has the catbird seat to try and make a move, and he tried, but my
Abacus 57 was a little too fast tonight.”

Cummins did take a run at Seavey in turns one and two on the first lap of the green-white-checkered finish. But it was to
no avail and nearly cost him the second position as Stockon’s momentum carried him right to within an arm’s length of
Cummins on the back straightaway.

At this particular moment, Seavey was up front singing a merry tune as he put the finishing touches on a grand victory. Yet,
all the while, he maintained a pit in his stomach as he pondered if he could even make it successfully to the line.

“I was out (of fuel) those last two laps and watching that 35 grand go out the window,” Seavey revealed. “Luckily, | had just
enough to hold on and this Stanton engine was running just good enough to get me to the line.”
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Seavey’s fears did not come to fruition, and instead, he closed out the victory with a 0.412 second winning margin as past
Western World victors occupied the top-four finishing positions with Kyle Cummins second, Chase Stockon third and Brady
Bacon fourth while Ricky Thornton Jr. rounded out the top-five.

How did Thornton's first two nights in a USAC National Sprint Car go? Well, the late model star followed up his impressive
fourth place finish on Friday with a fifth on Saturday night. With it, he earned 2025 Western World Rookie of the Year
honors, plus an extra $1,500 as the Team AZ-Petty-Rossi “Whiz Kid” award winner.

R.J. Johnson collected a $3,131.98 bonus for his run from 23rd to ninth in the feature. That's $2,461.98 from the Lafond
Jar of Change, another $520 as the #WesternWorld Passing Master and $150 more courtesy of Rod End Supply.

In what was the closest Rookie battle in USAC National Sprint Car racing history, Gunnar Setser prevailed over Hayden
Reinbold by a four point margin (2166 to 2162) to earn the Max Papis Innovations Rookie of the Year award.

Brentwood, California's Blake Bower earned his way into the feature in spectacular fashion. After getting passed on the
final lap of the semi, he raced back into the final transfer spot off the last corner to land an A-Main spot in his first ever
Western World appearance. That proved to be the Inferno Armor Fire Move of the Night.
