In 1967, the TA was reduced and reorganised to become the Territorial Army & Volunteer Reserves; all existing TA infantry battalions were disbanded and new units created. 

Between 1884 and 1887, as part of a large scale reorganisation of the British Army, existing Rifle Volunteer units (the ‘Volunteer Force’) were integrated into large territorially based infantry regiments comprising of a mix of regular, reserve and volunteer battalions.
