The 24-Hour Service Desk provides assistance to residents and visitors. You can checkout various equipment and receive any help in regards 
to Student Housing. Maintenance staff is on-call to take care of our facilities.

Furnishings and Features

H2O Fill Stations 
Cold filtered water dispensers are located in the Atrium, and 
Community Halls to stay hydrated and eco-friendly.

Computer Lab 
The 24-hour computer lab gives residents access to desktop 
computers on a high speed fiber optic network and a pay-
for-print laser printer.

Atrium Patio 
Warm up on a chilly night by our outdoor fire pit while 
hanging out with friends.

Swimming Pool 
The swimming pool area includes barbecue pits, a sand 
volleyball court, a horseshoe pit, and picnic tables.

Fitness Center 
The 24-hour fitness center has ellipticals, treadmills, bikes, 
and weight lifting equipment.

Mail & Package Lockers 
The electronic locker system allows mail & packages to be 
stored in individual locker cubbies until retrieval through a 
personalized code. 

Free Cable
Cable streaming includes 172 channels that is free 
via your Xfinity On Campus account.

High Speed Internet
Fresno State Student Housing offers FREE Wi-Fi 
throughout all 10 buildings.

Personal Safe
Each Student will recieve a safe in their room to 
keep their personal belongings.

Key Safety
Keys are coded for each resident and provides 
access to their assigned hall doors, room, 
swimming pool (during open hours), Atrium (after 
hours), bike barn, and computer lab.

Your completed application should be submitted as soon as possible for your best opportunity to receive your 
preferred housing. Applications will not be reviewed until payment has been received.

To complete your application, ensure you have:

• Paid necessary fees in the application process

• Filled out the Adobe Sign documents (Student signature and/or parent/guardian are required).

Filling out an application does not guarantee  
on-campus housing. We operate on a first come first serve basis. We encourage students to apply as soon as 
possible.

Any emails from Fresno State Student Housing regarding your application status will be sent to your Fresno 
State email. 

The Fresno State Student Housing application and Fresno State admission are separate processes. If you decide to 
not attend Fresno State after submitting an application to live at Fresno State Student Housing, make sure to follow 
the directions to cancel your housing agreement and avoid unnecessary charges. It is your responsibility to notify 
each office separately.

Applicants (academic year or NEW Spring only) with guaranteed or assigned beds must submit the cancellation form 
via certified mail. Phone cancellations are not accepted.
