She urged people to pay attention
to the alarm bells ringing about climate change. According to climate expert Peter Buontempo, last year's record-breaking heat was partly driven by an El Nino event. However, that effect has worn off, revealing the main driver of global warming as long-term human-caused climate change from burning fossil fuels. "It's not surprising we're seeing
these temperature extremes," Buontempo said. "We are bound to see more."
