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Jeff Hunter Memorial
Scholarship

Purpose: In partnership with the friends and family of the late Jeff Hunter, Rugby
Washington has established a college scholarship fund to commemorate the passion,
generosity, and commitment that Jeff brought to his rugby teams, his friends and his
family. This scholarship, intended to help young rugby players in their pursuit of higher
education. Rugby Washington’s mission is to “increase the number of youth and high
school rugby players and programs in the state of Washington, foster the positive
development of our players as athletes, individuals, and members of their communities,
and support the development of our players to state, regional and national all-star
teams.”

Award Components: The Rugby Washington Scholarship Award Committee will select
up to two (2) recipients for scholarship awards. If one Scholarship is awarded, the
Scholarship Award winner will receive $4,000. If two Scholarships are awarded, each
Scholarship Award winner will receive $2,000. These awards will reward up to two
students that have demonstrated a passion and commitment to the game of rugby.

Award Criteria:

1. Applicants must be registered students in their senior year at a Washington
state high school, or in any year at any 2-year college, or 4-year
college/university.

2. Applicants must show a proven record of dedication to the sport of rugby
and to the community in which their campuses reside.

3. Applicants must have played at least one full season of rugby in the Rugby
Washington high school boys or girls leagues.

4. Applicants must be U.S. citizens or permanent residents with permanent
resident ID cards or current passports.
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Application Process:

1. DEADLINE for scholarship applications is July 17th, 2026, 5:00 p.m. (No
exceptions). Applications postmarked after this date will not be considered.
Incomplete applications will not be considered.

2. Refer to criteria below for eligibility requirements. Refer to application process below
for a list of the supporting documents needed (i.e., reference forms, evidence of
GPA, etc.) Incomplete applications will not be considered.

3. Type or print legibly. lllegible applications will not be considered. You may also
download a copy of the application online at www.rugbywa.org.

4. You will be notified by e-mail by the end of July regarding the status of your
application.

o A copy of a completed 2025/26 Free Application for Federal Student Aid,
or FAFSA.
