Groups Type Group Rate

School groups: including K-12 public, private, and $8 per person
tribal schools, homeschools, and BRIDGES or similar
educational transition programs.

Title I groups: including K-12 schools that receive $4 per person
federal funding to support low-income students, with at
least 40% qualifying for free or reduced-price lunch.

College groups: including sororities, fraternities, $14 per person
classes, clubs, and student unions.

Nonprofit groups: of any kind, including after-school
programs and scout groups.

Tour and Travel groups: groups making reservations $23 per person
through a tour operator or a travel industry professional,
including schools, colleges, leisure, or nonprofit groups.

Pop Culture
and Activism

Grades: 9th to 12th
WORKSHOP TYPE: IN-MUSEUM

Reflect on how pop culture plays a
critical role in activism. Students will
analyze pop culture and the “machines”
that creatives have produced, which we
can all use to make a difference. They
will explore their skills and interests

to process collective anger, raise
awareness, and make their voices be
heard through crafted personal social
justice statements.

Grades: Kinder to 12th
