1. Contestant Prep Night: We will be holding two prep nights this year.

e On August 13, 2026, we will be reviewing resume writing, interviews, how to present yourself
professionally, speech writing and public speaking. This will include an overview of the program, details on
the competition night components and what to expect in the role of Paris Fair Ambassador. Attendees will
have the opportunity to meet the 2025 Paris Fair Ambassador, Grace Aulsebrook-Smith, and hear about her
experience.

e On August 20, 2026, contestants will get time to practice these skills through mock interviews, looking over
their resumes and time testing out the microphone.

2. Mentoring: Each contestant is paired with a mentor from the Ambassador Committee who will help them every
step of the way. Contestants can ask about items such as improving their resume, selecting a speech topic or
selecting business professional/casual outfits. They will be paired with their mentor at the first contestant prep
night and will have time to discuss feedback at the following prep night.

3. Competition Night: Thursday September 3, 2026 - includes a written resume, an interview, speech, and
impromptu question and the previously recorded YouTube video of their sponsoring organization.

Contestants must meet the following criteria:
® 17 years of age as of August 1st, 2025, and not be 24 years of age by Aug 1, 2026
® Any gender
® Has not previously reigned as Ambassador of any fair
® Be available to represent the Paris Agricultural Society at various events for one-year commencing September
3, 2026, until Labour Day weekend 2027.
