One of Africa’s most dynamic cities, Nairobi is a vital commercial and financial hub and home to the 
regional headquarters of major international companies and organisations, including the United 
Nations. Nairobi’s growth rate has been one of the highest of any African city, with major real estate 
projects making up its burgeoning skyline.

Modern Nairobi is still considered the Safari Capital of Africa, with Nairobi National Park only 20 
minutes from the centre of town, where lions and rhinos can be seen with a backdrop of skyscrapers 
and landing planes. With spectacular game parks all over the country and a stunning Indian Ocean 
coastline on your doorstep, there is plenty to see and do.

Nairobi boasts a vibrant social scene, with its cosmopolitan community offering an incredible variety 
of cuisines from around the world. From luxury hotels and fine dining restaurants to lively markets 
and local eateries, there’s something to suit every taste and budget. The city’s many coffee houses 
have become favourite spots for both business meetings and relaxed catch-ups with friends.

Nairobi has numerous shopping malls as well as large supermarket chains, complemented by local 
produce markets offering fresh fruit and vegetables bought directly from farmers. Local craft markets 
offer an excellent choice of handmade items such as clothes, art, jewellery and footwear.

Life in Kenya can also have its frustrations. Power cuts do happen, bureaucracy can be difficult, and 
real poverty exists in many areas. Personal security requires a degree of caution in some areas, as it 
does in almost every big city. 

With its warm and friendly local population, great schools, a number of good private hospitals and a 
near-perfect climate, many expats have chosen to settle in this “green city in the sun”, enjoying the 
wonderful quality of life it offers.



The Role 

We seek to appoint a Lead Mathematics Teacher in the Senior School with experience of teaching 
the UK curriculum up to IGCSE Level, and ideally to A Level or IB, for September 2026.

It is our ambition to become the best international school in Nairobi. This will require world-class 
teachers and leaders, committed to achieving the highest standards of teaching and learning. We are 
also passionate about the deeply personal community where every student is known individually, a 
child-centred approach, a strong focus on wellbeing, and a rounded education with the MARK values 
permeating every aspect of the student experience.

The successful candidate will have excellent knowledge and experience of teaching the UK 
Mathematics curriculum up to IGCSE and A Level or IB. You will have the initiative to develop the 
Mathematics curriculum including creating the schemes of work and resources, and developing wider 
opportunities such as trips and to develop the schemes of work and resources for Mathematics to 
IGCSE and Sixth Form. You will also contribute to the wider team establishing the expectations within 
the school.

In this early stage of the school’s development everybody will need to ‘muck in’ and have the 
adaptability to contribute across a range of areas. All staff will be expected to offer some 
co-curricular activities and support the pastoral programme for example as a form tutor and/or 
offering PSHE.



Most subjects will be taught in mixed ability groups. Class sizes will be small, not exceeding 24 
students, although most groups will be smaller than this. Students of all levels are encouraged to 
push their intellectual curiosity beyond the remit of the framework provided by the schemes of work. 
We aim to create a vibrant and stimulating atmosphere in the classroom where each student is 
encouraged to achieve their full potential.

This is a very exciting opportunity for a current or aspiring middle leader who has both vision

and an eye for the detail required in the development of a new school – someone prepared to see 
the big picture and who can also roll up their sleeves and get things done. This development phase 
will require resilience, perseverance, agile thinking and a blend of conviction and open-mindedness.

It truly could be a once-in-a career opportunity to join a team that is shaping a new school to 
become the best international school in its market. The role is available from the last week of August 
2026, and it is anticipated that the successful candidate will wish to engage with the Durham 
International School team before taking up the position.

Be a skilled classroom practitioner, having a good subject knowledge and an awareness of teaching 
methodology.
