Agreement
1. Permission to Use Property[footnoteRef:1]
The Owner gives permission for the above student film production to use the Property for filming, rehearsing, and recording scenes for the film currently entitled: __________________________ (“the Film”). [1:  This section gives the film crew permission to use the property for filming.] 

2. Dates & Times of Access[footnoteRef:2]
The Property may be used on: __________________________ (dates/times).
If weather or scheduling requires, the Producer may request additional time with Owner’s approval. [2:  Dates/times should be agreed in advance, but rescheduling for weather or delays can be requested with approval.] 

3. Access & Use[footnoteRef:3]
The film crew may bring in equipment, cast, and crew, and agrees to remove all equipment after filming. The Production may use the Property as follows (select all that apply): [3:  This section clarifies which parts of the property the crew can film. The owner can allow both inside and outside use, or limit filming to just interiors or just exteriors. It allows the producer to show the property as it is or give it a fictional name on screen.] 

☐ Interior and exterior areas may be filmed.

☐ Exterior areas only may be filmed.
The Production may refer to the Property by its actual name or a fictional name.
4. Ownership of Material[footnoteRef:4] [4:  This section clarifies that the producer (not the property owner) owns the film, photographs and recordings created pursuant to this agreement. ] 

Producer shall be the sole and exclusive owner of all rights, including copyrights, to all films, photographs and recordings made under this Agreement on the Property (“Material”). Owner grants to Producer the irrevocable and perpetual right to use the Material. Owner acknowledges that Owner does not have and will not have any interest in the Material, nor will it have any right to injunctive relief against Producer or any other party arising out of any use of the Material.
5. Alterations & Restoration[footnoteRef:5]
Any furniture or items moved will be returned to their original place. The Production agrees to take reasonable care of the Property and is responsible for repairing or replacing any damage caused by its crew. Owner agrees to submit to Producer in writing, within five (5) days after any alleged damage or injury, a detailed listing of all claimed property damage or personal injuries for which Producer is allegedly responsible. Producer shall have no obligation for any claimed liability or loss that is not included in the aforementioned list.  [5:  If anything is moved, it should be put back. The production should be responsible for any damage caused by its team.] 

6. Compensation[footnoteRef:6]
The parties agree that: [6:  Student films often do not pay for locations, but this section allows for either payment, no payment, or other forms of thanks (like a credit).] 

☐ No payment is required. This location is provided voluntarily to support student filmmaking.
☐ Payment will be provided. The Production agrees to pay the Owner the amount of $__________ as compensation for use of the Property.
☐ In-kind consideration. The Production will provide alternative consideration such as an on-screen “Special Thanks” or location credit in the film’s end titles.
7. Representations and Warranties[footnoteRef:7]
The Owner represents and warrants that (a) Owner is the rightful owner or authorized agent of the Property and has the authority to grant this permission, (b) Owner will take no action that will interfere with the full use of the Property by Producer as described in this Agreement. [7:  The section clarifies that the person signing must actually own or legally represent the property and that they will allow the use of the property as described in this agreement.] 

8. Entire Agreement[footnoteRef:8]
This document contains the full agreement and may only be changed in writing, signed by both parties. [8:  This section clarifies that it contains the entire agreement. You will not be able to enforce any side deals or verbal conversations unless they are written down and signed by both parties.]
