GROWING LEADER

lIn this class, you'll identify your
leadership strengths, styles, +
current stage of growth. Through
assessments + practical tools,
you'll gain insight into how you
lead, how others lead, + how to
collaborate more effectively as
you continue to develop.

SERVANT LEADER

Jesus modeled a radically
different kind of leadership. One
rooted in humility + service. This
class explores biblical + modern
examples of servant leadership
and equips you with practical
ways to lead people with purpose,
love + kingdom impact.

FINANCIALLY HEALTHY LEADER
This class teaches biblical
principles of generosity, tithing, +
wise financial decision-making,
while also covering practical
basics of personal finance. You'll
gain tools to manage resources
with confidence + lead from a
place of financial health.

Romans. This class unpacks the
Gospel message through the
teachings of the Apostle Paul,
helping you understand core
biblical truths + confidently apply
them to your life + leadership.

This class
clarifies core beliefs, values + vision
at 7 Hills Church while pointing you
to the heart of Christ. You'll gain
confidence in what you believe +
how to lead with conviction +
compassion.

TEAM BUILDING LEADER

Healthy leaders build healthy
teams. In this class, you'll learn
how to create strong, growing, +
reproducing teams. You'll identify
common team challenges,
develop leadership skills + gain
tools to build environments where
people thrive + work together
effectively.

INTENTIONAL + CARING LEADER
This class equips you with
practical skills for supporting
others through real-life
challenges. You'll learn effective
communication, conflict
resolution + care strategies to
lead with wisdom, empathy +
intentionality.







HOW DO | KNOW IF | AM ELIGIBLE TO APPLY?
The following are prerequisites to begin the
admissions process for Leadership College:
* Actively serve in a 7 Hills Church ministry
* Participate in a Small Group
* Demonstrate core spiritual competencies
& biblical literacy

CAN I HAVE BE IN SCHOOL ORHAVE A JOB
AND STILL ATTEND LEADERSHIP COLLEGE?
Absolutely! Most Leadership College
participants manage full-time jobs or school.
Classes are held weekly on Tuesdays from
3:00 PM to 4:30 PM. The total weekly
commitment, including the class and service
hours, is approximately 8-10 hours.

WHAT IS THE COST?

The cost for Leadership College is $199. The
program covers other conferences, some
extracurricular activities, books, additional
materials, and full access to training from the
7 Hills staff. Additional expenses may include
activities you do together as a team outside
of the scheduled classes, such as
conferences, meals, or fun events. If
necessary, you will be notified in advance.

WHAT IS THE ATTENDANCE POLICY?
Leadership College students are expected to
attend all weekly classes, services, and
events. This includes all services on Tuesdays,
and Sundays. *Wednesdays are required if in
the Legacy Youth department.* Absences are
only excused for severe conditions or special
circumstances, with no more than two
permitted.

WHAT IS THE READING REQUIREMENT?
Students will read In a Pit with a Lion on a
Snowy Day by Mark Batterson, with one
chapter assigned each week. Weekly reading
highlights should be prepared and brought to
class for discussion.

WHEN DOES THE PROGRAM BEGIN?

All students must complete and sign the
digital orientation packet prior to the start.
Orientation takes place May 19" at 3P.
Then LC kicks off on Saturday, May 23rd at
5:00 PM with an orientation event. Our

first official class takes place Tuesday, May
26th at 3:00 PM.

DO I HAVE TO BE CALLED INTO FULL-TIME
MINISTRY TO PARTICIPATE?

No. Leadership College is designed for
believers who are leading spiritually and
serving actively in the church, with a desire to
grow their spiritual impact. It's about kingdom
service, not just working in a church. If you're
unsure of your calling, we'll help you explore
next steps.

HOW OFTEN WILL NEW CLASSES BEGIN?
This is a summer only program.

Applications open in February and close April
1. Please feel free to apply when you feel
confident that you have met the eligibility
requirements. Applications are actively
reviewed from February through April for the
summer session starting in May.
