	Be a Catholic who has been confirmed and has already received the sacrament of the Most Holy Eucharist and leads a life in harmony with the faith and the role to be undertaken. 

	Canon 874 §1, 4°
	Not be bound by any canonical penalty legitimately imposed or declared;

	Canon 874 §1, 5°
	Not be the father or mother of the one to be baptised. 

	Canon 874 § 2
	A baptised person who belongs to a non-Catholic ecclesial community may not be admitted except as a witness to baptism together with a Catholic Godparent.
