Differences must not become
disputes: Jaishankar to Wang

INDIA AND CHINA should
adopta“candid and construc-
tive” approach in moving
ahead in the ties that must be
based on mutual respect,
mutual sensitivity and
mutual interest, external
affairs minister S Jaishankar
told his Chinese counterpart
Wang Yi on Monday.

In his opening remarks at a
meeting with Wang, the exter-
nal affairs minister pitched for
taking forward the de-escala-
tion processintheborderareas
alongthe Line of Actual Control
in eastern Ladakh that wit-
nessed overa four-year face-off
between the militaries of the
two nations.

Wangwill meet Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi and
national security advisor Ajit
Doval on Tuesday.

Jaishankar held wide-rang-
ing talks with the Chinese for-
eign minister shortly after he
landed in Delhi on a two-day
visit that came days ahead of
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on Monday

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi's planned trip to Chinato
attend the annual summit of
Shanghai Cooperation Organi-
sation (SCO).

Wang's visit is largely seen
aspartof ongoing efforts by the
twoneighbours torebuild their
relationship after it came
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under severe strain following
the deadly Galwan Valley
clashesin 2020.

Jaishankar also mentioned
fightingagainst terrorisminall
itsformsand manifestationsas
another major priority.

“Having seen a difficult
period in our relationship, our
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two nations now seek to move
ahead.This requires a candid
and constructive approach
from both sides,” the external
affairs minister said.

“Inthat endeavour,we must
be guided by the three mutuals
- mutual respect,mutual sensi-
tivityand mutual interest. Dif-

ferences must not become dis-
putes, nor competition con-
flict,he said.

The Chinese foreign minis-
ter is in India primarily to hold
a fresh round of special repre-
sentatives (SR) dialogue on the
boundary question with
National Security Advisor Ajit
Doval.The SR talks will be held
on Tuesday.

Wang and Doval are the
designated special representa-
tives for the boundary talks.

“This (SR talks) is very
importantbecause the basis for
any positive momentuminour
ties is the ability to jointly
maintain peace and tranquil-
lityin theborderareas.Itisalso
essential that the de-escalation
process move forward,” Jais-
hankar said.

The talks covered economic
and trade issues, pilgrimages,
people-to-people contacts,
riverdatasharing,bordertrade
and connectivity. “I would like
tofollowup on some particular
concerns thatI had brought up
with you, when I visited China
in July,”Jaishankar said.
